Presbyterian Pastor 
Dies Alter Many 
Months Oi Illness

From the portals of the stately, 
beautiful church edifice that w ill 
stand through future years as a 
m e n ^ ia l  to his tireless and in- 
spi^Tng efforts, the remains of 
Rev. Walter Nichol were carried 
to their final resting place Mon­
day afternoon by sorrowing 
members of his congregation.

Side by side with them and the 
other hundreds of members of 
his congregation, the good m in­
ister had labored through dis­
tressing year§ of misfortune to 
rebuild the Presbyterian house 
of worship that had been de­
stroyed by flames.

But his years of service ,to man­
kind from its new and beautiful 
sanctuary, were exceedingly  
brief ones. In a few  short months 
after the construction obligation 
had been paid in full and the 
church debt had been wiped out, 
he became ill.

For months after he was 
stricken he strove to carry on 
his ministerial activities, against 
the wishes of his family, but 
early this year attending physi­
cians ordered him to give up all 
work. Death came to relieve his 
sufferings at the Nichol home, 
985 Church street, last Friday 
evening. |

Tributes came from men of j 
God, who serve humanity in ; 
other church pulpits, at the final I 
rites Monday afternoon, which I 
reflected the esteem the entire I 
city of Plymouth and the P r e s -1 
byterians had for Rev. Walter 1 
Nichol. j

Rev. T. Leonard Sanders of the I 
First Methodist church, .e x -! 
pressed w ell the sentim ents of the ! 
community.

From Wyandotte came Rev. 
Warren Hall, for more than a 
quarter of a century a close 
friend and associate of Rev. 
Nichol, to tell of the high regard 
in which the Presbyterian de­
nomination had always held him.

Rev. Henry J. Walch, successor 
to Rev. Nichol, conducted the 
services in the spirit that typi­
fied the life of his predecessor.

The passing of Rev. Nichol was 
not the only sorrow that came 
to the family last week. A 
younger brother, David, a resi­
dent of Priceville, Ontario, died 
at his home on the day follow ­
ing the death of Rev. Nichol. He, 
too, had been ill many months.

It was nearly 17 years ago 
when Rev. Nichol and his family 
moved to Plymouth from Ecorse, 
where he had been pastor of the 
Presbyterian church of that 
place. These years were happy 
ones, because they were years 
of outstanding accomplishment.s.

No othi r pastor during the 
long history of Plymouth ever 
served any church of \he com­
m unity over such a long period 
of years. And never once during 
this time did Rev. Nichol ever 
fail to occupy the pulpit of his! 
church on a Sunday until forced ' 
to retire during the past year by j 
illness. - |

To him there were no denom i­
national boundry lines. He re­
garded it his duty to serve all, 
believer or unbeliever. Protestant 
or Catholic, it made no difference 
to him what a man professed. If 
he could do good or bring com­
fort to the distressed, he was 
pleased.

It was on February 18. 1926,
when lie was officially installed 
as minister of Plymouth's Pres­
byterian church, founded in this 
city more than a century ago.

Rev. Ni«hol was born in Grey 
county. Ontario, December 1. 
1875. the son of John and Chris­
tina McNichol Nichol. He re­
ceived his master’s degree from 
the University of Toronto, where 
he was awarded a traveling 
scholarship. Later he studied at 
the Universities of Marburg and 
Berlin and was ordained to the 
m inistery October 29, 1907. His 
first pastorates were at St. Mary's 
and Dundas, Ontario. He ac­
cepted a call to the Ecorse church 
in February. 1926.

He was a member of the P ly­
mouth Rotary club and active in 
civic and community affairs.

In 1911 he married Anna M. 
Cummins of Conneaut, Ohio.

Mrs. Nichol and five children 
survive. David M. Nichol, the 
only son. is the w ell known 
newspaper correspondent of the 
Chicago Daily News at Moscow. 
Russia.

A cablegram Tuesday from the 
son stated that he had received  
the m essage telling of his father’s 
death. "The other children are: 
Catherine N. Randall of Detroit; 
Christine of Lansing; Eliza­
beth N. Mather of Plymouth and 
Margaret Jean of Plymouth. The 
following brother and sisters also 
survive, John Nichol of Priceville. 
Ontario, the Misses Rebecca, Ena 
and Gretta of London. Ontario. 
Mrs. Jam es Kennedy of Hanover. 
Ontario and Mrs. "W. A. Leggett 
of Buffalo, N ew  York.

Rosedale Church 
Seeks $30,000 
Building Fund

Presbyterians Plan 
To Get Cash Before 
Starting Structure

A two weeks campaign to raise 
a $30,000 building fund fur tlie 
Rosedale Gardens Piesbytorian  
church, will be inau.gurated at a 
meeting of tlie workers Friday 
evening at t!ie eliurch. Dinner 
will be sc'i'ved to the wiirki-r.'.

