Over 250 Quarts
Of Fruit, Nine

The home of Mrs. Otto Kaiser
at 46081. Ann Arbor road, about
a mile west of the city, was de-
stroyed by fire Saturday after-
noon, along with ail of the con-
tents.

Around the fire there settled
one of the most unusual set of
circumstances imaginable, all of
which fit into a pattern.

Dale Kaiser, Mrs. Kaiser’s son,
had been called by the local
draft board for his blood test,
preparatory to being called for
military service. He., had left
home about 2:30 in the afternoon
for that purpose and was at the
city hall when the call was re-
ceived by the Plymouth fire de-
partment, that there was a big
fire near Ann Arbor and Mc-
Clumpha roads.

Dale followed the fire depart-
ment out of Plymouth, not know-
ing that the fire was at his home.
That was at 3:30.

Mrs. Kaiser said sne had left
home about 3 o'clock, and that
when she left, there was no sign
of fire, although she pointed out
that since she suffered an attack
of scarlet fever several years ago,!
she has ’'not been able to smell:
odors.

When the fire department ar-
rived. the entire front of the two
story brick house was a mass of
flames. Fire Chief Fred Wagen-
schutz judged that the fire had
started as the result of an over-
heated furnace which was lo-
cated near the front of the house,
but Mrs. Kaiser said there was

the furnace and that it had not
been tended since noon, when
she threw ope shovel fyll of coal
into It She said it hardy!

Study Job Plan

Every shop boy must make a
job plan before he starts a proj-
ect. A job plan can be compart
to a foundation of a building. If
the foundation is not a good one
the whole structure will crumble
and fall and if the- boys have not
planned their jobs well these will
not turn out good projects.
