City Manager Clarence Elliott 
w as one of the principal speakers 

I last w eek at the first meeting 
■ of the Regional Planning Insti­

tute which m et at the Rackham  
Memorial building, j

He stressed the necessity of 
creating city planning commis­
sions under the present state 
statutes, which already provides 
adequate enabling legislation.

The legality of city planning is 
now w ell established through 
court decisions on the enabling 
legislation, he said, for th o^  
cities which have organized their 
planning commissions under the 
state law.

By organizing them under the 
state statutes, Mr. Elliott went 
on, they can save costs for the 
city, largely through the lack of 
need for fighting decisions in the 
courts.

He further urged the cities to 
organize under s ta te ’ laws in or­
der Jo provide strength to get 
through the state government 
those things needed by all cities. 
In union, there is strength, he 
said, and by working together, 
big improvements in the state 
may be obtained.

The planning commission, he 
said, is more than an advisory 
body to the legislative body of a 
city. It has definite authority to 
require the proper operation of 
subdivisions.

Here in Plymouth, efforts are 
being made through the city  
Planning Commission to establish  
a master plan for the city, which  
when adopted by the City Com­
mission will require a two thirds 
vote of future commissions to 
change.

Mr. Blliott also reported on an 
address by Thomas E. Walsh, d i­
rector of the Michigan Board of 
Aeronautics, who was the prin­
cipal speaker at the m eeting on 
Monday. He revealed postwar 
plans for a network of 240 air­
fields outside of Detroit, which 
will provide Michigan with suf­
ficient facilities to make Detroit 
the Aviation center not only of 
Michigan but of the world.

Mr. Walsh predicted that 85 
per cent of the population will 
get wings after the war, and 
that the production of helicop­
ters even before the end of the 
war w ill m ake Michigan air 
minded.

He foresaw that the use of the 
helicopter after the war w ill 
m ake outlying districts literally  
suburbs of Detroit after the war 
through a network of feeder 
lines, but he warned that now is 
the time to start planning for the 
future, especially the financing  
of the projects, which w ill grow  
even bigger as time m oves on.

If every 
homemaker would learn the cor­
rect temperatures for m eat cook­
ery, she would be able to make 
the meat which comes from the 
m ^ k et serve more at the table.”

Seals have been placed in all 
of the schools in Plymouth and 
Plymouth township. Seals also 
will be on sale in various busi­
ness establishments in downtown  
Plymouth.

Last year, the sale of seals 
netted $962 in Plymouth, it was 
reported, and the Woman’s Club 
hopes to exceed that this year.

Christmas' Seals are one cent 
each, and the tuberculosis soci­
ety operates exclusively on the 
funds it collects through the sale 
af these seals. Every Christmas 
oackage should have one or more 
on it.

The dealers said they had no 
been acquainted thus far wit! 
the new coal prices which hav  
been approved by the Office 
Price Administration.

Advices from Washington sad> 
the increase was about 17 ce 
a ton average at the mines, bu: 
varies from one district to an 
other. The increase in prici 
was permitted by the OPA a! 
government request to m eet th  
added costs of mining occasio.. 
by the increase in m iners’ wagi 
a p p r o v e  by the government.

Thjs is the vicious spiral of i 
flation which the people havi 
been fighting since the start 
the war. However, the admin 
tration, through Secretary Ick_  
broke the Little Steel wage for  
mula in order to get the mine: 
back into the mines, with the n 
suH that the increase in t  
price of coal was necessary.

Mr. Editor:—I had to L.^FF. 
honest I did, when I read your 
article on "the new meat supply 
in Plymouth. I admit I have a 
lot to learn in regards to rabbit 
raising, but I haven’t cared for 
the dear critters for over a year 
without learning something, too. 
Rabbit meat cannot be produced 
as cheap or as quickly as your 
article states. It would be a 
crying outrage to butcher six 
weeks old rabbits. They are still 
nursing from the mother at that 
age, though they eat the food 
given to the mother, too. The 
only rabbits we kill at Six weeks 
of age are sick ones. About four 
months of age is the usual age to 
butcher young rabbits for meat. 
Now take a young rabbit, four 
months old. It has been away 
from the mother two to two and 
a half months. Once a day, I 
feed each rabbit the amount of 
grain or pellets it will clean up. 
which is usually one cupful. I 
find on weighing the regular rab­
bit pellets that it lakes two 
pounds for one week's feeding, 
therefore in eight or ten weeks 
it would cost 75 cents to SI.00 for 
pellets alone and there is still 
alfalfa, bedding materials, and a 
few drugs to buy. Pellets or 
whole grains must be fed the 
whole year around and greens 
such as carrot, beet and celery 
tops (and weeds when they can 
be had) also. The largest young 
rabbits that we have butchered 
weighed four pounds all ready 
for the pan. at the age of four 
months. Then one must con­
sider the feeding of the mother 
doe from tlie time she is bred till 
her litter is s:x or eigh.t weeks 
old. which would be about three 
months. One should also buy a 
good spray to keep the hutches 
clean and free from disease and 
odors. This can be done, in spite 
of the usual comments about 
odors in the rabbitry. Remedies 
for cankered ear. head colds, 
diarrhoea, etc., must ’oe kept on 
hand to be used at a m om ent’s

notice and must be charged to the 
cost of production. There is also 
the cost of building hutches and 
feed dishes that rabbits cannot 
tip.

Of course, rabbits can be raised 
in much smaller quarters than 
chickens can, and th e y ' are be­
yond any doubt the cleanest ani­
mal one can raise to produce 
meat for the table.

The new rabbit breeder does 
NOT usually pick New Zealand 
'Whites and Rexis. Nearly every­
one has their own special breed 
that they fancy, for a wide va­
riety of reasons, though I readily 
admit there are a lot of New  
Zealand W hites around the 
country.

Where, oh where, Mr. Editor, 
can one buy a good breed doc for 
S3.50'.’ I have never sold a bred 
doe for anything near that price 
and only once did I buy two bred 
does for that amount and each 
died before she kindled because 
of poor condition.

Yls. a good doe will produce 
three or four litters a year, but 
litters usually have from five to' 
eight young, som etim es ten, but 
only once have I heard of a lit­
ter of 18 and then the mother 
laid herself down and died. We 
have one doc that one time had 
one lone baby and another that 
produced two. but each doe had 
six to eight in later litters.

I RiglU now I am caring for 80 
! rabbits, does, bucks, and young 
j ones. It lakes one-half hour 
I  once a day to give each pellets,
I alfalfa, water and greens and it 
' takes m e-two hours twice a week 

to clean hutches.
I I fancy th.e Checkered Giants,
! although I have several Flemish 
Giants, too. My docs average 12 
to 14 pounds. Some day in the 
not too far future, I hope to have 
a separate building for my rab­
bits and then I want the best 
breeders I can find. Until then, I 
shall be content to learn about 
and love tliese dear little crea­
tures with the w'iggly nose.

Furthermore, as restrictions are 
Lifted with respect to manpower 
and materials, after the war 
there should be,a returji of earn­
ing power to the gold industry.
