Its 
very mountainous where we are, 
but the country is pretty. This 
picture Rodger and I had taken 
while we were passing through a 
sm all Italian tov/n. Hope w e'w ill 
be back home soon,” wrote Her­

The inside clerks took 
them from the patrons, and 
stacked them away. Other clerks 
began to distribute them in their 
usual sacks.

regularly. Certainly do enjoy 
reading about where our buddies 
are located and what they are do­
ing. It’s a big help,” he added.

Two city carriers and a rural 
carrier failed to show up because 
of the malady. Two inexper­
ienced carriers who had never 
been over the city routes, started 
out with the mail. One of the 
inside clerks had to take over the 
rural route.

But the others kept working. 
In between the sale of stam ps and 
distribution of the m ail so  it 
would reach its proper destina­
tion, the staff sold bonds.

And despite the rush, despite  
the flu, the staff kept smiling. 
That’s one of the tenets of Harry 
Irwin’s staff. They are there to 
serve the public, and they do it 
with a smile.

Irwin reported the Plymonth  
patrons have cooperated this, year 
better than ever before. M ailing 
at this time is far ahead of what 
it has been before.

With Christmas packages and 
cards in the mail early, it gives 
the staff a better chance to make 
certain that all packages and 
cards are delivered before Christ­
mas.

Mary Tait Becomes........
Bride Of Army Officer ....

An epidemic of a non-virulent 
type of influenza or grippe has 
swept Plymouth along with the 
remainder of the nation.

A n  estimated more than ten 
per cent of the entire population 
of the city has been struck with 
the respiratory ailment. More 
thah a thiTd of the grade school 
children were absent this week. 
There were ^2 absences among 
the 600 grade school children, and 
there was a lesser percentage of 
absences in the high school. There 
were 236 absences Monday out of 
an enrollment of about 1100.

Superintendent of S c h o o l s  
George A. Smith said there is no 
plan to close the schools because 
of the epidemic, and that the 
'•chool would be kept open  
through next Thursday, when it 
will be closed for the holidays.

The ailment is causing few if 
any deaths in the nation ,and 
there have been none in Ply­
mouth, but it is a type of ailment 
which is forcing its sufferers to 
bed.

It is not the type which swept 
the nation in 1918 during the pre­
vious -war, causing thousands of 
deaths. Nor is it the type which 
is now sweeping England, and 
which caused more than 700 
deaths there in one week.

’War plants in the Plymouth 
area report^ some absenteeism 
because of the epidemic, but ap- 
parently|si* struck them in

nroportions that it has the 
schools.

Corporal .Albert Drake of P ly­
mouth, who was carried out of 
the New Guinea jungles on a 
stretcher for hospitalization in 
Australia, and now in a Mi.ssis- 
sippi hospital, has just one great 
desire in life—to get well so he 
can get back into the Pacific and 
kill more Japs.

This was the word brought back 
from Drake at Foster General 
hospital at Jack.son, Mississippi, 
where Drake is recuperating, by 
his aunt, Mrs. William J. Squires 
of North Harvey street. |

She also brought back with her 
some of the strange tales of the 
quiet, unassuming lad from P ly ­
mouth, who entered the army 
without a hate in the world, but 
who has learned to hate the Japs 
because of what he has seen in the 
jungles of New Guinea.

Mrs. Squires said young Drake 
told of one occasion in the New  
Guinea jungles when he was 
scouting with a native gunner. 
Drake stopped his jeep to cut a 
pole for his tent, when his native 
gunner shot a Jap from a tree, a 
sniper. The Jap was wounded, 
falling beside the jeep, and Drake 
finished the job.

On the Jap’s body he found in­
formation indicating that the Jap 
was educated in the medical de­
partment of the University of 
Michigan. He had in his pockets 
two letters from Japanese girl 
students still in Ann Arbor w ith­
in the past year or so. These, of 
course, were turned over to army 
intelligence.

Drake’s wounds were incurred 
while on a bombing mission over 
a Jap base. It was a shrapnel 
wound caused by anti-aircraft 
fire, but arthritis induced by ten 
months living in wet clothing is 
causing his most serious disabil­
ity.

But he is now  recovering with 
one thought in his mind— home 
for a short vacation, and then 
back to the Pacific to kill more 
Japs.

Both Mr. and Mrs. W ichtel are 
graduates of Michigan State col­
lege with degrees in floriculture.

They left im m ediately after the 
ceremony for Fort Sill.

But. they are at a loss to under­
stand one reference the la  ̂ was 
permitted to make on one of the 
cards. When Joe was a younjf- 
ster, his parents had invested m 
the White Lake Club up near 
Pinkney. This organization pass­
ed out of existence some years 
ago. Joe made mention of it on 
his card, and the things he urged, 
had been done years ago. It is 
possible that he had forgotten 
about it.

