There is only slight chance that
Kentucky coal will alleviate the
shortage,, but there is a possibility
that some Ohio coal will be
Shippe<” in, but it is terribly dirt
stuff to handle or bum, arid deal-
ers frankly admit that it is d”™i-
cplt to sell.,

There are reports circulating
that the Office of Price Adminis-
tration will ration coal next win-
ter, but there is little likelihood
that rationing beyond what the
dealers themselves are doing, will
be instituted this year.

War IVoriers Buy
Riding Horses—Over
1000 Owned Here

If you see a horse cantering up
and down the road, or .another
that is prancing to the touch of
Ihe-riding whip and bod
don't get excited about it.

Probably the rideilL,is. a tired
war worker who has
riding horse in order to gain some
badly needed exercise.

Dr. E. B. Cavell. Jr.. Pljmiouth
veterinarian estimatea there are
more than 1,000 horse owners in
the area as compared with slight-
ly less than 10(5J three years ago.

Inquiry shows that tnost of the
new horse owners are war plants
w'orkers, especially those whe?
both parents are working.

In some sub-divisions in this
area, community sta.bles have
been erected by horae owners.

Some ownerfe are quarterin
their horses in the garage, an
letting their automc”iles stand
outside.

The average horse in this area
is vali® at about $200, accord-
ing to expert authority. An addi-
tional $J00 is-needed for an ade-
quate saddle and bridle.

Dr. Cavell estimated that it
c”sts about two dollars a w'eek
to maintain a horse w'ith food and
medical care when it is needed.

Infaddition to the private horse
owners, there are about a dozen
public stables, where horses axe
rented, and best reports indicate
it is a lucrative business, with
horses rentiijg for as high as $1.50
to $2 an hour. Most prices, how-
ever, are $1 an hour.
