Lieut Owen Johnson, 19-year-
old son of Mr. and Mrs. Williatn
G. Johnson of 312 Holbrook ave-
nue, the youngest lad to ever be
made a commissioned officer in
the nation’s flying fighting forces,
was this week reported by Sec-
retary of War Stimpson as miss-
ing in action somewhere over
Germany.

The telegram from the war de-
partment read: “The secretary of
war desires to. express his deep
regret that your son, Owen W.
Johnson, has been reported miss-
ing in action since January 4
eover Germany. If further details
or information are received you
will*be promptly advised.”

The date* mentioned in the
message would indicate that Lieu-
tenant Johnson was probably lost
when 60 American bombers were
shot down in that raid that wiped>
out a good portion of Germany’
aircraft factories.

The last letter his parents re-
ceived from their young son was
written from England on New
Year’s day. It was brief and con-
tained little information, except
.that he was feeling fine and was
very busy.

Owen was awarded his officer’s
commission last svimmer, and at
that time the army news release
stated that he was the youngest
man in the flying forces ever to
be awarded a second lieutenant’s
commission.

This fact was probably due to
some extent not only to his ex-,

cellent work in the truning
camps, but to his experience
gained at the Mettetal Flying

field in Plymouth, where he had
had many hours in solo flJing
before enlisting in the aii* corps
on his 18th birthday.

He won his wings on August 5
and went overseas early in No-
vember. Owen was bom in De-
troit in 1924 and came to Plym-
outs with his parents ki 1938,
graduating from the Plymouth
high school in 1941

From out of ah old book pur-
chased a few weeks ego by Jack
Painter of the Tampxv'ipbuild-
ing company in a Tampa, Florida,
book stoire* cazz'e*a reeo” of o”e
of the first marriage licenses is-
sued in Plymouth township—a
license that gave Ez”a Bradnef,
son of a pioneer fapi®y a right
to wed Catherine pavis, the
daughter of anotl*r.pm ~r fam-
ily Who had moved into the *“wil-
derness” ol Michigan.

Dated March 26, 1833—just one
hundred and eleven years ago"
the marriage license, .sent to
Mayor Carl Shear by the finder
down in Taihpa, Florida, reads
as follows: -

"Township of Ptymouth,
Territory of Michigan—Per-
mission is hereby given to
Ezra Bradner and Catherine
Davis to be joined in mar-
riage and any person legall
quglified is yh(:rz)reby 'gu(f:]hor¥
"ized to celebrate- the mar-
riage rites between the two
persons aforesaid agreeably to
an act regulating- marriages.
Given under my hand at
Plymouth,'the 26th of March,
1833.

“J. F. CHUBB.
‘Town Clerk.”

Oldtimcrs recall that Frisbde
Chubb was one'of the fizst store-,
keepers in “Plymouth Comers,”
as the little settlement in the
woods was called. It is possible
that the town cl~k used his
initials instead of the name fte
commonly went by. But J. F.
Chubb was not the first town
clerk in Plymouth township. The
first clerk was Alien Tibbetts.
He was elected in 1827, two or
three years after the settlement
of Plymouth Comew had started.

The Bradner family did not lo-
cate in the village, but settled
out north ef PI3niouth along
what is now known as the Brad-
ner road. Early historical men-
tion is made of a fruit exhibit
displayed by Andrew Bradner.

There are. no defendants of
the Brtdner family or of the
Davis family living here
at present as far as known.

There is a direct descendant
of the pioneer Bradner family
of Plymouth now living in Los
Angeles, California, where he is
a prominent attorney. His name
is B. J. Bradner, and it. is pos-
sible that he is a grandson or
greatgrandson of the Ezra Brad-
ner who was given a license to
marry in Plymouth 111 years ago
in March.

Mayor Carl Shear plans to find
out ii the California Bradner is
a descendant of the Ezra Brad-
ner, and if so, he will foiward
to him the historic family docu-
ment that has remained hidden
in an old book down in Tampa,
Florida, for more than a century.

The old marriage license is In
perfect condition and was writ-
ten out in full by the town cleik.

Farmer Tips By
County Agent

Besemer Posses
Along His Ideas

(By E. L Besamer)

Wayne ~County farmers can
make another contribution to the
war effort by selllngi logs from
their farm woodlot. 1t is needed
for boat building, construction
timbers and truck bodies. Farm-
ers are urged to process their
own logs or have them sawed in
nearby sawmills for their own re-
uirements. Mills producing more
than 10,000; board feet in a day
are not permitted to releaSe!
hagdwoods except op government
orders.

Many Michigan farmers have
recognized the” value of farm
recolils for various purposes. The
thing that is perhaps uppennost
in your mind at present, however,
is the need for records when
{naklng out an Income Tax re-
urn.

Many farmers keeﬁ a reeprd of
the income part of their business,
but frequently expenses are neg-
lected.

ccount Book prepared by the
Farm Management Department
of Michigan State College is com-
lete end. is set up especially for
ncome Tax purposes. The cost
of this book is 30 cents and is
available at your County Agri-

lcultural Agent’s office.

Michigan farmers, normally re-
seeding half a million acres an-
nually”™ legumes, will practice
thrift Iin seeding rates in 1944 if
the seed supply sti‘fetches to cover
the acreage. Usually alfalfa seed
is applied at the rkte of eight
pounds to the acre, but a well-
distributed six pounds to the
acre and covered only lightly will
do the job.

The Plymouth Price Rationing
board pointed out, however, that
such purchases can be made only
with farm slaughterers who have™
registered with the county agent,
and who have registered with the
local office of OPA and have ob-
tained permits to receive the ra-
tion stamps. . ) o
_ The 96 brown gomts remainin
in Ration Book 3 are now made
available for immediate use, but
only for.purchases direct from
the” farmer. The red stamps in
Book 4, numbered eight, and let-
tered “A” through “M,” which
are worth 10 points each, also are
made available for immediate
purchase of *“on-the-farm”, ra-
tioned meats.

The OPA pointed out,however,
that use of these stamps imme-
diately does not mean any in-
crease in the amount of , meat
for each individual. Persons who
use the stamps now, for large
purchases of meats, will not
able to use them later.

In some sections of the coun-
try, and around Plymouth is a
good example,” it has been the
practice of some families to buy
a whole or a half of a hog, slaugh-
tered by the farmer. The large
supply of pork now on the farms
makes it advisable to. continue
this practice wherever possible.
