We from the above clipping taken friHn Editor DeFoe*s excellent
newspaper that he knows what he is talking about. At least he quotes Ike 
Bloem, a 1^-runner for the Michigan Manufacturer's Association, as saying 
that Mr. Walker of Muskegon will'have the votes of the Detroit Republican 
delegation to the national convention. As far as we know*, Mr. Walker of 
Muskegon is an estimable gentleman, but we do know that he has been 
exceedingly dose to Mr. McKay during a long period of years and that he.

Maybe we arc a bit old fashioned in our political beliefs, but we certainly 
do not think it is good Republicanism to remove Frank McKay as*national 
ccHnmitteeman and elect to the position one who is and has been as Aosely 
allied to McKay as has Mr. Walker, who.is also a represehtative of a power­
ful pressure group.

developed that the Wayne county 
road commission at no time has had 
any. intention of making such an ex­
tension.

This fact was revealed when Su- 
pemsor Carl Shear recently request­
ed the Wayne county hoard of road 
commissioners to definitely state 
what plans they might have in mind 
pertaining to (his proposed project.

Supervisor Shear Monday night 
read into the city record a letter 
from LeRoy C. Smith, county high­
way commissioner, which puts an end 
to the argument about a new trunk 
line road through the city of ITym- 
ouih. a proposed non-essential proj­
ect few ever though (he County road 
commissioners would even consider.

County Highway Engineer Smith 
stated in his letter:

“In .insw'cr to your letter of May 
2nd. this board has no plan for build­
ing a superhi^way and viaduct 
through the city of Plymouth by way 
of Blanch street.

“We did. in 1937, at the request of 
the city manager, have a study made 
of Blanch street. Ann Arbor Trail, 
etc., for the city of Plymouth.

“The only superhighway extension 
which w’c have in mind in the Plym­
outh district would he outside of 
Plymouth. carr>*ing Schoolcraft w«t- 
crly across Northvilic road, the Park­
way. and the Pere Marquette Rail­
road to join with Territorial road a 
mile wes  ̂of Plymouth.

"There is no i>lan for this, however, 
other than a line on a map.”

Library Busy 
Place in City

The people in Plymouth like to 
read biography, travel, drama, tech­
nical treatlces and light fiction.

They dont’ care very much about 
religious books.

This is the essential faots about the 
PI>Tnou(h branch of (he Wayne 
County Library, which at the mo­
ment is enjoying a spurt in circula­
tion of its almost 7,000 volumes.

Mrs. Ada Murray, the librarian 
points out that all of the 2.500 regis­
tered users of the library, are not 
consistent users, but that almost all 
of them at one time or another take 
books of one type or another.

One can almost tell the calibre of 
a community by the books it reads.

In addition to biography, drama 
and essential technics boc^s, the 
principal choice of the library patrons 
is for essays. The increase in the cir­
culation of essays, Mrs. Murray says, 
is directly traceable to the schools, 
which at the moment are insisting on 
the reading of these thoughts of the 
great writers of this and other years.

As a matter of fact, much of the 
circulation of the library is among the 
younger people, who are the most 
consistent users of the library. They 
are the ones, who most of all use the 
reference volumes in the library, of 
which there is a liberal suf^ly.

But they are not the only ones. 
Many telephone calls are received 
every  ̂day from persons who want 
pertinent points of information. And 
Mrs. Murray and her staff is happy 
that this is true. Not only do they 
want the library to be the informa­
tional center of the city, but by the 
public-asking innumerable questions 
of fact, they are able to keep up 
their fund of information and where 
to iind it in the books available.

Many of the people who come into 
the library ask the librarian to recom­
mend books to them. 'Die librarians 
attempt to do this, and frequently 
after a few attempts the librarian 
becomes familiar with the ty'pe of 
book the patrons want to read. The 
result is that after a few trips to the 
library, (he patron usually finds 
rcommendations to fit his immediate 
reading desires.

It is true that most of the people 
want light fiction—«sc^>c fiction, the 
librarians call it.

And (hen with the coming of the 
war there is an increasing demand 
among the relatives of men in the 
service for descriptive literature of 
those areas of the world where (he 
men are located. One book on Ice­
land has had a phenomenal circula- 

A recent addition to the library 
has been a large number of back is­
sues of the National Get^raphic 
magazine, which contain descriptive 
material concerning these far-off 
lands.

And there arc constant gifts to the 
library, which the library’ welcomes. 
There are gifts too to the service men 
of books that the people think the 
men in the service wtD enjoy.

In Us reference section, the Hbrary* 
maintains three of the best encyclo­
pedias. There are innumerable works 
on history. Ait of these books are 
classified and indexed so that the 
user, or the librariao, may find easilv 
the exact type of informaiitm wanted.

But there is a little interest in re­
ligion, art or miisic books, and con­
sequently the sfipply is smaller.

However, it ia well to bear in mind, 
that books winch are not readily 
available in Plymouth, are available 
on enrder. All of the facilities of the 
entire WayneCounty Library, and the 
Detroit public library are available 
through the Plymouth branch on or­
der.

Which meani that although the 
service may be a bit slower, Ply­
mouth does have the same facilities 
as the people in Detroit.

The Library Book Club will meet 
at the home of Mrs. Louis J. Norman 
next Tuesday evening. Fred Van 
Dyke of this dt^ speak on 
Russia, having at one time been con­
nected with the Ford Motor company 
in that country.

