Unless at least four members
of the city commission next Mon-
day night vote to approve the
budget, the city of Plymouth will
be without funds to operate its
municipal affairs during the next
ensuing year, beginning July 1

Three members of the com-
mission, Mayor Stanley Corbett,
and Commissioners Carl Shear
and Henry Hondorp have ap-
proved the budget. Two other
commissioners refuse to vote for
it because of an ilem™which pro-
vides $600 per year* salary for
a city attorney appointed by
Mayor Corbett

It is mandatory under the char-
ter that the mayor appoint a city
attorney and that the commission
provide funds for payment of his
services. Mayor Corbett states that
the fixed salary is much lower
than paid by many cities of simi-
lar size.

When elected. Mayor Corbett
asked Claude Buzzard, a resident
and long time taanyer of this
city, and one of the prominent
members of the bar in this part
of the state, if he would consent

to act as city attorney. He agreed
to do so.

But because of the opposition of
Commissioners Ruft Whipple and
Lewis to the payment of this $600
yearly salary, the entire city bud-
get of over $124,000 is endangered.

Unless it is formally approved
Monday night, there can be no
city tax spread for the collection
of funds to pay the operating ex-
penses of Pllymouth during the
ensuing fiscal year.

City manager Elliot states there
might be sufficient money to pay
the city employes, police, firemen
and officials during July, but if
the budget is not approved Mon-
day, there will bo no funds to con-
duct the citys business for the
rest of the year.

If the firemen, police and others
arc not laid off, Mr. Elliott states
that the city would be required
to borrow money to pay their
salaries. But in view of the serious
mess into which city finances have
been thrown because of the oppo-
siUon to this $600 a gear salary,
it is regarded asvdoubtful if any
bank would loan the city money,
especially in view of the fact that
no tax can be spread or collected
until the budget has been ap-
proved.
