Albert Wiitanen, principal of Femdale schools, spoke before local ^tarians la^ friday on the subject of vocations, using sp^i- ficallv education as a vocation. 

Mr. Wiitanen said that twenty- two years of experience had 
taught him much in regard to psychology of school children. He stated that many so called, “prob­lem children” are in reality “problems”, because of their feel­
ing of insecurity in their home environment. He illustrated by discussing a family in which the older child was more or less 
pushed asider in the attention of relatives and friends, admiration 

d praise being lavished upon a unger member of the family, took a great deal of patience 
and understanding on the i^rt of the parents to replace the inferi­
ority complex developed by the older child into wholesome thinking on the part of the older child, in regard to the srounger 
child, his parents, friends and community.

Much so called delinquency on 
the part of boys and girls, stated Mr. Wiitanen, is caused by fail­ures of parents to understand the 
emotional reaction on the part of boys and girls and then Intelli­
gently correct the feeling of in­security and inferiority which causes much of the delinquent reaction.

Educational matter, said Mr. 
Wiitanen, is neutral and only be­
comes vital and useful to a child when, through inspiration, he feels a need and use for the par­ticular educational material, with 
illustrations he endeavored to show that great men are i^ired men, and that inspiration is vital and necessary for achieving suc­cess.

His final plea was that we need thoroughly prepared teachers, and 
in addition, teachers who can in­spire boys and girls to see the need for acquiring the informa­tion which high school offers.

The speaker today at Rotary 
club will be Eugene B. Mathiret, personal director of the Wayne County Civil Service Commis­sion of Detroit, who will discuss, 
“Civil Service in Detroit”.

Per capita cost of high school for 
capital expenditure, for the year was $3.32, making a total' per capita cost approximately $30.00 more than the $106.50 per 
pupil allowed by the state.The high school will during the 
coming year endeavor to take pu­pils from the same schools from which they received pupils in 1943-44. This will fill our high 
school to capaciity and it is the hope and expectation of the

What about now!!!?! ?????Oh, yes it was« Whether you knew it or not, P̂ jrmouth suffer­

ed along with the rest of the na­tion during the past week.Temperature soared up to the nineties. Everyone who could 
kept their doors closed, and their fans rtmning—but most mer­chants report^ the heat had in no way affected business.

One jirferchant said: ̂ “People have the money to 
spend, and they know there is on­
ly a limited supply of merchan­dise, so rather than take a chance on missing what they want, they move right out into the heat.”

For the most part the heat has 
been bearable because of the low humidity. While the humidity or­dinarily is sixty per cent or aboYe; it has stayed for the most part un­der fifty per cent during the heat wave.

Practically everyone in the city has used water .profusely, with 
the result that yards and gardens are in good condition.Last year during a heat wave and droughty it was necessary to 
ration the water, but this year, 
thanks to the new water supply, the city pumped more then a mil­lion gallons bf water a day for more than a week. ^

Here is the pumping record:Wednesday, June 9, 1,048,000 
gallons; Thursday, June 10, 1,124, OOO gallons; Friday. 1,082,000 gal­lons; Saturday. 1,128,000 gallons; Sunday, 1,018,000 gallons.And that pumpage is for the city of Plymouth itself. It does not take into consideration the water pumped from the old wa­ter supply for the water custom­ers of the city who live outside the city.

The waterwell at the north edge of Mill street appears to show no affect from the severe drain, which is convincing evidence that there is plenty of water there to supply the city for years to come.

The city commission has re­

ceived from the state planning commission approval for the in­stallation of water mains and sanitary sewers throu^out the 
south section of the city.

This is a definite post war pro­ject, and will not be considered until more materials and labor 
become available.

However, the city is now going 
ahead with plans for the project, which require the services of 
expert engineers.

The State planning commission has set aside $1,750 to pay half 
of the cost of the preliminary 
plans for this project. The re­mainder of the cost of the engin­
eering services will be paid by the city.

On the recommendation of the city manager, the commission ap­
proved the appointment of Hub- bell, Roth and Clark, Inc., Detroit engineers, to draw up the plans for the construction of the sewer system. .

This firm was chosen for the work because it has handled the plans for the county interceptor sewer system. Installation of a sanitary sewer in the southern 
section of the city requires the construction of an interceptor 
nesir the corner of Main street and Ann Arbor Roads. Inasmuch as the Detroit engineers are ac­quainted with the county system, 
it was deemed advisable to em­ploy them for the city work.

The engineering firm of Pate 
and Him was employed to draw up the plans for the installation of the water mains and other im­provements of the water works.

