City Speeds
Ballots To "Our
Boys" In Service

City Clerk Clarence Elliott
has completed the mailing of
absent voters' ballots to men
in the armed services who
have requested them.

Under the law, the ballots
can be mailed only when re-
quested, and failure to request

the ballots by October 1, gives

the soldier the right to petition
for a special federal ballot on
which the soldier would cast

his vote only for President and
Vice President.

Ballots mailed from Michigan
are complete and give the sol-
diers their full voting rights. As

a matter of fact, six ballots were

mailed to each of the soldiers
who requested them from Ply-
mouth.

This included tiie federal ballot,
regular state ballot, which in-
cluded the names of candidates

for federal, state and county of-
fices except the judges. These re-
quire a separate ballot for non-
partisan voting. Then there is a
constitutional amendment ballot,
and finally a county bond issue
ballot, to be voted only by pro-
perty owners.

The ballots are
the soldiers with
dress used by everyone else.
W here the soldier or sailbk”"r
marine is overseas, the ballgyv”?
be addressed to San Francisco
or New York, and from there the
army and the navy take over the
distribution.

W hen the ballot is received in
Plymouth, it will be placed un-
opened in the vaults of the city.
It will be opened in the presence
of the election board pn election
day, an”l dropped in (he ballot
box in we usual manner.

About 125 requests were re-
ceived altogether in Plymouth
for soldier ballots. There is time
left for soldiers to make applica-
tion, but it should be done im-
mediately.

Irwin Asks For
Choperation

_ Transportation and communica-

tion systems are important nec-
essitieS in any emergency. The
present emergency is no different,
In fact its magnitude has severely
burdened these systems.

Despite the loss ‘of experienced
help ‘the postoffice department
.. not only shouldered this add-
itional burden but also encour-
aged the sending of frequent mor-
ale building gifts and messages
to the armed forces, both in the
United States and overseas, says
Postmaster Harry Irwin.

Ways and means have heen and
still are sought to simplify mail
handllng, in an effort to” avoid
delay of this added burden. Man
have been suggested and adopted;
others have proven to be of no
benefit. Many require the_ co-
operation of the mailing public in
preparation, presentation and ad-
dressing of mail.

The greatest boon to prompt
mail handling has been the Postal
Unit. Numbering. System, which
was inaugurated.in 122 large cities
about 15"months ago to offset the
loss of experiencéd mail clerks
to the armed services. Address-
ing mail to these cities with the
zone number ofter the name of the
city, identifying the unit effect-
ing delivery, has most success-
fully provide an opportunity to
use“inexperienced help on a part
time basis. _ Currently ~a good
share of avaiHable help is school
Koungsters, working only a few

ours_ each day or every other
day, in order ‘that school work
m@lty also be kept up.

hus far a fine response has
heen shown by the mailing pub-
lic in adopting the numbeér sys-
tem. Without 1t and this coopera-
tion serious mail delays would oe
common, and prompt handling

y extraordinarg. While good re-
een

sults have achieved, there
are still many mailers who fail
to address mail in this manner.
This has been especially noted
with respect to mail sent by peo-
ple residing in cities where the

December 8

Protection is removed from the
waqod duck “to take care  honest
mistakes,” _according to Hany
D. Ruhl, chief of the conservation
d*artment’s game division.

The conservation cennmission
has approved 10 extra d&ys of
shooting this fall, adopting li-
beralized federal _requlatlons for
Michigan. It has fix™ the season
opening on rails, sora rails, gal-
linule and coot as September 20
alsg, instead of September 1
which was the date_recommended
in United States Fish and Wild-
life Service regulations, with No-
vember 30 as the closing date
on the above named species ex-
cept "for _coot which be taken
through December 8.

Open season on woodcock in
the northern {"nninsula is O”o-
ber 1 to 15< in the lower pen-
insula, October 15 to October 29.

Regulations, as approved: by the
ct:)ommlssmn, provide that it shall

e:

SERGEANT Wm. FANB
SAW TOUGH SERVICE
IN NORMANDY.

Sergeant William E. Fann of
this city, a member of a parachute
infantry regiment, 82nd division
dropped over a wide area on D-
*Day, on Normandy, was with an
ouffit that was unable to assemble
as a tactical unit until the fourth
day of’the invasion, states a news
report sent to The Plymou” Mail
from_the U. S. Army headquar-
ters in France

The regiment, nevertheless,
played a brilliant rolVin carryin
out” the mission of the airborne
troops, which was to 1;orevent the
Germans from interfering wi”
the ground assault force until
the bgach landings had been ac-
complished. _

To achieve this, the 82nd_cap-

tured the town of Ste, Mere Eglise
and fought for and-iheld bridges
over_two rivers, the Merderet at
La Fiere and at Chef du Pont,
and the Douve at Pont [I’Abbe
and at Beuzeville la Bastille.
" A large pocket of Allied resist-
ance within enemy lines was set
up. In te campaign it stretch-
ed from Ste. Mere “on the east
to St. Sauveur le Vicomte on the
west, and from Le Ham on the
north almost to La Haye de Puits
on the south. ) )

