Dykhouse said that .three vet­
erans already had been in to in­
quire about this course and plan 
to attend. He said more classes 
will- be organized as the need 
arises.

“We are working this out so 
the veterans can have special 
classes, at no charge, in which 
they can tfo as fast as they want 
and take tests for credits when­
ever they feel they’re ready,” 
said Dykhouse, wbo has bc^n 
corresponding regularly with 
about 40 servicemen who are 
looking forward to finishing their 
education. :

‘This education for servicemerl 
is a big job-” Dykhouse <added. 
“They do not want to be put in 
their old-classes because they do 
not feel at horrie. They’re too old 
for tne other youngsters, if not irt 
years, in actual experience. T h ^  
have matured way beyond their 
years.

‘ We’ve tried putting a returned 
veteran.,in the regular classes and 
it just doesn’t work. He was un­
easy arid felt out of place.'Also, 
many will want to go faster than 
the ordinary classes..

“Therefore, we are planning 
small classes for the servicemen 
with tutors, in which they ^an go 
as fast as-'they want. We think 
that will work best.”

Postal Profits 
Are Up* Here

The local postoftice has dbne its 
part in a big' way toward putting 
the Postoffice Department in the 
black for 1944. '

A net profit of $66,362.07 î i pos­
tal receipts was turned beck to 
the department in 1944, Postmas­
ter Harry Irwin announced yes- 
teixlay. Of this, $24,618.63 was re­
turned in the last quarter a$ com­
pared with $24,816.14 in the last 
quarter of 1943.

The gross postal receipts for 
1944 were $116,451.11 as compar­
ed with receipts of $112,269.05 in 
1943. This indicates that total 
operating cost for the year was 

089.04. The. gross receipts for 
the last quarter of 1944 wer^ $38,- 
075.97, as c e n tre d  with) $38,- 
681.62 for the same period itt 1943.

The net increase in receibts of 
$4,182.06 probably is largely ac­
counted for by the fact that so 
many boys are away from Ihome, 
resulting in greatly inereas^ cor- 
respohdence, Irwin said.

He said the postoffice had been 
mud^ busier Over the counter 
during 1944'than Ih 1943 with the 
stamp sales going up. Permits, 
used by big companies, were 
down. There also were many 
more packages mailed.

He also pointed out as acnother 
indication that private mailing 
was up the fact that The l>etroit 
Edison Co. and Consumers Power 
Co. now mail their bills on post­
cards instead of in letterq using 
two cent stamps.

He discounted the rise in rates^ 
as being negligible in the increas­
ed postal revenue.

A si Fanners To 
Produce More

Pointing out the continued need 
for eyen greater food production 
during 1945 than in any previous 
year yince the war began, George 
A. Brown, head of-the department 
of ariijnal husbandry, Michigan 
State leollege, hds calculated that 
Michigan ^one hgs consumed 
during 1944  ̂enough food to fill 
128,49« freighficaife in a train 
only glightly less than 1,000 miles 
long Oiere than 10 billion pounds.

“It Is difficult for many of us to 
realize how much we owe the 
farmer, and how mpch we must 
deoeitd upon him during .1943,” 
Browin emphasizes. “We face a 
critical ̂ ear in food production- if 
we ajre to meet the tremendous 
need$ of the United States, oiir 
allies, the liberated countries, and 
the 10 million fighting men.

“Contributing to the difficulties 
of maintaining peak production 
will be fewer men on farms, ma­
chinery that is past its greatest 
\isefulness, and the fear of farm­
ers of a repetition of the losses 
that' occurred at the close of
l?C'or!d War T when prices declin­
ed. ’ , , ;

t^very consumer has a vital in­
terest in food production and 
should realize jfully that all-out 
maximum yields might* mean 
bankruptcy to many farmers un­
less prices are pontinued at a re­
munerative lev^l. Returns ‘below 
the cost of production will bring 
future shortages and resultant 
high prices.” . '

Mr. Brown stresses that there 
can be no letdown this year, es­
pecially when one realizes that 
production of many staple articles 
of food has in the past varied as 
much as 50 pericent from year lo 
year as a result of weather con­
ditions.

He expects the demand for 
foodstuffs to continue at a high 
level when peace C9mes, because 
of slow demobilization of the huge 
armies, and thf lack of food in 
the wartorn countries.

We want a higher standard of 
living^ but we cannot raise the 
standard of living without first 
raising the character, health and 
and intelligence of the people. We 
cannot have long postwar pros­
perity. if our business leaders and 
future Congressmen are to be 
arm y^ysical rejects and return- 
tng-''TOldiers broken dowit in 
health or mental powers.

Our business boosters  ̂talk 
about a postwar national income 
of $120 billions compared with a 
prewar income of $80 billions. 
H'>w can men, who are unfit, or 
too old, or too mentally upset to 
be in the army, be expected to 
make a success entering bpsiness?

Another thought: If we were 
not at war and if all men were 
in normal health who would be 
so optimistic as to suggest such 
an increase in national income 
during the next few years? Then, 
how c&n it be obtained with mil­
lions of our best men in cemeter­
ies or hospitals or on relief at 
home? This is especially true if 
our killed, or injured, or shell 
shocked are our best and bravest 
men.
Battor School CoamuitOM  Noodod

Who are responsible for the 
weak moral, physical and mental 
condition of the rising generation? 
Who are training those who must 
provide re-employment for 30,- 
000,000 voterans a :^  war workers 
and must pay taxes for billions of 
pensions and a debt of ^00  bil­
lions? The school committees of 
your city and mine are responsi­
ble for what is to happen. Too 
many of them are putting cheap 
politics and their own selfishness 
before the good of thrfr communi­
ties and returning soldiers.

Some editors criticize me for 
writing about Education instead 
of Business. But, let me reply as 
follows:—Good business must be 
preceded by good education. One 
is the hatchet and the other the 
handle: one is the lock and the 
other is the key. They are insep­
arable. Bad business and unem­
ployment always result from a 
temporary weakness Jn our Edu­
cational system. This is one reason 
hy business ^repressions come 
about once every 20 years. ‘

W atch Hisdi School Diaci|>Usie
Therefore, in behalf, of better 

postwar business, less p^tw ar un- 
emi^oyment and safer investment 
markets, 1 appeal to readers to 
check up on their school commit­
tees during 2945. Throw out any 
politicians who are thinking first 
of themselves. Elect trained edu­
cators who know something about 
the world's most delicate and in­
tricate machine—the human brain 
—instead of plumbers, carpenters 
and second-grade lawyers.

Most school superintendents and 
teachers know wliat high schools 
need, namely, more brain-devel­
oping courses, stricter discipline 
ai\d less parties; football, etc. But, 
the . young people dislike courses 
of study, such as mathematics 
which force them to THINK. 
Thesg high school kids prefer 
easy courses like typewriting 
which will merely help them to a 
temporary job. The politicians try 
to please the students ‘‘for fear of 
a student strike,” as a school com­
mittee man said to me the other 
day!

Boware of Inflation
^  bad school committee situa­

tion exists in most of̂  the commu­
nities where this weekly column 
of mine is read. The composition 
of your school committee is ^ar 
more important than “who is ma­
yor,” or “what’s the tax rate,” or 
“how city funds are to be spent. 
Your school committee of 1945 
will determine whether you are to 
have business prosperity dr de­
pression in 1955. Postwar inflation 
can postpone unemployment for a 
few years; but only better charac­
ter, sounder health and more 
brains can lick “old man depres­
sion.”
