In addition to these three 
church projects, it is also known 
that the corner of South Main 
and Ann Arbor road stands a 
g c ^  chance of becoming the au­
tomobile center of Plymouth.

In fact, from all information

If there are any farmers in this 
part of Wayne county who desire 
to take advantage of the AAA 
new Federal insurance program 
to cover their fall wheat plant* 
ing, they had better hurry.

For the vicinity of Plymouth 
and the rest of Michigan, the final 
day for filing applications on the 
194d winter wheat crop is Sep­
tember 15.

Chairman Fred Ernest of the 
Wayne County AAA says there 
were eleven authorized agents ap> 
pointed to sell the federal crop in­
surance in Wayne county. If these 
agents have not yet csdled upon 
you. it would be well to contact 
the county AAA office in Wayne 
before September i5, if vou are 
planting fall wheat and ^ a n t to 
get in on this bit of government 
subsidy.

Highlights of the set-up under 
the new crop insurance program 
are:

1. Farmers ma'^ file applica­
tions for crop insiurance with a 
sales agent appointed by the 
county AAA committee, or at the 
county AAA office.

2. Crop losses should be re­
ported to the county AAA office, 
which is responsible for admin­
istrative details of the pre^ram.

3. Inspection of crop damage 
and adjustments of losses will be 
made by the local adjuster for 
the county, supervised by the 
State Crop Insurance Director.

Fishermen Get 
Longer Seasons

Plymouth’s many fishermen who 
haven’t been able to satisfy their 
fishing desires during the past 
few years and who in years gone 
by traveled to distant points to 
“try their luck,” will be inter­
ested in knowing that many states 
have extended tneir fishing sea­
sons. In fact in many states there 
is now year-round fishing for 
many kinds of fish.

Relaxed fishing regulations vot­
ed by the legislature in Michi­
gan early this year fall short of 
those now in effect in 18 states 
where year-around fishing is per­
mitted for all or some game fish 
species.

Fishermen iJT Michigan will 
benefit principally by a statute 
change effective next January 1 
that will open all lakes except 
designated trout lakes north Of 
M-46 to year-around fishing for 
species oii which there is no clos­
ed season.

Emphasis is placed on protec­
tion of certain species of game 
fish, rather than on the do; 
of waters to all fishing during 
tain seasons of the year. For 
stance, closed seasons on bl 
bass, bluegills, and sunfish rem 
unchanged. ,

The statute change liberalises 
present law to allow year-around 
fishing for yellow perch, cal 
bass, bullheads, and other n 
game species in such lakes. It 
permit the taking of north 
pike, walleyed pike, and musktl- 
lunge in such lakes from May 15 
to March 15.

States that permit year-around 
taking of some gahie fish species, 
acording to the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service, are:

Alabama—All-year fishing 
cept for bass. f

Florida—All-year fishing except 
for bass.

Georgia— All-year fishing for 
pan fish.

Illinois—All-year fishing for pan 
fish.

Kentucky—Year-around fishing 
for all species in impounded wa­
ters.

Louisiana—Year-around fishing 
for all species except bass and 
crappies.

Nebraska—Year-around fishing 
for all species, including bass.

New York— Year-around fish­
ing for crappies, perch, bullheads, 
and others.

Ohio—Year-around season on 
all species except trout and black 
bass.

Oklahoma— N̂o closed seasons.
Oregon—Seasons on bass, trout, 

grayling, whitefish, and salmon 
less than 20 inches long; yev- 
around season on all other species.

Pennsylvania — Year-around 
season on all pan fish.

Rhode Islai^ — Year-around 
season on white azxi yellow perch 
and striped bass.

South Carolina — Year-around 
season on all species. Size limits 
only on brook and rainbow trout.

Tennessee—Year-around fishing 
for all species on all TVA lakes.

Texas—No closed seasons.
Virginia— Year-around season 

on bluegills.

At ' thaitvpoint the Plymouth j 
rfflgman crawled from ’the barn. I 
His was hurting him terribly* 
and boot by that time Was; 

As he came crawl-> 
ing out he encountered a little 
old lady. She helped him* stand | 
up and remove his tunic. After | 
spreading the tunic on the ground ] 
and helping him sit down shej 
started to look for some medical I 
corpsmen.

Presently the litle old lady re­
turned with the medics. She help­
ed them make Pfc. White more 
comfortable and assisted m re­
moving his clothing and boots.

A jeep removed the wounded 
man to a first aid station. From 
there he was flown, to a hospital. 
“It looked too good to be true, ho 
wrote, to be flymg over the 
Rhine River.” “A few days be­
fore I had walked and run across 
it on,a pontoon bridge with the 
Krauts shooting at us from all 
sides.” ^

After 39 days in the hospital. 
Pfc. White was released and re­
turned to his company. Later he 
was assigned to guard duty at a 
prison camp in Czechoslovakia.

