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Community Fund Postmaster lruria Thanks Patrons
For Cooperation During War Period Names Hospital

Drive is Lagging
Badly Here

Plymouth’s Community Fund
Drive and War Chest Campaign
which opened Oct. 1 for the pur-
pose of collecting at least $12,000
for the local indigents ,the USO
and the bombed-out peoples of
war-ravaged countries is not be-
ing properly supported.

This is the charge brought by
officials of the combined effort.
They believe the people of Plym-
outh are not fully aware of the
enormous benefits derived from
donations to such a fund.

Originally the plan was to com-
plete the drive here within ten
days. To date it has been in prog-
ress 18 days and only one-fourth
—$3,000—of the city’s goal has
seen_collected. .

This means the campaign
will be continued throughout
the remainder of the month.

To complete the quota by that

time the contributions fo the

fund must be at an increased
tempo starting ri“*ht now.

For the information of donors,
the bulk of the money collected
in Plymouth and all over the na-
tion will go towards maintaining
the hundreds of USO clubs
throughout the country.

So what, remarks a wise-acre,
the war is over isn’t it? Immedi-
ately that brings to mind the ques-
tion as to whether it is logical to
continue operation of the USO.

Take it from those who know,
it most certainly is. At the present
rate it will require another 18
months—a year and a half— to
attain complete demobilization.

That means it will be neces-
sary for at least another year to
provide USO shows and other
entertainment for armed service
personnel overseas. These men
and women are entitled to the
)Jest entertainment that can be
provided. They want to come
home in the worst way but know
they can’t until Uncle Sam gives
them the nod. i

Most  Plymouthites upon
whom the burden to support
the fund drive is felling have
not been eway from their
homes or loved ones_through-
out the war. Their homes
have not been rocked by
bombs nor has their source of
income been shut off by the
invasion of enemy forces.

The reason why is the valiant
efforts and sacrifices made by the
very ones theﬁ are now beidg
asked to aid through their cash
donations.

These men and women did not
falter, did not evade their duty
nor cringe from tasks assigned
them, fs it then conceivable, that
as good American citizens the res-
idents of Plymouth should refuse
to support them?

By evading the local Red
Feather workers or outrightly re-
fusing to contribute even a dol-
lar, YOU and YOU and YOU are
telling your protectors to shift
for themselves now that the dan-
ger is past.

In addition to entertainment
the armed service personnel en-
route home after discharges or
enroute home on terminal leave
before reporting for their dis-
charges, need places to stay over-
night and are entitled to free
meals while traveling.

Timely Tips for
Home Owners

(By E. I. Besemer)

Store carrots, beets and par-
snips in boxes of sand, which
should be moistened slightly if
the roots begin to shrivel before
they are used. Do not cut the beet
tops closely or the beets will
bleed. Dahlias should be dug as
soon as the tops have been killed.
It is best to leave a little soil on
the roots and store them upside
down in a cool but frostproof
cellar so that all water will drain
from the stumps. Gladiolus bulbs
should be harvested as soon as
frost has killed the tops. After
being dried off they may be stored
in a cellar or pit with a tempera-
ture of about 40 to 50 degrees.
Ornamental shrubs may be frans-
planted safely through October.

A timely warning on the storing

of gasoline and other flammable
liquids comes from the count
agricultural agent.

There is only .a 50-50 chance
that the world will escape anoth-
er world war, Hubert S. Liang
well known Chinese speaker of
Chicago told members of the
Plymouth Rotary club Friday.

The gloomy prediction was bas-

ed entirely upon future relations
between this country and the Uni-
ted States, with China “in the

middle.

He declared that with close ties
between the United States and its
old friend China, he believes there
would be little dan™’er of another
world war, but if Russia should
be permitted to _gain a strong
place in the domination of Chi-
nese affairs, he had little hope for
continued peace.

“You in this country cannot af-
ford to let things go on in China
without proper notice, because
some of the things that are going
to happen there will have more
effect upon you than any other
people in the world*” he said.

“China will have to be a free
and independent nation. We have
demonstrated that our spirit can-
not_be crushed. Our war has been
a righteous war. The new China
will be a democracy—in fact we
have always been 'a Democratic
people. Weé stood for regimenta-
tion in this war for the same rea-
son that you did. because it was
necessary during the war.

“Our nation will have to be in-
dustrialized. We have the raw ma-
terials and the man power as well
as the markets.

“As | see it, China is your best
uarantee for peace” he told more
than 60 Rotarians.

The speaker is a native of Nan-
chang, Kiangsi, China. He was
educated. at William Nast College
in Kluklanﬁ, China, _Baldwin-
Wallace College, the University of
Detroit, DePauw University, "the
University of Chicago a™ the
Ford School of Technology.

He has served as a member of
the editorial staff of the *“De-
troit News, “executive secretary of
the National Y.M.C.A. of China
director of the Department of
Journalism of Yenching Univer-
sity in Peiping, China, and as di-
rector of the Institute of Social af-
fairs in Shanghai, China.

Far Eastern correspondent for

Deer Hunting
Will Be Good

There is good news for Plym-
outh deer hunters in reports of
conservation officers that more
deer are present in_32 counties
above the Muskegon-Bay City line
than were counted prior to the
.1944 season. )

Increases are reported in 25
lower peninsula counties and in
seven counties above the Straits.

Officers report deer seen per®
hour. while patrollmg\ their ter-1
ritories during July, August, Sep- *
tember, and October.

