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Michigan' Mirror
Michigan is celebrating its first 

post-war Christmas amid a tur­
moil of new and perplexing prob­
lems.

Into eyecy city, town and ham­
let men ara returning from war 
service. The—movement is reach­
ing high-tide proportions with 
close to one million men released 
fi-om military duty in December 
alone throughout the nation.

College campuses again are 
teeming with men, much to the 
delight of co-ed students who 
have gone to classes, now for sev­
eral years, in a varitablc ‘’no­
man's land.’*

As part of the long awaited re­
conversion on the home front, the 
appearance of the new •veteran 
signals interesting developments.

The housing and classroom 
plight of state educational instilu- 
tions js , reemphasized as 'veterans 
flock to school only to find no 
housing facilities available and 
classrooms badly over-crowded.

This emergency has prompted 
Governor Harry F. Kelly to an­
nounce that the building needs of 
the University of Michigan, 
Michigan State College. Michigan 
College of Mining and Technology 
and the teacher colleges may b*' 
included in his call for a 1940 
special session of the state legisla­
ture.

A survey has shown that other 
states have been more generous 
With funds for state universities 
than Michigan. Universities in Il­
linois. Iowa. Ohio, Minnesota and 
Wisconsin received an average of 
$13,000,000 each during the past 
20 years, compared with $4,465,000 
allotted to the University of Mich­
igan.

The building plight at Michig m 
State college has been simila:*. 
While MSC has the same number 
of classrooms and laboratories 
that the college had in 1929, stu­
dent enrollment has grown from 
2.813 to 5.534 and a peak of 9.000 
is forecast for next fall due to re­
turning veterans. Since 1929 MSC 
has not received one building by 
legislative appropriation.

What to do with the state's $52.- 
000,000 reserve fund for Michigan 
veterans is another problem at 
Lansing.

Divided equally among the 
state’s servicemen, the fund would 
evaporate promptly and little 
benefit would be accomplished. 
The feeling is growing among leg­
islators that it would be prudent 
to wait until the 1947 regular 
session before attempting any 
commitment of the entire fund.

Experience after World War I 
was that veterans’ problems do 
not become acute until some years, 
after the end of the war. The fed­
eral government allows an unem­
ployment benefit of $2U per week 
up to a full year—something that 
did not exist back in 1919.

A clew to the attitude of veter­
ans may bo deducted from a dec­
laration at Lansing by Joseph W 
Si^ick. Inational commander nf 
Veterans of Foreign Wars, that 
the organization favored compul­
sory arbitration nf .industrial di.<- 
putes and priority to veterans fo: 
iiousing materials. The V'̂ FW has 
55.000 momb«'rs in Michigan.

A permanent management for 
the Michigan State Fair, removing 
the manager and employees from 
political appointment and turn 
over, is recommended by tlie De­
troit Board of Commerce.

In San Francisco, anchoring a 
theater-lobby photo of Lauren 
Bacall in a 20U-lb. block of con­
crete failed to keep the w'olves at 
bay: they took the concrete along 
with the pinup.

Plymouth farmers and othciS 
who are interested in the control 
of the weed pests that have in 
recent years become a more seri­
ous problem than in days long 
gone by, will be interested in 
knowing that a new chemical has 
been developed that may help 
them in getting rid of some of the 
v/eeds that flourish about here.

At the request of Director Char­
les Figy, the MicHigan Depart­
ment of Agriculture was repre- 
.sented by Charles Stahl, Chief 
Seed Analyst, at the second an­
nual North Central States Weed 
Control conference recently heU

at St. Paul, Minnesota. With 
Michigan, the conference includ­
ed all the states west and north 
of Ohio as far w'cst as the w’cstcrn 
border of North and South Dako­
ta and as far south as Oklahoma, 
a total of 13‘statcs. This area has 
been designatcHi as having a com- 
mcfti weed problem: therefore, a 
more or loss unified weed program 
is advocated for the eradication of 
the troublesome wec'ds in that 
area.

Many reports W’orc received 
from the experiment stations 
showing the results of work done 
with the chemical designated as 
2,4-D. While the work to date 
w'ith this chemical is not conclu­

sive. it docs show a great deal of 
promise. It is anticipated that the 
cost of weed eradication can be 
reduced to a point where it will 
probably interest many Boards 
of Supervisors to take action in 
the way of weed control in their 
counties.

Bindweed ŵ as easily conceded 
by far the worst weed in thereon- 
ference area .Other serious weeds 
difficult to control by ordinary 
good farm practices are Quack 
Grass, Canada Thistle, Sow-This­
tle, Whitetop, and Russian Knap 
weed. The last two of these should 
never be permitted to become es­
tablished in Michigan.

