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W H A T OF T H E  FUTURE?
In  a few brief days we mortal beings will enter into a new 

year in world history, a world supposed to be one of peace 
created by the most destructive war in the history of mankind.

And what kind of a world of peace are we entering into? 
It surely is not a world filled to over-flowing with good will, 
and cheer and hopefulness—not a world of peace and content­
ment.

Babson a week or so ago to write in his column that he was 
preparing for a period of destitution and hunger and strife.

We believe when that is done 
the country will be better oH than it has ever been before. The 
people will not long tolerate the labor-boss any more than it 
tolerated the money-boss in years gone by. So-called labor 
leaders who have thrown the nation into a tail-spin will be out 
of their swivel chairs and gaudy furnished offices and back on 
the soap-boxes.

The working man—the man who produces—will be worthy 
of his hire and he will be occupying his rightful place in this 
nation of ours. Days of want and despair for the honest man 
will be a thing of the past.

W e believe this country of ours has sense enough to right 
itself and once,again become the leader in all things among all 
the nations of the world.

The trouble with us has been our too willing acceptance 
of the theories, the wild ideas and the policies of European 
groups who have lived in a world of hate and revenge for 
generations. W e have permitted ourselves to be led into their 
schemes and shamefully it must be admitted that some of our 
“high** officials in W ashington have fallen for much of this 
propaganda. W e have laws and we have supreme court de­
cisions based upon class hatreds. The W agner act, written by 
a foreign immigrant, teems with reasons why there is so much 
unrest and so many hatreds.

But we are going to rise above all of these things. We are 
going to have enough courage to throw out of the window the 
things that have created so much ill will and so much distress.

W e are going BACK TO W ORK for our home, our com­
munity, our state and our nation. W e are going to have good 
will instead of ill will. W e are going to have faith once more 
in humanity.

As we see it, the new year opens to each one of us the 
greatest opportunity for good America has had since the Pil­
grim Fathers landed in the new world to live as free men. Yes, 
we are again going to live as FR EE  MEN!
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T H A T  PEA R L HARBOR INQUIRY.
W hy doesn't some one with some common sense down in 

W ashington clamp down on that Pearl Harbor inquiry and 
throw it all into ^ e  ash can?

I t  has become to our way of thinking one of the most dis­
gusting" events in connection with the entire war. W e all knew 
that the country was not ready for the Jap attack. We know 
that the New Dealers misled the country when they told us how 
much war material we “had on hand and on order” and we 
knew that they lied to us when they said that no American 
boys would be sent to fight on foreign lands—in low breath 
“unless we were attacked.” And they knew that we were going 
to be attacked.

As we have carefully read the news dispatches in various 
papers about the inquiry, we have wondered at the patience 
of army and naval leaders who have been treated like a lot of 
poor white trash when on the witness stand.

Melteial Field 
Will Be Enlarged 
By Returned Vets

Plymouth is to be among the 
first localities in Michigan to en­
joy the facilities of a first class 
airport which will be owned and 
operated by two returned veterans 
whn have over 2,500 combined 
hours of flying time.

Mettetal Field now owned and 
operated bv Raphael Mettetal has 
b ^ n  leased bv his son Robert 
and his son-in-law, William Ryan, 
both on terminal leave from Army 
air forces. Robert served with the 
5lh air force and Ryan has been 
with the headquarters group of 
the Air Transport Command and 
their flying experience covers ev- 
er5Tthing from test piloting, to en­
gineering. instructing and combat 
flying.

Work on the field has already 
been started and the two young 
flyers hope to be ready for opera­
tion on February first of 194H. 
More land will be added to the 
present field to enable planes to 
land from any direction and a 
complete resurfacing program 
will be undertaken the first thing 
in the spring. New hangers will 
be built and all the wires near the 
field will either be removed if 
possible or at least lowered to a 
much safer distance. A coffee and 
sandwich bar is being constructed 
so that food will be available on 
the field at all times.

Mettetal and Ryan have been 
appointed dealers for the Piper 
Aircraft Company and they will 
also acts as sales agents for Lus- 
comb aircraft. A complete new 
and modern refueling system is 
being installed and under the di­
rection of a licensed mechanic a 
complete service and maintenance 
department will be in operation 
24 hours of the day.

