O u r prediction is th a t congress w ill pass 
a  bonus bill* no tw ith stand ing  the  fact th a t th is  na tion  has 
g iven  m ore consideration  to  th e  veterans of th e  p resen t w orld 
w a r th an  to  th e  v eterans of any  o ther w ar th is  co u n try  ever had.

W e  are  n o t very  en thusiastic  abou t a s ta te  bonus. If  the  
v e terans of one s ta te  are going to  enjoy th e  benefits of a bonus, 
w hy n o t provide a bonus for th e  veterans of all of th e  s ta tes?

A fter the  f ir it w orld  w ar, som e 27 or 28 s ta tes  vo ted  to  pay 
a  bonus to  th e  veterans w ho had  served from  those s ta tes . T h a t 
m ean t th a t th e  veterans from  som e 20 o th er s ta tes  w ere not 
paid a  bonus. O ur con ten tion  is th a t if a bonus is to  *be paid, it 
should be paid to  A L L  of th e  m en w ho served  in  th e  last w orld  
w ar, no t ju s t a p a rt of them .

T h a t proposal requ ires na tional le g i s l^ o n  by th e  congress 
of th e  U nited  S tates. W e  can see no reason  w hy it should  no t 
be  done. ^

M uch s tre s s 'is  being placed upon th e  educational oppor- 
tun itie s  being  offered to  th e  re tu rn in g  veterans. B u t w e should 
keep in  m ind th a t la rge  num bers of th e  veterans had  com pleted 
th e ir  educational w ork before going in to  th e  arm ed forces, T here  
a re  large num bers w ho do n o t p lan  to  go to  school a t all. T hese 
a re ,th e  v e terans w ho w ould benefit chiefly by a  federal ^bonus. 
N o  m a tte r  how  th e  m a tte r is finally settled  th e re  w ill som e 
w hq  w ill n o t be satisfied . B u t th is  can be said, bonus w ill be 
p r o ^ l y  used by  a far g rea te r percen t th an  those  w ho w ould 
w a ^ e  d ie  m oney a fte r g e ttin g  it, if a bonus should  be paid.

A s ta te  bonus seem s a som ew hat unfa ir a rrangem en t, espe> 
cially in  view  of th e  w ay th a t th e  m en w ere inducted  in to  th e  
arm ed  forces.

W e  know  of a  young m an w ho w as liv ing in M ichigan 
w h w e  he  w as em ployed w hen the  w ar broke out. T h e  hom e of 
h is  p a ren ts  w as in Ind iana, and  he w as inducted  in to  th e  service 
from  S ou th  Bend. A s soon as he w as d ischarged  from  th e  ser> 
vicev he re tu rn ed  to  h is old job  in  M ichigan and  is now  liv ing 
in th is  state .

T h is  ve teran , w ho served over th ree  years in th e  arm ed 
forces w ould be deprived of a M ichigan s ta te  bonus, if one w as 
voted. I f  a federal bonus w as passed, he w ould be en titled  to  
its  benefits.

Y es. if a bonus is to  be passed, w e very  m uch favor the  
fed e ra l bonus because of its  fa irness to  all of th e  m en and 
woftiernwho w ore th e  uniform s of our coun try  during  the w orld  
w ar. In  fact w e th ink  our coun try  ow es it to  these  veterans 
irrespective of all etf the  so-called benefits so far adopted. O ur 
coun try  isn 't too  h ard  up and wc th ink , too. th a t our veterans 
w ould m ake m uch b e tte r use of th e  m ^ney th an  are som e of 
the  W ash ing ton  spenders.

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VFW Forms Post in Plymouth 
With Robert A. Burley as President

Plymouth is to have a new 
post of the Veterans of Foreign 
Wars of the U. S.. according to 
en announcement by George H. 
Gee of Pontiac, Deputy Chief of 
Staff of the state organization, 
following a meeting with local 
overseas veterans at Jewell and 
Blaich hall Wednesday evening, 
"at which the framework for the 
new po^t was established.

The new unit, to be known as 
the Mayflower post, providing 
that name is approved by the 
national headquarters of the 
VFW, is to be formally mustered 
in at a public ceremony in the 
High School gymnasium on April 
11, if present plans mature.

The VFW. composed of the 
overseas veterans of all wars, 
campaigns and expeditions under 
the American flag, was founded 
m 1899. From a total membership 
of less than 300,000 at the time 
of Pearl Harbor, the organization 
has grown to nearly 1,600,000. 
about 75 per cent of whom are 
veterans of World War II. The 
new Plymouth chapter will be 
one of about 125 new' posts form­
ed in Michigan alone during the 
current fiscal year.

Establishment of a VFW post 
in Plymouth will make available 
to \eterans and their dependents 
in this community all the servic­
es of both state and national ag­
encies of the “gold chevron" Or­
der. These agencies have been 
developed on the background of 
nearly 47 years experience in vet- 
rans welfare and rehabilitation 
work. A member of the local post 
will be appointed and trained as 
Service Officer, to form the local 
link in the organization’s nation­
wide network of service agencies, 
whose assistance will be avail­
able to any veteran whether a 
member of the VFW or not.

Elected as first commander of 
the'Mayflower post at the organi­
zation meeting, was Robert A. 
Burley, veteran of two and a 
half years in the South Pacific 
with the 75th Bomb Squadron. 
Other officers selected to serve

GemanScheme WbuldHave 
Wiped Out 2 Cities,

NUERNBERG, GERMANY, — 
German plans for systematic mass 
staivation in Russia would have 
virtually wiped out the cities of Mos­
cow and Stalingrad had they been 
captured. American prosecutors 
charged at the war crimes trial of 
21 top Nazi leaders.

Reading from captured German 
plans for the conquest of Russia, 
th3 prosecution named Hermann 
Q wring, sitting uncomfortably in 
the prisoners box, as the instigator 
of a calculated starvation plan that 
would have caused the deaths of 
*'many tens of millions” of Rus­
sians.

“This document reveals a pro­
gram of mass murder to stagger the 
imagination/' one U. S. prosecutor 
told the four-power tribunal.

The plan, drafted by Goering's 
economic ministry In 1941, called for 
export to Germany of every ounce 
of food in the Ukraine and other 
areas. In the food-deficient north, 
the army was to seize all food for 
its own use.

Another defendant, Alfred Rosen­
berg. administrator of the conquered 
Ukraine, was quoted as saying in a 
speech in 1941 that “the job of feed­
ing the German people falls on the 
East. We see no reason for feeding 
the Russian people of that area.”

Also introduce as evidence was 
a RoZenberg decree ordering bis 
subordinates to disregard Hague 
convention rules for the treatment 
of captured peoples because, he 
•aid, the rules ”are not applicable 
to the Soviet Union.”

