000,000 s ta te  hosp ita l for psy­
chiatric  pa tien ts  a t th e  n o rth ­
w est com er of the  Seven Mile 
and H ag g erty  h ighw ay, four 
m iles from  P lym ou th  and  a 
m ile eas t of N orthville, will 
begin early  in th e  sum m er, it 
has ju s t been revealed in L an s­
ing  by th e  M ichigan M ental 
H ealth  Com m ission.

Tells of Girl 
Scout Activities
In the Nation

T he 290 acres a lready  p u r­
chased by th e  s ta te  is know n 
in th is  v ic in ity  as the  old G ard­
ner S im m ons place b u t for 
som etim e p ast has been ow ned 
by a  D etro it resident. W hile  
the original, purchase of land 
for the hospital site is sufficiently 
large for the first unit which will 
be erected as soon as possible, it 
is known that the state eventual­
ly contemplates the addition of a 
sufficient number of iviits to 
care for not less than 3,500 pa­
tients.

The first unit to be erected will 
care for some 1500 patients.

This will require a medical 
and nursing staff as well as 
maintenance workers of some 
150 or 200 people.
Most of the hospital staff mem­

bers will find it necessary to se­
cure housing facilities in Plym­
outh and Northville and sur­
rounding country.

While the state board was au­
thorized at the last regular ses­
sion of the state legislature to 
take steps for the erection of a 
new mental hospital for this sec­
tion. the appropriation for the 
work was passed at the special 
session of the legisla^re held In 
February.

The new sitexis regarded as an 
ideal one. being on one of the 
highest spots in Wayne county 
and only 21 miles from downtown 
Detroit.

Trophy Guns

Got vourself a war trophy?
If it’s a gun,* better get it 

registered. The Treasury Depart­
ment inspectors will get you if 
you don’t.

Charles A. Greetham, a Treas­
ury Department investigator, was 
in Plymouth this week and said 
very few ex-service men in this 
nea were registering their bat­
tlefield souvenirs.

He warned that such souvenir 
%uns can easily fall into the hands 
of those who will use them un­
lawfully. Many will be stolen, 
rf that happens to your trophies 
it means trouble 'for the owner 
when the gun is traced to him.

Investigators like Mr. Greetham 
are most cfFicient,at tracing down 
’he ownership of such weapons 
t<x>.

Robert S. Krause, investigator 
in charge, 1754 Buhl Building, 
Detroit, explains that returning 
veterans who have sent or 
brought certain types of firearms 
to their homes are required to 
register them. Failure to do so 
makes the i^ssessor liable for 
heavy penalties he warned.

Not all the thousands of fire­
arms brought home by returning 
veterans are required to be regis­
tered, Krause said, but explained 
that owners of the trophies should 
inquire of his office concerning 
all firearms'they possess.

Information ntay also be ob­
tained at any state police post 
or from Chief of Police Lee R. 
Sackett,

The Treasury Department has 
been designated as the enforce­
ment agency for violations of the 
National Firearms Act. Firearms 
affected by the act are: shotguns 
or rifles with barrels less than 
18 inches long, any weapon ex­
cept a pistol or revolver that is 
capable of being concealed on the

person, any machine gun, a muf­
fler or silencer for any firearm. 
This act does not require the 
registration of a .22 caliber rifle 

; unless the barrel is less than 16 
inches long. ,

Definition of machine guns in­
clude machine pistols and ma­
chine rifles which will fire more 
than one shot with a single pull 
of the trigger, pistols, revolvers 
that have stocks or detachable 
stocks, and automatic nistols that 
can be converted to full automa­
tic by an adjustment of the me­
chanism on the gun.

Krause iilso urged all per­
sons w’ith such guns to have 
them rendered unserviceable. 
This can be done by requesting 
a Treasury Dcpa’tment officer to 
call, who then takes the gun ta 
an expert welder, and it will be 
ren^'ciea harmless ’out still r»̂-̂  
"piis a ''aluable souvenir. The 
cfficcr will give you a receipt for 

cur gun. The charge for this ser­
vice is less than a dollar.

