Lawns, Flowers 
In Need of Water

Having trouble w-ilH your lawns ‘ 
and spring flow'CTs? Not surpris- 
ing sav local nur.serymen. Like tc 
know wiiy? Thai’s simple. It's 
l(jo dry.

If you would have your spring 
flowers (tulips, daffodils and hya­
cinth) reach full bloom, then give 
lhc‘m lots of water. Maybe you 
hadn’t nolictd but around these 
parts it ha.s been a very arid 
spring.

Nurserymen here say that un­
less water is u.sed in abundance 
on tlu‘ tulips especially they arc 
not going to bloom. Lawns can 
.stand a lot of water too.

New sec’ding naturally should 
be .sprinkled lightly but frequent­
ly and old seeding needs lots of 
water along with .some fertilizer. 
Shrubs need lots of water, espe­
cially those that arc being planted 
this spring. Evergreens being 
planted now should be watered at 
least three times daily to insure 
their growth.

Spare the water and reap noth­
ing. is the warning Plymouth 
nurserymen and landscapers are 
giving now.

Whether the governn>e|nt’s new 
order restricting building and re­
pairs will hamper Plyniiouthites 
to whom building permit? already 
have been issued is still not clear.

$2,500.00 for the purchase of live­
stock. machint'ry, seed, fecd^ fer­
tilizer, and operating expenses. 
The period of repayments is from 
one to five years, depending on 
tile usefful life of the article pui -

chased. Interest i.s charged at the 
rate of five per cent.

In addition to chattel loans.^the 
FSA can make loans to veterans 
and qualified farmers for the pur­
chase of family type farms. These 
loans require no dowm payment, 
and repayments are amortized 
over a period of 40 years in such 
a way-that payments are larger in 
good 5'cars and smaller in poor 
years.

These loans bear three percent 
interest, and are limited by Con­
gressional action to $12,000.00. 
Each farm purchased must un­
dergo an earning capacity ap­
praisal bast'd on long lime aver­
age prices which indicates that 
it will furnish the family with a 
dt'ceni standard of living, plus 
enough extra to retire the loan.

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Veteran Homes 
To Come First

In order to channel materials 
into the construction of 2.700.000 
homes for veterans bv the end of 
1947, the Government last, week 
placed drastic curbs on the con­
struction or repair of almost all 
types of buildings.

The following is the order is­
sued by the Civilian Production 
Administrator and is printed to 
clear up some of the confusion 
which exists because of the many 
rumors and misstatements now 
making the rounds.

Building Prohibited Under 
Freeze Order

Specifically, the order bans the 
following unless approved by the 
government:

1. Construction or repair vyork 
in excess of $400 dn houses, in­
cluding farmhouses or other struc­
ture or residential property, de­
signed for occupancy by five fami­
lies or less.

2. Construction or repair job.s 
costing more than $1,000 on ho­
tels, resorts, apartment houses or 
other residential buildings design­
ed for occupancy by more than 
five families.

3. Work in excess of $1,000 on 
commercial .or service establish­
ments such as offices^ stores, gar­
ages. theaters, warehouses, radio 
stations and gas service stations.

4. Jobs costing more*- than 
$1,000 on fann buildings, except | 
farm holds.

Work in excess of $1,000 cm 
chiu*ches, hospitals, schools, pub­

lic boildings and charitable in- 
.'Jtitutions.

6. Jobs costing more than $15,- 
UOO on virtually all industrial and

.commercial buildings, plants, or 
factories.

7. Work in excess of $200 on 
virtually any other type of struc­
ture.

Industrial Work Needs U. S.
Approval

Commercial or industrial struc­
ture prohibited unless approved 
by the government was listed by 
the order as:

Factory, plant or other indus­
trial structure used for manufac­
turing. processing or assembling; 
logging and lumber camp: pier, 
.^ t̂ruCturc for a commercial airport 
or carrier terminal; railroad or 
street railway building; research 
Uhoratory: pilot plant; motion 
picture set: utility structure, in? 
eluding telephone and telegraph; 
nil. ga.s- or petroleum refining or 
distribution plant.

