A SCHEME THAT'S HIDING IN A DARK ALLEY.

SOME ONE OUGHT TO TELL ’EM.

The other day there came to the editor’s desk the annual
report of the Wayne County Road Commission. The report is
a good one and comprehensive, containing much information
every resident of Wayne county should possess.

But whoever it is that has charge of the report publica-
tion and year after year persists in using enamel paper on
which to print the road map of Wayne county, ought to be
told something by some one.

A road map, even of Wayne county, is used frequently
during the year and it should be printed on paper that will
stand constant* use for many months. A heavy enamel sheet
will crack and tear after being opened a half dozen times or so.
And it costs much more than the right kind of paper on which
maps should be printed.

Let’s try it next year and see what the results might be.

WOULD LICENSE ALL CATS.

One cf the readers of The Plymouth Mail the other morn-
ing witnessed a cat kill a song bird. She immediately called
the editor and wanted something done about cats in Plymouth
that kill hundreds of song birds every year.

“Why doesn’t the city license cats, just like dogs are
licensed.” If the city cannot license cals, why can’t some one
else do it?” she asked.

Yes, why can't cats be licensed? she declared.

Every one knows that the average cat kept in a city or
village preys on song birds from early spring until late fall. In
some neighborhoods in Plymouth there are no song birds at
all, the cats are so numerous.

The lady declared that she knew many homes in Plymouth
where bird houses have been erected in the yards but cats
owned in these households immediately destroy all the young
birds as soon as they leave their nests.

The idea of licensing cats, as this reader suggests, is some-
thing to think about—especially in some of these cities where
the officials claim to be*so hard up. Such a plan might save the
birds and help, too. to save the taxpayers, thinks the lady lover
of birds, i f

INCOME TAXES FOR CITIES.

Mayor Jeffries of Detroit wants more tax money for De-
troit. Some of the other cities think they need more money. In
fact nearly every public official thinks his office should have
more tax money to spend.

Over in Toledo the other day the taxpayers voted to im-
pose upon themselves an income tax for the benefit of the city.
The citizens of Philadelphia did so sometime ago.

In discussing this question, David Lawrence in a recent
issue of The United States News said:

Local income taxes emerge as a possible solution to the
problem of shrinking revenues in many U S. municipalities.
Pay-roll income tax systems ‘already have been established in
two cities, and the trend of the future might well be toward
triple taxation of incomes by federal. State and local govern-
ments,

Philadelphia has had an income tax since 1940. Toledo,
Ohio, now is instituting a similar system. Municipal-finance
planners thus are provided a basis for studying results of in-
come taxation in both large and middle-sized cities.

Thirty States have income tax laws. Some municipal lev-
ies may be added to those of the States, the collecting to be
done by State machinery. Others, like those of Philadelphia
and Toledo, are expected to be independent measures. Neither
Pennsylvania nor Ohio has a State income tax.

Philadelphia and Toledo collect a 1 per cent levy on the
gross earned income of individuals and on the net profits of
un-incorporated business and professions. The tax on wages
and salaries is withheld by the employer.

Trend toward this kind of tax planning is explained by
these factors:

Revenue yields run high. Philadelphia's tax pj-oduces $20,-
000.000 a year. Toledo’s is expected to produce ~3,000.000 to
$4,(X)0,000. Also, sined the tax is on earnings and spme types of
business and professional profits, it quickly reflecjts an upturn
in the business cycle. This is an advantage ovei] the general
property tax.

Commuters are hit as heavily as residents, “he pay-roll
deduction is flat. It applies to everybodyj”*id in the city, no
matter where he lives. The city thus is protected kgainst reve-
nue losses caused by the trend to suburban liviijg. This is a
growing problem under general property taxatij:>n. now the
source of 90 per cent of the average city’s tax revenue.

Money made elsewhere by residents is subject to the tax.
This means that a resident pays the tax no matfer where he
works. A resident's profits from an unincorpor®lted business
are taxed whether the business is located in the city or else-
where.

Ability to pay is the underlying principle, although some
experts insist that no income tax without exemptions and
without graduation of rates can claim to conform with this
principle.

Disadvantages also are apparent.

State opposition is likely where a State income tax already
is in effect. In most instances, cities must get consent from
State legislatures before imposing such a tax. and many State
tax amhorities resist superimposing of income taxation at
municipal levels. However, there is growing support for in-
creasing State income taxes and cutting cities in on this type
of revenue.

Bookkeeping by business firms becomes more complicated
as pay-roll-deduction items increase. However, this type of

Every emc knows that any-
thing Hi.rrv Robinson does is
new>—and just this ordinary

*vent in the life of any bu.siness
man. in the case of Harry Rob-
insou is mou than t»rdinary
New.s.

