Plymouth, it appears, is a pret­
ty good stepping stone for city 
managers on w'hich to rise to 
higher places in their profession.

Now comes the announcement 
that City Manager Clarence El­
liott has accepted appointment 
as city manager of Jackson, and 
that he will assume his new posi­
tion on July 1. His appointment 
was made by the unanimous vote 
of the Jackson commission after 
a complete inquiry had been 
made of his work in this city.

He has been in Plymouth foi 
nearly 11 years, coming here 
from Oak Park, where he had 
served as city manager after act­
ing as assistant city manager of 
Pontiac for a number of years.

His selection was made from a 
field of 18 applications. His new 
position carries w*ith it a larger 
salary than he received in Plym* 
outh. Jackson is a city of more 
than 50,000 people and its muni­
cipal government administration 
has long been regarded as a pro­
gressive one.

Adolph ‘Koenig, who resigned 
as city manager at Jackson some­
time ago, served for a brief pe­
riod as city manager of Plym­
outh. His administration here 
preceded that of Perry Cooking- 
ham, who is now city manager 
of Kansas City.

Mr. Elliott states that he re­
grets leaving Plymouth, but feels 
that his new position offers him 
greater opportunities than he en­
joyed here. He expresses his ao- 
preciation to all of the citizens 
for their cooperation during hbi 
many years of service in this city:

Experts Coiping

*‘p. A. Boyer. Chief, Bureau of 
Plant Induslrv announced today 
thai the State Department of Ag­
riculture cooperalinj^ with local 
officials and the U. S.j Department 
of Agriculture. Bureiu of Ento­
mology and Plant Quarantine, 
will place a number of metal in­
sect traps in Plymouth during the 
next few days to obt lin informa- 
tiort on the occurrence and status 
of the Japanese becHe to aid in 
determining what c< ntrcl* meas­
ures might be -advisable.

\yc respectfully request resr- 
derits to cooperate by allowing 
the! traps to be placed on their 
projpcrtics for a period of about 

days. Traps function best when

soy beans, elm, linden, rose and 
hollyhock. Soon after emergence 
female beetles begin depositing 
eggs in the soil. After the eggs 
hatch, the grubs feed on rtHjt.*; of 
grasses and other vegetation, 
causing considerable damage  ̂ to 
turf in lawns and golf gree:is. 
The beetles overwinter as grubs 
in the ground.

W o rld  W ar I I  V eterahs A re Nf)t B eing Fooled.
Fear that veterans wduld be as giullible as the men who bought 

acres of northern Michig m's “golden muck” from slick promoters 
in the early 1920*s is disrppearing in the office of the conservation 
department's lands div’isic n. C. E. Millr.r, assistant cliief of the divi­
sion, declares returned-sei'vicemen arc jusf as well informed as any 
other buyers of state lim^s. .

Many a veteran retilini'd to civilian life with plans for resort 
development or a privati cabin in' northern Michigan, and several 
hundred inquiries and implications for ,state lands have been re­
ceived. In practically alf cases, however, the veterans knew what 
they wanted and knew there was little or no land fit for farming 
in the tax-abandoned acreage of the 47 northern counties, and not 
much suitable for resorts. Purchases have been realistic, and the 
anticipated probUm of vtlerans wanting “some cheap state land to 
start a farm on” just nyvi-r developed.

Veterans and others going into the resort business may, besides 
ci'.ccking, <Ui\v Ii*nd liilsj avail themselves of a pamphlet guide on 
lake front property cxjimination prepared by the department’s 
geolagipal survey. It lexdcws questions c>f .water level fluctuation, 
dam maintenance, drainage and other water problems that could 
ruin a resort investment if not properly investigated.

- A series of pellets of the long-eared owl collated at Rose Lake 
wildlife cxper;mcnt station contained only mouse, shrew and insect 
remains, indicating the almost wholly beneficial habits of this 
species. In 180 pellets there were parts of 102 individual mt^adow 
mice, which wildlife studies at the station have shown to be the 
most destructive animal on the farm.
