Adversity comes in ir^y'mg 
form to all men, but some men 
have the ability to turn mis­
fortune to advantage. James Rus­
sell Lowell wisely “Mishaps are 
like knives that either serve us 
or cut us as we grasp them by the 
blade or. the handle” The secret 
of winning in life is to get a 
6rm hold on the handle,

You may this very evenlng^be 
face to face with critical 
blems, or you may be be'anng 
heaivy burdens and responsi­
bilities and perhaps you are a 
bit discouraged, if not over­
whelmed. But ybu are not going 
to be defeated. Press deeper into 
your spirit and there you will 
nnd an indomitable, glorious 
contiuei-or nothing in this world 
can overcome. It is uttef folly to 
expect to achieve victory on the 
bdsis of your own strength. No 
Man, however resourceful, or 
Smart is a match for so great an 
adversary as a hostile world.

You cannot win over life by 
mere possessions.

The person with 
hate in his heart will gO down to 
defeat. We can win with LOVE 
and not with hate. Jesus said: 
“By this shall all men know ye 
are my disciples, if ye have love.”

find DISCIPLINE? Self control 
has not bfen characteristic of our

Seneratiop. Have we in this coun­
ty been a disciplined people? 
In our personal morals, in our 

respect fir law, in our family, in 
any regatd that you can think 
of have We been r. self-controlled 
people?

Jesus said that a loo», sprawl­
ing, meandering course never 
wfn^ but ;only the disciplined and 
dedicated; life.

The seejond thing we will have 
to do toJwin is: Take .time to 
live. A ptory is told of some 
Americante who were making 
their way through Africa. They 
had empipyed a group of natives 
at the seaport and had told them 
they were in a great hurry, as 
Americans usually are.

The first day they went with 
rapid progress through the jun­
gle. They continued the relent­
less pace the second day. The 
third morning, when they were 
hurriedly preparing for another 
day of rapid travel, they found 
the savages squatting under the 
trees and refusing toimove. When 
their bcwi^icrcd and helpless 
employers asked them why they 
would not start, they said simply 
‘We shall rest today to let our 

souls catch up with our bodies.” 
To day our interests betray 

the surface character of our be­
ing. We are interested in things 
but not in ideals, in methods 
rather than meanings. We win 
we must take lime to live. We 
must learn that the spiritual 
omes first..and is “Reality”.

Commander Burley pointed out 
that tile Veterans of Foreign Wars 
has greatly expanded its activi­
ties in the field of veteran wel­
fare and rehabilitation, and that 
further strengthening of the or­
ganization's * service program, is 
cel tain to come up for considera­
ble discussion during the state 
convention, sessions.

“It is significant that upyvdi'ds 
of 50 poK-cent of veterans having 
claims to be presented before the 
Veterans Administration are 
choosing the Veterans of Foreign 
Wiifs to represent them. This 
places a tremendous responsibili­
ty upon the V.F.W. post, members 
will go to the encampment de­
termined that nothing will be 
left undone to meet this responsi­
bility to the fullest.” he stated.

We are going to giveta lot of space this week to a letter from 
Harry D. Ruhl, direct<»r of the game division of the Michigan Con­
servation department, Ipertaining to the question of feeding Michi­
gan’s vast deer herds during long, hard winters.

Early in May some* comment was made in this column pertaining 
to the reported success of deer 'feeding in our neighboring state of 
Wisconsin. We suggested that Michigan might try the Wisconsin 
experiment if and when conditions justified it.

The hundreds of deer hunters in this locality will be interested 
in Mr. Ruhl’s letter. We are therefore devoting our entire “Michigan 
My Michigan’*)space this week to Mr. Ruhl’s discussion of the sub­
ject. It follows:

The Director and I were very much interested in your editorial 
of May 3, 1946, xegarding the Wisconsin program of purchasipg deer 
yards and fecsiuig deer, and he suggest^ I write you on the situ­
ation and its leissons for Michigan.

