Soon the day will come when these decent people are going
to say it’s time to call a halt—it*s time ~to end this mess the
W ashington administration and its mobs have gotten the
country in — and when that day comes,*what a-reckoning there
will*be!

Folks would like to
know where those black markets are located. The present situa-
tion is due entirely to the efforts of a group of c/ficials down
in Washington who seek to make these United *"States another
Soviet Union.

Plymouth Orders
Modern Sewer
Cleaning Outfit

The Plymouth city commission
this week approved the purchase
of sewer cleaning equipment in
the amount of $800.

City
explained the use of the equip-
ment and told the commission it

would save the city hundreds ofj

man hours and eliminate, in most
cases, digging up streets lo get
at_clogged linos. ]
The new equipment consists of
a certain number of lengths of
flexible steel cable. It can be

securely locked together to form
a single piece of any desired
length.

(Jn the end is fastened a large
auger, brush, rubber sand cup or
any type ot cleaning tool. The
caole ISthen steered into the sew-
er through a- conduit from the
surface into a .catchbasin.

Next a powerful motor is at-
tached. The motor is geared for
varying speeds. It revolves the
cable forcing the cleaning tool
througl\ the sewer. Lengths of
cable can be attached as needed.

As much as 500 feel of sewer
can be _thorou%hly cleaned from
one point with this equipment.
Three mcn"onIX are needed and
no digging or I*ocking of streets
is necessalr:}/. Vo

Many lymouthies saw the
equipment in action when it was
being demonstrated here last
week, Mr. Ch”ek said. He re-
ported too that he was impress-
ed favorably with the equipment
and felt certain: the money would
be well spent and would save the
City considerable expense.

Mr. Check said the eguipment
could be used to cut and remove
tree roots of any size without
damaging the tile. Sand can be
pulled from the sewers with the
outfit and lime and iron rust
cleaned off by the use of brushes.

There is no limit to the amount
of special tools that can be at-
tached to the flexible cable for
use in the sewers. Right now Mr.
Check is purchasing only the
mo.st urgently needed atlach-

J

ment.s.
m When and ifi needed other at-
tachments will be added, Mr.

Check said. Additional lengths of
the cable also can be obtained. If
the job is not too I_ardqe, the opera-
tions can bo carried on by hand
using only, two men supplied with
special ratchet wrenches.

To Register Plan

Arnold “augen conservationist
at Micdiigan State college advises
that farmers w!*o desire to re-
gister their Williamston plan
hunting cooperatives should send
.n applications at once, .applica-
tions may be sent to the Depart-
ment of Corservation, Lansing,
orto Haugen in the department of
Xjnservation *t Michigan State
cc’legc.

To Qualify for state coopera-
tion, each WiKiamstoh plan club
must iriclude not le” than one
section of land or more than 10,-
000 acres . 'The plan takes its
name from the orminal f|lan
formed in Williamston township
in Ingham county nearly 20 years
:go. Farmers in the plan require
hunters to leave their cars park-
ed in a memberjs yard. The hunt-
ers then receive a permit tag
which entitles them to hunt on
that farm and adjoining cooper-
aive land. Each farmer has a
limited number of tickets to is-
sue. This makes the number of
hunters at any time within rea-
son of the space and game in the
area.

Last year 40 clubs with a total
of 168592 acres in 19 counties
operated in Michigan.

The Michigan conservation de-
partment has«coo,perated with the
plan for the past ten years and
bo'lieves it to be a succes-sful pro-
tection for the foi-mor and a
benefit both to the hunter and to
the protection of game.

The conservation department
furnishes signs which indicate to
hunters that hunting is by per-
mission only. Permit from one
farmer allows hunting on adjoin-
inf farms belonging to the same
cooperative.

Hou%hton lake is a popular fishing place for large numbers of
Plymouth and other resid”ts in this part of Michigan. One seldom
fails to get a good catch of pike or perch.

And one s*dom fails to catch a fish that he thinks is the biggest
fish in the whole lake—only to get it up to the boat and find that it
is a “lawyer.” A “lawyer” is also known as burbot or ling. It’s a
tough fighter—but it makes a fisherman mad when he catches one
of them because the belief prevails in Michigan that they are not
good to eat.

Ezra Rouiner has probably cauaht more of them than any other
fisherman in the state—and he thinks they are the pest of the world,
even though they do come out of his favorite fishing hole up in
Hou?hton ake. ) _

-Apare to change your minds. A “lawyer” is good to eat. In
fact it is regarded as one of the best tasting fish that comes out of
the lakes of Michigan. Its flesh is flaky and resembles that of
ocean cod in appearance, flavor and texture. It is surprisingly free
of bones and low in oil arid relished by persons desiring a high pro-
tein food that is low in fats.

