A few  days ago th e re  w as .an  address delivered in P hila- i 
delphia by th e  p residen t. Boy T . B arnard , of th e  N ational A s - ; 
sociation  of R eal E s ta te  B oards. H e asked the  q u e s tio n ; "*I$ j 
real esitate being socialized?*’ H e answ ered  his ow n question  
by say ing  th a t it is.

W h a t he said, in part, is w ell w orth  th ink ing  abou t—and 
w ell w orth  doing som ething  about. In  p a rt he s a id :

“Coal m ines, ra ilroads, or real esta te  holdings of a nation  
do no t pass from  p rivate  to  public ow nersh ip  overn igh t. Lika^ 
a ll tru ly  rad ical changes, th ey  take  place step  by step. Social­
ization  of real e sta te  is under w ay in th e  U nited  S tates. A lready 
th e  b iggest real e sta te  holder is the  federal governm ent. I t  
ow ns a fou rth  of our to ta l land a re a ; 72 per cent of the  S ta te  
of U ta h ; 73 per cen t of A rizona ; 87 per cent of N evada. T he  
governm ent is th e  landlord  of industries, m ines, houses, sh ip ­
yards. hotels, g raz ing  areas, and pow er sites all ever the  na­
tion . to  say  no th ing  of its  vast a reas in parks, conservation  
lands, and recrea tion  sites.

“A ll of th is  p ro p erty  is off local tax  rolls. T h a t gives it a 
parasitic  s ta tu s  in th e  tax  schem e, w hich underm ines privately  
ow ned p ro p erty  th a t m ust b^ar the  ex tra  share  of su p p o rt for 
local public services.

“ Peace-tim e re n t con tro l and  O P A  curta ilm en t of basic 
p roperty  ow nersh ip  rig h ts  m ove residen tial p roperty  closer to 
a socialized sta tu s. H ig h e r p ro p erty  taxes, pred icted  for the  
n ex t few  years, coupled v i th  a freezing  of p roperty  incom e at 
th e  level of a dead-and-gone price era. ca rry  th e  th rea t of 
w holesale confiscation.

“ G overnm ent ow nership  and operation  of hom es is a d irect 
road  to  socialized real p roperty . A pow erful lobby, team ed 
w ith  a  p ropaganda agency, is push ing  the  coun try  tow ard  45- 
y ear com m itm en ts for large-scale ow nership  of housing 
( th ro u g h  th e  W ag n er-E llcn d er-T aft housing bill.’ W c know  
th a t in the  com ing fight to  shove us over th e  brink, the  lobby 
for socialized housing w ill not h esittte  to  lay  dow n a sm oke 
screen of confusion by d isgu ising  its  long-range economic 
aim s as v e terans ' benefits. I t  w ill no t be above spreading  
spurious and  out-of-date  s ta tis tic s  to bo lster its  a rgum ents.

Bike Riders

Bicyclists in Plym outh wiio in ­
sist on riding on the  wrong side 
of highways, w ithout lights a t 
night and com mit o ther traffic 
violations arc  due for a jolt.

Stale, county and city |X)lu-c 
departm ents arc  going to open 
a unified and far reaching cam ­
paign against these persons. It 
will be an a ll-o u t cffoit dcsigncsl 
to make highw ays safer for both 
m otorists and Ihw' bike rider?.

Chief of Police Lee R. Sackett 
said tha t w hether they know  it 
o r not. bicyclists, both young an<l 
old, are supposed to  obey the 
same traffic rules as a m otorist 
docs. Very few are  doing th a t 
today.

Plym outh police, according to 
Chief Sackett, have no. desire to 
"got lough” w ith children riding 
bikes but they p refer th a t to  hav­
ing some child gel killcMl through 
im proper operation of the ir 
bicycle.

A fter all. Chief Sackett said, 
he and his men a re  on the  job 
to protc'Ct as well as prosecute. 
They arc  much happier w hen no 
i>crson has to be given a ticket 
or called into the station to be 
w arned about law  violations.

But. hum an natu re  being w hat 
it is they can not alw ays refrain  
from  w riting  tickets and w arn ­
ing m otorists about the ir ca re ­
less driving habits.

O bservance since school open­
ed has convinced Plym outh police 
tha t m otorists are  not the only 
ones on the highw ay th a t n tvd  
warning. Bicycle riders need a 
lesson in safety  too.

The common habit of children 
seems to be riding the ir bikes on 
the  wrong side of the road. This 
confuses drivers and endangers 
bicycle riders as w ell as m olor- 
i.sls, police say.

A nother thing bicyclists do is 
tu in  suddenly in front of cars or 
ride pul into traffic w ithout stop ­
ping a t control Ic'd intcrsec'iions. 
They aLso ignore red traffic .sig­
nals, and appear on the streets a t 
night w ithout lights on th e ir m o- 
chi nc.s.

