Maps of Michigan look much alike, so it is not easy to detect 
one th a t may be a bit d ifferen t than those you w ere fam iliar with 
back in the  days when y o u ‘attended the  public schools of Michigan 
or now when you find it necessary to check a Michigan road map.

But the Michigan map which adorns the  m asthead of this 
column is DIFFERENT—and it is. as fa r as wc know, the only 
OFFICIAL m ap of Michigan published In th is slate.

It is the map of Michigan m ade official bv ine s ta te  legislature 
during the last regular session and prepared by engineers under 
the direction of form er G overnor Chase S. Osborn. It is a map 
which .shows the correct boundary lines of the sta le  through the 
G reat Lakes, and which has raised Michigan from the 18th state to 
the lOlh state in size among the states of the nation.

It added .some 40.000 .square m iles to the  size of the state, giving 
Michigan a t present a total of 96.519 square miles of land and water. 
TTie map a t the  head of this column shows the new boundary Tines 
which include the  added w ater area within the boundaries of Michigan. 
As far as wc know, Tlie Plym outh Mail is the only publication in 
Michigan which uses the new Osborn map of Michigan, which was 
made official by the legislature in 1945.

Over in Plym outh’s neighboring city w here exists our g reat 
University of Michigan, a w ar-born  project of transferring  to film 
irreplaceable literary  and historical m anuscripts which arc housed 
in British m useum s and libraries is nearing completion a t the  U ni­
versity.

Film ing of the manuscripts, most of them  literary  and historical 
docum ents of the years betw een 1100 and 1600, was begun by the 
A m erican Council of Learned Societies w ith the aid of a Rockefeller 
Foundation grant.

According to plans draw n up in 1940, all film negatives are de­
posited in the L ibrary of Congress and all the positives arc placed 
in the  G eneral L ibrary of the U niversity of Michigan. Michigan 
thus will have the country’s Only com plete collection of those m a­
terials, I^ s s  Frances Hamman? who is in charge of cataloging the 
films, poihts out.

A ctual photographing of the m anuscripts was done during the 
w ar years, w ith films being sent to the U niversity as rapidly as they 
could be processed. The photography is now complete, but many 
of the films have not yet been processed and catalogued for the use 
of scholars.

A t present, the U niversity has ready for use about 1700 reels 
showing over 5.000 manuscripts. When the set of films is complete, 
it is expected to include 2.500 reels.

Originals of the  Hbeuments pictured in the  films are in the 
British Museum, libraries of Cam bridge and Oxford universities, 
British Public Record Office, the National L ibrary of Wales, and a 
few private collections. ,

In addition to providing against possible loss of valuable docu­
m ents through bombing or other w ar event, the microfilm p r o j^ l  
m akes available to Am erican scholars m aterials w hich they previ­
ously could not use w ithout traveling to England.

The U niversity of Michigan L ibrary will m ake the film s avail­
able to any research studen t needing them. A special film room, 
equipped w ith six reading machines, has been provided. These 
machines project the films on a lighted screen, m aking the m anu­
scripts readable.

The U niversity Library* also has on microfilm  collections ol 
foreign scientific journals, some early  Am erican periodicals, and 
some books prin ted  before 1660.

The days when Indians and w hite hunters and traders w’ere 
the only inhabitants of Michigan are long vanished, but M ichigan's 
wild anim als still arc w orth about five and one-half million dollars 
annually.

This estim ate is given by Dr, William H. Burl, U niversity of 
Michigan zoologist, in a book on 'T h e  Mammals of Michigan,” ju st 
released by the University o f Michigan Press. Dr. Burt, who is cu ra­
to r of Mammals in the U niversity Museum of Zoology, has identified 
and classified all the mammals of the s ta te  and surveyed their 
economic im portance.

