One of the most convincing replies to the shortage inquiry is
given by Lamborn & Co, large New York sugar brokers. Basically,
the shortage is due to Government controls. At the same time this |
brokerage house tells us that on account of heavy shipments to |
foreign «”~untnes, Americans this year win have avajJaWe only p
pounds of refined sugar, compared w'ith pre-W'ar per capita con-
sumption of 98 pounds.

‘Your Government has completely controlled every phase of the
sugar business since Pearl Har”~r—production, processing, distribu- |
tion. and rationing,” said Lamborn. “This is still true. We are no
longer a ‘free’ people insofar as sugar is concerned.

“Yugoslavia, whose belligerence toward Americans is all too
well k~own, secured tens of thousands of tons of sugar through
United Nations Relief and Rehabilitation Administration this year
with the approval and aid of our Government.”

The Lamborn statement strongly criticize the proposed pro-
gram of Howard R. Tolley, formerly chief of the Department of
Agriculture’s bureau of agricultural economics and now a member
of the United Nation’s food and agricultural organization, for shar-
ing this country’s sugar supply with other countries for many years
to come.

“The Tolley program is not a famine relief pro~am,” it said.
*Tt is a plan to raise the normal consumption of sugar in other coun-
tries at the expense and through the sacrifice of the people of the
United States,”

Lamborn said millions of dollars worth of fruits in the United
States have gone to waste because of the sugar shortage, and farm -
ing communities have suffered not only the loss of fruit but the food
v~ues that canned or preserved fruit would have given. It said
labor in the food processing industry has been throwm out of work
because of the sugar shortage.

“As a result of the war regimentation we have fallen into the
habit of accepting anything put before us, be it an empty sugar bowl,
or an empty meat platter,” said L~bom . “This has presented a,
perfe™ opportunity to a few men in Washington to tell us what
we shall eat, what we should wear, and how in general we shall
conduct every detail of our lives.”

In Years Is
Ready For Market

Plymouth turkey gravers have
ready for the Thanksgiving mar-
ket over 5.030 of ihc finest turkeys
grown in this vicinity in years.

Up until the last tw'o w'ceks of
lainy weather, the turkey growers
have had one of the best growing
seasons in years, the weather
having been ideal all during the
spring, summer and early fall
months. Not until the bad weatjier
of the past ten days or more have
growers had any worries. So far,
there have been no losses, and
probably will not be. due to the
advanced growtii of the turkeys,
say local growers.

Mrs. Clinton Gottschalk, just
off Territo:ial road, -has nearly
2.0C0O of the finest turkeys she has
ever grown.

Mr. and Mrs. A. B. Hersh on
West Jov rosd. have somewhere
near a thousand turkeys for the
market and the Guy Taylors of
East Ann Arbor trail have a
similar number ready for the
roasting pans. There are a dozen
or more smaller growers around
here, who have ready' for the
market probably another thou-
sand or two.

W alter Postiff, who has always
been a heavy grower of turkeys,
did not venture into the business
this year because of the high
Diice of feeds. The Hersh family
rightly guessed that the snoopy,
obnoxious OPA would be out of
business this year, and ventured
back into the turkey business
after much difficullv with this
messy, trouble-making, useless
‘at of political job holders. Now
they have ready for the market

again this year a fine lot of
Thanksgiving turkeys.
Although the total production

of turkeys in Michigan is approx-
imately IKIOOOO birds, that's only
about half of the annual Michigan
turkey consumption.

Otis E. Shear, extension turkey
hpecialist at Michigan State col-
lege, says Michigan producers
have found a relisonably good
market this year. While he does
not predict a turkcv shortage for
the holiday season he does advise
buyers who desire small turkeys
to place their (“ders early.

At the holiday season thei*e’s
n big demand for the small tur-
keys—dressing from 8 to 15 Ibs.
Most of Michigan’s production of
turkeys is of the large Bronze
breed, which usually weigh con-
Jidcrnbly more.

Many Michigan turkey growers,
near to large markets, have in-
stalled poultry picking machines
rnd are dressing and marketing
their own birds.-instead of selling
through poultry firms, Shear said.

The nation over , there are pro-
bably plcntly of turkeys for all.
Eut if you want one of a partic-
ular size, the poultry specialist
thinks you had better place youi
order early and not wait until
the day before you want to pre-
iaro it for the poaster.

Threatto U.S.

Those attending the dinner
m cctirg of the Men’s Club of St.
John’s Episcopal church last week

dangers of Communism from an
authority.

