City Manager Harold R. Cheek
has been advised by the Board of
Wayne County Road Commis-
sioners that the cost of sewage
disposal will be increased Jan. 1
1947.

In a letter to Mr. Cheek the
hoard states that sewage disposal
.service rates will be boosts to
fice cents per thousand gallons
of water consumed as measured
by the '‘consumers meters. This
amounts to an increase of 16 per

ct'nt. the board advised Mr.
Cheek.
Increa.sod labor and material

easts was given as the reasons
for the boost by the board. They
claimed that the present revenue
from such .service was not suffi-
cient to cover operating costs.

*Mr. Cheek said he did not be-
lieve any home owner would no-
tice* much difference in their water
service bills through this increase.
He pointed out that the county
road commissioners were perf/t-
ly within their legal rights to in-
croa.sc .sewage disposal service
rales whenever they believed
llu'v had sufficient cause for such
action.

Seldom had New York been more shock-*d by political violence.
Authorities, from Gov. Thomas E. Dewey down to the youngest police
rookie, were digging into Marcanlonio's little empire in an effort to
solv?2 the crime. Rewards totaled $13,500. The heat was on.

The Fink Years: For Marcantonio. strile. conflict, and trouble
had long been handmaklens. A product of New York’s slums, he
had risen under the tutelage of another who had grown politically
lat on the same formula—Fioiollo La Guardia.

A carpenter's son, Marcantonio was only 18 when he caught La
Guardia's eye by leading a Harlem rent strike in 1920. After gradu-
ating from New York University’s Law Schml, he joined La Guar-
dia’s law became his secretary and campaign manager, head-
ed the F. H. La Guardia Political Club (later converted into a Marc-
antonio club), and was api”inted Assistant Federal District Attor-
ney through La Guardia’s influence. After l.,.a Guardia was elected
mayor, Marcantonio won the Little Flowjr's old Congressional seal
in the East Harlem slum district of upper Manhattan in 1934 by
247 voles. ] .

As a first tenner, "Marc” showed his true colors. Then wearing
a Republican label, he was awarded "the”order of the pink elephant”
by Rep. Maury Maverick, the unbranded Texas Democrat. Becaus?
the CommunLsl line was then pacifist and isolationist, Marcantonio
fought compulsory military training in land-grant colleges. Already
a rabble rouser, he was mussed up by New York police and thrown
face-down into a Black Maria for leading a police-banned parade
of the Communist-infiltrated Workers Alliance.

The R*d Years: Suffering his only defeat m 1936, Marcantonio
shrewdly rebuilt his fence.s: catering to Italians bg making tokgn
gesture to Mussolini's popularity, to r*erlo Ricans by plumping for
indeper>dence; to Ne?roes by fighting Jim Crow, to Jews by rapping
anti-Semitism. Still hewing 16 the CP line. Marcantonio became
president of the Communist-sponsored International Labor Defense
and endorsed the Communist New Masse.s. of which he is still a
contributing editor.

It was as a member of the American Labor Party, which was
then liberal but not yet Communist-infiltrat'?d, that Marcantonio
made his comeback in 1938. Endorsed only by the Communists, he
nevertheless won both GOP and ALP nominations, gained his
House seat, repeated the trick in 1940. and became Manhattan chair-
man of the ALP when the Communists captured it.

Back in Congress. Marcanlonio’s CP-line squirmings were be-
Yond the average American's belief. While the Hitler-Stalin pact
asted, he was the onlv congressman to vote against ever\’ single
measure for national defense and for aiding the Allias. The man
who later ran on F. D. R.’s coattails (his campaign posters this year
showed only two faces—Marcantonio with Roosevelt in the back-
ground looking over his shoulder) denounced tko Fresidont as “war-
monger” and "dictator.”