The campaign i.' under t!v' 
chairman ,'iiip nf Harry Buriun, 
who already ha.' .'elected hi.s 
block V. nrkers. Verne Steek- was 
elected treasurer of the buikhng 
fund.

Tile Rev. John B. ?’orsyt!i, p;is- 
tor of the I'liureit. also i.s taking 
an active part in t!ie campaign.

He pointed out that the church 
building now being used is inade­
quate to provide for tiie needs i:f 
the community. Tiie church is 
the only Protestant church w itiiiii 
a radius of two m iks. and serves 
all c'.enomintitions.

The plan i.s to obtain pleriges 
for the $30.0(;0 euifice. which 
would be paid off over a period 
of three yeois. with construction 
to start after the war, and m ate­
rials become available.

No plans have been made for 
a church strucluve. Mr. Burton 
said that after tlie war is over 
and the materials become avail­
able, that the church will elect 
a committee witieh will work 
with a competent architect to 
build the church. It has ni-t 
been decided whether the pi 
ent building will be torn dm\ 
or whether it will be used as ; 
auxiliary structure.

It is planned to buy series 
and G war bonds with tlie money 
raised as rapidly a;; it is paid 
into the treasurer.

Mr. Forsyth pointed out that 
the church now lacks many re­
quired facilities. For instance, 
he said, three church school 
groups now meet in the Rose- 
daie Gardens community club 
house on .Sunday morning.s.

The dining facilities are 
far inadequate, and the church 
leaders feel that an auditorium  
with a stage fur programs and 
plays are a ncces.sily. There also 
i.s a great need for a parlor for 
wom en’s activities, and a clioir 
robing room, as well as adi-quate 
offices for the pastor and choir 
director.

It is pointed out by the lead­
ers of the campaign that the 
church almost from its inception 
has operated free of debt, and it 
is the desire of the p nson i lead­
ers to continue that prograrf. 
Thus, tiiey feci tlial lhe rnotfey 
for the new edifice should be 
raisc'd, and the cosh siiould be 
available, wlien it comi's time to 
erect the new building.

Arm y Flyer 
K ille d in  Crash

' North Dakota Lad 
Dies Near City

Lieutenant John Winthrop 
Powell. 21. of Fargo, N. D., was 
killed last Thursday afternoon 
when his fast pursuit plane 
cra.'hid about 100 yards west of 
Ray M ettetal’s greenhouse, south 
of Plymouth.

Metti'tal was working outside 
the greenhouse when the crash 
occurred, and watched the plane 
'all.

Lt. Powell has been attached to 
air service command of the 

my airbase' on M iddlebelt road 
since July 2.5̂  1943, as a test pilot. 
He was returning to the base 
from a routine flight when the 
crash occurred.

Mr. Mettetal said the plane 
went into a flat spin when it 
reached a point just west of his 
grccnliouse. Experienced air 
pilots say it is almost impossible 
to get any place out of a flat spin.

Tl '.e p i l o t  apparently knew this, 
for one of the doors of his plane 
was found several miles away. 
He apparently had attempted to 
gi.'t out. His safety-4aelt was un­
fastened, indicating that he had 
(lied to gel out of the plane, but 
had been held by force of grav­
ity to his seat.

He was thrown clear of the 
plane when it crashed.

Mr. Mettetal called the Army 
air basi' im m ediately after the 
crash, and a military guard was 
placed around the crashed plane. 
No one was allowed near it.

The pilot had cut the switches 
befoi'c the crash and there was 
no fire. The plane was not badly 
damaged, and can be repaired.

A flat spin is cau.sed by a loss 
of power. Tlie army gave no 
details on what may have hap- 
pi'ned to Lt, Pow ell’s plani', but 
it could liave been that he ran 
out of gti.'oline. or that there was 
some difficulty with the engine 
itself.

T!ic army pointed out that the 
fast pursuit siiips are more likely  
to go into flat spins after a loss 
of power than the smaller or 
larger commercial planes.

Coal Situation 
Improves Here

New R ep lation  
Helps Bowlers

Dealers Keeping 
Everybody Warm

Here is the coal situation in 
Plymouth:

Dealers here have received a 
little more coal during the past 
week. One or two firm s reported 
the receipt of one car each, which 
won’t go very far, but the deal­
ers are rationing the coal on the 
basis of one ton to a family, when 
there is less than a ten day’s sup­
ply of coal on hand.

One of the dealers here said 
they are having no trouble in de­
livering a ton at a time when it 
is ordered, if the people w ill just 
give two or three day’s notice.

It is impossible to state just 
when the coal situation will be 
relieved in order that orders for 
filling a coal bin can be delivered. 
It depends a lot on when the 
miners really gel back into pro­
duction after their almost disas­
trous strike.