It simply goes to show, howev­
er, the thoughts that run through 
the mind of a person confined in 
idleness week after week apd 
month after month.

Joe enlisted August 28, 1941. 
Within five weeks from the time 
he entered the army, he was on 
his way to the Phillipine Islands. 
Letters from him received in the 
winter of 1941-42 showed that he 
had arrived in Manila two weeks 
before war was declared. One of 
the letters, published in The Mail 
at that time, told most interesting­
ly of his visit to the old, historic 
part of Manila. '

It was soon after his visit t̂o 
old Manila when the Japs naaite 
their sneak attack upon PeaH 
Harbor and the Philippine Is­
lands, with the eventual capture 
of the small American army that 
had been sent to defend that mili­
tary outpost.

If you cat turkey Tiianksgiving 
and Christmas of next year, pres­
ent prospects arc that it will be 
raised on Texas and Oklahoma 
grasshoppers instead of Michigan 
alfalfa.

Turkey growers in this locality  
enraged over the fact that feed  
costs w'ere permitted to more 
than double since last season and 
that ceiling prices oh the sale of 
turkeys have been fixed at onty 
a mere fraction over the prices 
that prevailed a year ago, now’ 
declare that they do not propose 
to take another loss on growing 
turkeys next year.

The last grower to announce 
his decision to go out of the tur­
key raising business is A. B. 
Hefsh, 46801 Joy road, who was 
summoned before the Plymouth  
food price control panel Mondav 
by Chairman W illiam Pettingill 
and advised that he had asked a 
price for live turkeys .slightly 
higher than the ceiling price.

He was provided with a ceiling  
price list and was warned that he 
was subject to prosecution if he 
should sell any of his turkeys at 
prices in advance of the prices 
listed.

A good share of his turkey  
crop had been ordered for Christ­
mas delivery, but appearing in 
this issue of The Plymouth Mail 
is an advertisem ent cancelling all 
of h is orders for dressed turkeys.

Mr. and Mrs. Hersh are among 
the pioneer turkey growers of 
this locality. Their crop has-gen­
erally averaged from 500 to 1,000 
per year.

“It w’ould not have been so bad 
if w’c had known of those prices 
last spring when w'e were buying 
our young poults. We paid more 
for poults this year than we did 
a year ago. Last year wo paid 
$2.00 per hundred weight for 
feed. This year we are paying 
more than double that amount. 
The price now is $4.25 per hun­
dred. Last year we paid $33 a 
ton for corn. Now it is $60. The 
OPA let us pay these prices all 
summer and fall, then they froze 
our turkey crop and now thev 
have fixed a price for us to sell 
them for, that will result in a loss 
to us,” stated Mr Hersh Monday 
after he had been summoned to 
the OPA office.

“The clerk dowm there told us 
that they knew we could not 
make anything at the price we arc 
forced to sell our turkeys for, but 
th;.»t didn’t make any difference,” 
she said. “We have to take the 
loss and like, it.”

Farrriers are permitted to sell 
live wei) ht young turkeys at a 
price of lot more than 48 cents 
per pound. They can sell young 
turkeys weighing under 18 to 22 
pounds for 53 cents per pound, 
dressed. If they are made ready 
for the roasting pan, they can get 
63 cent.s per pound.

But if the turkey is "eviser- 
ated” the farmer can get 65 cents 
per pound.

What’s an “eviscerated” tur­
key? A ll the dictionaries give 
the meaning of the word as “dis- 
embo'Weled."’ That means that 
the insides of the turkey have 
been cleaned out.

Voters Approve 
New Franchise 
For Consumers

Only Three Votes 
Against Sustaining 
City Commission
The one hundred persons who 

voted in Mo.nday’s special elec­
tion on the question of granting 
a thirty year franchise to the Con- 
sum er’.s Power Co,, should be 
quite proud of their votes. They 
cost S2.5665 each.

They were the most expensive 
votes ever cast in Plymouth, and 
there were few er votes than in 
any previous election since P ly­
mouth became a city.

The result was more or less 
fore-,ordaincd. It resulted in a 
97 to 3 victory for the franchise. 
The City Commission met in spe­
cial session Tuesday night and 
ratificMd the vote, and the fran­
chise became effective im m edi­
ately.

The votes by precincts showed 
22 for and 2 against in the first 
precinct: 18 for in the second; 36 
for in the third, and 21 for and 1 
against in the fourth.

The total cost of the election 
was paid by the Consumer’s 
Power Co., which had deposited 
a check for $300 with the City 
Commission. The election e x ­
pense was S25G.05, and there was 
an additional $100 for attorney 
fees in drawing up the franchise 
for the city, which the power 
company paid.