According to the reports 'last 

Wednesday afternoon, there 
wasn’t a ripple on NorthviUe 
road. ^

And then suddenly out of the 
ground, there was a bubble. The 
bubble grew into a regular water 
spout

Children gathered around the 
spot. Parents visited the scene and 
as the crowd gathered about three 
hundred M i  north of the Edward 
Hines Drive on NorthviUe road, 
it became obvious that the old 
water main from the old source 
of supply up on Six Mile road, 
had broken.

The city was called The water 
people, and city engineer. Yes, 
there it was. A water spout, about 
a foot or a foot and a half in 
diameter, was gushing out of the 
ground to a height of about 
another foot

Swiftly, the city notified aU of 
the customers in the area from 
Five Mile road south to the Ed­
ward N. Hines drive, that there 
would be no water during the 
evening.

The water was shut off at the 
Five Mile road, and by 5 o’clock, 
the men were digging.

They dug straight d o w n !  
through hard trlay to a depth of * 
about six feet But they found not 
a break in the line. Then the men 

'^began tracing the pipe, and finally 
found the leak about ten^ feet 
fr<»n where the water had bub­
bled out of the ground.

Actually it wasn’t much of a 
break. It was about the size of 
a man’s fist The men fixed it 
easily and qukkly by covering the 
break with what is called a half 
sleeve device.

-The hole was filled up and the

water turned on again. It was 
that simple.

But city officials pointed out 
that if the city did not have the 
new well at the north edge of 
the city, which will provide more 
water than the city needs, the 
entire city might have 'had its 
water supply cut off until the 
main could be fixed.

Fortunately that w'as unneces­
sary.

City Manager Elliot estimated 
that the water main had been 
laid 52 years ago. He said it was 
quite likely that at the time the 
cast iron pipe was installed, the 
fiaw existed, and that it had taken 
all of that time for the pressure 
to finally break through.

Today, more stringent tests are 
placed on pipe than was possible 
in those days, with the result that 
pipe will last even longer than 
fifty two years.

But the important part of the 
whole story is that the farsight­
edness of the city officials in 
making another water supply 
available, prevented the city from 
being without water for all pur­
poses during the twelve hours 
that it took to repair the main.

This is v e r ' important 
for readers, who aie contemplat­
ing buying any land other than 
for cash, to^keep in ] riind. Xf not 
for cash; be sure yoi; can pay in 
full before 1050.1 cer ainly would 
want to be out of det t by 1950 or 
before, if possible.

As a hedge again st inflation, 
it is well to own Ire e of debt a 
small place with suf icient good 
land to feed your < wn family, 
provided you have soi ae other job 
to ‘supply you with c  sh. A small 
five or ten aore fa n r , with good 
soil and water condii ions, should 
be excellent insuraiw e. Commer­
cial farming, however, will be 
just as dangerous in he years to 
come as it was in pi e-war days.

Each ^ a r  it will  ̂e more and 
more difficult for f le average 
commercial farmer lo compete 
with the great mecha oized farms 
which are develop!] tg in this 
country and will deve! ap through­
out the‘world after 
over. I also fear that

his war is 
even these

large m e^ a i^ ed  fam s may also 
be headed for trouble iue to poli­
tical interference and regulation. 
Therefore, as a soun i  business, 
commercialized farmiig does not 
appeal to me as a  pos1|war invest­
ment.

It is true that the p; ice of good 
farm land is on the u) '-grade and 
much of it  will sell at ^ven higher 
prices, but it is as dangerous to 
speculate in land as tp speculate 
in anything else. This especially 
applies to those ownii g commer­
cial citrus groves, fru t orchards, 
potato acreage and r larket gar­
dens which have been paying big 
profits during the wa . After the 
war the prices of sucl land could 
drop again to former pre-war 
prices. Now may be he time to 
take your wife’s adv; ce and sell, 
leaving the money i i the bank 
and buying the san le property 
back again a  few yei rs hence at 
half the price.

By the way, it has a iways seem­
ed to me very unfair that hus­
bands can put their families in. 
debt without the apioval of the 
wife. It is true that a man cannot 
sell land without his wife signing 
the deed, but he can >uy a whole 
township without her having any­
thing to say about it! The wo­
men’s clubs should g it legislation 
passed to the effect t lat no deeds 
to land can be "recon ed” unless— 
in the case of mari id Bp*sons— 
the purchase is appr iveflby both 
husband and wife ir the case of 
both sales and pun bases. I am 
gradually coming to the conclu­
sion that women h: ve a better 
sense regarding, ̂ a l  state, mort­
gages, etc., than ha\e most men.

One thing sure, if ! were a wo­
man, I  ̂ ou ld  hunt u i a man for a 
husband who livs ii one of the 
ten Community Pro  ̂lerty States. 
These are as follows: Arizona, 
California I d a h b j  Louisiana, 
Nevada, New Meiico, Texas, 
Washington, Oklahor^a and Ore­
gon. These States afe fairest to 
women. In these States a wife is 
entitled to half of her husband’s 
income.'If both are wise, they will 
make a settlement ai the end of 
each year and have their own safe 
deposit boxes and bsM accoimts! 
Even the states uxiaer the Old 
English cemunon law are better for 
wives than those ^ t e a  which 
still treat women tu ij^ ly .

Good land, good wives and good 
children are the best posible in­
vestments. But lust Having them 
"good” is not enouglL When set­
tling down for a home and family, 
be sure that you se l^ t the right 
State and tha p t t ^ r  location 
within t^at State. Consider cli­
mate, taxes and c^:portunities. 
Service yen ' returning from the 
war sh o i^  especiaUy consider 
these things. Be w illu^ to spend 
some time and money in locating 
in the right spot considering your 
own physical, mental iand spiritual 
characteristics. < ‘