Paving of the streets in the southern section of the city for the most part cannot be con­sidered until the water and sew­
age improvements have been made.

The city has received from the Pere Marquette railway an ease­

ment of thirty feet of property at the southerly edge of the com­pany’s holdings in Plymouth, be­tween MiU street and Starkweath­er avenue for the puQjose of con­
structing a street, jThis thirty feet of ground lies 
near the present railroad station.A curb and gutter and pave­ment will be constructed there, the city to pay half of the cost of the pavement, and the re­mainder to be paid by the adjoin­ing property owners.

The entire cost of the curb and gutter will be borne by the pro­perty owners.In announcing the project. City 
Manager Clarence Elliott said that he had been instructed by the 
commission to cooperate in every way with the railroad company in 
improving the general area of the station.

It is anticipated that there will be a boom in the use of the rail­road after the war, especially in 
the handling of freight and ex­press.

Th«e is disagreement between leading citizens of the city as to whether the passenger fadlities 
of the railroad will be demanded at the close of the war when more 
equipment becomes available.Some leaders of the community are of the opinion that the growth of Plymouth, especially of those persons whose work is in Detroit, will necessitate improved public 
transportation service.These persons point to the fact that many of those who will work 
in the new factories in this area will continue to live in Detroit, 
with the result that there might be commuter service in reverse.

Proponents of rail commuter service argue that there would be ready customers available, not onfy in Pl3rmouth, but In other 
uriian areas between Plymouth and Detroit, sudi as Coventry Gardens, Rosedale Gardens, New 
Detroit, and even some sections of Detroit itself.

On the other hand, there are others who say that with the :lo»e of the wgr there will be a definite trend toward return to the automobile as a means of 
transportation. These citizens say the convenience of automobiles in going direct to work will over­shadow the inconvenience of driv­ing.

These same persons declare that there will be tremendous improve­
ments in the highway system im- m^iately after the \yar, making this add^ traffic possible.

But regardless of whether com­muter service is started on the Pere Marquette, there definitely will be improvements in the ph:^ ical facilities of the railroad ^  
Plymouth. /Repair and refurnishing of the station is definitely in toe plans.

Work of the Plymouth Summer Recreational program ended last 

week and a total of 13,542 hours 
of amusement for; local children, was reported by playground di­rector Mrs. J. H. Witwer. Child­
ren in attendance daily at the various playgrounds totaled 4,408 over the sumn̂ er and of that total 
1,813 were boys and 2,514 were girls.

The program was financed by funds contributed by the city commission, the School Board and 
the township board. All expenses were defrayed from these funds 
and there is a balance of slightly over $100.00 left for next year.

Seven playgrounds were oper­ated within the city and two in the township. The program in- 
cluaed handcraft, singing and dramatic games, story telling, songs, folk dances and quiet and 
active games. Two leagues were operated, one of .soft ball aifd one 
of base ball; tennis, badmin­ton and horse shoe pitching con­tests were also held.

“In all, the summer program was a very successful one, and there are only one or two sug­
gestions that I might make for next year,” said Mrs. Wittwer, the director. “In the first place, I 
think more equipment should be furnished for each playground because a sand pile, a croquet set and a couple of balls are not 
enough to amuse kiddies all sum­mer long. Secondly, I think a 
program of training instructors could be instituted at the school, perhaps for junior girls where during the last semester they might be given credit for work in 
learning how to become play­ground managers.”It-is expected that plans foi next year’s activities will be given 
serious consideration soon by both the city commission and the school board.

the more or less difficult future. As the advertisement indicates there is opportunity to pursue courses in preparing for college, 
business, and vocations.

The teaching force has been completed. Repairs and mainten­ance work is ready for the can­
ing of school. Supplies and ma­terial are in and being checked 
tor school readiness. It is the wish of the superintendent of schools to 
call to the attention, especially of high school boys and girls, the need of clear thinking in regard to the returning to school in order 
that in the next two or three years they will not be the ones who will be saying “if I had only thought."

health-promoting ritam in  C from 
canned. Michigan-grown toma­
toes, picked at their prime, says 
Roberta Hershey, extension spe­
cialist in foods and nutrition, 
Michigan State a lle g e . From 20 
to 30 quarts of tomatoes or toma­
to juice should be planned for 
each member of the family.

Select firm, ripe tomatoes of 
medium size and uniform shape 
for esnoing. Do not use fru it that 
Is spotted, decayed, or badly 
cracl«^ because spoilage organ­
isms will W  introduced tha t pro­
cessing likely will not destroy.