This was_accomplished in 33
days of action, without relief and
without replacements. Every mis-
sion was accomplished. No ground
gained was ever relinquishéd. For
nearly 34 hours, or until noon of
the day after D-Day, the para-
troops “were without contact with
friendly forces. And though heavy
casualties were sustained_through-
out le campalgn, nothing stop-
ped the troops for long. )

The paratroopers of this regi-
ment were dropped in several

roups and at first these groups

ell in with other units of the di-
vision rather than their own. It
was not until four days after D-

Day that_the regimenf assembled |

as a tactical unit. Before this,
however, they had struck terrific
blows. _ o

With other units of the division
they forced the enemy west of
the” Merderet Tiver at the start.
Another element joined in_the
heavy fighting at 'Chef du Pont
flnaIP( contacting an isolated
battalion and establishing a
bridgehead on the west bank of
the Merderet opposite Chef du
Pont. Other elements went south
to clear out Carquebut; crossed
the river at La Fierre and assaul-
:ed Guetteville. The latter action
was assisted by a naval barrage
from the sea arranged by a naval
mliaison officer with the regiment
A After being pulled together as a
unit, the regiment JUmPEd off for
the attack on Beuzeville la Bas-
tille. After crossing Douve, it
swept on through the Cretteville-
Baupte area. During this drive
many enemy tanks were encoun-
tered and many were knaclted out.
Trucks mpved” the regiment «to
Pont I’Abbe for the general attack
toward St: Sauveur. The regiment
followed another of the division,
driving the enemy west, north,
and south. ] )

Participating in the drive on
Pretot, a squad encountered a
Mark 1V tank 600 yards north of
the town and succeéded in knocl®
ing it out with a hand thro\A
British grenade. . The regiment
took up a defensive position at
Vindefontaine before joining in
the drive toward La Haye de
Puits. Heavy fighting was exper-
ienced in the Bois de Limors, and
one element which  eventually
took “Hill 95” sustained heavy
casualities.

In addition to answering these
letters | am passing my four_con-
elusions on to mk;l five million
weekly readers. My first_conclu-
sion iS that soil 'is ‘of prime im-

ortance but that every state In

he Union has one or_more poc- 9

kets of excellent soil. This means
that you, yaurself, can select the
State” in which to live. My second
conclusion is that differént good
**z0ll pockets” should be consid-
ered according to your health
age, culture,  recréational and
other factors involved; also ac-
cording to where your relatives
are located. Hence,” every_ reader
can for himself select a “State in
which he should be happy; but
needs help in selecting the ‘state's
special "soil pocket" “best suited
to his needs

_ This _means that, after select-
ing a State in which you desire
to locate, you should write to its
Agricultural Department. Ad-
dress the letter to the State'*:
capital city where the IJepart-
ment has its headquarters. Ex-
plain to the Department just
what you want to do, how much
money you have to spend, etc.
Tell them_your age and of what
your, family consists. A sure to
explain that you wish only a sus-
tenance farm and that you do not
wish to go info commercial farm-
mg._ Then ask their advice- as to
which part of the State will best
fill your needs. You can continue
to correspond until you find the
right location.

Be sure to ask for a list of the
localities in the State where eith-
er the State or the Federal Gov-
ernment has_an_Agricultural Ex-

erimental Station” Y«u neednt
ell them _the reason for asking
this question, but you need the
answer in order t0 check theii*
answers to your questions. As a
rule, these Experimental Stations
arc located in the good "soil poc-
kets” having the "best tempera-
ture and ‘rainfall conditions.
Therefore, you should try to lo-
cate in one of the good "Soil
kets" which has Teen selected
for an Experimental Station.
This is my third conclusion.

There,® “"however, is another
even more important reason why
you should be near one of these
Stations:—You are to be more or
less a novice as to farming. Yet,
the raising of crops and_ live
stock is fast becoming a science,
By knowing what to _plant and
the best methods of fighting in-
sects, fungus, etc, you can  cut
your work in _half “and double
your crops. _ By _being located
close to an Elxperimental Station,
you both enjoy good soil and you
are in a position to visit the Sta-
tion and ask questions and get
very valuable help < Hence, my
fourth and final conclusion is
that you should buy _ your ffive
acres as near as possible to an
Exgerlmental Station. )

ne other thought:" The time
may come when you or your. fa-
mily will want to sell your little
farm. Such homesites are, as o
rule, like most everything else
in this world,— easier_ to buy
than they are to sell. This rulg,
however,” usually does not apply
to locations, close to an Experi-
mental Station. If it directly ad-
the gov-
ernment may be a possible pur-
cha”r at a good price when %(ou
desire to sell. Hence, by locafing
according to these conclusions
you are not only sure of good solil
and valuable free help "to get
started right, but you are preity
sure to have a fair market for