“I hope everyone in Plymouth

■ my old friends” he added.

When our friends are on vaca­
tion wo can’t decide, from read­
ing their postcards and letters, 
whether their lives are unevent­
ful or thc.v fear to put down on 
paper what they are doing.

HAWAIIAN PEOPLE 
NOT TOO FRIENDLY TO 
U E K  IN ABMED FORCES.

Robert Gottschalk, who has been 
moved around considerably since 
he put on one of Uncle Sam s 
uniforms, writes to “Our Boys” 
column that he is now stationed 
on the island of Oahu, which is 
the mains, island of the Hawaiian 
group. '

“The scener3’ here is outstand­
ing, but the w'eather is not good” 
he writes. “Whoever invited the 
phrase that this is the ‘Land of 
Eternal Sunshine’ was a little off. 
for its rains or sprinkles here the 
larger portion of the day. At one 
place on the island there is an 
average rainfall of 200 inches each 
year. It was a very good place in 
which to create a Pacific combat 
training center—and it turned out 
to be the place where our train­
ing began.

“The people here dre not too 
friendly with the military per­
sonnel. except for the owners of 
•stores and other enterprises where 
they take in a good share of our 
money. They have ceiling prices, 
but most of them are like the ceil­
ing. out of reach of the majority 
uf us.

r

“The military forces iiave X*- 
cupied the islands for a long time 
and at times, they say, the people 
have not been treated too nicely, 
.so I guess it is not entirely the 
fault of the people.

“Now that the war ,is ov^r. the 
older men arc sweating out the 
army of occupation, which we are 
likely to hit. At first the older 
men had a lot of fun teasing we 
younger fellows about being good 
occupation material. But now ev­
erybody is waiting for some news 
about the point system. To us the 
war of petting home has just 
begun.

“Two of the boys I graduated 
with are still in my outfit. We 
have been pretty lucky to stick to­
gether this far. There are many 
mo»"' men in my battalion from 
towns near Plymouth.’

Save Soap by 
These Methods

With soap one of the scarce 
items on retailers’ i^elves, home­
makers are finding it necessary to 
practice soap-saving economy, 
says Julia Pond, extension spe- 
ci^ist in home management at 
Michigan State College.

Soap is most frequently wasted 
by using it to soften water. Even 
when plentiful, soap is an expen­
sive water softener and should not 
be used for that purpose. Two 
very inexpensive and effective 
water softwers are trisodium and 
sal soda. Sal soda can always be 
obtained at grocery stores. Triso­
dium phosphate can be purchased 
at paint and hardware stores as 
well as at some grocery stores.

When a water softener is used, 
H should be thoroughly dissolved 
in the water before the soap is 
added. This reduces the quantity 
of soap used and at the same time 
produces the desired suds. In other 
words, give the softener an op­
portunity to soften the water be­
fore adding the soap.

Save both soap and water soft­
ener by measuring the Quantities 
to be used. First, do a little experi­
menting to learn how much is 
needed. After this is done, keep 
the measuring device in or near 
the packages of softener and soap. 
Measure, don’t guess.

When bar soap is used for laun­
dering, make it into a soap jelly 
or soap solution. It wiU suds more 
quickly in these forms and do a 
better job of cleaning.

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No Rattlesnakes 
on Isle Royale

(By Gene Alleman)
Rock Harbor, Isle Royale, Mich. 

—•Maybe you'll like Isle Royale; 
maybe yoii won’t.

This national park, the only 
islanc^ wilderness within the con­
tinental United States, would pro­
vide an ideal war-lime hideout 
from the atomic bomb.

The average island is not read* 
ily accessible to trav'elers by pas­
senger boat. Mackinac Island is 
an hour’s distance from Mackinaw 
City; St. James on Beaver Island 
is three and one-half hours* time 
from Charlevoix. But Isle Royale 
beats them all.

We loft Copper Harbor, at the 
tip of the scenic, mountainous 
Keweenaw peninsula, on a 55-foot

diesel-powered boat, the Copper 
Queen, piloted by a sturdy Fin­
lander. Capt. Charles Kauppi. Five 
hours later we arrived at the 
eastern end of Isle Royale in time 
for an awaiting roast beef dinner 
at the Rock Harbor lodge, a 
national park hotel concession.

When the waves run long on 
Lake Superior, as is occasionally 
the case, the traveler is treated to 
a firsl-rate mimature of an ocean 
voyage with sea-sickness and all. 
The boat rolls and bobs. You roll 
and bob with it.