The last two winters have been
mild and starvation loss has been
low. Only 40 starved fawns were
found in a three-day search of
critical areas last spring. ‘More
than 200 fawns had starv” in the
same areas during the severe win-
ter of 1942-43.

Reports indicate that the 1945
fawn crop is normal. Plent% pf
twins and some triplets have been
seen.

Four census _drives conducted
on a square-mile area in Craw-
ford county in recent weeks
turned out an_average of 42 deer.
Last CCC drives in the region,
conducted in 1937 and 1938, aver-

aged less than 19 deer per square I>

mile, . !

Weather, as usual, will deter-
mine the kind of season that
hunters will enjoy during the last
half of November. Last year, lack
of tracking snow in the upper

eninsula cut the kill to 25,000
rom 28,400 in 1943. Luck was bet-
ter below the Straits where heavy
hunting kept deer moving.

The veterans’ multiple problems
are not easy to solve. In the first
lace, there are five times more

ichigan veterans today than 25
years ago, after World War I.

To divide $51,000,000 equally
among the 620,000 veterans — a
number likelyito grow larger be-
fore the sum’is expended—would
put less than $80 in the hands of
each veteran. The average bonus
for World War | veterans was
$210, computed i at
the rate of $15 par hionth of ser-
vice. The federal mustering out
pay varies from $100 to $300, well
ec |Q[smg an $80 Michigan pay-
ment.

To equal the state bonus of the
last war, the legislature would
have to apﬁroprlate $350,000,000
more for the veterans’ reserve
fund.

Philip C. Pack, director, says the
report will not be made public as
it will be for the personal use
of the governor. )

(At present the OVA is a ser-
vice agency, created by the legis-
lature and"a model for other state
governments, which is likely to
continue for some years if the
$51,000,000 fund is used for veter-
ans’ service and not doled out im-
mediately in dribbling sums.

The OVA cooperates with the
State Board of VVocational Control
in operating a veterans* vocational
training center at Pine Lake,
north of Kalamazoo. The state
pays $15,000 annually from a state
administration board appropria®
tion of $1,000,000 and the voeg-
ional board chips in $118,000 a
year from its federal aid Kitty.

Lois of Hunlers
But Few Get
Pheasants

Sunshine, clear skies and brisk
autumn temperatures combined
Monday mornlng to make the
ogenmg\ of hunfing season just
about “rfect.

Hundreds of nimrods in  the
Plymouth area were in the'field
when the season came in. The ra-
tio in the regions bordering
Schoolcraft road was estimated at
75 hunters to each pheasant.

All roads running through or
near good hunting lands were dot-
ted with parked™ cars. The clear
crisp air resounded throughout
the morning with echoes of shot-
gun blasts- Pheasants were very
scarce and rabbits even more so.

Many farms in the Plymouth
area were posted as were ‘several
unoccupied lots in the various
subdivisions near the city. No
complaints were received con-
cerning the trespassing of hunters
on posted land. No serious mis-
haps in this area were heard cf
either. )

About the only complaints
heard on the openmﬁ day were
those relating to the lack of
game. Countless nimrods w.ho
came_into town for lunch after a
morning spent tracking the wil
birds and rabbits, remarked about
the lack of wildlife in this area
and about the number of farms
on which hunting is forbidden.

Many appeared to have tVr
mistaken idea that farmers should
welcome a horde of unthinking
unmen on their property to
ramp down their crops, destroy
their fences and in manx cases
take shots at their livestock.

Every year more and more
farmers “post their pro}perty
a%alnst_huntm because of the
utter disregard the majorltly of
them have for the farm [ands
they are hunting upon.

Lack of game can be blamed on
the indiscriminate burning of
swamplands and fields each
sprln]g, the unusual rainy season
and foxes.

While hunting on the Harvey
Wagenschutz farm the opening
day. Sterling Eaton and Cass
Hough sighted what they termed
the b'lgges_t fox they had ever
seen. At first they thought it to
be someone’s huntln_? dog. It was
too_far away for either to shoot
at it effectively with shotguns.

Conservation department re-
orts indicate there are many
oxes in Plymouth township and
adjacent townships. In fact it
seems this area has more than its
share of them.

Many and varied are the argu-
ments “concerning the damage
done to hunting by the fox. 'True,
they do eat lots of young birds
and_ rabbits, but not as many as
their enemies would have "you
believe.

The greatest reason for the lack
of game, according to qualified
conservationists, is the foolish and
too common practice of burnin
fields and swamplands eac
spring.

Farmers and others have been
warned repeatedly about the dam-
age such a practice does to the
land and to the wildlife. The fire
destroys the natural nesting plac-
es for" pheasants to raise theii
brood. lacking such nesting fa-
cilities the birds go to areas where
th%/ are available.

ft times the fires burn nests
of young birds and rabbits who
are” unable to escape the raging
inferno. Burnln? land is the lazy
man’s way of clearing it. But the
damage it"causes runs into thou-
sands of dollars to say nothing of
it_r]le untold suffering of the wild-
ife.

Hunters can expect the situation
experienced on Monda?/ to in-
crease for the worst unless they
stir themselves into action and aid
in stamping out the foolish prac-
tice of burning over land ‘each
spring. )

This area should be a nimrod’s

aradise and can be made so if the

unter and farmer work more
closely with the conservation de-
partment and use some common
sense.