Tlic conference was able,

through committee work, to de­
cide upon t.hc main features of a 
uniform weed law* which will 
probably be used as a basis for 
legislation in all the states. Legis­
lation to control interstate move­
ment of noxious weed infested 
seed, feed, and otl^c  ̂material w'iis 
recommended.

The purpose of the conference 
IS to pool all availabU' informa­
tion on weed control and lo unify • 
weed laws to facilitate the eradi­
cation and clean up programs, 
also prevent the dissemination of 
wood seeds through materials 
«uch as grain and fet'd truit 
not covered by regulatory laws at 
the present time.

Favors Planting 
of Bigger Fish

Ernest Henry, who is one of the 
real Isaac Waltons of the Western 
Wayne County Conservation As­
sociation, a few days ago stated 
that he was in full agreement 
with the state conservation de­
partments program of planting 
bigger fish, even though the de­
partment ^ d  not plant as many 
fish.

The department during the past 
year has * been planting larger 
black bass as well as bluegills. 
Secretary Henry states that he is 
sure that over the years this will 
prove much more satisfactory.

Smaller production and distri­
bution of the two species is in line 
with the department’s shift in 
emphasis in fish management.

More fish are being held in de­
partment rearing ponds until they 
attain a length of from four to 
five inches in the case of bass, 
three to four inches for bluegills.

The department recently an­
nounced that it had planted a rec­
ord total of 870,428 adult or legal- 
size brook, brown, and rainbow 
trout# this year.

Black bass 788,069, 1945; 1,133,-

Bluegills 2,475,037, 1945; 3,813,- 
813, 1944.

Department authorities have 
gone on record recently as declar­
ing that “planting of fingerling 
bass, bluegills, perch, pike-perch, 
and other warm-water fish in wa­
ters now containing them is be­
lieved to be valueless or actually 
harmful.”

Mr. Henry is not in full accord 
with this statement. He states that 
he wants “to be shown.”

Supporting the statement, Dr.
A. S. Hazzard, in charge of the 
department’s institute for fisheries 
research, has pointed to the large 
number of young fish that are 
produced by natural spawning, 
the large number of breeders that 
are found even in heavily-fished 
lakes, and the fact that “certain 
game and pan fish, such as north­
ern pike, rock bass, crappies, bull­
heads, and ciscoes, have rarely if 
ever been planted in Michigan 
lakes within the last 20 years, yet 
they continue to maintain them­
selves in goodly numbers.”

Hazzard declares, however, that 
“much good can be accomplished 
by wise introduction of suitable 
stock in waters lacking the proper 
species.”

Members of the Western Wayne 
County Conservation Association 
were the first to be told of the 
state's plan to try and restore 
better pheasant hunting in this 
state.

Harry D. Ruhl, chief of the 
game division of the department, 
was the speaker at the annual 
game dinner of the Plymouth wild 
lifers.

He has just been directed by 
the state conservation commission 
to devote much of his time dur­
ing the next ten months to the 
problem of increasing the pheas­
ant population of the state.

When Mr. Ruhl appeared at the 
fall meeting of the Plymouth or­
ganization. he asked President 
Brick Champc what question 
members of the organization were 
most interested in. President 
Champe told him that the poor 
pheasant hunting season and the 
reasons for it was about the only 
topic the members were interest­
ed in hearing about.

At that time Mr. Ruhl outlined 
some of the reasons wliy there 
was such a scarcity of pheasants 
not only in this part of the slate, 
but even up in the Thumb dis­
trict where the pheasant hunt­
ing has always been good in past 
years.

He said the department's inves­
tigation had brought out the fact 
that during the hatching season 
there had been much wet weath­
er and then large numbers of chick 
pheasants had been drowned. He 
also stated that the fox had done 
its part in reducing the number 
of pheasants.

Now he has been delegated the 
duly of trying to overcome the .sit­
uation discussed publicly at the 
Plymouth meeting when several 
hundreds heard him talk.

He has already stated that he 
plans to treble the production of 
pheasants at the Mason game 
farm over near Lansing wlierc in 
years gone by large numbers of 
pheasants were grown and then 
released several weeks before the 
hunting season. He not only hint­
ed at the Plymouth meeting that 
this might be done, but that farm­
ers in this part of Michigan where 
land is being purchased for the 
vast metropolitan park district, 
would bo urged to leave a part 
of their grain crops in the field 
for pheasant feeding. While the 
.state has purchased many of these 
farms in Washtenaw, Wayne, and 
Oakland counties, the state has 
not yet required the farmers to 
move, as it is not ready to begin 
the development of the new park 
property.