They will offer instructions for 
people desiring to learn to fly and 
will have new planes available for 
taxi service, sightseeing, rental 
and charter flights. According to 
the two new owners everything 
will be done at the field to make 
it the safest small field in this part 
df Michigan.

mind of its members. It is hoped 
that this meeting will give a clear 
picture of the total situation to 
those attending and that the orga­
nizational representative will 
then be able to report back to his 
or her group the true picture of 
the Memorial project as it now' 
stands. Further, the committee 
will have ceijtain questions in its 
mind whjeh it will desire lo come 
clearly before the interested 
groups in this community. At such 
a meeting as this, it will be possi­
ble for those questions to be clear­
ly and accurately placed before 
the various representatives, to be 
carried by them to the groups 
they represent. It is asked that 
each organization shall take im­
mediate action to arrange for 
their representative for this meet­
ing, so that when the call fornhe 
meeting is issued it will be possi­
ble lo have a truly full repreMn- 
tation. It is necessary to limit the 
meeting to the delegated persons 
in order that it may be possible 
for all to have an opportunity to 
express themselves, and to state 
the ideas of their organization.

received from state police. ^

Since V-J Day the toll has been : 
mounting steadily; already in ru­
ral areas the accident rate has 
practically doubled and in urban 
centers the percentage likewise is  ̂
mounting, the association states.

Basing their statement on figur­
es compiled bv the Michigan State 
Police, the Safety Association, 
which is conducting a campaign I 
to reduce this slaughter on the 
highways, asserts that only slower 
speeds and more careful driving 
can cut down the auto casualty | 
rate. It cautions that safety offi­
cials may feel obliged to advocate 
a return of the 35-mile speed limit 
on rural highways, as that Js: 
where most fatalities occur.

The effect of unlimited, fast 
driving began to reflect itself in 
State Police reports immediately, 
following the lifting of the speed 
laws, and has continued ever 
since. An increase of 20 per cent 
in accidents and 33 per cent in : 
injuries during August, has ac­
celerated to the point where lat­
est figures showed 105 persons 
killed in one month, an increase of ; 
54 per cent, and 2,792 injured, an 
Increase of 49 per cent.

Tlic fatality increase occurred 
in rural areas, where the number I 
of persons injured was 90 per cent 1 
over the number injured in the | 
-ame month of 1944. The number | 
injured in urban areas was up 
by 31 per cent.

Of 109 drivers involved in fatal 
lecidenls during that month, 49 
violated a traffic law at the time 
of accident, 30 were traveling In 
excess of 35 miles per hour and 13 
were reported as “bad been 
drinking.” The most frequent vio­
lation reported was “driving at a 
speed too .̂ ast for conditions.” 
Tliis was followed by “failure to 
grant right-of-way,” “disregarded I 
stop sign or signal,” “driving on i

wrong side of road” and “impro­
per passing.”

It is significant that more than 
50 per cent of the fatal mishaps 
occurred on Saturdays and Sun­
days and over 66 per cent dur­
ing hours of darkness.

Drivers under 20 years of ag.:- 
were accountable for nearly 14 
per cent of the fatalities and in 
47 per cent of these cases, high 
speeds were blamed. In this con­
nection, Capt. C. J. Scavarda, cf 
the State Police, asserted: ‘The 
hurry, the impulsiveness and fail­
ure on the part of young drivers 
to seriously consider the hazards 
of driving at excessive speeds ar<‘ 
to blame for these accidcmls. 
Young drivers must control their 
desire to exceed careful and pru­
dent speeds, or increasing num­
bers will be deprived of tht:i 
driving privileges.”

In Plymouth, Chief SackeM 
says there are a few higii sdn-nl 
boys who now and then ate rare- 
less in their driving, but on th" 
whole, he states, the ycunge. 
drivers are cooperative in the ef­

forts of the local police to cut 
down traffic hazards.

When there Js some semblance, 
of a settled business condition 
and prices are more firm than at 
present, this state faces its great­
est road-building program in 
years.