The navy demonstrated publicly 
for the first time at its air station

To make such flying training 
available to tlkemselves, veter­
ans should acc^p lish  and sub­
mit Forms 19510 and 1950-A to 
the Veterans Administration. It 
will then take ^bout 7 to 10 days 
for processing.: ^

The VA will then forward two 
copies of Fonji VOR-3 to the 
veteran. These  ̂ are actually a 
certificate of Eligibility to re­
ceive such instruction. The vet­
eran just submjts these forms to 
the airport orjflying school and 
forgets them, “̂ hey do the rest. 
Meanwhile the iveteran is receiv­
ing the desire4 instruction.

Under the ' uniform course 
planned by ^ichigan the vet­
erans can receive training for a 
private pilot’s ' Jicense, commer­
cial license, ii>stnictor’s license 
or instrument jpiJoVs license.

There is lots of information 
that can’t be included in a story 
of this kind. But, Ryan and Met- 
letai said that' any veteran in­
terested can contact them at Met- 
letal Airport, phone 9197, for 
further information without ob­
ligation.

Vets Get Option 
'On New Homes

First Chance Is Assured on 
Buildings That Sell for 
. Less Than $1 0 ,0 0 0 .

WASHINGTON.—The government 
will see to it Ihat̂  “a fair share” of 
homes built this year will sell for 
less than $10,000. said John D. Small, 
civilian production administrator. 
He pledged this at a news confer­
ence in outlining how the adminis­
tration’s new program to stimulate 
home construction will work.

Here are highlights of the plan, 
which will go into effect January 15:

1. Ten scarce kinds of building 
material will be restored to a pri­
orities system designed to channel 
them to homes to sell at $10,000 or 
less or rent at not more than $80 a 
month. Officials have estimated the 
plan will put an average of 50 per 
cent of the available materials into 
such houses.

2. During the period of construe* 
tion and for 30 days thereafter, 
builders will be required to offer 
these homes exclusively to veterans. 
After that they may be offered to 
persons other than veterans but at 
no increase In the sale price or rent 
agreed upon befeure construction.

3. Applications for government aid 
In obtaining materials will be han­
dled by the 52 field offices of the fed­
eral housing ad.ministration, which 
will issue “HK” priority ratings to 
build* v-s v.’ho qualify.

Will Bnild 400,000. '
4̂  The FH:\ will e.xamlne builders* 

spcciflcatirns to make sure sales 
prices proposed are reasonably ?n 
line with the cost of tlie home. When 
they aren’t, applications for 0-ri- 
orities will be denied.

5. When these homes are resold, 
no more than the original price paid 
may be charged. Veterans also have 
a 30-day option to buy in the,, case 
of resales.

Small predicted that 400,000 h ^ e s  
w ill" be built under the program in 
1046.

“If we find.” Small said, ‘‘that a 
prci^ondcrance of priorities applica­
tions are for homes to> sell at the 
$10,000 ceiling, we will cstablisn 
quotas to sec that a fair share of 
the homes built are in the lower 
price ranges.”

Envisioning the possibility that 
applications for materials may out­
strip supplies. Small said that if this 
happens the government will set up 
a quota system allocating materials 
to individual areas.

“This won’t be necessary if build­
ers will avoid gobbling up more ma­
terials than they can use.” he said.

Small expressed hope the second 
war powers act, from which author­
ity for the new housing program is 
derived, will be extended for anoth­
er six months when it expires June 
30. Congress has approved a six- 
month extension to that time.

Most Produce Materials.
In a statement on the program as 

outlined by Small, the National As­
sociation of Home Builders said it 
will do everything possible “to 
translate the priority system into 
housing for veterans at the earliest 
passible moment.”

“However.” said Frank W. Cort- 
wright, executive vice president of 
the association, “government and 
particularly the OPA must do some­
thing immediately to stimulate the j 
production on materials. . .

Builders will be required to dem­
onstrate to the FHA that they will 
be ready to start construction with­
in 60 days when they apply for ma­
terials.

Homes already under construction 
may be brought under the program 
if builders agree to all terms of the 
priorities plan, including a prefer­
ence for veterans and sale at no 
more than $10,000.

In such cases, builders will be 
eligible for government aid in ob­
taining materials to complete con­
struction.

Building materials covered by the 
priorities plan are:

Common and face brick, clay 
sewer pipe, structural tile, gypsum 
board, gypsum lath, cast ifon soU 
pipe and fittings, cast iron Radiation 
equipment, bath tubs, lumber and 
millwork.

Would Feed Husband but 
Drew Line on His Dog

LOS ANGELES. — Mrs. Kather- 
ine Rees kept her agreement to feed 
her estranged husband. Griffith H. 
Rees, but she drew the line on 
feeding his German shepherd dog, 
Anita.

Feeding her own dog, Arna. was 
about all she felt she could man­
age from the $200 a month tem­
porary alimony Rees was paying 
her. she testified In superior court.

The dispute was settled when 
Mrs. Rees agreed to give her hus­
band breakfast each morning and 
pay household bills of their com­
mon domicile and for each >to feed 
his own dog.

Rat Poison Too Good;^ 
Sale to Public Barred

ST. LOUIS. — Because it is so 
potent, “1080,” the new rat poison 
developed for the U. S. fish and 
wildlife service, will be barred from 
sale to the public, the Monsanto 
Chemical company said.

The poison has no Identifying odor 
or taste, a company spokesman 
said, and a 50tb of an ounce could 
be fatal to a human. There is no 
known antidote for ttie poison. It was 
said.

Dairy Herd Sets 
Profit Record

The highest record of profit ever 
attained, $156 per cow over feed 
cost, was marked up in 1945 by 
the Michigan Dairy Herd Im­
provement association. And this 
outstanding record was made 
despite the highest feed costs in 
nearly a quarter of a century, 
according to A. C. Baltzer, exten­
sion specialist in dairy at Michi­
gan. State college, who reported 
to the Dairy Cattle Breeders* as­
sociation at their recent annual 
meeting at East l..ansing.

Dairy* farmers in Michigan in 
1945 produced milk worth $171.- 
600,000 or a total of 5,720 mil­
lion pounds. A total of 1,059,000 
dairymen on ; 150.000 Michigan 
farms helped' bring about the 
record, Baltzer said.

Pointing to the need for con­
tinued cooperative efforts in dai­
ry herd improvement* the spe­
cialist addl'd' that while the aver­

age Michigan cow yielded 5.400 
pounds of milk or 210 pounds of 
buUerfat, the average cow in 
Michigan's Dairj* Herd Improve­
ment association produced 8,159 
pounds of milk or 337 pounds of 
^utterfat. This was 50 per cent 
more than the state average.