It is illegal to transfer firoaims 
Of the types described except by 
the paviYient of $200 tax as pro­
vided by law. However, if fire­
arms are rendered unserviceable 

jthey may bc transferred tax-free 
-jr.s war trophies, upon submission 
• of the proper form to the com- 
mtssion of internal revenue, 
Washington, D. C.

the manner in which the Grand Jury is being conducted?
^cond—Why was all precedent and customary procedure violat­

ed in the introduction and hasty adoption by the Senate of Johnston s 
resolution? .

Lieutenant Governor Vernon J. Brown, presiding officer of the 
Senate, w’as away the day this resolution was offered. The man who 
occupied the chair was Senator Harry P. Hittle

Incorporated in the resolution, offered under suspension of rules, 
was a provision that the c(^mi*.tee to investigate expenditures of 
the Grand Jury be composed of Senator Johnston, Senator Harold
D. Tripp of Allegan trd  Senator Robert McDonald of Flint.

It i^also usual practice when committees are created that desig­
nation of members of the committees be left to the presiding officer, 
who would have been Lieutenant Governor Vernon J. Brown.

It is a fact that when the funds were appropriated for the Ingham 
County Grand Jury, the appropriation was made possible through 
joint action of both the Senate and the House.

U is unprecedented for one body to launch an investigation of 
this nature, dealing with a fund that has been created by both the 
Senate and the House, without at least seeking the approval of the 
other branch of the Legislature. .

Upon investigation it is revealed that those who wore inspired 
to intr<^uce Senate Resolution No. 9 (and there is no question but 
what this effort was instituted by Senator Ivan A. Johnston of Mount 
Clemens) also intended to introduce a similar resolution in the House 
hoping for a concurrent resolution.

The member who ATTEMPTED to engineer the House resolution 
was Harr>' J. Phillips, a prominent barber in Port Huron, comes from 
Senator Ivan Jchnstqn s simatorial district and also from the city 
where the Michigan National Bank, only bank in Michigan operating 
chain or branch banks, has a branch.

When the Bishop Bill, Senate Bill Nlo. 97 passed ihe 1945 session 
of the Legislature (a bill to prohibit branch banking on a statewide 
0£^is), a bill favored by every independent bank in the State, the 
record shows that 25 senators vo*;cd for the bill, tw'o senators w-crc 
present but did not vote, one of the latter, Johnston.

The record furtlier disclosed that after the bill passed the Senate 
ind went to the house, active opposition to the bill emanated from 
the Barber of Port Huron, Representative Phillips.

He QOt only spoke against tiie bill but, with his colleagues, tried 
:>ight different times to amend the measure in order that its real pur­
pose might be emasculated. But he failed in his efforts and the bill 
passed with 67 votes. It was later signed oy Governor Kelly on April
10, 1945 and became law immediately because it had been given an 
immediate effect clause by both houses of the Legislature.

Isn’t it peculiar. that Senator Johnston, who lacked sufficient 
decision or conviction to vole either for or against the anti-statewide 
branch bank bill when it passed the Senate early in the 1945 session, 
should now muster enough courage to launch with great vim and 
vigor, an aftaCk upon the Grand Jury which has been laboring long 
and well to ferret out graft and corruption?

Particularly now, such a move is suspicious because this Grand 
Jury had just announced to the daily papers that it was about to 
release indictments in connection with anti-statewide branch bank 
.egislation and gambling. Senators who were present when the reso­
lution passed to investigate Grand Jury expenditures were induced 
to believe that the Sienato Invcstig^ing committee would scrutinize 
expenditures of the Grand Jury and report back to the Senate w'ith- 
out interfering with the operations of the Grand Jury and further 
indictments that were pending. . ,

One Senator has declared publicly that the resolution was ram­
med through ori a vtcice vote, whereas, he says, he is positive that 
had a vole of record been required—as it should have been on an 
issue of such great public concern—it would have been defeated.