The Older does not forbid or 
require authorization for the con-* 
tinuance »f construction work al­
ready }>cgun. It provides that 
materials for the structure must 
have been incorporate in it on 
the site before March 26 or work 
must be going on before a proj­
ect is considered to be underway.

Committees composed of local 
citizens will be organized in 71 
citits throughout the country to 
rule on the question of whether 
govcrnrr.‘mt approval shall be 
granted a construction or repair 
project.

Start Your Early 
Plants in Hotbeds 
Or Window Boxes

Eariy plants, both vegetable^ 
and flowers, can be grown at 
home if a few simple ruU's arc 
followed, advises Jack Rose, ex­
tension gardening specialist at 
Michigan State college. Sunlight, 
the right soil and proper water­
ing arc the imoortant matters 
that need attention.

The time to start them is now 
. . . soon after April 1. And hei*i‘ 
are the sugg‘stibns set down by 
llie gardening specialist lor you 
lo follow.

If a hotbed or c‘ild frame is 
not availab**'. u>f.‘ sriallow bows 
and be certain they are phncid in 
a window for plenty of sunshine. 
If no hotfafsl is available, .seed- 
ings should be made 10 days later 
so that plants can be moved out­
doors before tluy  becomi' h)o 
.'■pindly.

Con*} garden loam, mi.xod with 
onc‘-U»uth peat moss and one- 
fourth sand, makes a good slarl- 
.'ig soil. It .should be sterilized, 
however, by pouring boiling wa­
ter over it. Allow it to dry before 
deeding. Pure sand can be used 
and better stands are sometimes 
obtaimd by this method. Plants 
mu.*̂ ! be tran.«pianled to good .«oil 
befiire they become too large ar 
.■=and carries no noui'ishmcnt. Box­
es should contain rocks or broke i 
pots in the Nittom to improve 
the drainage.

In seeding, the .soil should be 
firmed with a woc/den block, lev­
eled and rows marked off. Seed in 
rows, as the plants will bo easier 
In remove and will get better air 
supply. Small seeds should not bo 
covered, just pressed in.

Plants must be watered care­
fully. Boxes can be iset in a lub 
containing a half-inch of water 
whicli allows moisture to soaK up 
through the soil. They should be 
drained after watering.

Among the vegetables to bo 
started indoors around April 1 
are: tomatoes, peppers. eggplanL 
early cabbage, cauliflower, \jioc- 
coli. celery, and head lettuce. 
Flowers such as p< iunie.s. pink*-, 
snapdragon-.i veibfina, . lobelia, 
ogeratum- and other lender an- 
niial.-i should al-o be started now.

Another new business opened 
in Plymouth last Saturday. It is 
the Forest Motor Sales, Inc., lo­
cated on the northeast corner of 
Forest and Wing Streets.

The firm, operated as a three- 
way -partnership by John Haib- 
cock. Dearborn executive, and 
Thomas Notebaert and Robert 
Joly, Detroit war veterans, will 
be the local outlet for Plymouth 
and Dodge automobiles and 
Dodge Commercial and Job-Rated 
Trucks.

In addition it will have the 
Plymouth area distributorship for 
auto, truck and tractor tires and 
other automotive products of the 
U. S. Rubber Company.

Forest Motor Sales. Inc., is not 
in full operation but will be soon. 
Last Saturday the firm’s show­
room opened. When the entire 
plant is completed and all fix­
tures and equipment installed 
there is to be a gala grand open­
ing party for the public.

The building housing the new 
Plymouth firm was constructed 
and fitted out at an estimated 
cost of $40,000. The service de­
partment is 60x75 and has a ca­
pacity of 10 cars. It is of con­
crete block, brick and steel struc­
ture. Its two electrically operat­
ed doors are high and wide 
enough to accommc^ateNinything 
on the highways today, including 
all Diesel outfits.

The pai'ts department and of­
fices will occupy a space 20x30 
in the northwest corner of the 
structure, apart from the service 
departrnent but under the same 
roof. The two-car showroom also 
is 24x30 and will be on the same 
side of the building as the offices 
and parts department but in the 
southwest corner.