Its all because Mr. Robinson
is tied up so closely with cvery-
thin”®; about Plymouth. He’s been
in business here for much more
than half a century, you know,
and even that is newi'.

His move from the Penniman-
Allcn building to a new loca-
t'on at ?71 North Main fijroel is
tlu? second time he lias-.moved
off Penniman avenue.

Back in tlu® horse and buggy
days. Mr. Robinson tan a livery
Stable on the very .spot where
the Penniman miDn  th<atr(>
building now stands. |

The "pesky" automobile forc-
ed Harry to pul his livery stable
horse.- out to pa<ture some 30
or more ypars ago.

Now his second-|IK'ind furni-
ture .shop is going iup on Main
street-*-and Main sircct is just
.as much a part of Hany Robin-
son’s past as th(* (»d livery barn
site.

Old timers will remember back
in the old horse and buggy days
that Mr. Robinson operated a
bus lino between the depot artd
the Plymouth hotel, which stni>d
on South Main street near Ann
Arbor Trail.

He met evorv passenger train
that came irito town. He even
had the contract to take the mail
for Newburg residents out to
Nowburg. twice each week.

North Main street wasnt pav-
ed hack in those days, and in
the summer time when Harry
drove his old hack- annP the
street a cloud of dust that looked
like a dust storm was alwaﬁs
kicked up by his horses as he
speeded them back and forth to
the trains.

Wisconsin Ino\\ has in excess of 27,000 acres of land specifically
acquired for t|ie purpose of furnishing deer with food and shelter
during severe winter conditions that drive them into close Concen-
trations on such areas.

The neighboring conservation department announces that this
acreage has been purchased at a cost of $87,140.74, and average of
$3.21 per acre, unaer a law Passed by the legislature in 1943. The
law provides that 50 cents of each dollar derived from the sale of
deer tags be used for the purchase of deer yards and to provide win-
ter feed for deer. The special fund is divided equally between the
two functions.

The Wisconsin conservation department comments:

“It is obvious that one of the keys to the entire deer problem
lies in maintaining the maximum brousc in the winter concentration
areas. Public control will prevent further destruction of browse
values through clean cutting and wUIl be the foundation for intelli-
%ent yard management. Unless a proper balance Jjetween the deex

erd and the browse availablcdn the deer yards is maintained, the
population will eventually fall far below that desired by all parties
intcrc.stcd in deer either from the standpoint of hunting or recrea”
tion in general.”

Beautiful Kalamazoo, Now An Open Sewer.

There was a lime when fishing in the Kalamazoo river was
equal to the best in the land.

Now if you assert you can catch a fish in the Kalamazoo, they
say you are crazy, that you must be an escaped inmate from the big
place up on the western rkn of hills that'helps to form the vallej-
of the Kalamazoo.

They built a lot of papers
in Kalamazoo, in Plainwell and in Otsego. The stale winked and
blinked and permitted the papeimill companies to dump their refuse
in the pure waters of the Kalamazoo. Then over in Battle Creek,
up stream from Kalamazoo, the city did its bit to help along the
pollution of’one of Michigan’s most beautiful rivers.

The result?

The Kalamazoo river between Battle Creek and Saugatuck,
where it empties into Lake Michigan, is now nothing more than an
open sewer. It smells bad, it looks bad and any fish that can live
in the pollution is itself polluted.

More Debunking of Michigan Historic Lore.

Here’s more Michigan history that has been debunked by the
-debunker * of historic lore over at the University of Michigan.

British troops did not destroy public property before evacuating
Detroit in 179. according to F. Clever Bald, war historian of the
University'. He says the story is an example of the numerous myths
which distort Michigan history.

Bald indicates the Incorrect version of the Br*tish evacuation in
accordanci' with the terms of Jay’s Treaty first was published in
1839 and was repeated, with variations, by at least 10 writers in
subsequent years.

A “The myth has done a (gjreat deal of harm in keeping alive
American animosity towards Great Britain, ” Bald says. “The correct
account of the incident was published in 1915 but three histories
of Detroit published after that dale .repeat the fictitious story.”

One historian wrote that Detroit was vacated by the British
after the wells liad been filled with stones, windows broken, and the
gates of the fort locked.

General Wayne, commander of American troops taking over the
fort, reported it had been surrendered in “the most polite, friendly
and accommodating manner.” The General was so pleased with the
British attitude that he ordered, a ship's captain going to Mackinac
to transport British troops on the return trip, Bald says.