We have been interested ini following the situation in Wiscon­
sin and sent tho assistant chief o  ̂the Game'Division, J. H. Stephen^ 
.son, and I. H. Eiartlett, our deer investigator to Wisconsin during the 
past winter to> observe conditions there. These men visited the Wis­
consin projects, and talked intimately with the men in charge of 
those activities in the held.

Conditions differ considerably in the two states. Michigan 
started acquisition of deer yard lands years in advance of Wisconsin, 
using the $1.50 funds set aside from each deer license by the legis­
lature to finance such acquistions. In addition, considerable amounts 
of land valuable for deer have become state owned because of tax 
reversion.

For several years- Ihe local 
council realized its limitations in 
conducting a successful, Scouting 
program on the old Brady site. 
The minimum required camping 
space according to authorities, is 
at least one acre per p(;r.son. The

In all, over 3,000,000 acres ctf land in northern Michigan is now 
under state ownership, and about 25 percent of this, approximately 
750,000 acres, Is swamp land suitable for winter deer yarding. In 
addition) 68,000 acres of good deer yard land has been purchased 
and dedicated for this purpose outside of other state owned areas.

This makes something over 800,000 acres of deer yards under 
state ownership, as compared to Wisconsin’s 27,0.00 acres.

These deer yarding areas in Michigan are already under man­
agement designed to produce a maximum of deer food through cut- 
dings of browse on a rotation plan. We are convinced that mainte­
nance of our deer herd must depend upon natural food supplies dur­
ing winter periods, and this can be provided only through long 
range management browse groii/yig in the deer yarding areas and 
control of the deer herd itselfj

We-do not agree with the secondary scheme attempted by Wis­
consin, the artificial winter feeding program, and most of the men 
in the U. S. who have had experience with similar conditions are 
agreed on it.

Stephenson and Bartlett visited tlje areas where Wisconsin fed 
deer last winter, and were not impres^d with the results. Few deer 
v«?rd lost in the feeding areas, but few deer were lost in areas not 
fed either, and few deer were ilost in Michigan where no feeding 
at all was done. i

Many Wisconsin conservationists are skeptical of the artificial 
feeding program, including members of the Conservation Depart­
ment, such as, prof. Leopold of the University of Wisconsin, noted 
con.«ervation authority and a member of the Wisconsin Conservation 
Commission. Maybe you would , want to get his reaction direct and 
I think he would feel free to tel) you what he knows about it.

We feel that our deer progfam will stand comparison in every 
way with that of Wisconsin or qny other state except that the legis­
latures of many states have ajuthorized their State Conservation

O.P.A. the worst boner that they pulled is the recent curtailment 
of slaughtering to the 1944 quotas in order to combat the black 
mar cet. What they actually did is throw the gear in reverse in order 
to go ahead. They created the worst black market we have ever 
kno vn. The farmers, already provoked over the recent increase in 
pric i of animal feeding, are now tempted by the public to sell them 
qua ters of beef and sides of pork for as high as 35 cents per pound. 
Tho»e farmers who honestly believe that they ace not getting a 
5.qUi re deal in the present O.P.A. set-up, are or will sell meat direct 
to tlie public who are sick and tired of waiting in long lines In the 
marcets only to be told that a little luncheon meat or fish is all that 
thej can get. With tlie coming of summer and warm weather, the 
aninals will be slaughtered on the farms under unsanitary condi­
tion; and unexperienced superv’ision. The hides that are so badly 
nee< ed because of the leather shortage and a big percentage of the 
editle offal will be buried in the ground to conceal the evidence, 
eveii portions of the animal will go to waste because of the inade­
quate facilities of storing and keeping the meat. In short, one family 
will be over fed and wasteful, while many will still line up in front 
of empty counters.