That’s what experts at Michigan State College say about it. In
fact if write to the A”icultural Experiment Station, Michigan
State College at East Larising, they will send you a colored folder
showing 20 different ways to serve a "lawyer.” This station is oper-
ated by the college in cojoperation with the Michigan Conservation
Department. |

Not all scientists are engaged in atomic research or ways to cook

fish—some of them are concerned with dishwashing.
I Located at the University of Michigan, the National Sanitation
iFoundiation is seekit*g to determine some of the essential factors in
sanitary dishwashing, whether it be by machine or by hand, in the
home Kitchen, or hotels, restaurants End other eating places.

The research is concerned with determining the time arid tem-
perature necessary to eliminate all public health hazards from eat-
Ing utensils, the mechanics of washing and rinsing, how effectively
a cleansing agent will remove soil from utensils under actual work-
ing conditions and the possibilities of “cold sterilization” of utensils.

The non-profit Michigan incorporated foundation hopes result™)
of its studies may help to unify dishwashing codes throughout the
country and aid manufacturers in developing more efficient dish-
washing machines.

The code of the U. S. Public Health Service recommends a rinse
period of two minutes at 170 degrees Fahrenheit for hand washing
of utensils but many communities and even states deviate markedly
from this requirement. Dr. Henry F. Vaughan, dean of the Univer-
sity's School gf Public Health and Foundation president, says.

Ten dishwashing machines are being tested in the Foundation’
investigation of time and temperature dishwashing standards being
icarried out at Michigan State CoIIe?e under the direction of Dr.
W. L. Mallmann, Montana State College is doing research on the
best way to rate cleansing agents.

Research on “cold sterilization” of utensils is under the direc-
tion of Dr. Thomas Francis, Jr., head of the Department of Epi-
demiology at the University of Michigan. By this method, utensils
are cleaned by rinsing in chemically treated water at a tempera-
ture lower than 170 degrees.

Another important j*ase of the many-sided study is an effort
to determine the effects of the various cleansing agents on the skin
of the dishwasher and on the patron who uses the utensils which
may contain traces of the agent used. )

‘The purpose of the Foundation is as broad as the whole field
of sanitation, ” Dr. Vaughan says. "It is an organization supported
by gifts, grants and bequests, where public health workers, indus-
try and business combine their efforts to solve common problems,
while the problems are extremely varied the solutions have a single
gtt)j?ctive: the improvement of environmental health in the United

ates.”

There will be no increase in prices of the seedling pines avail-
able for reforestation plantings this fall, but top limit of 1000 has
been placed on all orders the Conservation department’s forestry
division reported today.

Suspension of nursery %Ianting during wartime accounts for the
current shortage of stock. The 4,000 seedling? limit, designed to spread
the limited supply as far as possible, applies to cash customers —
industries and private persons—as well as to pubfic agencies author-
ized to obtain stock free.

A further limit of 1,500 for any single species—white, red or
jack pine—is expected to encourage planting of mixed stands which
arc more resistant to tree diseases and unusual weather conditions.

Three-year old white and red pine seedlings are selling at $3 a
thousand, two-and three-year old jack pine seedlings are $2 and
$2.50, and four-year old red pine transplants are $10 a thousand.
No orders are accepted for less than 590 trees, or less than 100 in
any one class.

Orders are being accepted now. but only on special application
blanks obtained from the forestry division’s Lansing otlice. De-
liveries usually begin about September 15, after the first hard frosts
at the nursery.

Farmers catching up on tree planting postponed during the war
helped set a seedling shipment record in the spring of more than
5,000,000 trees in 2,000 separate Orders.

Three pressing local fisheries ﬂroplems will be subjects of side
conferences among lake states fisheries men concerned when the
American Fisheries society and the International Association of Fish
and Game Commissioners meet in St. Paul this week.

The value of artificial propagation of lake trout will be thresh-
ed out among men from states bordering on Lake Michigan and the
U. S. Fish and Wildlife service. A thiid annual planting of fin-clip-
ped lake trout fingerlings is to be nuide in Lake Michigan next
month, and a reward of $2 has been posted for recovery of fin-
clipped specimens.

All lake states fisheries men are concerned about practical and
economical ways of combating the lamprey eel. a parasite of lake
trouw nd other food fishes that has fp*own to damaging abundance.