If thc.se "bikers” th ink  they 
are not covered by the  s«inie t r a ­
ffic laws th a t cover moloiist.s 
they are badly mistaken, |x»lice 
s;hd.

Fire Chief Tells 
Of Severe 
Losses In Slate

Two hundred and eight M ichi­
gan persons died in  iires during  
1945 and eight M ichigan firem en 
were killed in  the line of duty.

This and other im portant in­
form ation about the  49,167 fires 
in the state last year is contained 
in the  sta te  fire m arshal’s annual 
report, received th is w eek by 
Chief McAllister, whic(^ includes 
all P lym outh fires.

Of the  total num ber of Michi­
gan blazes last year, 14,323 were 
in  dwellings, the  report shows. 
1,134 of them  w ere in house tra il­
ers and there  also w ere 6.176 false 
alarms.

Carelessness rated  tons as the 
cause of the  fires, according to the 
report. Ju s t plain carelessness 
was blamed fo r 787 of them . C are­
less use of lamps and can<lles and 
disposals of hot ashes accounted 
for 489 others.

Careless sm okers caused > 
blazes, some of which w ere laTlidf 
to them. A hundred and ninety- 
four fires w ere caused by care­
less persons using i|>etroleum 
liquids to kindle fires.

C hildren p lay ing  w ith m atches 
left w ith in  th e ir  reach w ere re ­
sponsible for 1,434 alarm s, w hile 
defective chim neys, anoth«* proof 
of carelessness, caused 1.461.

Two hundred persons ben t on 
thaw ing out frozen pipes ended 
up  by causing dam aging fires to 
stores and homes, the report 
shows.

Carelessness in h o u s e h old 
duties also is a big facto r in fires. 
Irons left turned on while the 
housewife <was a t the  telephone 
or stepped outdoors caused 236 
fires.

Indifference to  defective aippli- 
ances and  w iring in  homes and 
buildings w ere responsible fo r 1- 
969 blazes, according to  th e  re­
port. Some fires happened even 
afte r inspectors had pointed out 
defective w iring and hom e-re­
paired  appliances th a t w ere haz­
ardous.

All these causes which could 
righ tly  come under the single 
classification of CARELESSNESS, 
th e  report states, d id  m ore than 
ten  million dollars dam age to

homes, stores and o ther buildings, 
and m ore th an  n ineteen  million 
dollars w orth of contents w ere 
destroyed.

P lym outhites should rem em ber 
th a t these figures include all local 
fires. It is not a report of some 
o ther s ta te  but of Michigan, of 
your community. The loss from 
fire in your state last year was 
the  highest In its history. Fire 
P revention Week is a good tim e 
to reflect on th a t and resolve to 
do your share  in the  year to come.

Local councils for veterans af­
fa irs  have been s e t up an more 
than  100 low er M ichigan cities 
and towns. One of the ir chief 
functions is th e  handling of in­
form ation on how veterans can 
buy su ip lus w ar m aterials from 
W ar Assets A dm inistration.

of people of th is nation will have right in ‘ the iiu jron t yards*’ one 
of the  finest motor tours th a t can be found anyw here in the world. 
For O ntario, i t ’will mean the greatest source of tourist income of 
any sim ilar project on the N orth A m erican continent.

Linduska. pheasant investigator for the cbnservation departm ent, 
is asking hunters to use th b  convenient index to establish the age 
ratio  of the 194t> season s pheasant lake.

In good years in good pheasant te rrito ry  when both hatching 
and rearing sca.sons have ooen favorable, there  may be as many as 
16 young cocks to each old one. In poor years in pc'^r sections the 
ratio  may be as low as four to one.

To 20.000 sportsm en in sample areas who arc  being furnished 
w ith special report curs Linduska is explaining the simple age test.

an old bird is lifted by the lower jaw’ and shaken, the jaw  
will bear the  bird*.s weight, and long sharo spurs will confirm  the 
bird 's age. “But with “biid.s of the year.” pheasants hatched this 
spring, the lower jaw  will bend or break in such a test, and spurs 
will be short and blunt. •

Age ratio  studies are  expected to  show the degree of hunters* 
depend('ncc on good hatching and roaring w eather in the five months 
im m ediately preceding hunting season.

Post offices last year sold 1,725..505 of the $1 duck stam ps 
required by federal law of every m igratory w aterfow l hun ter over 
16 years of age.

Since upw'ard." of 7,000 game ...arm birds will be w earing them 
this season, the p^ieasant hun ter s chances of collecting a bird band 
souvenir are g reater than they have been in years. The conserva­
tion departm ent would like the bands back, for exam ination. A t the 
least, it w ants a report of the num ber and other inform ation on the 
band and the tim e and place the  b ird  w earing it was taken.