“T here arc  many values of our wild life th a t are aesthetic, recre­
ational and scientific and these cannot bo translated  into dollars 
and cents,” Dr. Bui l comments. “But there are a few items upon 
which statistics present a purely  commci*cial value of the wild 
mammals.”

The sale of hunting and trapping licenses and seals for beaver 
and o tte r may am ount to more than a million dollars in a typical 
year, the Michigan scientist says. Dressed m eal secured by hutUers 
will run in excess of 13.000.(K)0 pounds in an average hunting season. 
A t a conservative estim ate of 25 ren ts per pound, the value is three 
and one-half million dollars.

F u r production in l^ch ig an  is .still a big industry, bringing an 
income to trapper.; of abfUit a million dollars a year, Dr. Bin t con­
cludes.

The Wiscoiu^in ouiservalion depailn ie iit has announced that 
nearly 4.000,000 acres o f land will he open to public hunting In 
Wisconsin this fall. Of this am ount, 2.122.04.5 acres are forest prop 
lands, m ainlv in northern  Wi.scon.sin; 145.516 acres have been o.stab- 
iished as public hunting grotmds in .southern Wisconsin with funds 
obtained  from the sale of voluntary spY>rtsmen and hunting licenses. 
The balance are con.scrvation n^mmission, land commission, II. S. 
Forest Service, U. S. Fish and W ildlife Service and cim nty-owned 
lande.

The principal .source funds U>v the estabii.shnient ami d e ­
velopm ent of lands primaril.v for public hunting and fishing ground.s 
is the ex tra  fifty cents added to the hunting license fee in 1945 hy 
the  Wisconsin legislature. In addition, lands may Ix' acquired for 
th is purpciso with immies cblUTlcd from the  sale of voluntary 
sportsm en’s liceiua's.

With the ces.salion of the war. activities have been increased 
greatly  in acquiring and leasing lands to be made available to the 
public for hunting and fishing purposes. A staff of th irty  men, in ­
cluding biologists, game managers, foresters, engineers, survcybi's. 
adm inistrators and aids has been a t work the past year leasing and 
purchasing land throughout Wisconsin, with em phasis placed on the 
southefn naif o f the slate adjacent to heavily populated sections.

Col. Thomas MacClure tells Rotary 
of "Work Pigeons Did in War"

Germany W as Surrounded by Pigeons
Colonel Thomas MacClure who*?  ̂

was D eputy Chief of Pigeon 
Training for th e  U. S. A rm y A ir 
Forces was the  guest speaker a t 
the  Rotary Club m eeting Monday, 
October 21.

The Colonel, who w as bom  in 
Scotland and educated a t the  
University of Edinburg, became 
D eputy Chief of pigeon train ing 

1941 and he told of “Workin
Pigeons did in w ar.” Colonel 
MacClure w as in charge of the 
Selfridge Field un it and here the 
train ing was carried out in con­
junction with the pilot training.

The A ir Corps^ pigeon unit was 
larger than  th a t of the' Army. 
Homer pigeons w ere used in an ti­
subm arine work on every air 
front. The Colonel stated that, 
“17,000 w ere dropped into Italy  
by parachute and France fo r the 
underground. G erm any was su r­
rounded by pigeons.” The basket 
holding the  birds w hen dropped 
was an  invention of the  Colonels

th a t w ere trained in tw o and 
th ree  w ay  flying. These a re  still 
m ilitary  secrets.

G erm any and Japan  as well as 
th e  Russians had highly developr 
ed pigeons units. In 1932, 3,000 
pigeons and the necessary m en 
w ere given to  Japan  to organize 
a un it for tbem.

Mr. M acClure was the m an final­
ly called in by the  City of D etroit 
to rid  the  city hall and  like places 
of these birds and over 900 birds 
were trapped.

Edison Co. Asks 
To Slash Rales

The D etroit Edison Company 
has filed w ith the Michigan P ub­
lic Service Commission a formal 
request for perm ission to  reduce 
chaiges to all classes of electrical 
customers.