Speakers at that meeting were
Larry S. Davidow, prominent 1/-
troit attorney and anti- Commun-
ist leader, and his friend, Joseph
Kornfeder, a former member of
the Communist Party who trained
in Russia at Lenin University.

Mr. Davidow said that Stalin
is the absolute ruler of all Com-
munists and party'members obey
his commands without question.
He told tlie club that lawlessness
and force, which include every-
thing from maiming to murder
In order to further Com munistic
deals and goals even within the
United States, stamp Stalin as
the most absolute, cruel and ruth-
less l'uler in all the world.

According to Mr. Davidow there
re between 3,000 and 6,000 tram -
d Comniuiysts acting as party
igents within the United Staes.
He said they were acting as re-
volutionaries and had entered
every known profession includ-
ing the ministry.

Mr. Kornfeder took the floor
ind confirmed everything his
friend, Mr. Davidow, had said. He
told how he was trained to act
as an agent of the Communist
oarty and how he had quit and
had turned against them.

He said that in 1918 it required
but two weeks for the Commun-
ists to gain control of Russia. It
required only the combined ef-
forts of 134,000 party members.
Considering the fact that the pop-

ulation of Russia is 180 million,
'Ne U~iited States should not
pooh-pooh the power of Com-

munists when they poll more than
300,000 votes in a national elec-
tion here. Mr. Kornfeder said.

He told the churchmen that
during the bank holiday of 1933
many high officials in the coun-
try approached C<mimunist agents
and offered their services to the
cause of Communism. He declared
that many army colonels were
among those making such an
overture.

Plymouth's Latest
Air Marker Is
Largest in State

Kim Sigler, Michigan’s barn-
storming governor-elect, and all
other pilots who have complained
about the lack of air markers in
Michigan should fly over Plym-
oqth.

Yes, with the completion this
week of Plymouth’s second gig-
antic air marker, said to be Mich-
igan's largest, on the roof of
Richard Kimbrough’s new store,
this city has become the best
marked for air travelers of any
city in the state.

The new marker runs diagonal-
ly across the roof of Kimbrough's
new building. The name—P L’YM-
OUTH—is in chrome yellow let-
ters Aftecn feet high on a black
background and stretches 92 feet
from corner to corner.

Included is a true north arrow
and airport direction showing the
nearest landing Aeld (M cttetal
Airport) and the distance (2
miles).

It is the second such air marker
to be installed on the roof of a
Plymouth building. The Arst was
placed on the roof of the Park-
view Bowling emporium a month
afio.

Both markers were engineered
by Al Schuster, former Navy
pilot, and one of the most active
air enthusiasts in Plymouth. He
planned both of them, laid them
out and did the painting on each.

Mr. Ryan said he was in receipt
of a letter from the CAA and the
Stale Department of Aeronautics
complimenting Plymouth and
Mettetal Airport on being so
plainly marked for air travel and
upon the spirit of co-operation
prevalent which made such mar-
Kcis possible.

Community Fund
Still $3,000 Shy

So far despite all the oleas of
the committee, the Plymouth
Community Fund is still far from
its goal of S7,000. In fact the fund
to date has collected $4.0C0 and
that, according to the committee,
has not come easily.

The committee is discouraged
and ready to call the drive off.
They have extended it repeatedly
in the hope that Plymouthites
would become aware of the great
need for a community fund and
give till it helps. Apparently the
community is not going to become
aware of that and neither is it
going to give any more money,
for no matter how the committee
appeals to the citizenry the result
is still the same.

The indifference encountered is
thought to be prompted by lack
of knowledge of just what the
community fund provides Plym -
outhites.

Naturally it underwrites part
of the Boy and G irl scout activi-
ties and youth center work and
aids Indigent families and indi-
viduals. It also, if operating with
a full quota, would provide a
visiting nurse service.

That is what will suffer if the
fund does not meet its quota, the
committee points out. Plym-
outhites who should be unfor-
tunate enough to be ill, but not
hospitalized, will be forced to
depend on the kindness of neigh-
bors for care,,

Such an arrangement works a
hardship on everybody. It forces
a well person to assume the
chores ot two people and also
takes time from their own family.
It also causes the sick person
mental anguish to think they arc
forcing somebody else to nurse
them pack to health when that
person had sufficient to do with-
out the added burden.

All of this could be eliminated
if a visiting nurse service was
availabie here. Such a service
also would provide a nurse to aid
in home deliveries, advise new
mothers on the proper care, feed-
ing and training ot infants, pro-
vide nutrition service for the
undernourished or persons need-
ing special diets and first aid ser-
vice for small Industrial plants.