The Flip-Flop: Came June 22. 1941, Hitler’s invasion of Russia,
and Marcanlonio’s flip-Hop. He wanted to arm merchant ships,
scuttle the Neutrality Act. expedite Lind-Lease. declare war at once,
and send an AEF—all before Pearl Harbor. His alibi: "I still be-
lieve that ... up to June 1941 the war was an imperialist war. How-
ever . . . lbe invasion of the Soviet UnTpn by Hitler transformed
that war . . : into a war which is now essentially one of national
defense.” Yet Marcantonia insisted: “Anyone who says that | am a
Communst is a liar and a scoundrel ... | am not and never have
been a Communist.”

Hx)we\?r firm the proof that Marcantonio was the nation’s No.
1 Communist fellow traveler, the majority of his E”st Harlem dis-
trict appeared not to care. In 1942 he won the GOP and ALP
ﬁrlmarles plus the Democratic to boot. Even Tammany, which he
ad branded as "an enemy of the people.” put up only token oppo-
sition—a candidate whr> didn’t make a single speech. The secret:
through manipulation. Marc’s followers had even penetrated Tam-
many. Election Day that year was only a formality. Again in 1944.
Marcantonio swvpt all three party nominations.

As a one-man ﬁolitical monopoly with an all-party machine,
Marcantonio spread his power far and wide in New York. He played
Republicans against Democrats, swinging the ALP alternately to
help either in the old balance-6f-pow*?r game.

As for his personal machine, he kept it well oiled. Every week
end. he returned from Washington to hold court for stveral hundred
econ.stituenls, getting them relief or jobs or Army allotments, giving
legal aid and other favors, even obtaining leave for a British sailor
so he could marry a pregnant Marcantonio constitutml.

This year, for the first time since 1940. Marcantonio faced an
Election Day fight; although he w*on both Laborite and Democratic
nominations, he lost the G.O.P. primary to ex-Lt Col. Frederick v.
P. Bryan, ex-Intellig*:?nce Director for the Eighth Air Force. It was
a wild-and-woolly campaign, punctuated w'ith heckling, beatings,
stonings, and threats.

When the voters reelected Marcontonio, 42.125 to 36,625 on Nov.
5, the congre.ssman jubilantly exclaimed: "The p-“eople have won
again.” The Daily Worker, completely ignoring the news value of a
GOP landslide, carried only one election headline on its front page
“Vito Marcantonio Reelected.”

, Murder on First Avpnue: But despite "the people’s” victory,
something had gone wrdng in the Eighteenth Congressional District
on Election Day. At 545 am., a Bryan election official named
Joseph Scottoriggio left his tenth-floor apartment, bound for the
polls With a samplt*oting machine and a list of voters to be chal-
Icngetjl. Crossing td”~rst Avenue and 104th Street, the bespectacled
Federal housing accountant stopped under a street light to wave
to his wife, watching from their bedroom window. Suddenly four
men set upon him. slugged and kicked him into insensibility, and
disappeared.

Rushed to New York Hospital. Scottoriggio could only murmur
that the attack had something to do with politics. His wife de-
clared “He fought against Communism and that is w'lat he got.”
Others reported that he had b€*in warned three months earlier to
stop w'orking against Marcantonio but nevertheless had influenced
63 persons to vole against the congressman. Gov. Thomas E. Dewey,
visiting his bedside, declared: “This savage, brutal beating by left-
wingers was done to intimidate others working for a free election.”
Six days later Scottoriggio w'as dead.

Indignantly Marcantenio protested: "The attempt ... to in
any way connect the attack with the political campaign is out-
rageous.” When 28 picked detectives be%an guestioning 300 persons,
including known hoodlums and Bryan hecklers, in connection with
the murder, they ran into trouble. It was as if an iron curtain had
descended around East Harlem. Said a storekeeper: "If | w'asn’l in
this store and | wasn’t afraid of having a brick thrown through my
window'—Or worse—I’d tell you what | think.” A bartender: "That
guy got what he was asking for. Why didn’t he keep his nose out
of pmitics?” A clerk; "My name? Do you think I'm crazy?” People
in this district had long since learned that the price of “democracy”
a la Marcantonio was a tightly buttoned lip.