City Manager Clarence Elliott, 
who was appointed to write pri­
ority orders- for the delivery of 
coal, said that he had had no re­
quests, which is an indication 
that the dealers have been able 
to fill the orders as they come.

Most of the dealers at this t:me 
are attempting to deliver two, 
three or more tons into a given  
community, which saves ■ wear 
and tear on trucks’ and tires, but 
more important, it saves the time 
of the coal truck men. They thus 
are able to make one trip serve 
the purpose of two or three.

For ti>at reason, the coal deal­
ers are asking that a little m.orc 
time be given for the delivery.

15 Year Old Boys 
Con Now Set Pins

Boys 15 years old and older, 
may now get working permits to 
SLi pins in the bowling alleys, ad­
jacent to Plymouth, but there are 
certain restrictions^ laid down by 
the State Board of Labor and In­
dustry. and improved upon by 
Superintendent of Schools George 
A. Smith.

Under the plan, boys may set 
pins in the alleys, providing they 
do not work on successive days, 
cr later than 11:30 dt night.

The Livonia recreation alleys, 
and the two Plymouth alleys 
have both signed agreements that 
they will abide by the rules laid 
down by the school. When _ each 
boy applies for a permit to set 
pins, he is given a card, which 
must be punched by the bowling 
alley operator.

The plan serves to keep the 
alleys operating, and at the 
same time provides a little addi­
tional money for the younger 
boys.

Previously, a boy should be 16 
before a working permit was 
issued.

.^N ORDINANCE, granting to 
CONSUMERS POWER COM- 
P.\N Y , its .successors g.nd as­
signs, the right and authority 
to lay, maintain and operate 
ga.s mains, pipes and services 
on. along, across and under the 
itrocts. alleys and other public 
pic.ee5. and to do a local gas 
business in the CITY OF PLY- 
iVrOUTH, WAYNE COUNTY, 
MICHIGAN, for a period of 
thirty years.

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH OR­
DAINS:

SECTION 1. That whenever  
the word "Grantee’’ appears in 
this ordinance, it is intended to 
designate, and shall be held to 
refer to the Consumers Power 
Cemnnny, its successors and as­
sign.-.

SECTION 2. The right and
authority is hereby granted to 
iaid Grantee, its successors and 
assigns, to lay. maintain and op­
erate gas mains, pipes and serv­
ices on. along, across and under 
line streets, alleys and other pub­
lic places, and to do a local gas 
bu.'.iness in the City of Ply- 
mouin. Wayne County, Michigan, 
for a period of thirty years.

SECTION 3. No street, alley or 
public place used by said Grantee 
shall be obstructed longer than 
necessary during the work of 
construction and maintenance, 
and shall be restored to the .same 
good order and condition as when 
sucii work was commenced.

.SECTION 4. All pipes and 
mains shall be laid in k careful 
and proper manner so as not to 
injure' persons or property. The 
Grantee shall at all tirries keep 
and save the City free and harm­
less from all loss, costs and dam- 

.age' to which it may subject by 
reason of the construction and 
maintenance of the mains, pipes 
and other equipment the installa­
tion, erection and maintenance of 
which are hereby authorized.

SECTION 5. The Grantee shall 
be entitled to charge said City 
and its inhabitants for gas fur­
nished therein, the rates which 
have been approved by the 
Michigan Public Service Com­
mission or its statutory successor, 
to which Commission the author­
ity and jurisdiction to fix , regu­
late and alter gas rates and rules 
regulating such service in said 
City arc hereby granted for the 
term of this franchise. Such 
:ates. and rules shall be subject 
to review  and change at any time, 
upon petition therefor being 
.mac’.c by either the City of P ly ­
mouth. acting by its City Com­
mission. or by said Grantee.

All bills for gas service shall 
be payable monthly, unless oth­
erwise m utually agreed upon by 
the City Commission and the

Grantee. The Grantee m ay col­
lect the m inimum charge as spe­
cified in its rate sch ^ u les. It 
shall also furnish and maintain 
commercially accurate meters to 
measure the gas furnished. Said 
Grantee shall at all reasonable 
tim es have access to the prem­
ises of its customers for the pur­
pose of reading, inspecting, re­
moving and replacing such m et­
ers.

SECTION 6. The Grantee shall 
provide gas service w ithin said 
City, and shall extend its gas d is­
tribution system  w henever the 
amount of gas to be furnished 
thereby shall provide an ade­
quate and reasonable return upon 
the cost of providing such service.

The said Grantee shall, before 
entering upon- ,any street, high­
way, alley or other public place 
for the purpose of constructing 
cr installing any mains, pipes, gas 
works or other apparatus, notify  
the City Manager in writing of 
the proposed construction or in­
stallation and obtain a permit 
therefor, and shall if the City 
Manager so requires, file with  
the City of Plymouth a sufficient 
plan and specification, showing 
the nature and extent of the pro­
posed construction or installation.