PlOce the tomatoes in ^  wire 
basket and dip in boiling water 
for alx)ut a minute, or longer if 
more time is required to make 
sure that the skins will slip easily. 
Then plunge them  into cold w a­
ter, peel and core promptly. By 
handling only a few at a time 
one help$ to retain vitamin C that 
is lost when fru it is left out of 
jars for some time after ^ in g  
p ^ le d . The best way to retain 
vitamin C is to handle only a few 
tomatoes a t a time. Then after 
they are cut into quarters, heat 
them  just to the boiling point, 
and pack into jars while hot. Most 
persons prefer the addition of a 
level teaspoon of salt to  each 
quart. Process in the boiling wa­
te r bath for 10 minutes.

In preparing juice, the skins 
need not be removed from the 
tomatoes. The fruit, however, 
should be washed well, the cores 
removed, and then cut into small 
pieces. Precook the fru it just un­
der the boiling point or a t a sim­
mering tem perature making sure

that it does not boil. Put the hot 
tomatoes through a fine sieve and 
reheat the juice just to boiling 
b ^ r e  pouring into sterilized, hot 
jars. Salt in the proportion of 1 
level teaspoonful to each quart of 
juice may be added. Partially 
seal the jars and process in boil­
ing water bath for 15 minutes. 
Spices are best added just before 
serving the juice rather than dur­
ing the preparation stage to avoid 
darkening the juice, Miss Hershey 
siu[gests.

How Lumber Orders 
Apply To Farmers

New government restrictions on 
lumber, made effective August 1, 
will benefit essential users, in ­
cluding Michigan farmers, be­
lieves Richard C. Johnson of the 
Michigan State College forestry' 
department.

Most farm uses of lumber are 
considered essential and carry a 
high priority rating, Johnson says. 
The new orders, by restricting 
non-essential use, will help farm ­
ers get lumber faster for neces­
sary construction. Johnson lists 
ways in which farmers may ob­
tain lumber:

1. In each 3-month period, start­
ing July 1, a farmer may buy up 
to 300 board feet of lumber for 
essential farm uses from a lumb­
eryard by signing a form at the 
lumberyard.

2. If more than 300 bonrd feet 
are required in any 3-month per­

iod, the farm er should apply on 
WPB form FL-200 to his agricul- 

»ture agent or county war board.
3. If the structure for which 

lumber is needed will cost more 
than $1,000, the farmer should 
apply directly to his nearest War 
Production' Board on WPB forni 
617.

4. In the event -of fire, tornado, 
or flood, applications* should be 
made to the county war board or 
to the nearest W ar Production 
Board. Em e^ency lumber to 
protect buildings from further 
damage m ight be available h t 
the local lumberyard.

get p a rt of the five to eight thou­
sand board feet of lumber allotted 
lumberyards priority-free for non, 
essential use.

The new orders also apply to 
custom sawing of lumber only 
if the mill cuts more than 100,000 
board feel annually. To get logs 
sawed at those mills, the farm er 
must foUow the procedure out­
lined above as if he were buying 
the lumber at a yard, Johnson ex­
plains. Further information on 
buying lumber or arranging for 
custom sawing may be obtained 
from your county agriculture 
agent.

Theoretically speaking, F. A. 

Koch has played six million, six 
hundred thousand hands of crib­
bage in the last six months.

On the same theoretical basis, 
that would mean tha t Mr. Koch 
has played a hand of cribbage 
every two minutes, every hour 
of every day of every week of 
every month for the past six 
months.

Obviously, he hasn’t  done i t
Here’s  the catch.
Last week while playing with 

Earl Kenyon, he had a perfect 
hand dealt to him, and six 
months ago he dealt a  perfect 
hand to Harold Curtis.

Mr. Koch has been playing 
cribbage for the past thirty- 
four years and had never seen 
a perfect hand.

In cribbage, a  perfect hand 
consists of three fives and a 
jack in the hand, with the fourth 
five being turned of the Jack 
held in the hand. This constitutes 
what is known as a ”29” hand. 
Actually, it’s possible to score 
th irty  points by holding four 
fives in  the hand and turning a 
jack, bu t that is considered as 
good a  hand as the ”29” which 
the Encyclopedia Britannica says 
occurs only once in 3,300,000.

If such a hand comes up only 
I once in 3,300,000, then theoreti- 
clly, Mr. Koch most have played 
6,600,000 hands in six months.

HOW HAROLD LEACH 
MET FATE IN THE 
SOUTH PACIFIC.

Mrs. Frank Arnold Leach. 774 
Starkw eather avenue, has just 
received from Commander A. C. 
Jacobs of the U. S. Navy, the fol- 
iQW’ing letter pertaining to the 
fate of her son Harold, who was 
reported missing in action in the 
South Pacihe late last winter.