To the hardy travelei', this may 
be .Adventure with a capitalA. But 
to others who prefer to enjoy their 
comforts although straying away 
from home, the combination may 
tax human patience. And thô  ̂
who are predestined to seasicknes.s 
must make the best of the situa­
tion and “grin and bear it.*’ .

(Note: Seasickness may be pre­
vented or minimized by observ- 

of the following precautions:

Do not take food for five or six 
hours before sailing; inhale plen­
ty of fresh air while on board: 
drink strong coffee and eat an 
occasional lump of sugar; take a 
good B1 vitamin dosage, such as 
brewer’s yeast; and, if necessary, 
try small amounts of chlorobrom. 
a compound of chloralamide and 
brimodc of potassium, by a phy­
sician’s prescription. Or, better 
yet, FLY to the island!)

Assuming that you’ll enjoy (as 
well as survive) the lake trip, here 
IS what you may expect to find 
at this rocky national park with 
around 400 chartered islets sur­
rounding it like a south-sea coral 
reef.

Although still in Michigan, the 
island is only 19 miles from Min­
nesota and 20 miles from Thunder 
Bay on the Canadian shore. Geo­
logically It is part of the Kewee­
naw peninsula which accounts for 
presence of native cooper.

Your lodging will be limited to

one of three park hotels: Rock 
Harbor lodge on Rock Harbor 
(which is 11 miles long); Belle Isle 
Camp, on the north side of the 
island; and Windigo Inn on Wash­
ington Harbor at western end 
and closest to Minnesota.

Only the Rock Harbor Lodge 
w ^  open in 1945, American plan 
daily rates per person at the guest 
house: Single. $7.25: single beds, 
$6.50: double* bed, S6.25. Cabin 
rates: Single. $6: single beds. 
$5.75: double beds. $5.50.

For 1946 tourist information, 
write to (3eorge F. Baggicy, super­
intendent. Royale National
Park, via Duluth, Minn.

Because the Isle Royale park is 
so new—it was authorized by 
Congress in 1931 and formally 
created April. 1940—you mav pre­
fer to wait several years when 
adequate and modern facilities 
should be available of a standard 
to be found in other national 
parks.

The park has its own post-war 
program. Three hotel buildings, 
privately built, will be razed. New 
lodges and cabins, complete to 
electricity and sewage disposal, 
are to be constructed in their 
place. The Windigo Inn and Belle 
Isle camp will have accommoda­
tions for 200 persons each. Rock 
Harbor lodge likewise is to be ex­
panded.

There are no roads on the island. 
No automobiles, no horses, no 
bridle paths. Travel is limited lo 
foot and water. Because pedes­
trian travel is slow, you may pre­
fer to use a boat to get around 
and visit places. The long harbors 
and hundreds of islands and islets 
provide many inner waterways, 
safeguarded from the lake. Travel 
is by rowboat, outboard motor 
craft or canoe.

If you expect to gaze upon the 
forest primeval with virgin timber 
towering high, you’ll be disap­
pointed. Isle Royale has been

Prehistoric mining pits, dug by 

Indians, show traces of wood fires. 
During the past 100 years much 
of the island was ravaged by for­
est fires, the most recent confla­
gration being in 1936.

Yet despite the absence of huge 
white pines and hemlock, such as 
you will find in parts of the Por­
cupine Mountain area and along 
the Presque Isle and Black rivers 
near Lak$ Superior, Isle Royale 
possesses a peculiar beauty and 
charm of its own. It is derived 
by a combination of slender, fjord- 
liko deep harbors, running inland 
like fingers of the hand; an abun­
dance of barren rock and num­
erous ridges; and a great variety 
of conifer and deciduous trees 
with their contrasting shades.

Slender harbors of green-blue 
color, picturesque islets, rocks and 
trees—yes, that’s the Isle Royale 
wilderness.

Trained rangers and naturalists 
are available to conduct organiz­
ed Xours and give illustrated lec­
tures. ^ i

Foot trails are well marked by 
diamond-shaped, orange-colored 
metal tags placed high on trees 
and thus easy to discern against 
the forest green background.

Two aerial surveys last win­
ter revealed presence of approxi­
mately 500 moose. There are no 
deer, bear, porcupines and pois­
onous snakes.

The island is patrolled through­
out the wnnter by two dangers 
who hike on snowshoes over a 
120-mile circuit each month, slay­
ing overnight at cabins spaced 
about ten miles apart. The rang­
ers watch for poachers in quest 
of valuable furs. The snowfall 
last ‘winter was 207 inches. The 
rainfall this summer was the least 
in eight seasons, and lack of hu­
midity created a dangerous “ex­
plosive” condition in the woods 
for several weeks. Camp fires 
were banned; travel inland was 
prohibited.