Mr. Ruhl believes that if good 
winter feeding is left in parts of 
some of these fields, it will help 
greatly in bringing about a res­
toration of good pheasant hunting 
in this part of Michigan.

It is intcrestling to members of 
the Western Wayne County Con­
servation Asociation to know that 
the plans discussed at their Oc­
tober meeting, have now bcoii 
adopted by the state consci'valion 
commission and will be put inlu 
force carty in the spring.

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Penicillin
Penicillin cannot be taken by 

mouth, for stomach acids destroy 
it. In some cases where the patient 
need not stay in bed. penicillin is 
injected into the muscles every 
three or four hours, and is absorbed 
by the system. It can be applied 
locally to wounds, or injected into 
pus-containing areas and closed 
cavities. It can be dripped continu­
ously, a drop at a time, into the 
veins or beneath the skin. All these 
methods require rather constant 
medical supervision, since the drug 
is excreted rapidly from the system.

Sprouting Onions
Onions that sprout in the kitchen at 

this season should not be discarded. 
The USDA suggests that the tender 
green sprouts offer a colorful and 
flavorful pickup for spring salads 
and many other dishes. Cut the 
sprouts in small pieces and add to 
salad greens, deviled eggs, white 
sauce, cooked vegetables or stews. 
The part of the onion that has soft­
ened may be cut away, but the rest 
is still good to save and use.

Replanting Peonies 
Never attempt to replant a peony 

of any size without dividing it, cau­
tion expert gardeners. Wash the 
clump free of soil. Separate into 
chunks having from 3 'to 7 strong 
eyes or crown buds each. Divid­
ing blindly without washing the'rootg 
first too'often results in cutting eyes 
from supporting roots.

No Cause for Complaint 
Nevertheless, the over-all pic­

ture remains definitely favorabl- . 
Faimciv. in mv opinion, have no 
cause for ciimplaint. In fact, they 
have fared unsually well durin;* 
the past few years of large crops 
and higli prices. This Is evidenced 
by the fact that cash receipts 
from farm marketings rose stead­
ily from $7,877,000,000 in 1939 to 
a tentative figure of $20,400,000.- 
000 in 1945. That is not chicken 
feed. It may well mark a peak in 
farm income over the foreseeable 
future.

I do not mean to imply by this 
statement that the agricultural 
outlook over the next year or two 
is unfavorable. Farmers ought to 
do ^very well by themselves at 
least during 1946 and 1947. In this 
connection, do not overlook the 
fact that the government is com­
mitted to the support of farm pric­
es at 90 percent of parity for tw’o 
years after official declaration of 
war’s end. If Uncle Sam is able to 
carry out his promise, and crop 
yields arc good, farmers can look 
torw’ard to at least two more 
years of prosperity. After that, the 
going is likely to get tougher. 

Cultivate Farm Markets 
The war years have left a large

I void of consumer goods in rural. 
-  -  , as well as urban, areas. Farmers 

‘ aliculd prove to be the best cus- 
------ ) tomers next vear of many distri­

butors. Sellers of general mer­
chandise should do well. The big 
mail-order houses especially 
should prosper. To most farm 
families the mail-order catalogs 
are second in importance only 10 
the Bible. However, I hope the 
latter will continue to occupy the 
place of honor, and support, as 
only it can do, the sturdy integ­
rity and morality of America’̂ ’ 
millions of farm homes.

Farm areas offer lush fields als-> 
to manufacturers and distributors 
of farm equipment and supplies. 
The need is so great that this busi­
ness should not be hard to get. 
although the biggest rewards will 
go to those concerns who get 
there “the fustest wdlh the most- 
cst.” I think the outlook also is 
favorable for distributors and 
manufacturers of electrical appli­
ances, provided they are equipped 
to reach the farm market. Since 
farm production is likely to con­
tinue large next year, fertilizer 
producers and distributors should 
enjoy good business. Lumber and 
other building materials should be 
in good demand in rural areas in 
1946.

Farm Land Values
Farm land values have zoomed 

and may go still higher: but. in 
my opinion, are reaching Vluner- 
able levels. Farmers, in the flush 
of their current prosperJty, should 
not over-extend and should stay 
out of debt as much as possibl-*. 
Owners of .speculative farm land 
should consider shifting into goo-1 
urban real estate or other assets 
sucli as sound securities. The farm 
land boom will not last forever.