That is the information made 
public recently when State High­
way Commissioner Charles M. 
Ziegler discussed the state's road 
problems with the road commis­
sioners of southern Michigan.

Uncertainty, however, over la­
bor and materials, caused by pres­
ent labor unrest, will delay start 
of the State's postwar road con­
struction program which the Com- 
misr.ioner had expected to start 
this month, he told the road 
group. Federal funds, authorized 
for Michigan under the Federal 
Highway Act of 1P44, have not yet 
been appropriated but it is hoped 
this money will be available soon 
and that contractors will be as­
sured of enough men and mater­
ials to permit the Highway De­
partment to start advertising for 
bids on some of the projects listed 
on its great postwar program, Mr. 
Ziegler .add^.

Ii would be unwise to advertise 
for bids now, because contractors 
would have to bid excessively 
high to protect themselves against 
the possibility of high cost of 
materials and the uncertainty of 
manpower. It is hoped this con­
dition will soon be remedied so 
we can go ahead with our pro­
gram, a part of which already 
has Public Roads Administration 
approval, necessary to obtain fed­
eral aid money for the Michigan 
road program.

The Federal government will 
match state funds 50-50 on con­
struction and will pay one-third 
of right-of-way costs. Michigan 
is to receive $16,600,000 a year for 
the next three years under the 
federal highway act of 1944. Ru­
ral trunklines will get $6,700,000 
of the amount, $5,700,000 will be 
allotted for federal aid routes in 
urban areas of 5,000 or more pop­
ulation and $4,000,000 is to be set 
up for federal aid secondary or 
local roads.

As the Dykstra Act requires 
cities to share nancially in trunk­
line work in urban areas, the 
Highway Department antcipates 
it will be able to finance a $26,- 
000,000 building program annu­
ally for the next three years.

Lacked Tiiam lns
Although everyone knows that 

vitamins and minerals are essential 
to health, until 1941 about 40 per 
cent of all Americans ate a diet 
which failed to provide all of these 
nutrients they needed. What Ameri­
can dietaries lacked chiefly were 
some of the B-vitamins and the food 
mineral iron, and these nutrients 
have been added under the wartime 
enrichment program.

This 
is the advice of Charles E. Millar, 
head of the department of soil 
science at Michigan State college, 

The suggestion is being passed j g 
on to other farmers based on the 
approval of farmers who followed 
t’ne practice last year as a war­
time measure, and found it higii- 
ly practical. Bui before you tackle 
it, here are six tips on storing the 
fertilizer.

First, make sure you store your 
fertilizer in a dry building . . . 
that means in a building where 
the flooring is above the ground. 

Second, stack bags of fertilizer 
close together . . .  so the fertilizer 
won’t take up so much moisture 
from the air.

Third, don’t stack the bags too 
high. A lot of pressure on the 
bottom bags make the fertilizer 
harden. - « u n i

Fourth, avoid breaking the bags 
when you handle them. They're .. 
apt to be broken if they’re filled 
with loose fertilizer. i w

Fifth, stack mixed fertilizer.' ^ 
superphosphate, ammonium ni­
trate or any other type of fertili­
zer separately. You’ll find it eas­
ier to clean up and still keep sep­
arate if any of the materials are 
accidenlaily spilled.

As safety measures, keep sodi­
um nitrate and ammonium nitrate 
away from hay. feeds, and organic 
nicals in order to prevent fire. 
When you've emptied bags of so­
dium and ammonium nitrates, 
bum the e.mpties for safety's sake, 
and you'll want to keep your farm 
animals away from stored .sodium 
nitnUe and ammonium nitrate for 
their gooil as well a.c your own.

G eneral B iu iness
2 A year ago the United 

States BabsoncJiart Index of the 
Physical Volume of Business fin­
ally registered 145. Today it is 
estimated at 128 justifying my 
fore cast of a year ago. The Cana- 

I dian Babsonchart Index of tiic 
I Physical Volume of Business fin- 
|ally registered 205 a year ago; 
hxJay it is estimated at 190. 1946 

I will show a further over-all dc- 
'cline in both United States and 
I Canadian business. Furthermore, 
,most of the following comments 
«apply to both countries.