Associations operating w’ithin 
the state increased from 62 to 72 
during the year and th6 >)tal 
cows for test under breed asso­
ciation acceptance records equal 
3.949 of which 2,081 are Holstein. 
847 Guernsey, 629 Jersey, 281 
Brown Swiss, 101 Ayrshire and 
10 American Dairy cattle.

During the year the Ddiry Hcru 
Improvement association placed 
335 bulls over the state and 110 
of these w’cre secured in lower 
Michigan for placement in the 
upper Michigan area.

WASHINGTON. — The greatest 

educational jam in history is beaded 
fui| the United States as thousands 
of; returning war veterans swamp 
colleges and universities with appU- 
caiions»for enrollment, according to 
the Associated Press.

Already 125 thousand veterans, 
financed under the G.I. Bill of 
Rights, are in college <;lasses and 
207 thousand others have applied 
foil entrance.

More than 900 thousand will be 
in ieollcges and universities by fall, 
is the prediction of Dr. Francis J. 
Brown, staff associate of the Ameri­
can council of education.

“The housing probl^ is the 

greatest problem at present, but wt 
hopje legislation pending in congress 
will be approved and will help the 
situation. It provides 167 million 
dollars for moving temporary war 
ancj defense housing to regions of 
greatest need.’’

Joseph  S talin . R ussia, w ary  of troub le  in  th e  cap ita list w orld, 
is to  concen trate  on  build ing up her ow n national defenses, to  ! 
become econom ically self-sufficient and  m ilitarily  secure 
‘‘against any  even tuality .’*

P rem ier Stalin, in effect, says capitalism  ru n s  in  cycles of 
a lte rn a tin g  boom s and crises; th a t th e  U . S., as th e  dom inant 
cap ita list nation, is headed for econohiic troub les in th e  fu tu re  
and th a t such troubhf^ could lead to  th e  danger of w ar, w hich 
m ight jS T 't l trs jf^ n try  and R ussia  ag ain st each other.

T h eV o a l, therefore, is to  build R ussia  in to  an  industria l 
colossus t6  m easure up to  th e  U nited  S tates. R ussian  em phasis 
is  to  be placed on heavy-industry  expansion, th e  foundation  of 
national p o ^ ^ .  R ussia 's s tandard  of liv ing is to  rise  som ew hat, 
ra tion ing  is to  end, and  th e  o u tp u t of consum er goods is to  be 
stepped up. B ut the  em phasis, fo r 15 to  20 years, is  to  be on 
industria l grow th. «

T he S ta lin  p lans fo r a self-sufficient R ussia  of th e  fu tu re  
now  force a com parison betw een th e  po ten tia l s tren g th  of the 
U. S. and  the  Soviet.

In  industry , here is w h a t R ussia plans, and w h a t th e  U. S. 
now  h as:

Steel production in R ussia is to  be boosted from  18,300,000 
to n s  in 1940 to  60,000,000 tons annually . U . S. o lan ts  last year 
tu rned  ou t 79,719,451 tons, and  actually  have m ore capacity  if 
needed.

P ig-iron  goal of th e  Soviet is 50,000.000 tons, a lm ost up  to 
th e  54,167,082 tons produced here  in 1945.

Coal. Russia w an ts  to  ge t production  up  to  500,000.000 
tons, com pared w ith  U. S. o u tp u t of 575.000.000 tons la st year.

Oil production  of R ussia  i$ to  be forced upw ard  from  217,- 
000,000 lU rrels in 1940 to  an  o u tp u t of 420,000,000 barre ls  a year. 
U. S. production  in 1945 w as 1,712,600,000.

In  all in dustry  th e  h igh  U . S. production  figures w ere set 
under the  p ressures of w ar, w hich g rea tly  increased p lan t capac­
ity . W ith  th e  incentive fo r w ar p roduction  rem oved, U . S. o u t­
p u t probably  will tap er off in th e  n ex t few  years. R ussia , on the  
o ther hand, is to  expand the  p lan ts she b u ilt for w ar.

In  w ar production since 1939, U. S. and  R ussian  p lan ts, in 
th e ir peak years, produced these  q u an titie s  of a rm s:

A irplanes. R ussia got a irp lane p roduction , up to  40,000 a 
year. T h e  U. S. tu rn ed  ou t 96.359 in its  best year and m ade a 
to ta l of 297,000 a irc ra ft in th e  five years betw een  Ju ly , 1940, and 
Ju ly , 1945.

T anks, arm ored  vehicles and  self-propelled g u n s: R ussia 
a t th e  ra te  of 30,000 a y ea r; U . S. produced 47,723 a t th e  peak.

M achine guns, heavy and  lig h t: R ussia , 450,000; U. S., 
830.384.

Rifles, all ty p es: R ussia, 5,000,000; U . S, 6,377.434. .
By forcing  up in d u stria l capacity  to  th e  level of th e  U nited 

S ta tes , R ussia  is to  have th e  m eans, if necessary , of producing 
a rm am en ts  a t o r above the  ra te  of the  U nited  S tates.

M ilitary  m an pow er. By 1970, R ussia  alone w ill have 32,- 
000,000 m e^ betw een the  ages of 20 and  34 y e a r s ; w ill have 
22,000,000 m en in th e  ideal a rm y-age  g roup  of 20 to  29 years. 
T he  U . S., by  1970, probab lv  w ill have 18,000,000 m en aged 20 
to  34 years, abou t 10,500.000 of them  betw ceif 20 and  29. R us­
sia 's  32,000,000 will be only  sligh tly  un d er th e  com bined m ili­
ta ry -age  m an pow er of th e  U- S., B rita in , PPance. G erm any 
and Ita ly .

T h e  h uge population of th e  fu tu re , a lm ost th rice  th a t of the  
U . S., can a c^ ^ s  a d rag  on R ussia . B ecause of th e  num bers of 
people, th e  s tan d ard  of liv ing  to  rem ain  low  by A m erican 
levels th ro u g h o u t th e  foreseeable fu tu re . M any econom ists say  
R ussia, on a per capita  basis, never will approach  th e  industria l 
w ealth  of th e  U nited  S tates.

T h e  outlook is th a t R ussia  can do th e  job , perhaps in the  
15 o r 20 years  she has set for th e  task . She has  th e  n a tu ra l 
resources and  the  m an pow er in  abundance. N ow . p a rtly  be­
cause of w ar association w ith  o th er countries, she has th e  tech ­
nical know ledge. B u t to  a tta in  h e r goals R ussia  is to  by-pass 
lig h t industries and, too. she w ill by-pass luxuries for the  ind i­
vidual. T h e  level of liv ing  w ill be raised , b u t only  in such 
essen tials  as food, c lo th in g 'an d  housing . O th e r th in g s  are to 
w ait u i^ il R ussia is certa in  of h e r econom ic and  m ilitary  
security .