Immediately altjer the resolution was passed, the Senate com­
mittee demanded the records of the Grand* Jury from Judge Louis
E. Coash. Special Prosecutor Kim Sigler at the time was in Florida 
where he found it necessary to take his sick wife.

The Senate committee then began to make public announce­
ments which were designed to discredit the Grand Jury in the eyes 
of the public and members of the Legislature.

In the more than two years in which Sigler was chief investi­
gator and trial lawyer, 12 wanants were issued indicting 99 persons. 
In six trials he had 39 convictions, nine acquittals, three jury dis­
agreements. Twelve guilty pleas were tntered, and at Iqast a dozen 
other men, under grant of immunity of not named in atiy warram, 
testified in criminal trials and court cxpminations that they partici­
pated ih and had knowledge of graft conspiracies in the)legislature.

TlJ' grand jury also turned to attempting to solve a murder, with 
the gangster-style staying of State Senator Warren G. Hooper, Jan.
11, 1945, declaring Hooper was to have be«i a key witness.

That investigation led to the conviction of four Detroiters Iasi 
summer on charges of conspiracy to murder, and of five persons, 
including three of those convicted in the murder conspiracy, on 
charges of the armed robbery of a Pontiac bar.

Have the people of any State ever had so much for their money? 
The Legislature appropriated about $448,000 and Srgler as prosecutor 
has spent around $350,000. Money’s left and two big warrants on a 
banking bill of 1941 and gambling arc ready for prosecution.

The Senate Committee found fault with'an item of some $19,000 
paid to Charles F. Hemans. If Hemans had not been cared for, it 
might have been necessary to bring him back from some foreign 
soil and pay heavy legal expenses and court costs not to say anything 
about the delays. In another rase, Sigler was compelled to extradite 
a man living in New' Jersey; he hasn’t been brought back yet after 
over a year and a half of legal entanglements; he is represented by 
Mayor Hague’s attorney, from Jersey City.

A public official w*ho has served the people of Michigan as well 
and faithfuUj’ as has Special Prosecutor Kim Sigler dcfrcrved belter 
treatment than lie has been accorded.

The people of Michigan had confidence in Sigler and they know 
that under his guidance the graft in State Government would be 
brought to public yiew

Now' they are not so sure. Judge Louis E. Coa,«:h has dispen.sed 
with Sigler’s services. In the place cf this e.xpert who has-the ex­
perience. the know-how and the fighting heart to continue with his 
uncovering qf w>ong-doing in high places. Judge Coash has appointed 
Richard B. Foster, a former prosecutor of Ingham County. Foster is 
young and certainly has little knowledge of the imricatc background 
of the evidence accumulated by Sigler.

Michigan Tiudcsman views his appointment with trepidafton. 
We certainly wish ;him every success.

This much is ccriain. If the Grand Jury should fail now, tliat 
failure will land right smack in the lap of Judge Coash. and the 
P«>Plg Michigan will risexn their wrath and demand that Coash

In just two months all of Mich­
igan’s state parks will be open 
for visitors. Many of them are al­
ready open.

According to information sentj 
out by the conservation depart-i 
ment, the state is expecting the! 
greatest park attendance thi^ 
year since the creation of tht  ̂
state park system under the ad­
ministration of former Governor 
Alex J. Groesbeck. ;

Forty-seven parks will be openi 
but they show the wear and tear 
of the war years and labor and 
material shortages are handicap-* 
ping efforts to get them into shape 
to handle the expected postwar 
attendance. ,

Nine million visitors were 
counted in state parks in 1941 — 
the all-time attendance record — 
and the conservation department 
estimates that the parks will be 
visited by at least 7 and one-half 
million persons this year, maybe 
2>000,000 more. Attendance la.st 
^ason was 5,700,000.