According to the insurance ag­
ent that wrote a policy on them, 
the showroom windows are the 
largest in Plymouth. The show­
room and offices are finished in 
light pastel colors with fluores­
cent lighting throughout.

The ceiling is c^lotex tile. The 
floor will be terrazo and the walls 
are 'sai^-finished plaster. The 
parts department entrance from 
the street (on Forest street) is 
enhanced by the liberal use of 
glass brick.

In the service department there 
is an under-floor exhaust removal 
system. The entire plant will be 
heated by forced hot air from gas 
heaters.

The Loan Department of all 
banks about here has released 
some information which will 
be of interest to all veter­
ans many of whom have been in­
terested in securing home loans. 
This information is reprinted for 
the use of veterans in d^ermin- 
ing the proper steps to take in 
securing a guaran tee  home loan.

Who Is
Eligibility for a GI loan re­

quires that the veteran, man or 
woman must have served in 
.«ome branch of the armed ser­
vices on or after September 16, 
1940, for at least 96 days, unless 
dischargel^ in 'less time because 
of a servrce-eftcuirW injury or 
disability, and must have been 
leleased under conditions not dis­
honorable.

Application for a joan must be 
made within 10 years from date 
of discharge.

Who Makes GI Loans
Guaranteed Home Loans are 

made by banks and other lend­
ing agencies at not over 4 per 
cent interest. The Veterans Ad­
ministration does t t^  make loans. 

Guaranty
If the Veterans Administration 

approve the loan, they may guar­
antee payment up to $4,000 or 50 
per cent of the loan which ever 
is least.

If the veteran fails to yneet his 
loan payments the property may 
be foreclosed.

If the Veterans Administration 
is reauired to pay any or all of 
the amount they have guaran­
teed, the veteran will become 
obligated to the Government for 
the amount so paid,

The maximum guaranty avail­
able to a veteran is $4000. Once 
this amount has been guaran­
teed, no further loans for any 
purpose may be guaranteed. 
Conditions Under Which a Home

Loan May Be Approved and 
Guaranteikl

Thc^'eteran must be able to 
show sufficient income to meet 
his usual living ^penses and 
payments on his loan.

The lending agency is required 
by the Veterans Administration 
to obtain a written credit report 
on the veteran from an establish­
ed credit reporting agency. This 
report must indicate that the 
veteran is a desirable borrower, 
both credit-wise and morally.

The property upon w’hich the 
veteran wished to obtain a loan 
must be examined by an apprais­
er approved by the Veterans Ad­
ministration. If the appraised 
value does not equal the pur­
chase price, the Veterans Admin­
istration Vnay not approve the 
loan.

How Much Will a Home 
Loan Cost

The following information is 
•supplied by the Farmington State 
Bank and applies particularly to 
thfir operation. However, it is 
Tairly representative of most 
^ending agencies. Let’s assume 
ihe veteran wishes to obtain a GI 
loan of $5000 from the Farming- 
ton State Bank. His approximate 
cost would be as follows:

APPRAISAL—The initial ap­
praisal is made by the Farming- 
Ion State Bank and no charge 
i-: made for this. The official ap­
praisal is made by an appraiser 
rpproved by the Veterans Admin­
istration—cost. $15.

EXAMINATION OF AB­
STRACT is made by an attorney 
to make certain the title is mar­
ketable. and that no error exists 
in the title, SIO.

SURVEY—The property is sur­
veyed by a registered surveyor to 
certify the boundary lines of the 
property. $15. '

RECORDING—Deed and mort­
gage must be recorded with the 
Countv Clerk. $3.50.

CREDIT REPORT—This U re­
quired by the Veterans Adminis­
tration. SI.50.

TITLE SEARCH—th is  is made 
to determine that nothing has af­
fected the title between time of 
examination by attorney and 
closing of the loan, $4.00.

the extent of the mortgage. On a 
$5000 mortgage the approximate 
cost would be $55.00. (If the prop­
erty is already covered by ade­
quate insurance acceptable to the 
Bank and can be transferred to 
the veteran, this item may be 
omitted.)