Another indication of friendly relations existing “ween the
British and Americans was the lend-leasing by the British of 20.000
pounds of pork for the American troops. Bald indicated. It was
stipulated that the Anhcricans would repay the loan in fresh beef
after the weather becatne cold enough for slaughtering.

“This early p*actioe of lend-lease, put into operation informally
by an agreement between British and American Army officers
without the necessity of an act of Congreiss, shows that courtesy and
cooperation marked the dealin%’\ of the British and Americafns,
instead of a spiteful attitude,” he said.

Big (?) News from- Conservation Department.

From the ear tag of an eight-year old doe killed by a train near
Hawks, up near Roget" City, conservation department game men
are reading added confirmation of the success of stocking the Moltke
swarlnp, j’nd evidence that their deer transplanting distances are
ample.

The doe with oar tag No. 2994 was one of 60 livetrapped from
a browsed-out starvation area in Fletcher, swamp, Aldpena county,
in March, 1939. Then a 60-pound fawn herself, she could have in the
next seasons (1940-1945) 1produced 11 fawns for the herd which has
furnished good hunting for local spe”tsmen. _

Livetrapping and transporting of these deer was experimental.
Deer seem unable to find such good food areas as Moltke swamp
for themselves, if the new areas are more than 10 or 15 miles from
“home.” Similarly, schite sort of “homing instinct” takes deer back
each winter to the place where they spent.their first yarding season,
regardless of its  lack, unless they are moved to “strange terri-
tory” at least 25 miles away.

Doe No. 2994 was transplanted 35 miles from the trapping point,
and died just eight miles from the point of release.

The idea is
crazy tl)at three men, unac-
quainted with an industry, can-
in four weeks or even four
months—get enough facts about
that jindustry to say whether
wages should be increased 5
cents cr 20 cents.

To add .to this bunkum, our
good president goes into a trance
and by palmistry or tea-leaf
reading, pulls 18*i cents out of
the blue sky and calls that “fact-
finding.” It has long been an old
joke that there are three Kkinds
of lies, namely,—“simple lies,
damned lies and statistics.” Well,
that joke should now be amend-
ed to include a fourth kind of
lies—the worst of all—namely,
“fact-finding.”

Wage Increases Cause InfUfion

However, as a result of this
bunkum we are now having
wages artificially fixed by one
fact-finding board, prices fixed
by another fact-finding board,
hours fixed by another fact-finding
board, dprofits fixed by another
fget finding board, and so on. All

these things are supposed to pre-
vent inflation. Yet, Congress is
now passing a minimum wage
bill which Is. the greatest infla-
tic(j)n-producing law’” ever conceiv-
ed.

All these things are done with-
out any regard for the nation's
welfare; but only to help Con-
Eressmen get re-elected. The
now in their hearts that all
these ‘fact-finding” boards and
the V\la?es-prices-profits legisla-
tion will lead to utter confusion
so that the entire structure will
fall as the Tower of Babel did
3.000 years ago. Yet, during these
3.000 years the same “fact-find-
ing” schemes have been tried by
many great nations such as Ba-
bylonia. Persia, Egypt, Greece,
Rome. Spain and finally France.
All were found unworkable and
given up.

Two Basic Laws

Now let me put readers right
on two fundamental economic
truths™ which are as sound and
unchangieable as the multiplica-
tion table. The first is that wages,
prices, profits, etc., will adjust
themselves if let alone; but will
cause unemployment if monkey-
ed with. They all are linked to-
gether like the wheels of a
watch.

The second is that the only
solution of everyone’s problem is
a proper mixture of work, edu-
cation and religion. These are
two facts which history has prov-
ed to be true but politicians hate
to admit.

We AU Must Work Harder

When we apply these two facts
to the present situation, the ans-
wer is this: The country can
stand the new Wa?e increases
okay if prices are allowed to find
their natural level under a truly
free competitive system with the
same laws applying to employers
and wage workers. |, however,
make this one proviso: AS WE
RETURN TO WORK. WHETH-
ER FROM THE ARMY OR
FROM STRIKES, WE ALL —
EMPLOYERS AND *‘WAGE
WORKERS — MUST DO SO
WITH A DETERMINATION TO
PRODUCE MORE AND BET-
TER PRODUCTS. UPON THIS,
ALL FACT - FINDING DE-
PENDS.

Of course, we cannot keep hik-
ing wages and prices indefinitely
without the balloon bursting. As
the collapse of the 19105 was
caused by the railroads getting
too powerful; as the collapse of
the "1930s was caused by the
utilities getting too powerful: so
the next collapse of the 1950
will be caused by labor unions
etting too powerful. Today, the
abor barons are Snaking the
same mistake as did the railroad
and utility barons years ago. But