“Since this recent O.P.A. created shortage, it is impossible to 
buy] poultry for slaughtering direct from the farmers, as they are 
offefed for sale for ‘breeding purposes.’ oftly at $4.00 or even as high 
as $5.00 pci head. The public and Especially the farmers have lost 
all laitji and respect in the O.P.A. and delight in disobeying their 
impractical rules and regulations such as, the ceiling price onj^ducks, 
live|36c and dressed 37c per pound, which means at least a l^c loss, 
piusj the labor of dressing, on a 6 pound duck.

!“Now for the merchants side of the same story, Mrs. Smith a 
good steady customer for years was alone with her husband &n 1944 
and I used very litle meat. Now she comes with the good neWs that 
her Bon or both of her boys are out of service and home, they are a 
littl^ thin and she wants'to give them a real meal like only mother 
can prepare. As a faithful merchant and a father, whose son is m 
service 1 fully understand how she feels, but I have to say to her, 
*Sonry Mrs. Smith, but I am getting even less meat now than I did 
vy’hep your boys were in service and were fed by the government, 
youtll just have to wait until the O.P.A. allows me more meat.’ Now, 
my -dear Senator, how long can l; and others facing the same situa­
tion. keep on disappointing the public and especially the returned 
vet^l'ans and their families? Is the O.P.A. holding down the cost of 
living or are the the creators and breeders of racketeering, ill-will 
and! idisapp>ointments? Have we really lost all confidence in Ameri­
can enterprise and the leaders of our essential industries? Aren’t 
they, the same men we called upon in the hour of darkness and 
distress for a maximum of vital production and didn’t they come 
thrpqgh in the good old American style. Is it good sound practice 
or fair sportsmanship to tie a ball players legs and ask him to hit a 
home run?

“As an alien during the first World War, I offered my life by 
cnli^ing in the U. S. armed forces.

Sees All Great 
Lakes From Air

When some one from Plymouth 
flies an airplane, it’s not news, 
but the other day one of the city’s 
young men, while flying back 
from an Upper Peninsula fishing 
trip, saw something which not 
very many pthers have had the 
good fortune to view . . . and this 
includes pilots, passengers and 
even air force men who did a 
good deal of flying in all parts 
of the world during the war.

“I love to fly,” declared Don 
Lighttoot, 337 Joy street, “but 
last Sunday afternoon I had an 
opportunity to appreciate flying 
even more."

This statement brought to light 
the fact that Lightfoot had seen 
a panoramic view of the entire 
state of Michigan, the Great 
Lakes and parts of Canada, 111., 
and Ohio. And all of this from 
one place as he circled over the 
Straits from an altitude of about 
3500 feet.

“One can't imagine the thrill 
of seeing Michigan. . . .  ail of 
it. . . from the ah-. It was tiie 
most beautiful flying weather, 
with best visibilily, I have ever 
experienced,’* he said.

Lightfoot, flying the plane, and 
a passenger, Thor Maish, from 
Ypsilanti, look off from Hartscll 
airport, just east of the city, 
Decoration Day morning, head­
ing for Munising, up in Northern 
Michigan.

“The weather wasn’t so good 
on the way up,” the Plymouth 
pilot stated, “but we arri^ved in 
plenty Of lime to go fishing that 
afternoon in Lake Superior.” 

They visited Marsh’s parents 
who live on a small lake up 
there, and before tfcey headed 
their little plane back Sunday 
had fished in the big lake for 
lake Trout and in streams around 
there for Brooks, Browns and in 
the little lake for pan fish.

“Also, we had time for a little 
trolling Sunday morning before 
we started back,” he said. “But 
it wasn't until we had crossed 
the Straits that I noticed the 
wonderful visibility.”

“We were cruising along at 
about 2500 feet and I looked out 
ahead and saw a. big city, and 
at first I couldn’t believe it was 
Detroit. But it was and we were 
200 miles from it.”

It was then Lightfoot recalled 
that he circled and gained alti­
tude up to 3500 feet. From there 
he, could see the ships on the 
Lakes Superior, Michigan. Erie, 
Ontario and Huron; pick out all 
the islands in Saginaw Bay; see 
Detroit very plainly and also 
Toledo, Cleveland and Chicago,.