Presidents of both societies are Michigan men: P. J. Hoffmaster,
director of the Michigan conservation apartment, heads the asso-
ciation of Fish and Game commissioners; and John Van Oosten of
the Fish and Wildlife service office in Ann Arbor heads the fisher-
ies society.

Changed by C.P.A.

Telephone  subscribers  who
move to a new location in the
same exchange are now placed
In the first order of preference
for restoration) of their telephone
service, the Michigan Bell Tele-
r*hone Com'pany announced to-
day.

Formerly, residential cust<Hncrs
who mov” from one address to
another were placed in group
six of the Civilian Production
Administration’s priority system
governing teflephono service.

The amendment by CPA of its
U-2 priority order grants add'i-
tional preference for approximate-
ly 1,500 families on the Tele-
phone Company’s waiting list.
There are approximately 90,000
applicants throughout Michigan
Bell territory now waiting for
service. This figure includes 200
in this exchange.

J. R. Saxton, manager for the
company, said the job of review-
ing all its held orders has been
completed. Those that are affect-
ed by the new order have been-
mev”™ up,

“A group one priority will not
of itself insure telephone service,”
Mr. Saxton said. “Most of our
orders ore delayed because of a
shortage of telcp’hone cable. A
priority does not make any more
cable available. It does, how'over,
give group one applicants first
opportunity for facilities as they
are released by customers dis-
continuing service.”

The CPA priority schedule, as
revised, follows: (1) Telephone
essei>tial to government, public
health and welfare;, and custom-
ers moving within the same cen-
tral office area, (2) business
cufitomers moving to an adjacent
exchange, or to a different cen>
tral office area within the same
exchange: (3) new business ser-
vice for_returned veterans; (4)
all other new or additional busi-
ness service; (5) temporaiy resi-
dence service for serious illness
and disability case; (6) resi-
dence customers moving to an
adjacent exchange, or to a dif-
ferent central office area within
the same exchange; (7) residence
service essential to military pro-

duction, reconversion, employ-
ment and food production; (8)
residence service for returned

veterans and wives of service-
men; (9) all other applications
for main residence service; (10)
residence extension telephones.
Mr. Saxton declared that with-
in each of these groups, as facili-
ties become available, Michigan

Bell will continue to installl ser-

vice first to those who have wait-
ed longest.

MARKET AVERAGES
If jwd compare certain stocks
priccjwide and percentagewise
witth'tht Dow-Jones Averages in
1932, in 1937. the war years and
now, we have some insight as to
what action to IEpcpect from their
future pcrfwm”nces. As | ex-
plained last week, the Indxjstrials
sold at the depression low of 4L
the Rails at 13, and the Utilities
mi 16. They rose to peaks in 1937
with a dhatp decline and a lesser
recovery in 1938. The market
then, remained stagnant with a
down-hill trend until Pearl Har-

bor Day, December 7, 1941

Since 1942 tne market has been
rising with intermediate declines.
On May 29, 1946, the Aver, attain-
ed a high of 212 for the Indus-
trials and 43 for the Utilities, fol-
lowed on June 13th by a new
high for tihe Rails of 68. This has
been followed by a severe drop
of some 45 points for the Indus-
triab and proportionate amounts
for the Rails. Though the Aver-
ages dedline even fiH*ther, there
may stiU be promising buys be-
low general market averages.

COMPARISONS

To con”>are two prominent
stocks which percentagewise
dropped well below the Averages,
let us hrst take, as an example,
COMMERCIAL SOLVENTS. In
1932 it reached a low of 3~. It
rose to a peak in 1937 and had by
1942 settled back to a low of 7T8.
Its next ipieak of 324 came in
May of this year in a period when
the Averages were at their highest
in fifteen years. The Averages at
the recent low have declined only
21 percent from the May highs
while COMMERCIAL SOL-
VENTS, which 1| still believe to
be good, has fallen off about
37 percent. The Averages are yet
well above COMMERICAL SOL-
VENTS.

MONTGOMERY WARD is a
stock | believe is good, which has
shown a decided decline far be-
low that ctf the Averages, due in
great part to the issue of rights.
In 1932 MONTGOMERY WARD
declined to 3*i. It reached a high
of 69 in 1937. It again receded in
1942 to a low of 23", whidY was e
decline of 66 percent compared
to pnliy 52 percent for the Dow-
Jor” Industrial Averages. Along
wit® the rest of the market the
pri®c of this stock progressed
duiimg the war. In May, 1946.
MONTGOMERY WARD reached
a peak of 104V4.