Pheasants from the state game farm have been planted in 21 of 
the 38 counties of the pheasant s principal range, to offset as far 
as possible the reduction in pheasa.:ut stock following the poor 
hatching season of 1945. Most gam e farm  birds already have been 
d istributed to the fields and swales w here hunters will find them, 
but 1,800 are being held over for next season's breeding stock and 
1,000 will be used in test plantings during the hunting season and 
for dog trials.

Game division men slocking pheasants in the la?l th ree weeks 
sometimes met Xiirmers who refused permission for releases on 
their farms. Some complained neighborhood talk of a release of 
game farm  bird.^ would bring an undesirable hun ter concentration, 
and others grim ly ouserved. “They eat corn ju st like crows, ckjn l 
they?”

Traffic Warning 
To Plymoulhiies

From now on Mr. and Mrs. 
Plym outh had be lte r w'atch their 
step w h en ew r they  visit Detroit. 
For pedestrians in th a t city now 
have a new worry.

Plym outhites when in Detroit 
will be g u i l^  of a crim e—assum ­
ing they  survive—if they “step 
suddenly, run or j^imp into the 
path of^a moving m otor vehicle.”

Believe it or not, th a t’s the  new 
provision of the M otor C ity’s 
pedestrian protection ordinance 
that w ent into effect recently.

You m ay not have heard of it 
nor received a w arn ing  ticket 
during the m onth preceding its 
enactm ent, but ignorance of a 
law docs not excuse you from  
paying a fine if your’e caught 
violating it.

Since 1942, when D etroit's first 
pedestrian Ordinance look effect, 
it’s been illegal to jum p in front 
of cars a t corners only.

The new' d irective extends tlie 
ban all along the street. Of course 
any P lym outhilc bent on self- 
destruction i  need have no fear. 
Suicides arc the only exceptions.

Anyway it is all part of De­
tro it’s odd pedestrian control se t­
up. O ther big cities having such 
program s tu rns thum-bs dow n on 
walking against red lights. Cross­
ing in the m iddle of the  block 
also is taboo. But D etroit allows 
its pedestrians to thiunb their 
noses a t re d  ligh ts and dasli 
across th e  stree t w herever they 
choose. Blit they m ust not jum p 
in front of' any moving vehicles: 
if  they do and don’t  get killed 
they’ll get a ticket.

G enerally speaking however,
the new ordinance eslublishes the 
prirvciplc t£ia* pedestrians have
p rio r rights to crossw’a lk s  and 
tha t m otorists in tu rn  have prior 
rights to the rest of the street.

D rivers are strictly  forbidden 
to phss otfier vehicles th a t are 
stopped for! pedestrians in a cros.s- 
walk. They also are prohibited 
from  forcin-g pedestrians to wait 
until; cars have turned. On turns 
the pedestrians have the righ t of 
w'ay.

Pedestrians can w’alk against 
red lights m D etroit if they  do it  
w ithout cajusing a  traffic jam  or 
w ithou t gelling injured. They 
can run across the street in the 
middle of a block loo providing 
they don’t "step suddenly, run 
or jum p into the path of a car 
o r street car.”

If you do and live, a ticket will 
be issued calling for your appear­
ance; in traffic court.

This is just another reason for 
staying irt and spending youi‘ 
.TYonby in Plym outh 
local merdhants.

ATOM WAR INEXPENSIVE
Let no one be fooled into th ink ­

ing tha t o ther nations will not 
soon be well .slocked w ith  A- 
bombs. Russia is reported to be 
holding her first “tests” in April. 
It is m y own view tha t the ob­
structionist and delaying tactics 
of Russia at the  Paris Conference 
are due to  her desire to hold  up 
the final peace trea ties concern­
ing the  Dardanelles, etc, until 
she is able to m anufacture atomic 
weapons. U ntil Russia can tu rn  
out a satisfactory A-bomb, she 
surely is a t a  “trad ing” disadvan­
tage.

It m ight take only about 1500 
of the  A-bombs to wipe out our 
capacity to carry  on war! Com­
pare th a t figure of 1500 bombs 
w ith the  a ir raid efforts of World 
W ar II. Daily and nightly  raids 
of 1000 planes w ere made. Eacli 
plane load ran from 3-8 tons of 
TNT bombs. Yet. manv European 
cities w ere only partially  destroy­
ed. If A-bombs should cost one 
.million dollars each, the total 
bomb cost for some enem y to 
wipe out mo.st of the (productive 
capacity of the United S tater 
would be lonlv about a billion 
and a half dollars. It cost us that 
much to  fight less than  one mont!^ 
in the  last war!