The request is contained in two 
petitions receipt of which was 
announced today by W illiam J. 
M cBrcarly, chairm an of the com­
mission, who fixed October 29 for 
a hearing in Lansing.

The first proposal would reduce 
by $1,500,000 bills to be sent to 
farm, residence and commercial 
custom ers during the rem ainder 
of 1046. The sccoivd would effect 
<1 rate reduction of three per cent 
for service to  industrial custom ers 
cfTcclivc January  1, 1947. The es­
tim ated saving to industrial cus- 
lom cis for the year J947 is $927,-
wn.

The im m ediate reduction to 
the first class of consumers would 
am ount to  30 per cent of one 
m onth’s commercial, bill and 15 
r>cr cent on the two m onth’s resi- 
ten lia l bill. Commercial custom ­
ers are billed m onthly, so the 
en tire 30 per cent would be d e ­
ducted from the ir November bills. 
Since farm  and residence custom ­
ers ai'e billed bi-m onlhly. 15 per 
cent would be deducted from 
their November and December 
bills.

The discounts, if approved as 
proposed, combined with the 
ra te  reduction which became ef­
fective last January  1, will bring 
the to tal 1946 saving to custom ers 
to more than  $6,000,000. It was 
believed th a t the general rate 
reduction of last January  would 
reduce custom er’s b ills by $3,000,- 
000 but the  increase in the  volume 
of business over the estim ate 
made a t th a t tim e brought the 
custom er savings to more than 
$3,500,000.

Prentiss M. Brown, chaiim an 
of the board for Detroit Edison, 
explained th a t proposal is in ful­
fillment of a promise m ade to 
members of the Public Service 
Commission last December when 
the $16,450,000 refund of Federal 
tax  monies collected for 1944-45 
and the Jan u ary  1 rate cut of 
$3,600,000 were agreed on. The 
am ount of the rate reduction was 
approved by the commission on 
the sugestgion of Edison officials 
tha t ‘ fu rth er voluntary ad just­
m ents would be proposed la ter 
in the year if justified by income.

The commission today notified 
the C ity of D etroit and other in ­
terested parlies of the  proposalf 
made and the date  of hearing.

In a th ird  petition the Edison 
com pany proposes to strengthen 
its Employes R etirem ent Fund 
by transferring  to th a t fund from 
a reserve a t ^ u n ts  the sum of 
$5,804,500. This am ount represents 
a savings in Federal taxes accom­
plished under the Federal Income 
Tax Law w hich provided de­
duction to  com pensate for the  
em ergency construction of facili­
ties required to assist in the pro­
secution of the war.

Here, the  people 
create the real w ealth which is 
sucked into the sewer holes of 
these ten lai'gest cities and flows 
aw ay to th e  sea.

It certainly is inspiring to look 
from a tra in  window arni see the 
golden fields of w heat, corn and 
other products. Yes, fine dairy 
cattle, steers, hogs and poultry 
are here galore. L^st n i ^ t  I had 
the juiciest stak  tha t I have ever 
eaten. W hether it is due to  the  
bad movies, or radio news, or love 
magazines. I do not know; but 
ceitain ly  the  big cities are fea tu r­
ed far too much. The little  cities 
should band together ^and do 
some advertising.

DON'T LUCE BIG FARMS
This does not mean th a t read ­

ers should now come out here 
and buy farms. Big commercial 
farm s a re  ”big  business” like 
steel plants, shoe factories o r de- 
oartm ent stores. M oreover, I 
think tha t next year will see a 
break in th e  price of m any farm  
products w h i^  should react in 
lower prices for commercial 
farms. I do, however, look upon 
the small s i^ stan ce  farm , w here

the  ow ner has an outside source 
of income, as the finest insurance 
tha t the  world offers.

I especially recom mend good 
business p r e ^ r ty  in  sm all ru ra l 
cities. Even though much of this
is now selling higher th an  before