Persons able to pay for such
service on an hourly or even half-
hourly basis would be expected
to do so, but those unable to pay
would not have to. The commun-
ity fund would guarantee a visit-
ing nurse her salary and expenses.

Right now, the committee points
out, there is just enough money
in the fund to take care of the
scouting needs and recreational
activities for the city’'s youth.
If Plymouth wants a visiting
nurse the committee said, then
they need to heed the pleas of
the community fund and send
contributions in at once.

Now that the pheasant hunting season is a thing of the past,
we have a suggestion to make. It is needless to tell the hunters
that the season was probably the poorest one ever experienced in
Michigan. And if Michigan is to have any future pheasant hunting
something has got to be done about it-,

Here’'s our suggestion!

And how the Detroit game hogs and the cock-eyed
vationists” will howl when they read it!

The Michigan state conservation department, we believe, should
either close the entire state for two years to pheasant hunting, or
block off large sections of the state, close these sections and for at
least two years conduct a most intensive re-planting program.

Not only should this be done, but the legislature should put the
fear of God into the hearts of the game hogs who come out from
Detroit to roam the fields and shoot any and everything, by making
a game law violation so severe that these fellows would do a little
thinking and looking before they did any shooting.

Game control in this section has been a farce during the past
two year period. For this, only the department is to blame-

“Experts” can talk all they want to about cold springs, and
wet weather preventing normal hatches of pheasants.'" That may
be partly responsible for the rapid decline in the pheasant popula-
tion.

The fox, too, may be getting his share—but the chief decline
can be placed,squarely upon the game hogs who kill anything they
see and at any time. Another important factor in the pheasant de-
cline is the terrific hunting “pressure** that has developed all
throug\h the state.

L™t the game hogs squeal, but our recommendation is that the
state conservation department close all of southeastern Michigan
and the Thumb district for a period of two years. Meanwhile permit
hunters to hunt and trap fox. with a bounty being offered for each
one killed." We have a lot of hunters in and around Plymouth who
hunt fox for the pleasure of hunting and not for any reward, but
unfortunately the slate hasn’t loo many hunters of this type, so we
suggest that a bounty be paid in order to induce the fellow who
wants to get something for what he does to get out and do his
part in killing off the fox menace. It is getting bad when hunters
can kill them almost within the city limits of Plymouth.

In addition to closing off large sections of the state for two
years, we recommend that the state intensify its planting program,
raise thousands and thousands of pheasants and put them out on
their own in the closed counties just as soon as they are able to take
care of themselves.

Plus these suggestions, we also recommend that the state legis-
lature make the penalties fur game law violations so stiff, that this
alone will just naturally keep the game hogs under control—and
most of the gam? hogs in Michigan come right out of the city of
Detroit.

Reconstructing the skeleton of a prehistoric mastodon or identi-
fying a fossil snail or fern—such assignments are all in the day’s
work at the University of Michigan Museum of Paleontology.

Housed in the University Museums building on the campus, the
Paleontology division conducts research on the animal and plant
life of past geologic periods.

The Museum of Paleontology has four major functions: research,
training of students, cooperation with Federal and Stale geological
surveys, organization of collections for the use of scholars and of
exhibits for the general public.

W ithin the past year, the Museum has carried forward its work
in all these fields, Dr. Lewis B. Kellum, director, has reported.

Research work has been cxincentrated upon Michigan this year,
with studies in progress on the plant fossils of the Michigan coal
basin, on the geology of the Mackinac Straits area, and on paleon-
tology of southeastern Michigan. Dr. Kellum has likewise colla-
borated with the U. S. Geological Sur\'cy
expedition.

Fossils may be taken as an index to the age of the rocks in
which they are found, paleontologists explain. Thus fossili fouml
sin Michigan which are like those round in another lotolity indicate
that the two rock beds are of the “me geologic age. The two beds
will probably contain the same s:Ocks and minerals.

Although the Museum is not a regular teaching unit of the
University, advanced students do work under the direction of
museum staff members. They may also use the museum's collections
of research materials as a basis for their own studies.

The museum’s exhibitc are sepn annually by many thousands
of visitors, including school children from all over the State. Paleon-
tological exhibits include displays of plant and animal fossils with
explanations of their origin and of their age.

Currently the museum staff is preparing for public exhibition
the “Owosso mastodon,” the most complete mastodon skeleton ever
found in Michigan. The bones were uncovered near Owosso in 1944,
and work has been in progress since then in excavating the bones
and reconstructing the great skeleton.

The completed mount, including plaster molds replacing some
of the bones not located, will bo displayed sometime this year. Dr.
Kellum has said. The mastodon is of the Pleistocene period, fre-
quently termed the “ice age.”