SECTION 7. The rights, power 
and authority herein granted are 
not exclusive.

. ’This franchise shall not be 
leased, assigned or otherwise 
alienated except in the manner 
and subject to the conditions im ­
posed by the Michigan Public 
Service Commission or its suc­
cessors. !

SECTION 8. Said Grantee | 
shall, as to all other conditions | 
and elem ents of service not here- | 
in fixed, be and remain subject j 
to the reasonable rules and reg­
ulations of the Michigan Public 
Service Commission of its suc­
cessors, applicable to gas service 
in said City. |

The grant of this franchise shall | 
•be subject to the right of the i 
City to make all regulations 
which shall be necessary to se­
cure in the most ample manner, 
the safety, welfare and accommo­
dation of the p t^ lic , including 
among other things, the right to 
pass and enforce ordinances to 
require proper and adequate ex ­
tensions of the service of such 
grant in the manner heretofore 
provided, and to protect the pub­
lic from danger or inconvenience 
in the operation of any Work or; 
business authorized by the grant 
hereof, and the right to make 
and enforce all such regulations 
as shall be reasonably necessary 
to secure adequate, sufficient j 
and proper service, ex ten sion s! 
and accommodations for the peo- j 
pie, and insure their comfort and j 
convenience. ;

SECTION 9. This ordinance j 
shall become effective immedi- ' 
ately upon its being accepted in ' 
writing by said Grantee, which i 
acceptance shall, within thirty i 
days from its passage by the City ' 
Commission, be filed with the 
City Clerk. The grant hereof 
shall be subject to ratification  
by the affirm ative vot.e of at 
least three-fifths of the electors 
of said City voting thereon at .a 
regular or special m unicipal e lec­
tion to be held in the manner pro­
vided by law.

SECTION 10. Nothing ,in this 
grant shall be construed to alie­
nate the title of the public in and 
to any street, alley or public 
place, or any portion thereof, 
neither shall anything herein be 
construed in any manner as a 
surrender by the City of 'vPly- 
mouth of its legislative power 
with respect to any other matter 
whatsoever; nor as in any m an­
ner lim iting the right of said City 
of Plymouth to regulate the use 
of any street, avenue, tiighw ay  
or public place within its juris­
diction.

'T + H E Y  TELL you it’s over there, where 
the guard stands on watch. So you 

walk expectantly over the marble floor, 
hearing your footsteps shatter the hush 
and the quiet all about you. And then, 
suddenly, there you are—peering at it.

And there are the famous signatures-^ 
John Hancock. Charles Carroll, of Car­
rollton. Samuel Adams. Button Gwinnett.

The words, scrawled on parchment, are 
hard to read at flrsOk But you know by 
heart the opening paragraphs—remen> 
her them from your history book in the 

. sixth grade.

"IFe hold these truths to be self-evi­
dent, that all men are created equal, that 
they are endowed by their Creator with 
certain unalienable Rights, that among 
these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of 
Happiness.”

You’ve heard those words, you’ve seen 
them—many times. But somehow, stand­
ing there before that wrinkled parch­
ment, you become conscious of meanings 
that u ^  to be only sounds in the music 
of the language.

Those men who signed that document 
called it "the pursuit of Happiness.” The 
right that every man was to enjoy in this 
new country was the right to pursue hap­
piness. To roll up his sleeves and go after 
it and struggle and win it with his own 
two hands and his wits.

And because the people who first 
heard those words understood them—be­
cause they realized their right was one of 
pursuit—they went out with strength and 
courage and faith to hew quarries out 
of Venpont rodt, to dig mines in the 
W est Virginia earth, to build mills along 
the rivers of N orth Carolina.

Their sons, too, understood — and 
sucked oil out of the sand and harnessed 
the power in steam and welded one end 
of the country to the other with rails 
of steel

Because of that right—and because they 
understood it—the people who came to 
this country, and their sons, made it the 
richest, most powerful, most restless na- 
tion on earth.

Today, there are those who voice other 
words. W ords not of courage or strength 
or faith. W ords of despair. W e are too 
wise, too old, too civilized, they say, to 
pursue happiness. W e have inherited the 
right to sit back and have happiness 
brought to us—decked out and trussed up 
like a roasted mr.key on a silver platter. 
A dead turkey.

The Words they speak are not new 
words. They have been spoken in other 
nations throogliout history, and people

hearing them have been lulled by their 
golden promise into complacency and 
submission. And slavery.

They are words that ought to be lodced 
at for their meaning, not just listened to 
for their music—as all words ought to be 
scrutinized, including those that have be­
come so familiar, so much a part of our 
lives, that their wisdom is likely to be lost.