An amplifying report con­
cerning the loss of the plane of 
which your son, Harold Frank 
Leach, Aviation Radioman first 
class. United States Navy, was an 
occupant has been received by 
this bureau.

“During the afternoon of the 
first day of the bombing of Truk, 
16 February 1944, your son was 
rear gunner of a plane piloted by 
Lieutenant Paul Edmond Tepas, 
United States Naval Reserve, and 
was flying with other planes on 
a mission involving a search for 
Japanese ships that might have 
escaped. A convoy of enemy cargos 
ships was sighted, and during the 
ensuing attack ,ohe Japanese ship | 
w’as sunk. |

“The attack completed, the [ 
flight of planes proceeded back j 
to the task force. Lieutenant 
TePas signalled that it was his 
intention to notify bur forces of 
the location of the enemy. As the 
task force was approached, he 
broke away from formation and 
headed for one of the surface 
vessels. Witnesses report that 
about 100 yards from the ship, 
two or three puff^ of smoke were 
seen, and a brilliant flash was 
noticed on the wing tip of your 
son’s plane. The plane nosed 
down, struck the water and dis­
appeared almost instantly.

“It is most regrettable that an 
accident of this nature should 
occur, and it is hoped that you 
can understand that due to the 
operations of war, such an acci­
dent is unavoidable.

“ The circumstances of the 
loss of your son’s plane hold no 
hope for his sQrvival. He will, 
however, be carried on the rolls 
9 f the Navy Department as miss­
ing until a conclusive determin­
ation of his fate has been made.”

Camp Bradford, where Melvin 
Vickstrom is stationed, is one of 
a group of bases operated by the 
Amphibious Training Command 
of the U. S. Atlantic Fleet along 
the eastern seaboard. The Brad­
ford base alone is readying thou­
sands of Navy men to operate the 
ships of the / amphibious fleet, 
fast growing toward its ygar-end 
goal of 80.000 new landimi craft.

W h a t  B r o w n  S a y s  

A b o u t  R a t e  C a s e
Prentiss -M. Browi^ chairman of 

the board of Detroit Bdima, has 
made the following statement re­
garding the lidison rate case, 
which will be of interest to all 
Edison customers in this locality.

“The temporary earning of 
corporations due to w ar activity 
which the Congress takes to feed, 
equh) and supply weapons to our 
soldiers and sailors, have long 
been a temptation to our local 
taxing authorities.

“Two attempts have been made 
by the city of Detroit to capture 
these so-called excess profits taxes 
from The ‘Detroit Edison Com­
pany. One is by a ra te  reduction, 
the other by a tax known as an 
excise tax, designed to take these 
profits (85^ % of which go to the 
Federal Government). Hereto­
fore the Michigan Public Service 
Commission allowed taxes as ah
expense of doing business. *

“Neither the ratepayers nor the 
city can get this fedes^  money 
without taking .from Edison a part 
of the funds we desire to retain to 
carry us over the postwar period 
of adjustment. This is a serious 
concern to our Company,' our em­
ployes and our customers.

“As it now stands by reason 
of the Commission’s decision, the 
City and the taxpayers both take 
the money, some ten million dol­
lars each unless the city tax is 
declared invalid. The Commis­
sion must have assumed the tax 
was invalid. We do not know 
what the courts will do wit|i if. •

“Simply . stated, we have this 
ten million dollars and there are 
three claimants ior it— t̂he rate­
payers get I t  or the d ty  gets it, 
the Federal Government will not, 
but although there is only one ten 
milKon dollars as it now stands, 
the ra tep ay e r get it as a refund 
and the City demands it by an 
excise tax. This is an intolerable 
situation and Detroit Edison will 
use erery  means to prevent this 
injury to its property and conse­
quent damage to its service to 
customers.

“The authorities speak of this 
Federal tax  as an avoidable tax. 
We do not think that sound logic. 
We need and need oadly the 1/7 
of our profits we are p e im itt^  
to keep. We know of no way to 
get the money necessary to run 
our business and nav our investee  
by avoiding F e d e r a l  t a x e a .  l a  
the first place someboay uas . / 
pay for the w ar and, second, 
neither the city, the Commission, 
nor the courts can take the d/7 
of these profits that go to the Fed­
eral Government without taking i 
the 1/7 that was to be left to us 
and which Congress decided we 
were entitled td keep and use for 
the uncertain postwar period.

“We are confident that the Com­
mission (which originally held 
our rates to be fair artd all-taxes 
a proper deduction as an ez- 
behse), our customers and the 
general public will eventually see 
the justice of our position and 
enable us to continue the service 
we have always rendered.”