Tent campers may want to visit 
Isle Royale, rent a boat and out­
board motor and go to one of the 
camp sites under a park service 
permit. If so, first write to Super­
intendent Baggley (address 
above).

Isle Royale is one of the few 
remaining wilderness areas left 
in Mirfiigan whgre an outdoor 
lover can hike inland, his ‘own 
camp inside a ruckpack and a 
sleeping bag, and spend literally 
days or weeks beyond sight of 
civiliz^ life as we know it today.

Quick airplane service will re­
move the risk of seasickness in 
crossing the lake. But even that 
hazard and inconvenience should 
be well repaid.

We don’t know whether vou 
will like Isle Royale. At least, 
you ought to visit it and find out 
for yourself during^'^he next five 
years.

Personally we want to return 
to this wilderness island, just off 
the Canadian coast of Lake Su­
perior.

Like you we want to know 
more about our own wonderful 
Michigan and our own United 
States.

Walter Harms Is

He also 
said that the draft act was still in 
effect by an act of congress for 
registrants in the 18 to 26 age 
bracket.

I have today received a telegram 
from a returned serviceman who 
has just arrived from Europe. He 
states that, after paying certain 
bills and providing for his board 
and lodging, he is broke. “But,” 
says he, ‘‘I cannot get a job until 
I pay a Labor union^twenty dollars 
or more. Please wire me some 
money immediately."

postwar Employment
I am continually being asked 

“What will the wnployment situa­
tion be now that Japan has col­
lapsed?” I have replied that we 
will have a slowdown for a few 
months during the change-over 
of factories from war to peace 
goods; but after that we should 
have a few years of excellent 
business and fair employment. 
Certainly, there need be no seri­
ous unemployment while p>eople 
have excess money in their poc­
kets and bank accounts.

Every employer is prepared to 
take back such returning service­
men as were in his employ when 
they were drafted. After thiSj a 
difficulty will come in deciding 
who shall next be in line for jobs, 
the young fellow who never had 
a job before*'entering the service, 
or the man who has been ^ p lo y ­
ed in shipbuilding, airplane con­
struction or munitions manufac­
ture? Certainly, many married 
women and old people will be ex­
pected to step aside and return to 
their prewar status.
Labor Unions are "Big Business"

But then I am asked a second 
question:—“How long will this 
post-war prosperity last?” To this 
I am prepared to answer: The 
length of the postwar prosperity 
depends largely upon the labor 
union leaders. They can make the 
prosperity short or they can have 
it extend over a long number of 
years, according to how they act. 
As to what tiiey will do, no one— 
including themselves — knows. 
Why? Because the actions of these 
labor leaders will be determined 
by the returning servicemen and 
we do not know what their atti­
tude will be.

There is little real democracy 
in a big labor Union. Menvbers 
vote as ordered;, they have far less 
freedom than the stockholders of 
any corporation. Often even the 
officers of the union are mere fig­
ureheads without real authority. 
The typical labor union today is a 
“big business” run by dynamic 
leaders primarily for their own 
advancement and profit. They 
make demai^s and call strikes to 
have their menVbers think they 
are doing something.

Watch Retuniing Servicemen
Labor leaders can bluff their 

present membership which has 
become dociled from browbeating 
and blackmail. But these labor 
leaders may meet their match in 
the returning soldier. He is no 
namby-pamby. Hence, the import- 
aint question is, "What will the 
a ttitu ^  of these returning ser­
vicemen be toward the labor un­
ion leaders?" If the returning sol­
diers insist upon the open shop 
and peaceful collective bargain­
ing, the postwar prosperity can be 
bright and of long duration with 
little unemployment; but other­
wise, there will be much unem­
ployment.

I do not attempt to guess what 
attitude these returning service­
men will take. They seem to be in- 
Huenced much by the feeling of 
their families. Those who came 
from homes w'hich are independ­
ent — especially white-collar 
homes — are against union domi­
nation. This especially applies to 
boys from Republican homes or 
from Southern Democratic homes, 
including boys from the farms. 
But those who are returning to

How to Avoid Unemployment
It is not necessary that the post­

war prosperity should be short. It | 
is not necessary that it be follow-1 
ed by another period of severe de-' 
pression and unemployment. But' 
I fear that these labor leaders who 
came into power during the war, 
have not yet learned their lesson, 
as the telegram above mentioned 
sadly illustrates. Hence, I am 
much disturbed and say that post 
war employment will depend up­
on the attitude of the returning 
servicemen. They should insist up­
on freedom to work where and for 
whom they wish, with or without 
union membership, unless they 
become employers themselves.