3. The re-conversion of indus­
try from war to peace business 
will increase during much of 1946. 
However, time required for re­
conversion will not be as great 
as most people believe.

4. Inventories, quoted both at 
their price values and their vol­
umes, will increase during 1946. 
Both raw material piles and man­
ufactured goods will be larger.

C om m odity  P rices
5. Some rationing may con­

tinue through most of 1946; but it 
will rapidly be eliminated. Price 
restrictions will gradually be les- 
seniKi.

6. The retail prices of most 
manufactured products will be 
higher during 1946 than al pres­
ent. The prices of some of the food 
products may decline.

7. The unit sales of some de­
partment stores will begin to de­
cline some time during 1946; but 
the sales of the food and variety 
chains may continue at peak fig­
ures.

8. The great question mark of 
1946 w'ill be how, to whom and at 
what price the government will 
dispose of its billions of dollars 
W’orth of unneeded supplies.

F arm  O utlook
9. Pending a w*eather upset, 

more bushels of corn and wheat 
and more bales of cotton will be 
raised in 1946 than ever before 
in our history. Although some 
prices may slide off, the total farm 
income for 1946 should hold up 
fairly well.

10. There should be an in­
crease in certain fruits, fish prod­
ucts and vegetables with a de­
cline in prices. The U. S. will 
have more to cat in 1946 than in 
1945. The per cap ita  consumption 
should be 10 percent abqvc the 
prewar level of 1935-1939.

II. Dairy and poultry products 
will continue to increase in vol­
ume with no increase in price. 
There will be a great surplus of 
eggs; but fats, sugar and some 
canned goods will continue short.

12. Farmers will start in 1946 
to work to extend legislation on 
their parity program due to fear 
of a postwar collapse in farm 
prices.

13. Taxes wdll not be increas­
ed during 1946; and there may be 
further reductions. Some nuisance 
taxes will be eliminated :alto- 
gether.

14. The Federal Debt will con­
tinue to increase during 1946, but 
I expect no War Bond Drives.

15. Whatever is done about 
taxes, the cost of living will con­
tinue to rise during 1946 due 
largely to increased wages.

16. Providing jobs for return­
ing soldiers at satisfactory wages 
will be the big political task of 
1946. There will be jobs for all. 
but not at the wages desired.

R etail Sales
17. The volume of retail sales 

will be about the same as in 1945. 
Sales of ladies’ apparel and gen­
eral luxuries will suiter, but many 
items now unavailable will be 
purchased.

18. The total dollar retail sales 
should exceed 1945 with an in­
creased demand for woolen and 
cotton textiles.

19. There will be a great de­
mand for men’s clothing and es­
pecially for shirts with honest 
standard length “tails.”

20. Wise shopperes will buy 
only what they need and not grab 
to stock up unnecessary supplies.

Foreign Trade
21. The United States will own 

over 50 percent of the world’s 
shipping in 1946.

22. We will make England and 
some other countries loans provid-, 
ed they will agree to spend a fair 
proportion of the money in the 
United States.

23. Both the British Empire 
and Russia will keenly compete 
for foreign trade during 1946; but 
cartels and government monopo­
lies will be frowned upon.

24. Russia, Germany and Eng­
land may try to “gang up” against 
the United States but we will 
fearlessly oppose such actions :f 
they occur. ^

Labor
25. The Little Steel Formula 

will be forgotten during 1946. The 
year will be noted for strikes and 
labor troubles.

26. I n d u s t r i a l  employment 
during 1946 will be off both in 
hours and in pay rolls, labor lead' 
ers* efforts notwithstanding.

27. Many industries, now oper­
ating on a 48-hour-week, will re­
turn to a 40 or 45-hour-wcck dur­
ing 1946.

28. Hourly wage rates will in­
crease, but “take-home” income 
will be less. Labor will demand 
better management and closer 
labor-management relations.

In fla tion
29. The Inflation Era which 1 

have been forecasting for several 
years will be very evident in 1946. 
The purchasing power of thr dol­
lar will continue to decline.