N O T  T H E  O N L Y  W O R R IE D  O N E .

W ash in g to n  d ispatches say  th a t  Senato r B rien  M cM ahon 
is deeply coifcem ed over a process th a t now  has been reduced 
to  w ritin g  and  reposes in a Sealed, special safe a t th e  U nited  
S ta tes  P a te n t Office. T he  docum ent con tains th e  G overnm ent's 
top  secret. I t  te lls how  to  m ake an atom ic bom b.

F o r m onths. Senato r M cM ahon, a brisk , hard-w ork ing  
C onnecticu t D em ocrat, has been conductifig  som eth ing  resem b­
ling  a crusade on th e  fu tu re  of atom ic energy . A s chairm an 
of th e  S enate 's  special com m ittee on th e  sub jec t, he has held 
ex tensive hearings aim ed a t  ̂ making th e  public and  o ther leg is­
la to rs  sh are  h is  ow n sense of u rgency  abou t th e  control of the 
pow er locked tn the  a tom , says T h e  W ash in g to n  N ews.

H e h as found th e  problem  d ifficu lt because seem ingly  con­
trad ic to ry  objectives are  involved. I t  ra ises such questions as 
how  to  develop atom ic enefgy  for peaceful in d u stria l use* and 
sim ultaneously  d iscourage fu r th e r u se  as a w eapon of war,^ I t  
poses th e  question  of w hether th e  con tro lling  body should  con­
s ist of civilians ben t upon in dustria l developm ent o r of m ilitary  
men w ho m igh t regard  w ar uses as m ore im p o rtan t. Scientists 
consider a  free exchange of in form ation  v ita l to  th e  fu tu re ; yet. 
how  can such  inform ation be exehanged w ith o u t its  falling  into 
th e  w rong  hands and  endangering  th e  sa fe ty  of th e  coun try?

Senato r M cM ahon, nevertheless, has w ritten  a b ill for civi­
lian contro l, w hich is a ttra c tin g  m uch support. In  general, it 
has th e  backing of P residen t T ru m an  and  of th e  frigh tened  and 
purposeful g roup  of scien tists  w ho developed th e  bom b. T he 
A rm y and  N avy, how ever, a re  dissatisfied.

C ontroversy  continues, b u t the  issues involved are  c larify ­
ing. T he  M cM ahon bill obviously is to  becom e th e  basis of 
congressional discussion. W h a t i t  con tains and  w h a t th e  objec­
tions are  becom e alm ost as  im p o rtan t a s  th e  bom b ftself. A nd 
th e  personality  and career of th e  little-know n Senato r from  
C onnecticu t is becom ing a sub jec t of in te rest and  curiosity .

Senato r M cM ahon's bill w ould  p lace a com m ission of five 
w ell-paid civiliaps, w ork ing  full tim e, in  charge  of v irtu a lly  all 
phases of th e  developm ent of atom ic energy. In  th a t w ay, it 
d raw s sharp ly  th e  principal issue of d ivesting  th e  m ilitary  of its 
p resen t o u trig h t control.

IT  W IL L  H E L P  SO M E .

P refab rica ted  houses fo r som e of th e  m illions o f people 
now  w ith o u t hom es a re  a possib ility  before th e  end of th e  p res­
en t year.

T h e  Com m erce D epartm en t in  W ash in g to n  has  reported  
th a t A m erican firm s now  m anufactu ring  p refabricated  houses or 
p lann ing  to  en t^ r th a t field ^ v e  a capacity  fo r th e  production 
of abou t 150.000 dw elling u n its  a year. Som e 150 firm s a re  in­
volved. P roduction  is to  be slow  in  beginning , th e  D epartm en t 
said, because som e firm s lack adequate  m ateria ls. H ow ever, it 
w as said th a t w ell over 100,000 un its  could be b u ilt in  1946, if 
sufficient m ateria ls  could be had. A ll k inds of housing  bu ilt in 
1946 are expected  to  to ta l 500,000 un its . P rices of prefabricated  
houses w ere said  to  ran g e  m ostly  from  $2,000 to  ^ .0 0 0 , ex­
clusive of land costs.

Iowa Corn Champ 
Is Grandfather Of 
Plymouth Woman

Her Whole Family' 
Has Winning W ays

Iowa papers are giving con­
siderable space those days to W. 
O. Tranbarger, 74, of Conrad, 
Iowa, who won first place hon­
ors in the state's 1945 corn grow­
ing contest, Mr. Tranbarger, I a 
long-time resident of the tall 
corn countrj', is the grandfather 
of Mrs. Norwood Dickinson, of 
Plymouth.

According to the Iowa papers 
his ten-acre contest plot produc­
ed 131.8 bushels an acre. This 
yield topped every other con­
testant's by more than eight bu- 
sficls per acre, the papers re­
ported.

But. according to the loWa re­
porters, the Tranbarger famUv 
ha.s **v:.'.r.ir.f* wi4>£. Seems Mr. 
Tranbarger had a previous ^>rr. 
contest victory when he won the 
K(-ur-county fair competition iii 
1943.

Then too. his son. M. A. Tran- 
barger, father of Plymouth’s 
Mrs. Dickinson, who farms fteai 
his dad's place, look third place 
n the Four-county fair contest 

in 1943 with an average yield of 
121.37 bushels to the acr-e. He

won first place in the fair con­
test in 1942 with 154.8 bushels 
per acre.

Results of the state’s 1945 con­
test were announced last week 
at Ames. Iowa. At that time Mr. 
Tranbarger <the grandfather) 
was called upon for a speech* 
He arose and according to the 
Iowa papers said “Fm afraid I 
have nothing interesting to say. 
If you’ve all seen me I’ll $il 
down.”

Mrs. Dickinson said tJ\Qt 
would be her grandad. He is 
more interested in obtaining iv- 
sults than making speeches. She 
says that he never w’astes words 
when speaking.

The family has a habit of plac­
ing high in corn growing con­
tests. The father and son have 
good records and so does a 
grandson, Jon Tranbarger. He 
was sixth place winner in the 
Four-county fair contest in 1942.

This Ird. the Iowa papers say, 
also has a unique record; for mil­
itary service. He joined the nayy 
ip 1942. After a medical dis- 

he enlisted in the anfiy 
:n 1944. Now he has been dis­
charged from thpi branch also.