An additional six state park.s 
now incorporated in larger down-j 
.state recreation areas also wil| 
be open to the public next sum- 
•mer. The department has beeij 
buying land in southeaster^ 
Michigan in recent years to pro4 
vide room for city dwellers tc) 
stretch their legs and some pur* 
rhases extend the boundaries of 
existing parks.

The .department will push con* 
stnictipn of a bathing beach â  
Pontiac lake and picnicking faf 
cilities in the recently-acquired 
Rochester-Utica recreation area 
that will serve the Detroit metro­
politan area will be undertaken 
as rapidly as labor and materials 
become available.

New group camp facilities ar̂ * 
to be supplied at Sleeper state 
park near Cascvillc in Huron 
county and in the Island lake 
recreation area southeast of 
Brighton. Existing camps in the 
Allegan state forest and on Oc-. 
queoc lake in the Black lake 
state forest in Presque Isle coun« 
ty will be put in shape to handle 
groups of campers.

Only development of the Por­
cupine Mountain recreation area 
in Ontonagon county that can be 
undertaken this year will provide 
hiking trails and possibly some 
trailside shelters.

State parks v/ill be staffed with 
approximately 225 rangers and 
maintenance employes.

The department expects to dou­
ble its egg production this spring 
and to hatch or distribute 20,000 
eggs as compared with the ap­
proximately 10,000 eggs that were 
obtained through cooperation of 
the Prison of Southern Michigan 
last season.

Immediate mailing of applica­
tions for eggs will a^ist the de­
partment’s game division in mak­
ing an equitable distribution of 
the combined supply.

Michigan’s conservation de­
partment as well as property 
owners along the Great Lakes, al­
ways have one problem to face.

Babson Says - -
Investment Trusts

New York City, March 29. — 
In view-of the tremendous growth 
in the business of Investment 
Companies, readers of this column 
should realize their possibilities, 
both as a service to the small in­
vestor and as a factor in stabiliz­
ing the present stock market. 
''Cloeed-Cnd*' versus "Open-End"

Companies
Investment companies are di­

vided into two main groups—The 
closed-end companies are the old- 
fashioned. Investment Trusts, of 
which there are a large number 
scattered throughout the United. 
States. There, however, are only a 
few large ones, the securities of 
which are listed on the New York 
Stock Exchange. .\s examples of 
these companies, I might mention 
Lehman Corporation. Adams Ex­
press, Atlas Corporation and Tri- 
Continental.

These closed-end companies 
have a definite amount of capi­
tal stock which is not increased 
or decreased. When an iavestor 
buys such stock he does not buy 
of the company but, through a 
stock-exchange broker, must buy 
the stock of someone else who 
desires to sell. As a rule these 
companies do not diversify very 
broadly but usually conhne 
themselves to special situations 
in which they purchase a large 
interest. Often stocks of these 
companies sell for less than the 
real liquidating value of the se­
curities which they hold. This is 
an advantage to the investor 
when buying such stocks; but a 
disadvantage when selling.

"Open-End" Companies
When a salesman calls upon 

you to sell you the shares of an 
Investment Company it will prob­
ably be an open-end company 
where the Amount of stock out­
standing varies from day to day. 
There are about 75 of such open- 
end companies. For instance, if 
the salesman should sell today 
$100,000 worth of these shares, 
when the checks come into the 
company it will go into the stock 
market and invest this $100,000 in 
perhaps twenty high-grade listed

stocks, which stocks will be held 
in the company’s treasury. Then, 
the company will issue $100,000 
worth of new shares which will 
be mailed out to the above-irjen- 
tioned investors. ■