TOTAL COST of a $5000 mort­
gage. $104.00.

These figures represent actual 
out of pocket expense paid by the 
Farmington State Bank to cover 
the minimum legal requirements. 
They are charged to the veteran 
at cost.

A civilian would pay 1 per cent 
of the amount of the mortgage 
over and above the figures men­
tioned above.

Home Economics
Groups Plan for 
Achievement Day

Home economics extension 
groups throughout Michigan are 
now preparing for their annual 
Achievement Days at which time 
the results of their efforts of the 
past year will be displayed. Miss 
Rachel Markwell home demon­
stration agent leader at Michigan 
State college, reports that tiiesc 
programs are being held as near 
as possible to National Home 
Demonstration Week, Maj' 5 to 12.

There has been a 20-perccnt in­
crease in membership in home 
economics extension groups in 
Michigan in the past year, and In 
the nation more than three mil­
lion women are reached by home 
demonstration agents.

Plans are being formulated in 
Michigan to bring the work to an 
even larger number of women 
in all parts of the state. This state 
pioneered the employment of a 
home demonstration agent ex­
clusively for a largo city, and re­
sults of the Detroit, Grand Rapids 
and Flint projects indicate a great 
demand from women within the 
larger cities for extension groups.

“Today’s Home Builds Tomor­
row's World.’’ is the therpe for the 
National Home Demonstration 
Week.

be laid end to end they would 
form a solid string of shot 100 
miles long and would weigh over 
33 tons.

Daisy air rifle stocks are of na­
tural-finished hardwood and auto 
body steel of the same gauge that 
is used to make cars is used to 
form the barrel and other parts.

Originally the air rifles were 
nickel-plated. This was a slow 
and expensive process and the 
Daisy Company carried on exten­
sive experiments to find a faster, 
more economical way of doing it. 
The result of the e.xperiments is 
the blue steel barrel.

The barrels are dipped in a so­
lution of pure nitrate of soda 
heated to a thousand degrees. Ex­
treme caution is necessary in this 
process as the metal is apt to 
w'arp if dipped too suddenly.

On being removed the barrels 
are dipped in water heated to 400 
iegrees. Immersion in hot oil is 
the final step in the production of 
a shining, beautiful blue-finish 
and indestructible barrel.

The Daisy Manufacturing Com­
pany has made rifles for three 
generations. To further the com­
pany's good will the firm repairs 
guns free of charge unless they 
have obviously been misused.

Except for inventory the com­
pany has never been idle in its 60 
years of operation. During World 
War II the firm ceased to make 
air rifles and concentrated on the 
•production of dies and other war 
naterials.

Now that the war has ended, 
the company, whose present plant 
covers 200.000 square feet of floor 
space, is starting a building pro­
gram which will substantially in- 
rrease Us productive capacity.

Since the turn of the century 
the Daisy air rifle has gone 
through many changes. Favorites 
of the boys today arc the Daisy 
Carbines, the first air rifle in his­
tory to have the amazing light­
ning-loader, a. device which per­
mits loading a full tube of shot in 
exactly five seconds.

There also is the 1.000-shot Red 
Ryder Carbine, whose co-designer 
was Fred Harman. cowboy-artisU, 
who is the creator of the well- 
known comic strip. Red Ryder.

“We believe,” says Cass Hough, 
grandson of the founder and sales 
manager of the company, “that if 
a boy is trained to handle an air 
rifle properly, he learns self-con­
trol, and when he is old enough 
to use a firearm he will do it with 
safety to himself and others.”

they did five, ten or 15 years ago.

While scratching our heads, we 
have been watching the state col­
lect more in taxes than it ever 
dreamed of. They called a special 
session to find ways to spend it” 
he said.

“Some four years ago we start­
ed out to get some of this money 
back and we have had almost no 
success.

“If we pass a sales tax for the 
city of Detroit only that will 
create a trade barrier. The mer­
chant in Highland Park would 
be able to charge 16 cents for a 
can of beans while the merchant 
in Detroit would have to charge 
17 cents if we had that kind of a 
tax to help Detroit. (The mayor 
had reference to a city one cent 
sales tax similar to a New York 
City sales tax).