Lightfoot has lived in Plymouth 
most of his life, is associated with 
the Plymouth Lumber and Coal 
company and is a member of the 
Junior Chamber of Commerce, 
having served for the last year 
as chairman of its Aviation com­
mittee.

Favorite Bread Racipe
1 cupful milk, scalded
1 cupful water, boiling
6 cupsful flour, sifted
3 teaspoonsful lard
3 teaspoonsful butter
2 tablespoons sugar
2*/̂  teaspoonsful salt
^  yeast cake, dissolved in Va 

cup of lukewarm water.
Put lard; butter, sugar and salt 

in a large bowl and pour on the 
boiling water and scalded milk.

When the mixture is lukewarm 
add dissolved yeast cake and five 
cups of flour.

Stir until thoroughly mixed. 
Add the remaining cup of flour, 
mix and turn on floured board, 
leaving bowl clean.

Knead the ingredients until 
mixture is smooth and elastic to 
the touch and bubbles may be 
seen under the surface.

Return to bowl and cover with 
a clean toweL Let rise overnight 
in a temperature of 65 degrees.

In the morning cut down, cut­
ting through and turning over 
dough several times, with a case 
knife.

Toss on slightly floured board, 
knead, shape into loaves and 
place in greased pans nearly half 
full. Cover, let rise again until 
double in bulk, and bake in a hot 
oven for first 10 minutes, then 
bake 45 minutes in moderate 
oven or until bread leaves the 
sides of the pans. Rub the top 
with a little butter about 10 min­
utes before taking from oven. 
This makes 3 nice loaves and 
may be baked in 5 hours by us­
ing a whole yeast cake instead 
of the cake.

Quick Bread
2 quarts of flour
1 cup milk scalded then cooled
1 cup hot water
1 cake yeast
1 tablespoon salt
2 tablespoons sugar
1 tablespoon lard
Put milk and water in big 

mixing bowl. Leave some out to 
soak yeast. Mix sugar, salt and 
lard into bowl wit|h liquid. Add 
yeast. Add enough flour to make 
stiff dough. Put on floured board 
and knead, and add more flour 
until dough is quite stiff and not 
stidey. Put in greased bowl and 
let raise in warm place until 
double in bulk. Th^n punch down 
an4 let rise again. iHinch down 
and put into loaves.

Let rise again and bake at 450 
degrees about 10 minutes then 
350 degrees for about 45 min­
utes longer.

Bread in Four Hours
1 can evaporated milk (dilute 

with water to make one quart 
liquid)

1 tablespoon salt
2 tablspoons sugar
1 heaping tablespoon butter or 

oleo
1 heaping tables]x>on commer­

cial shortening
2 eggs, well beaten
2 yeast cakes softened in ^  

cun warm water.
Heat milk, being careful not to 

scald. Place butter and shorten­
ing in large bowl with salt and 
sugar. Pour hot milk onto it. Dis­
solve yeast cakes and whip the 
eggs while the hot milk melts the 
fat and cools slightly. Then add 
the yeast and enough flour to 
make a soft “ploppy” batter. The 
flour may be whipped in with an 
egg beater. You cannot beat it 
too much. Cover and let stand in 
a warm place (no draft) for 30 
minutes, or imtil it rises about 
double its original amount. Stir 
down and add flour until thick 
enough to knead. Put on floured 
board and knead until it does not 
stick to hands. Be careful not to 
add too much flour or bread will 
not be light.

dowm and shape into loaves. 
Brush over top with melted but- 1 
ter and let rise in well-greased ; 
bread pans. Should be ready to ! 
bake in about 40 to 45 minutes. 
Bake at 425 degrees for 15 min­
uses. Turn back heat to 350 de­
grees for remaining 30 minutes. 
When bread is done it should be 
uniformly brown on top and bot­
tom and lift from pan without 
sticking. The entire process 
should take four hours.