Babson Park, Mass., Aug. 18.

I think it can statistically’be prov­
en that the public Is usually wrong 
in its forecasting of real estate 
commodity and investment pro* 
blems. Certainly, those who 
“follow the crowd” lose money in 
the end, while those who do the 
opposite usually make money. 
Furthermore, those who act dif­
ferently from the “crowd” per­
form a real service and are enti­
tled to a good profit for their in> 
dependence and courage. Let me 
this week give three illustrations.

Those who drive about the 
country today must be impressed 
by the number of vacant filling 
stations. Not only are these found 
in the woods, but also in the act­
ive suburbs of our cities. I  am 
sure tha t everyone of the thou­
sand or more communities where 
my colilmn is read has these va­
cant filling stations. In  most cases, 
the pumps have either been re­
moved or boarded up. They may 
be closed for lack of business or 
because the owner has gone into 
the Service or im portant war 
work.

Of course it is self-evident that 
with cars on the road reduced by 
millions and with the gasoline 
and tire  restrictions, fewer filling 
stations can profitably exist to­
day than was the case before the 
War. On the other hand, it seems 
only common that most of these 
closed filling stations will j^>en 
up again after the War.. In e y  
then may have just as good, and 
perhaps better business. Many of 
these filling stations are for sale 
a t a distinct discount from their 
pre-w ar prices; they appear to me 
to be one of the very best bar- 
g a i n s  available today. The 
“crowd” are neglecting them  and 
act as if the War would last for­
ever, but there will be a few wise 
persons who will soon begin to 
pick them  up. In  some cases, the 
purchasers will operate them ­
selves; while in^ others they will 
sell them at a  good profit.

As I  go about the various cities 
I  am greatly impressed w ith the 
number of small stores. In some 
cases the proprietor has been 
drafted into the Service or has 
found he could make more mon­
ey in w ar work. In other cases 
the help problem and the diffi­
culties of securing merchandise 
have compelled the closing of the 
store. Probably 250,000 of these 
stores have b ^ n  closed during 
the past three years. In the mean­
time, the total retail sales of the 
country have constantly b ^ n  in­
creasing.

Most of these stores will re­
open at a profit. The proprietor 
of a small store has many advan­
tages over the owner of a large 
store. The small store proprietor 
usually leases, and hence is in a 
position to change ‘ his location 
when circumstances make it de­
sirable. He is exempt from var­
ious labor restrictions and taxes 
to which the large store is sub­
ject. Most important, he can buy 
nationally advertised, sin g 1 e- 
priced goods and sell them  in 
competition with the chain and 
other larger stores. Furtherm ore 
there always will be a large 
number of people who wish to 
deal with a small neighborhood 
store ra ther than be lost in a 
larger departm ent store or bullied 
by the clerk of a chain store. I lie  
“crowd” are now neglecting 
these vacant stores; but the few 
wise people who are* re-renting 
them and starting a small busi­
ness will some day be rewarded.

I do not criticize anyone for 
giving up a good peace job to go 
into w ar work if the motive is 
patriotic. When, however, the mo­
tive is to get more money I be­
lieve that the person is m erely 
“following the crowd” and will 
sooner or later regret having 
made the change. Already many 
of these people are seeing their 
mistake and are trying to get 
back to peace jobs. Certainly, 
this is not the  patriotic thing to 
do except with the approval of 
the local U. S. Employment ^ r -  
vice.

Pere M arquette engineers have

At a recent meeting of the vil­
lage commission, Louis Hillmer 
was present and offered to donate 
a circular strip of land owned by 
the Starkw eather estate to this 
village.

The village commission is ad­
vertising for the construction of a 
new fire hall and the remodeling 
of the present bandstand in Kel­
logg Park. The new plans 
call for a brick 'addition 
on the northeast side of the 
village hall, 20 x 36 feet, one 
story in height, to be used for 
housing the new fire truck. The 
plans also call for a hose-drying 
tower, 28 feet in height It was 
thought that the present village 
hall could be remodeled to meet 
the requirements of the fire de­
partment, but it  was found that 
the expense would be much great­
er than to build the addition as 
outlined above.

The commission is also asking 
for bids for the remodeling of the 
present bandstand in Kellogg park 
to contain a public convenience 
station of which Plymouth is 
in need. The plans call for the 
raising of the present floor to the 
top of the present masonry, thus 
providing ample room for two 
complete lavatories beneath. An 
ornamental wood railing will sur­
mount the. too of the structure, 
with four corner pillars mounted 
w'ith electric lamps, the whole 
structure presenting a very pleas­
ing appearance when complete.