30. Both wage and price con­
trols will gr^ually be removed 
during 1946 until the government 
throws up its hands and lets na­
ture take its course.

31. Some time after 1946, pro-

duction will catch up with con­
sumption, people will have spent 
their money and then there will 
be a surplus of goods. By 1950 
there may be much unemploy­
ment, Then may come the se­
verest inflation by Congress at­
tempting to check the decline by 
printing currency. But this is 
something we need not worry 
about for two or three years.

32. If Stalin’s health continues 
good, he will be the world’s most 
powerful man in 1946 and may be 
a factor in determining, world 
prices as well as production. The 
markets may even witness a “com­
munistic scare” during 1946: but 
they should recover soon Ihcrc- 
afler.

Slock Market
33. The rails will decline some 

time during 1946. Certain airplane 
manufacturing, shipbuilding and 
other war stocks may decline; but 
the Dow-Jones Industrial Averag­
es will reach higher figures some 
time during 1946 than at present.

34. The safest slocks to buy— 
considering value, income and 
safety—will continue to be the 
merchandising slocks, especially 
chain store stocks.

35. 1945 saw a large increase 
in the demand for inflation stocks 
with a lesser demand mr non-ir- 
flation stocks; but 1946 should 
witness both groups moving more 
or less together. Switching has 
b(?en over-done in many cases.

36. Stock markets will con­
tinue to •f itness creeping general

I inflation, although the stock mar­
ket as a whole may appear to have 

r reached its neak before December 
l31, 1946.

Bonds
37. Although bank loaning 

rates should have an upward ten­
dency, interest rates in general 
will remain low through 1946. 
The money supply is now 25 per 
cent above normal and govern­
ment financing demands contin­
ued low rales.

38. Anticipating the expected 
decline in Federal taxes. 1946 
should see a falling off in the 
price of most municipal and prob­
ably other tax-exempt bonds.

39. The high-grade corpora­
tion bonds may hold steady but 
sooner or later decline consid­
erably. Whether this will start in 
1946 I do not know .Investors will 
give more attention to diversifi­
cation and staggering maturities 
during 1946.

40. More public utilities will 
be taken over by Municipalities 
and. “Authorities” during 1946. 
Wise investors will consider this 
possibility when selecting public 
utility bonds. Some stocks such 
as “Eastern Utilities Associates 
Convertible Shares,” in which I 
am personally interested, should 
be helped by public ownership.

Real Estate
41. Suburban real estate will 

be in much greater demand with 
higher prices during 1946.

42. City real estate should liold 
its own, excepting in the fomicr 
congested war production areas 
where declines may set in.

43. Small productive farms 
will (XJiilinue to increase in price; 
but laigo commercial farms may 
sell for less in 1946 than in 1945.

44. Building will show a con­
siderable increase. Contracts will 
be up with advancing prices due 
to scarcity of lumber, cement, 
bricks and labor.

45. Office and residential rents 
during 1946 may be cxpectcjd to 
increase.

46. 1946 may see Ihc beginning 
of a real building boom. The pc.s 
biinists will make little money in 
1946.

Ford Motor company today 
bowed to tradition in renaming its 
newest Lincoln-Mercury assei 
bly plant on the outskirts of Me- 
luchen, N. J.

The company attributed it to 
Indian lore.

Because ‘‘Metuchen’* (the In­
dians spelled it Metucheon) was s 
New Jersey tribesman of no mean 
repute, because the town
where the plant will rise was 
named in his honor, Ford officials 
deemed it a fUting appellation for 
the plant, and have notified Mayor 
Walter C. Christensen and other 
township officers. The Indian 
name stood for “rollMg land” and 
aptly pictures the new plant’s geo­
graphical setting.

The Metuchen project, part of 
the Ford company’s $175,000,000 
post-war expansion, originally 
was given the name “Raritan” for 
the township in which it is lo­
cated. Construction goes forward 
on schedule, reports say.

A s e c o n d  Lincoln - Mercury 
plant will go up on an unannounc­
ed site near Angeles.