Mrs. Dickinson’s f«ithcr, M. A. 
Tranbarger Jarms 520 acres. Last 
year he raised 230 acres of corn 
but had none to sell as Ik* fed ii 
to 600 hogs and two carloads of 
steers. Her grandfather is now- 
going into semi-reiiremcnt and 
will probably never enter an­
other corn growing conleil. Hi- 
music will lake up his time now. 
Besides 'oeing a good farmer 
the elder Tranbarger plays t!ie 
piano, violin and mandolin. He 
settled in Town in 1900.

S U P E R B
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Gives Hints On 
Chair Repairing

Don’t nail fiber or cardboard 
seats to your chairs just because 
the cane part has worn out. says 
Ruth Peck, home furnishings 
specialist at Michigan State col­
lege. Nor should you throw the 
chair away just because the cane, 
which originally came from the 
Orient, is not at present avail­
able. Miss Peck believes a little 
effort can be put forth to weave 
atrips of cloth to fill the gap once 
occupied by the cane. TJre scat 
can then be padded and a slip 
cover put over the entire scat.

All the old cane should first bo 
removed and the substitute v.< b- 
bing made from old ticking, bur- 
iap or feed si*cks. Strip.s should 
be made about 12 inches wide 
and as long as ijossible. They 
should be sewed to measure 5 or 
S^yards in length. Then fold the 
strips length-wise so raw erlges 
meet in the center; foM^again in 
the center and press with an 
iron, making a strong web straj> 
about three inches wide.

With the chair facing you. pas ’ 
one end of the webbing around 
the front of the .seal frame on 
your left; sc*w' finnly by hand. 
Weave the free end back and 
forth, over and utii-Kr^the Mai 
frame, making figure eight-̂  un­
til the opening has bein Hllxl. 
Pass the end ot  ̂ the webbing 
around the frame" and sew tiglil- 
ly.

will be an urgent demand for all 
we can produce is self-evident. 
V/hile much has been written 
about the numbers of livestock, 
tlie number of food-producing 
animals per capita is not ajny 
greater than it was 20 ye^rs 
ago.”

Stating that any talk of radical 
reduction in livestock numbers 
is ill-advised, he points out that 
60 percent of our land is devot­
ed to grass that w'ould produce
no human food without grazing 
livestock. He recommends a sys- 
Icmaiic culling with ;h elimi­
nation of all inefficient produc­
ers, careful feeding of grpin 
combined with the maxinuun ifti- 
lization of roughage which ifill 
tidf» us over the present scartity 
and leave enough food grains for 
shipment to Euiope.

W. N. McMillen of the aniiirial 
husbandry department urges the 
farmer to take the usual care 
and âvL‘ every pig from the 
spring crop. “Pasture will be 
available this summer and pigs 
on r xcollcnt pristurc can be 
grown with a scant ration of 
grain. Lt game pasture will re­
place a large share of the [ ro- 
U'in.*’

He rccommands) that in case 
thi*’(' is no grain with'whici: to 
fini-fh the pigs, they can be jold 
aŝ  feeders. “When the other fel­
low abamlons hogs, it is a g|ood 
time U) use gor>d managen^ eiit 
practices and keep pr#du<ing 
Poi*k.” McMillen advises.

Retiiin Vitamins {
Turnip greens, put in cold w4ter 

and cooked for 30 minutes, held one- 
third of their vitamin C. Wheniput 
in boiling wster and cooked for^the 
same time, they retained three* 
fourths of Iheir vitamin C.

Color Determines Sight 
Black-eyed persons can see belter 

in dim light than can persons #ith 
hazel, gray or other light-colored 
eyes. Blue eyes are reported! as 
least sensitive in low illuminatioii.

Voice of Steel
When steel sheets are rolled flat 

the individual grains of metal ‘ com­
plain'' with crackle inaudible to 
numan ears unless greatly amplUiet 
by electronic tubes.

Saves Sugar
Try sprinkling sugar on cookie 

dough *A.ith a shaker rather than by 
hand The process is easier, the sug­
ar is spread more evenly, and 
sugar iB saved.

Damages Dishes
Never poor boiling water over cold 

dishes, or cold water over hot 
dishes. Harsh scouring and strong 
soaps may also damage dishes.

Spray Early
Spraying to protect your garden 

should begin before insect or fung­
us damage is apparent. After the 
damage is done, it is too late.

Spruce Up Curtains 
For frazzled ends of curtains, cut 

off worn parts and add a valance 
and lower oorder of contrasting 
material.

Flaxseed Yield

L a t e s t  B i g  F i n d

Proves H ighly E-fficient in 
Experimental Stage,

SAN FRANCISCO. — A new syn­
thetic drug which promise! to be­
come as useful in the treatment of 
heart diseases as penicillin and 
sulfa drugs are in their fields was 
described at the 16th annual sym­
posium on heart di<icase in San 
Francisco.

The new drug, called dicumarol. 
was said to be producing remark­
able results In the treatment of cor­
onary thrombosis, apoplexy, pul­
monary embolism and phlebitis.

Still in the experimental stage, 
dicumarol must be administered 
only by specially trained practition­
ers. under careful supervision.

Dicumarol’s existence was re­
vealed by Col. Irving S. Wright of 
the army medical corps, clinical 
professor of medicine at Columbia 
university college of physicians and 
surgeons.

Development of the drug began 
rtiore than M years ago, when two 
midwestern veterinarians went to 
Prof. Karl Paul Link, a biochem­
ist of the University of Wisconsin, 
with the problem (rf why cows were 
bleeding to death.

Dr. Link learned the cows had 
fed on spoiled clover. Experiment­
ing. he found that their blood would 
not clot or coagulate.

He further learned that one con­
stituent of clover — "coumarin,” 
found In all green plants—under­
went a chemical change when 
clover spoiled becoming “dicou- 
marin.”

He suggested that this substance 
acted on the clotting agent of blood 
to prevent coagulatioo*

When his suggestion w'as printed 
in a technical journal, medical re­
searchers at the University of Wis­
consin. -the Mayo clinic and at the 
Columbia post-graduate school of 
medicine went to work.

Dicoumarin. was isolated, synthe­
sized and under the name ‘‘dicum­
arol,” used clinically in all three 
Institutions.

Wright said development <Jt the 
substance marks a step iiv the ef­
fort to find a drug which will pre­
vent blood-clotting, such as takes 
place in apoplexy, coronary throm­
bosis and other heart ailments.'

Low^r Food Prices in
1946̂  Official Predicts

NEW YORK.—Retail food prices 
may well drop 5 per cent below thje 
1945 average during the coming 
year, Paul S. Willis, president of the 
Grocery Manufacturers of America, 
said.

In a statement before a public 
hearing of the New York state joint 
legislative committee on nutrition, 
Willis said: “The overall cost of 
food has increased 43 per cent since 
1939 . . . mainly in such classifica- 
Uons as fresh fruits and vegeta­
bles, poultry, dairy products and sea 
foods.”