It will be seen, therefore, Jhat 
these open-end Investment Com­
panies provide a very gix>d 
method of diversification for small 
investors. Naturally, the ipvebor 
must pay something for this 
service. All “open-end” Invj?st- 
ment Companies add a s^Ies 
charge to the asset value of ^heir 
shares and this charge normally 
runs around 6*2 per cent. There 
is, however, no charge for liqui­
dation of a holding except in very 
rare instances and in such cases it 
is usually less than 1 per cent. 
Without getting into the minute 
details of the computation. Itho 
base figure of asset vakie is arriv­
ed at by dividing the net valui of 
the assets at market by the num­
ber of outstanding shares ^nd 
adding to this* the sales charge. 
This net asset value figure! is 
what is used to determine ,̂ hc 
price paid at liquidation. ,
Different Classes of Open-E^id 

Shares
Among the larger of these 

open-end companies might be 
mentioned the Massachusetts In­
vestors Trust; Keystone Cust )di- 
an Funds Incorporated Investors, 
and the State Street Invcslir ent 
Corporation. These compa li' ŝ 
often have different Funds. )ne 
Fund may be limited to common 
stocks, another Fund to prcfei red 
stocks: another Fund to bo ids. 
Moreover, in some- cases the 
above divisions may be divided 
into “high-grade with low reU rn” 
and ‘ speculative with high re­
turn” which might mean si? or 
more different Funds. This en­
ables an inv’cstor to decide for 
himself the charactci* of socunjties 
in which he desires to invest, but 
still insures him broad diversif ca­
tion in the group which he sole els. 
Furthermore, there is no reason 
why an investor cannot soi'ct 
more than one group, if he so de­
sires, and thus get a double f^rm 
of diversification.

guaranteed, either as to the an­
nual income to be received, or 
what cash will be returned if 
one desires to sell. The market 
price of the sl^ares in Investment 
Companies must go up and down 
with the general stock market. It 
is not like putjting your money in 
the savings bank or in govern­
ment bonds where you know ex­
actly what interest you are going 
to get and that you can get back 
the same principal that you put 
in, no more and no less. There­
fore. when buying the shares of 
an Investment Company the gen­
eral stock inarket averages should 
be considered.

In the early’days, these invest­
ment companies were not a mar­
ket factor: ^ut today they shoidd 
contribute as .a stabilizer of the 
entire stock rrlarket. For instance, 
it is estimated that about 1500 
firms throughout the country, 

•with an average of 5 salesmen 
each, are selling, every day, the 
shares of Investment Companies. 
They are turning in to the New 
York Stock Exchange, in purchas­
es, nearly $50,000,000 per month, 
which is nearly 5 per cent of the 
total transaction. It is possible 
that one-half iof the stocks no-w 
bei'T.g liquidated by insurance 
companies educational institu­
tions, and trlist funds are now 
being absorbs by these thous­
ands of small investors through­
out the county who are daily 
purchasing the shares of these In­
vestment Companies. These com­
panies are a cushion which the 
stock market^ has never had in 
the past and. Until the holders of 
those shares liquidate, which pre­
vious history shows as a rule they 
do not do. th^e Investment Com­
panies are p^forming an econo­
mic stabilizing service to the 
holders all stocks.

Fairly Firtn Stock Market 
Expected

Today the stock market is very 
little influenced bv‘ typical old 
time speculators. The fact that he 
must pay 100 per cent cash for 
his purchases has pretty much 
eliminated hiyn from the market. 
Wall Street and most brokers are 
now largely :“sold out" and the 
market is in the hands of real in­
vestors thredghout the country 
who — either directly or through 
these Investment Companies — 
have the securities paid for and 
in safe d^osit boxes. They are 
holding these for income; only 
i»omc panicky event could cause 
them to sell.

Day^ when the market is 
strong, there usually is consider­
able profit taking. So long as the 
Investment Companies and other 
legitimate investors can absorb 
•these sales, the market holds 
firm. When such selling exceeds 
the buying powers of these In- 
vc.^tmtnt Co.mpanies and small 
investors, the market sells off. 
When the buying power of these 
Investment Companies — spurred 
on by 7500 active sialesmen 
—- exceeds the selling, t^e mar- 
kh» continues to rise. It is true 
that wc have a “thin market” to- 
djiy: but this need not prevent it