"We are not beginning to satis­
fy the needs of our constituents— 
and that must be done if we arc to 
keep our form of government.

“Up in Lansing during this la.st 
special session they played the 
school districts against the town­
ships and cities. The opponents 
kept local units of governments 
working against each other and 
that's why we didn't get anj*thing 
out of it,” he declared.

TB Tests To Be 
Made in Plymouth

Responding to  the appeal that 
“early diagnosis assures early re­
covery from tuberculosis,” 10,698 
residents of Wayne county have 
had free chest X-ray examination 
in the two months’ old survey 
conducted jointly by the Wayne 
County Health Department and 
the TB and Health Society.

At WaJ-ne city 1.400 individuals 
were examined by X-ray in the 
February 15-22 period. When the 
35mm. equipment was moved in­
to Dearborn, 6.40U persons—uduUs 
and students—took advantage of 
this ^'rvice. More recently 2,892 
residents of Inkster had the ex­
amination to prove themselves 
free trom  tuberculosis. It was in 
this survey tlwt a record average 
of 414 chest films per day was 
established.

While data is not complete, 
several cases of the disease have 
been discovered, and a dozen 
silicosis findings reported.

During the April 15-17 period 
the survey reached Romulus com- 
ipunily. .

There are more legal hunters 

in Michigan than any other state 
in the nation. Figures given out 
by the U. S. Fish &  Wildlife Ser­
vice Bureau not only reveal this 
fact, but also show that there was 
a large increase throughout the 
nation in the issuance of both 
hunting and fishing licenses last 
year.

Hunting licenses are up 695,643 
over 1943*44, while fishing licens­
es top those of the preceding year 
by 449.755. Totals are given as 
hunting licenses. 6,190,901: fishing 
licenses, 8,280,232. j

In the matter of revenue from 
license sales, the increase is $1,» 
965,100 for hunting licenses and 
$740,238 for fishing licenses. The 
1944-45 totals were: hunting 
license revenue $15,512,252; fish­
ing license revenue, $10,560^11.

Michigan led all states in the 
number of hunting license sales 
with 784,604. Pennsylvania was 
second with 607.096; New York 
third with 545,299: Ohio fourth 
with 523,040; Indiana fifth with 
398,903; Minnesota sixth with 
328,057; California seventh with 
319.410: Illinois eigthth with 390.- 
144; Wisconsin ninth with 289,478, 
and. Washington tenth with 287,- 
267.

The number of duck stamps 
sold during the 194AMS season 
totaled 1,487,029, the highest an­
nual figure on record to that 
lime.

It is estimated that the 1945-46 
total will reach 1,750,000.

Ground water levels in the Au 
Sable, Muskegon and Manistee 
river drainage aieas set a new 
March record in 1 1  years of re­
cording at 43 shallow wells main­
tained by the conservati^ de­
partment’s geological survey in 
cooperation with the U. S. geolo­
gical survey. The new high is .41 
feet above the av-erage spring 
high, which occurs often in May, 
rather than a full foot low’er, as 
it usually has been. The average 
change from March to April is a 
rise of .66 feet.

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Bahson Says - -
Baboon Discusses the U.N.

Babson Park, Mass., April 19.— 
I cannot understand why there is 
so much pessimism regarding the 
world in general. There is little 
justification for much of the fear 
which radio broadcasters are put­
ting out over the air.

Regarding The Veto 
Wc heard much talk thal^the 

new World Organization is to be 
a failure. All impartial evidence 
is to  the contrary. It is succeed­
ing wonderfully. The very fact 
that all the discussions are in the 
open for the entire world to hear 
is—of itself—a great forward step. 
It makes a bad impression to read 
of these U.N. squabbles; but it is 
vmuch better to have all discus­
sions "on top of the table.”

There is much criticism that 
any one of the five great powers 
pan veto measures: but this works 
to the advantage of the United 
States or England as well as to 
Russia. Besides there are so many 
good things which the U.N. can 
do, upon which they all are in 
agreement, they had belter forget 
other matters for the present. 
World peace will never be attain­
ed by mere majority votes. They 
must be unanimous to truly hold 
and succeed.