For interestinji variety, take 
one-fourth of dough and knead in 
floured currants or raisins. When 
putting in pan to rise, brush over 
with butter and sprinkle with 
cinnamon and sugar. Let risc’and 
bake at 400 degrees for 20 min­
utes for good coffee cake.

You can use part of this dough- 
and place part in ice box, cov­
ered tightly, and iise in ice box 
roils and the like, if you wish. 
This bread sponge makes excel­
lent party rolls or any sweetened 
bread you wish. As bread, it 
keeps moist ail week.

Voters Pass On 
All Three Issues

Voters of the Livonia Township 
School District voted favorably 
Thursday aifternoon and evening 
on all three issues that were up 
before the electorate for their 
approval or disapproval. <

Over 1200 voters cast ballots 
at-the polls from 1:00 p.m. to 
8:00 p.m. at the Livonia Center 
Jr. High School. This represents 
about 25 percent of the eligible 
voters in the Township and is a 
very fine tqrn out in that more 
ballots were cast at this flection 
than at at any other e l^ lo n  in 
Livonia for many years.

1204 votes were cast on the 
first issue: Shall the Board estab­
lish a'high school in the Livonia 
Township School District. There 
were 1007 yes votes. 194 no and 
three were destroyed. For issue 
number two: Shall the Liv'onia 
Township School District borrow 
the sum of $215,000 and- issue 
bonds, there were 1146 votes with 
907 yes, 281 no and 9 destroyed.. 
There were 1146 ballots cast on

issue number three: Increasing 
the millage to 2.7 percent for a 
period of rive years. This was the 
most important of the three is­
sues in that this one had to pass 
in order to build the new high 
school. There were 923 yes, 220 
no and 3 destroyed ballots. A 
twodhird majority vote was re­
quired.

Much credit for the fine turn 
out is due the Livonia Woman’s 
Club who did a fine job of can- 
vasing the Township notifying 
everyone concerning the election 
June 6, the various P.T.A.’s for 
their cooperation in getting the 
facts and information out to the 
parents, the Rotary Club for the 
publicity they put out and to the 
art classes and their teachers for 
the many and fine posters that 
were distributed throughout the 
entire Township in all the places 
of business.

The Board of Education wishes 
to take this opportunity to thank 
the Woman’s Club, Rotary Clubi 
P.T.A.s and all civic and social 
organizations as well as individ­
uals for their combined efforts 
and assistance in furnishing 
transporlatipn and publicity. This 
no doubt played an important 
part in the passage of the three 
measures up for vote.

TAX PAYING ELECTOR: Tliis mdividual may vote on any 
and all issues, including the '^ # e c t Expenditure of Public 
Money" and the "Issuing of School Bonds".

T h e  q u a l i f i c a t i o n s  a r e :
(1) Citizen of the United States.
(2) Twenty-one years of age.
(3) Resident of the state of Michigan for six months and 

the school district 20 days prior to any special or reg­
ular election.

:(4) Must be the owner of property assessed for school 
taxes within the district or the lowful husband or wife

A Message To 
Onr Cnstomers

■Government restrictions upon flour are to be continued 
for another year. Starting July 1st. flour mills can produce 
each month for domestic use not more than 85% of the amount 
of flour which they delivered in the same month of 1945. 
This means that we cannot hope to receive more than 85% of 
the flour we used last year .. . and we may get less. Since 
we cannot make baked goods without flour, we are forced 
to cut our production accordingly.

We are doing our best to cooperate in the food conservation 
program and we are trying to eliminate all waste in addition 
to cutting down our production. At the same time we are 
trying to supply you with a reasonable quantity of baked 
goods. We are willing, as we are sure that you are, to curtail 
our use of flour and fats as long as these foods go to feed 
starving people abroad. But we do not believe that emergen­
cies should be used to put through control measures which 
will be continued long after the emergency has passed; and 
we are afraid that in the present instance that is what is 
b^ing done. We are going to watch the situation carefully and 
ask our Congressmen and Senators to watch it too. If you will 
also write down to Washington occasionally and ask for the 
true facts on the food situation, it may help us get back sooner 
to the American way of life.