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Milk '"Nature's 
Best Food'

Milk “Nature’s Best Food” was 
consumed in larger quantities in 
Michigan during the year 1944 
than in any other single year in 
the fluid milk business, Fedcr&l 
statistics reveal, according to 
Chas. E. Stone. Secretary-Mana­
ger of ihc American Dairy Asso­
ciation of Michigan.

“Milk Drinkers” consumed 
more than 600 million quarts of 
milk in Michigan during the past 
calendar year. If these quarts 
were placed side by side, with the 
starting point at Detroit, they 
would extend from Detroit to 
New York and make eleven rib­
bons of milk from New York to 
San Francisco. If these eleven rib­
bons were placed side by side 
the width of the eleven ribbons 
would be over 40 inches.
Federal statistics reveal some 

interesting figures on evaporated 
n.ilk, continued Mr. Stone. If all 
the evaporated and condensed 
milk manufactured in Michigan 
in 1944 were placed in standard 14 
ounce cans and these cans placedf 
end to end they too would starV 
at Detroit and extend to Ne;\̂  
York City and from there they 
would make seven ribbons of con-, 
densed milk cans from New York 
to San Francisco.

The butter manufactured in 
Michigan in 1944 does not present  ̂
such a formidable figure, accord-  ̂
ing to Mr. Stone. If all the buttaii 
manufactured in Michigan was 
packed in one pound cartons and 
placed end to end, they likewise 
W'ould start at Detroit and go to 
New' York City and then to Sarf 
Francisco and come back as far 
as Denver, Colorado. In 1941 this 
ribbon of butter would have end­
ed in Detroit.

Michigan's “Milky Way” f n* 
1944, according to Mr. Stone, also 
includes over 54 million pounds 
ice cream. Michigan ranlu sev- 
cheese and 20 million gallons of 
ice ebream. Michigan ranks sev­
enth in the production of milk 
only to be preceded by Wisconsin, 
Minnesota, New York, Iowa, Illi­
nois and California. California 
having passed Michigan in the 
production of milk in 1944.

The producing, processing and 
marketing of Michigan’s mi& and 
milk products, claimed Mr. Stowe, 
is Michigan’s number one indus­
try.

“This bill was a wage subsidy 
<bill for three-quarters of the

which would be distributed to ! 
other states. j

“As amended, however, the bill! 
provided $50,000,000 for the first 
year and $100,000,000 for the fiscal 
yeai ending June 30, 1948.

“A majority of the committee 
believed that education is and al­
ways has been a state and local 
matter and that Federal aid to 
education means centralized fed 
eral control and guidance.

“To adopt a policy o! centraliz­
ed control of education and the 
direction oi American youth 
would set up in this country a 
counterpart of the educational 
propaganda organizations abroad 
and create more evils than î  
would cure.

“A powerful lobby was set up 
:n Washington to pressure the 
bill through Congress, and yet 
only three states requested its 
adoption. To adopt the principle 
of Federal control over so im 
portant a .subject as educatior 
would open the flood gate to fed­
eral interference and domination» 
regardless of how plausible the 
pretext, and it would betray one 
of the guardians of our liberty- 
pur public .schools.

“There are only two states in 
the union that do not now have 
a surplus in their treasuries, while 
the national debt stands at $300,- 
000,000,000. National bankruptcy 
and rui.n are very probable. This 
debt is the largest ever fostered 
upon any people or government i.n 
the history of the human race 
There it stands. It hangs like the 
sword of Damocles over the des­
tiny of this nation and threatens 
the security, welfare, and happi­
ness of our people. To add to it by 
providing federal aid for every 
conceivable activity only mean« 
the hastening of the day when 
economic collapse becomes the 
unhappy portion of a free and in­
dependent people.

Japs Begin Expansion
The Pescadores Islands, singled 

out at the Cairo conference as cne 
of the '’stolen” areas to be re­
turned to China, are a small but sig­
nificant part of the sprawling Japa­
nese empire. The 64 islands—21 in­
habited-total 50 square miles. They 
lie in the strait between the coast 
of China and Formosa. Japanese 
marines landed there during the 
Sino-Japanese war of 1895. When 
the Pescadores fell. China gave up 
Formosa as well. This was the be­
ginning of Japan's military expan- 
si<m.