Basing his predictions on gov­
ernment figures, he estimated that 
civilian food supplies would be suf­
ficient in 1946 to give each man. 
woman and child 11 per cent more 
food than in the five prewar years.

“Undoubtedly supplies of some 
foods will be short during the early 
part of the year, but by summer it 
is believed only sugar and some fats 
and oils will be in short supply to 
an appreciable degree,” he added.

The need for home-produced 
fruits and vegetables is just as 
acute now as during war years.

With the nation pledged to 
help feed the world, it is well to 
remember that every bite of 
food you grow in your garden 
means a little extra for a hun­
gry mouth in some less fortun­
ate country.

But Mr. Rose does suggest 
that Michigan gardeners mix 
pleasure and utility in the gar- 
end this year. During the war 
many patriotic gardeners gave 
up their flower garden efforts in 
favor of vegetables. Thiey- have 
been ragerlv looking forward to 
the time when part of the gar­
den can be put into flowers and 
ornamentals. White the vegeta­
ble garden is just as important 
this year, Mr. Rose bcljev'es it is 
a good time to spend! at least 
part of the time on .<orhc of the 
gardener’s ornamenUnl 1 .special­
ties.

To combine flo\v(-rs end vege- 
laliles in the garden. g«K>d plan­
ning is necessary. Lay out the 
garden to produce the nost food 
from the space available. One 
good arrangement in rolves a 
floy.er border around 1 he vege­
table patch. Or, it ntay work 
better to limit the vegetable gar­
den to one side of ihe yard. 
Along the other side a id across 
the back, put in that b?d of an­
nual flowers. That back corner 
may be ideal for that bed of 
perennials.

At any rate, it’s th^ time of 
the year to be. thinkmg about 
plans for those days j i i t  around 
the corner when you’ll be dig­
ging in good-old Mothjer Earth.

Tells History 
of Jamestovm

Last week, we told you of 
bleak C a ^  Henry, where the 
first white settlers landed in 
1607, and now we’ll tell you of 
the first permanent settlement,
^tablished two weeks later . . . 
on May 13, 1607 . . .  at James­
town, today high among the 
myriad “musts” scattered over 
these United States.

You will remember that the 
settlers who had landed from 
the sailing ships “Goodspeed,”
“Sarah Constant” and “Discoir-. 
ery,” were attacked by Indian? 
on the very first day, and that 
they had been driven back to 
their ships. Well, the first land­
ing place on Cape Henry ŵ as 
abandoned, and the little band 
of stout-hearted Britons cruised 
up the James River and dropped 
anchor off what was to become 
the first permanent town of the 
new world.

Captain Christopher Ne>\T)ort 
was leader of the 120 colonists 
who e s t a b l i s h e d  Jamestown 
John Smith, he of Pocahonta.« 
fame, was in irons in the hold 
of one of the ships for insubordi­
nation. But John Smith was re­
leased and he was the leader of 
the colony when ■ Captain New­
port returned to England.

Fire, famine, malaria, and hos­
tile Indians took their toll over 
the next few years, but James- 
toum lived. In that colony of 
Jamestown was grown the first 
tobacco on this continent, to­
bacco planted by John Rolfe.^the 
John Rolfe who married Poca­
hontas to make her Lady Re­
becca. It was this union between 
the colonists and the Chicka- 
hominees which brought peace 
with the Indians.

Jamestown the first representa­
tive assembly in America was 
held in the church, a single 
wall of which still stands. 
Jamestown grew and prospered 
until 1622, when an Indian mas­
sacre swept the colony, leaving 
more than one-fourth of the 
population of 1.240 dead. It was 
then that Jamestown was aban­
doned and the capital moved to 
Williamsburg. Today the foun­
dations of the old colony have 
been uncovered. A statue of 
John Smith looks out over the 
James River and there is a 
shrine to the memory of the 
Reverend Robert Hunt, who cel­
ebrated the first Angelican Com­
munion in America in 1607. Vir­
ginia is a magnificent old state, 
but nowhere will you find the 
spot parading greater thrill than 
old Jamestown, another high 
spot in the list of **musts'* polka- 
dotied over these United States.

She advises that you check on 

the construction of the mg. To 
do this you’ll need to examine 
the rug, both top and under- 

I neath very carefully. On the top, 
notice how hlgn the pile is. The 
higher the pile the better the rug 
will year, Bui density or com­
pactors of the pile has a direct 
relation to the rug>s wearing 
quality, too.

If you’re trying to decide be­
tween a loosely woven high- 
pile rug and one with a short 
but dense pile—choose the short 
pile by all odds. It will give 
better service because its com­
pactness means it’s closely wov­
en. '

When shopping for a new rug. 
examine the back closely. The 
wear the rug will give depends 
in part on a firm back.

To test the tightness of weave 
in the “filling” or back, shift the 
rug back and forth in your 
hands. If the back of the mg 
(eels sleazy or thin, if' it seems 
to lack firmness; and if it shifts 
readily as you work it in your 
hands, chances are it is not a 
high quality rug.

In an Administer rug you can 
judge the closeness of the weave 
by counting the ridges on the 
back. Four ridges per inch mean 
the rug is of fair quality and 
should be in the lower-price 
bracket. A rug with seven or 
more ridges to the inch probably 
will wear more than twice as 
long and is a wise investment.

For one thing, you can thicken 
the juice slightly with one or 
two tablespoons of cornstarch. 
Blend the cornstarch with a lit­
tle juice when you’re getting the 
fruit ready for the pie; then* mix 
with the fmit and sugar. Or, 
sprinkle the bottom crust and fill­
ing with flour before adding the 
top crust.

Be sure that there are enough 
slits in the top cmst of the pie 
to let the steam escape.

Another precaution that often 
saves juicy overflows is the 
building up and reinforcing of 
the outer ^ g e  of the pie crust. 
Do this by trimming the pastry 
about an inch wider than the 
edge of the pan. Then fold the 
overlap under the moistened 
edge of the lower crust and press 
the three layers together.

Our grandmothers used to use 
a strip of cotton cloth moisten­
ed in cold water and fastened 
tight around the plate. This 
keeps the edge of the pie in 
place during baking.

Some cooks insert a stiff paper 
funnel in the center of the top 
crust so that juice may rise in it 
without overflowing.

Juicy fmit pies often mn over 
because the pie maker tries to 
put too much filling into the pie.

Urges Planting 
Of Berry Plants

For the home gaidener who is 
looking for a reliable home-pm- 
duced fruit supply, strawberries 
and raspberries are the best bet.

R. E. Loree, assistant profes­
sor in horticulture at Michigan 
State college, says that 25 to 50 
strawberry plants, and a dozen 
to 25 raspberry plants will pro­
vide an abundance of fresh fruit 
for a family of four to five per­
sons. Both can be set out in 
early spring.