What About World War III? 
Of course, wars are not at an 

end. There will be more wars and 
there may be another World War; 
but there is nothing in sight to­
day which makes it probable. The 
Atom Bomb is more likely to in­
sure peace than to bring about 
war. This present talk about a 
war with Russia should stop. It is 
largely to help columnists sell 
their wares.

I believe 'we should give the 
Atom Secret to the U.N. The 
peace possibilities of atomic en­
ergy are so great, atomic studies 
should be encouraged by all na­
tions with the freest interchange 
of scientific knowledge. Nations 
never go to war when they are 
prosperous. Hence, 1 am an opti­
mist on world affairs.

Freedom of Speech 
We all should work for the Four 

Fr eedoms, ^  both internationally 
and domestically. We, however, 
can have freedom of speech in 
our own neighborhood without 
forcing ourselves into every 
home. A truly ‘ good neighbor” 
policy requires getting the good 
will and confidence of all who live 
on our street. This cannot be se­
cured by forcing ourselves into 
any home until we are invited.

“noisy,” yet jinternatibnal condi­
tions are safer today than ever 
before. The |u.N. Iwill succeed: 
the much deipised “veto power” 
may be an ^surance for peace. 
Let us first be tough with our own 
people and discipline them,—that 
i^ let us be tough and discipline 
ourselves,—as individuals. This 
will be the b?st sign of the much 
needed spirii ual awakening for 
which so mai|y of us are praying.

Noel Hover Now 
In Saipan Harbor

For Noel L. Hover, photogra­
phers’ mate second class, U.S. Na­
val reserve, of Plymouth, the last 
14 months aboard the gigantic 
aircraft carrier Antietam will be 
a chapter in his life never to be 
forgotten. During this period the 
youthful Hover has traveled a dis­
tance of 60,000 miles that has 
taken him a half world from 
home. His trip is nearly over 
though because he is scheduled to 
be sent back to the states some­
time next week for discharge. 
He is now in/ Saipan Harbor.

His home iii Plymouth is at 
1007 Roosevelt Ave.

Like other fighting ships that 
were built during the latter part 
of the war, the aircraft carrier 
Antietam was among those that' 
missed the fight by a scant few 
days. In fact, the planes of her 
air group were poised ready to 
strike Wake Island when the 
“cease fire” ordOr was given. 
However she was in on the grand 
finale, and with Hover serving 
aboard her, she was one of the 
first United Nations’ warships to 
epter the North China and Yellow 
Seas immediately after the Japa­
nese capitulation. For nearly two 
months the planes of the Antic- 
tarn covered the occupational 
forces that were continuously be­
ing landed at strategic points on 
the China, Manchurian and Ko­
rean coastline. Later she was 
sent to Tokyo Bay and the Philip­
pine Islands.

Hover, who i& 20 years old, en­
listed in the Navy 19 May 1943, 
under the V-12 program and pre­
liminary training at Middlebury 
(Vermont) College. After a short 
stay at New Port, Rhode Island, 
he was sent to Photographic 
School at Pensacola, Florida, 
where he remained for five 
months. This was followed by an­
other month’s training at Photo- 
Litho School in Washington, D.C. 
In August 1944, he was sent to the 
Fairchild Camera and Instrument 
Corp in New York, and later to 
the Eastman Kodak and Folmar 
Graflax Camera Repair Schools 
in Rochester, New York. He was 
then transferred to the Naval Air 
Station at Norfolk, Va., for train­
ing in advanced aerial photog­
raphy. In November 1944, he was 
assigned to the Antietam pre- 
commissioning detail at Philadel­
phia, and came aboard ship on 
commissioning day, 28 January, 
1945, at the Philadelphia Navy 
Yard. At present, his duties con­
sist of the many types of photo­
graphic work required on a car­
rier.

Prior to coming into the Navy. 
Hover was employed at the Plym­
outh Softwaler Service company. 
He graduated from the Plymouth 
High School in lp43. As for future 
p lan s^“Everything is still in­
definite.”