PETROLEUM STOCKS: Al­
though these stocks have been be­
hind the rest of the market, they 
may be one of the be^ purchas­
es. Readers, however, should buy 
the stocks of companies having 
large oil reserves rather than the 
stocks of the distributing com­
panies.
, PUBLIC UTILITY STOCKS: 

These are destined for public 
ownership. This means that 
stockholders will be compelled to 
turn in their securities for cash 
at a time when cash may not be 
worth much.

RAILROAD E Q U IP M E N T  
STOCKS: The railroads are in 
great need of new equipment of 
all kinds from spikes to locomo­
tives. It seems as if such com­
panies should do well for the next 
few years.

RUBBER STOCKS: The rubber 
industry has completed its re­
conversion -problems and earn­
ings for the next two or three 
years should be satisfactory. 
Furthermore, the existence of 
large synthetic plants should, 
make the industry more stable I 
than in the past.

STEEL STOCKS: This country 
cannot enjoy prosperity without 
the steel industry benefiting 
therefrom. Therefore, the invest­
ments in the better-grade steel 
stocks appear justified. Steel 
plants, however, may especially 
be subject to bombing in the next 
war. I

TOBACCO STOCKS: The to- 1 
bacco stocks have many things in i 
their favor but, of course, are 
much affected by taxation. I

TRANSPORTATION STOCKS:! 
Every month the railroads a re ' 
showing declining earnings com­
pared with the same months of 
previous years. I don’t like this 
trend. Bus comoanies, both in­
terstate and local, continue to do 
well.

GOVERNMENT BONDS: Ev­
eryone should have enough cash 
or government bonds on hand as 
a good reserve for emergencies 
or market breaks and to pay 
estate taxes upon death: but oth­
erwise I see little advantage in 
governments or “cash in the 
bank” at this time. This is es­
pecially true of those who are in 
high income tax brackets. It is 
very clear to me that unless the

world has a spiritual awakening 
we are headed for another world 
war which would bring tremen­
dous destruction to the United 
States. The net result of this 
could be the printing of currency 
'to pay up all, or most, of the 
federal debt. Bondholders would 
get their money; but it wouldn’t 
have much of any purchasing 
power.

MUNICIPAL BONDS: Most 
municipal bonds should be as safe 
as government'bonds and, at the 
present time, are non-taxable; 
but. of course, are selling at a 
very low yield. The long-term 
issues will be paid when due; but 
may be paid in money which 
will not buy much. This also ap­
plies to man^ other investments 
founded upon debt and distant 
future payment to be received 
from life insurance companies.

CORPORATION BONDS: The 
only corporation bonds that look 
good to me are those selling at a 
high yield,.or due within a reas­
onably short period of time; or 
which are convertible into stock 
on some attractive basis. Holders 
of long-term, low-interest rate 
bonds are headed for a severe 
licking in my humble judgment. 
Insist that your corporation bonds 
pay 5 percent.

STOCKS: I continue to believe 
that-^ell-selected stocks are the 
best investment at the present 
time (both for safety and yield). 
Furthermore, as investors look 
into the situation, carefully and 
impartially, they will come to 
similar conclusions. As the sup­
ply of good stocks is distinctly 
limited, this means that they 
should sell for higher prices than 
at present. I believe that the 
slocks of certain companies that 
yield only 3 percent may be saf­
er over ithe longer term than the 
bonds of the same companies.

CONCLUSION: Of course,
much care should be exercised in 
soliciting both industries and 
individual companies. Do not in­
vest too much of your funds in 
companies that have most of their 
assets in large cities—especially 
large coastal cities. The safest 
stocks are among those of com­
panies that have tHcir assets dis­
tributed throughout the nation, 
especially in small communities.