Material Command 
What is now the army air forces 

material command, at Wright Field, 
bad its beginning in October, 1917, 
six months after the United States 
entered the first World war. The 
government established McCook 
Field at Dayton, Ohio, as a center 
for research, experiment and test 
flight It began work immediately 
on wartime aviation projects, 
among them the development of the 
famous Liberty motor, the most 
powerful and efficient airpl^e en> 
gine produced up to that time.

Anhydrous Ammonia
Anliydrous ammonia used in ice 

manufacture and for a variety of in­
dustrial uses is many times strong­
er than the "household” variety on 
your kitch^ shelf. The latter is a 
dilute solution of the 100 per cent or 
anhydrous variety in distilled wa­
ter. A gas under ordinary condi­
tions. anhydrous ammonia can be 
liquefied under pressure, and for in­
dustrial purposes is usually sold in 
this form, cither in steel cylinders 
or tank cars.

Jointed Snake
There is a curious legless lizard 

that sometimes is called the glass 
or jointed snake, which can drop its 
tail. This aids it in escaping from 
its enemies and while the still wrig­
gling tail attracts the pursuer's at­
tention the lizard slithers off.

Upon completion a new 
government-sponsored steel plant in 
Brazil, however, that country will 
rank close behind Mexico with ap­
proximately 570,000 tons of annual 
steel capacity, of which an estimat­
ed 330.000 tons will be represented 
by the new p,lant under construction. 
Pig iron capacity in Mexico is esti­
mated at 440,000 tons, while that in 
Brazil is estimated at 700.000 tons.

Annex Korea
After the Russo-Japanett war, 

Japan in 1910 annexed Korea. This 
first Japanese colony on mainland 
Asia constitutes a rich one-third of 
the area of Japan's empire proper 
(as distinguished from occupied 
countries). Its peninsular area, 85,- 
000 square miles, nearly equals that 
of Great Britain, and supports 22 
million people of whom only 3 per 
cent are Japanese. Rice, soybeans, 
cotton, gold, coal, iron, and other 
minerals have been taken from 
Korea to nourish Japan's people and 
w*ar industries.

Cbemical Cuts Copper
Less than one ounce of a new 

chemical per gallon of copper elec­
troplating solution reduces by one- 
third the copper required lor electro­
type printing plates, and cuts in 
half the scrap resulting from manu­
facture. it is said. The chemical in­
creases the hardness of the copper 
deposit so that a much thinner lay­
er will give equal service. A pound 
of copper covers one-third more 
square inches of surfaces.

French Settle
Discovered at the end of the 15th 

century by John Cabot sailing from 
Bristol Canada W'as settled first by 
the French. The Hudson's Bay com­
pany, a chartered enterprise found­
ed in 1670 and still in business un­
der its ancient title, “The Governor 
and Company of Adventurers of Eng­
land Trading into Hudson's Bay,” 
settled in regions unoccupied by the 
French in 1607 w*ith foundation of the 
Virginia colony.

Dead as a Dodo
Dodo is the name of an extinct 

bird which <mce Inhabited Mauritius, 
a British island in the Indian̂  ocean 
east of Madagascar. A sort of 
pigeon, it was larger, however, than 
a turkey and exceedingly clumsy. 
It could not fiy. The introduction of 
hogs onto the island marked the 
birds’ end and there is no record of 
a live dodo since 1861.

Hexing Axis
Hexamine, basic ingredient of the 

recently revealed high explosive, 
more powerful than TNT, is the 
main reason why methanol or meth­
yl alcohol for anti-freeze is not 
generally available. Methyl alcohol 
was formerly made by the destruc­
tive distillation of wood. Today it 
is made by high-pressure synthesis 
from coke and water.

TweUtb Night
Twelfth night is the eve of the 

Feast of the Epiphany, which tradi­
tionally occurs on January 6,12 days 
after Christmas. Primarily it was a 
festival honoring the Magi, or Three 
Wise Men, who came to worship the 
Christ Child. In the Middle Ages 
it was observed with great religious 
solemnity.