Both strawberries and rasp­
berries do well on many differ­
ent types of soil, but produce 
best on fertile, well-<irained 
ground that receives plenty of 
moisture and contains lots of 
humus.

Set out both ' raspberries and 
strawberries as early in the 
spring as the ground can ^  
worked. Above all, don’t wait 
until hot, dry weather arrives. 
Prepare the soil thoroughly, and 
add manure or grow a green 
manure «'op a year before plant­
ing.

Dorset and Fairfax are good 
home-garden strawberry varie­
ties because of their excellent 
flavor. Premier, i Dunlap and 
Catskill are among the standard 
June-bearing commercial varie­
ties. Gem, Wayzata and Masto- 
donvare the best of everbearing 
or fall’bearing varieties.

Latham is the most popular 
red raspberry variety. Cuthbert 
IS excellent for canning and 
home use. but is less resistant to 
virus. Taylor is recommended 
both for home and market use, 
while Indian Summer is a good 
fall-bearing red variety. Cum­
berland is the leading black 
raspberry and Sodus is consid­
ered the best purple variety.

Wages are a basic issue. At the time of the 
strike.

How. many lakes are there in 
Michigan?

That’s an interesting ques­
tion—one that is seldom answer­
ed correctly.

We know there are a lot of 
lakes. We know that some will 
answer the question by saying we 
have “over a thousa^ lakes in 
Michigan.” That’s wrong. There 
are 6.454 lakes in this state.

There was issued sometime ago 
a folder prepared by C. J. D. 
Brown on the Institute of Fish­
eries Research of the Michigan 
Department of Conservation and 
the University of Michigan.

Read the following, for an ans­
wer to the question as to how 
many lakes are. there in Michi­
gan:

“How many lakes arc there in 
Michigan? This question is ask­
ed many hundreds of times each 
year. In general, estimates range 
from 5,000 to 10,000. The revised 
Michigan Lakes and Streams Di­
rectory (1941) 'lists 6.454 as be­
ing large enough to bo lakes.* This 
raises the question of, just what 
is a lake? Unfortunately all defi­
nitions of the term ‘lake’ arc 
couched in relative terms such as, 
'large enough,’ ‘of considerable 
extent,’ ‘with some windswept 
shoal,’ etc. Webster defines, a lake 
as ‘a considerable inland body of 
water, also an expanded part of 
a river.* This leaves us to define 
‘considerable’ which is no more 
specific than the ‘word’ lake it­
self.

“Many limnologists, treat Ss 
lakes, only those standing waters 
of sufficient size and character to 
have some windswept shoal. This 
distinction involves not only size 
but depth* location, shape of bas­
in, type of bottom and shore pro­
tection. There are lakes as small 
as 10 acres which could qualify 
under this definition, and others 
of several hundred acres which 
could not.

“Certain workers in aquatic 
Biology have, used depth alone 
as the distinguishing characteris­
tic between lakes and ponds, 
while others have proposed tem­
perature as a diagnostic feature. 
All of these definitions allow for 
individual opinion, and it is lit­
tle wonder that no uniformity 
exists as to the number of lakes 
in the state.

‘The writer favors the dofini-* 
tion of Forel, the founder df mo­
dern limnology, who described a 
lake ‘as a body of standing wa­
ter occupying a basin and lack­
ing continuity with the sea.' Ac­
cording to this definitioh all 
standing waters arc lakes, re­
gardless of size, depth or origin. 
Ponds, bogs, swamps, reservoirs, 
etc., are just special kiYids of 
lakes. This interpretation will be 
follpwed'throughout this report.

“Besides the confusion in the 
definition of lakes, no very ac­
curate counts or measurements 
have been made of Michigan lak­
es. This has probably been due 
to the poor quality of existing 
maps. However, • county maps 
have been greatly improved dur­
ing the last few years, as a re­
sult of aerial survey and other

improved methods. It is now pos­
sible to make reasonably accurate 
counts and to estimate areas. 
There is still much to be desired 
however and an accurate analy­
sis will only be possibly when 
all of the lakes in each county 
are mapped or areas determined 
from actual measurements. To 
dale approximately 1,500 lakes 
have been mapped, and practi­
cally all of the lakes in Washte­
naw and Ogemaw counties have 
either been mapped or checked 
by field crews.

“County master plan maps of 
the Michigan department of con­
servation and the new polyconic 
projection maps of the Michigan 
state highway department were 
the chief sources of information 
for this report. Other county 
maps, in the Institute files were 
used to supplement the above.

“Lakes were counted on the 
maps and their areas estimated 
by means of appropriate grids 
and tables. Actual acreages arc 
available for most of the 1,500 
lakes mapped. We satisfied our­
selves that reasonable area esti­
mates could be made by checking 
such estimates against the actual 
area of mapped lakes. The error 
of this method of determining 
area was further re<fuced by plac­
ing the lakes in various size cate­
gories.

“In nearly all instances bor­
derline (county line) lakes were 
arbitrarily assigned to the coun-' 
ty having the greatest area of the 
lake within its boundary. Since 
the total area covered by lakes 
for each county was determined 
from these assignments there is 
considerable error in a few in­
stances. This error, however, did 
not seem to justify the measure­
ment of fractions of lakes for all 
counties. All lakes on the state 
line were credited to the countj' 
containing part of the lake. Areas 
were estimated for only that part 
of each lake which fell within the 
boundary of Michigan, however.

“An attempt has been made to 
separate the natural and artificial 
lakes. It was obvious from the 
outset that this would not .be 
very accurate. Impoundments are 
in the process of being created 
most of the time, and old lakes 
resulting from dams have no dis­
tinguishing characteristics dis­
cernible on our maps. It is esti­
mated that there are between 700 
and 800 impoundments in the 
state, i.e., those with dams two 
or more feet high. Then too, many 
lakes are semi-artificial in that 
O’jtlet dams have been built to 
increase the size of once natural 
lakes. There is no great signifi­
cance to the general Category of 
artificial lakes from the fisheries 
point of view. However, im­
poundments in general are more 
subject to fluctuations and may 
therefore lack the carrying capac­
ity for fish which exists in na­
tural lakes of similar size. On 
the other hand certain irppound- 
.ments are very productive.

“The information on total areas 
of counties was secured from a 
publication by the U. S. Depart­
ment 'of Commerce, Bureau of 
Census (1942), entitled 'Areas of 
the United States 1940.*

“A total of 11,037 iniand lakes 
were counted for Michigan. Only 
two counties, Sanilac and Sagi­
naw, were completely without 
lakes. All of the counties in the 
thumb and Saginaw Bay area 
were poor in lakes. Arenac, Bay, 
Midland, Huron, St. Clair and 
Monroe each has less than 10 
while Emmet, Macomb, Missau­
kee, Tuscola and Wayne counties 
each has between 10 and 25 lakes. 
Menominee and Ontonagon coun­
ties have fewer lakes than any 
other counties in the upper pen­
insula. Seven counties have more 
than 300 lakes. They are as fol­
lows: Marquette, 835; Luce, 571; 
Iron, 528; Gogebic, 488; Oak­
land, 447: Schoolcraft, 340; and 
Barry, '327.

“Approximately one-half of the 
lakes in Michigan are less than 
10 acres in surface area, and only 
19 lakes have more than 5;000 
acres, while the average size for 
all lakes is about 66 acres. Of the 
11.037 lakes in the entire state 
10.403 are natural and 182 arti­
ficial, which are less than 200 
acres in area. There are 411 na­
tural and 41 artificial lakes 
which have areas over 200 acres.

“A greater percentage (10.1) of 
Antrim county is covered by in­
land lakes than in any other 
county: Charlevoix (9.9%) and 
Roscommon (9.2%) are not far 
behind. Marquette coimty, wdikh 
has the largest number oL lakes, 
has only 25 percent of its total 
area covered by lakes. This is 
only slightly greater than the av­
erage for all counties, which is

approximately 2 per cent. This 
means that each section of Ian:! 
in the state could have a lake 
of about 13 acres if the total area 
of water were evenly distributed. 
Approximately one section in five 
would have a lake if the total 
number were evenly distributed. 
Actually the distribution of the 
inland lakes is vei*y uneven. 
Many thousands of sections ar'- 
without any lakes, and on th-.- 
other hand some townships and 
many sections are entirely cover­
ed by lakes. One’section in Luce 
County has all or parts of 22 
lakes within its boundaries.

‘The significance of numbe 
and size of lakes from the fisher­
ies viewpoint is exceedingly in­
teresting and important. Fish pro­
duction depends upon the qua;'- 
tity of water but also upon the 
quality or biological productivity. 
'Too much emphasis cannot be 
placed on the significance of the 
small lakes in Michigan. Acre for 
acre they produce a much
greater quantity of fish than large 
lakes. The! distribution of these 
small bodies of water is practi­
cally state-fwide except for a few 
counties j already mentioned. 
They serve the local folk with 
fishing to a much greater extent 
than often realized. The writer 
has knowledge of several small 
lakes (less than *100 acres) each 
of which provides fishing ^or 
dozen or more fishermen year in 
and year out. In th? purchase of 
lake frontage consideration 
should be given these productive 
little lakes many of w'hich are 
unknown to the tourist but w'hicli 
furnish the home folk much fond 
and recreation.’’

Many people believe that we

broom.” They believe it much 
bettor to wait until the tide na- 
turallf turns back to conserva- 
tism'^s it sometime surely will.
I cahnot agree with this do- 
nothing philosophy. I believe we 
all should fearlessly fight for 
what; is right however much we 
may tcmpo:arily suffer.,! believe 
‘hat this cimntry and the entire 
world could be saved from much 
grief' by one simple thing. This 
wtiuld be for the conserv'ative 
Democrats of the South and tlv; 
conservative Republicans of liu*

It i,s true that our political lead- 
ersliip is vtrv bad. This is wiiy a ' 
few, labor leaders are able to j 
bully c'.'urts.

If we could 
be sure that our electric power 
would never be turned off, I 
would recommend that every 
family buy a home-freezer and 
join a community cooperative 
freezing association. On the other 
hand, the more we depend on 
these home-freezers, the more we 
arc subject to the control of labor 
unions and politicians. Hence, 
those of us who use homc-freezw's 
should have them supplemented 
by a good supply of canned 
foods.

Favors the South
I wish that every family could 

have a refuge in Florida, Cali­
fornia, Arizona or some other 
southern state. This would im­
mediately eliminate the fuel haz­
ard from which northern citre.s 
throughout the world are suffer­
ing today. Moreover, with a flow­
ing well or irrigation, food can 
be raised in the southern states 
every month of the year. In fact, 
the food, clothing and shelter 
problem is largely solved by hav­
ing a place in a warm section of 
the country.

I am not fearful of immediate 
trouble, but we should “insure” 
our investments against the pos­
sibility that they may, for a time, 
be of no use in supplying us witii 
food, colthing and shelter. We 
buy fire insurance when we do 
not expect a fire! Certainly, the 
chances of a revolution within 
this country some lime are equal 
lo the chances that your individ­
ual house will burn down. 
Hence, why not equally insure 
for both hazards? This does not 
mean that one should now sell 
stocks. Money in good etymon 
stocks is probably safer than 
money in the bank. It merely 
means “hope for the best, but 
prepare for the worst.”

New Theories To
Improve Fishing

New theories about ways lo 
improve fishing in warm wateiv 
lakes and streams of Michigar^ 
are to get exhaustive tests |ni 
coming months. i. •

The conservation comrnissiim 
has given its blessing to recom­
mendations of the Ann Arbor 
institute for fisheries research. 

There will be reduction in the 
numbers of bass, bluegills, wall­
eyed and northern pike produc­
ed in state fish hatcheries, and 
some rearing ponds will be used 
instead in carrying on various 
kinds of research. ’

There will be tests of use pf 
several types of fertilizers in 
oromoting growth of plant food,- 
a resumption of investigations 
begun by the department beforg 
the war. Researchers will seek 
to learn which species of pre<te- 
tory game fish—bass, walleyes, 
nike, etc.—will best control pan 
rish populations in lakes where 
over-crowding results in stunted 
fi.sh. There will be tests of other 
methods of population control -i- 
oartial poisoning, destruction of 
«;pawning beds, etc.

Various combinations of fish 
species will be tried in an effort 
lo learn whether a large variety

or a smaller number of species 
give the greatest yield of game 
fish. .Researchers will seek to 
learn the rate of natural mor­
tality: and the causes, exclusive 
of angling.

In addition to these and other 
experiments, the department 
will use some rearing ponds in 
propagation of various species 
of minnows in an effort to gain 
new knowledge that will be use­
ful in stabilizing the state’s mil­
lion dollar commercial fish bait 
industry.

Certain recommendations — 
such as the installation of brush 
shelters in lakes, improvements 
of streams through construction 
of deflectors and other devices, 
and erosion control—can be ap­
plied only on a lohg-term basis.

Emphasis, at present, is to get 
experiments under way at the 
earliest moment possible in an 
effort to demonstrate workability 
of theories. Such innovations as 
are found practical will be ap­
plied as rapidly as personnel and 
funds permit.
