W. J. Scripps of Detroit, presi-
dent of the Tuberculosis and
Health SocietY of Wa%/ne county,
recently declared that nearly
three and a half million dollars
in tax money was spent last year
for the treatment of tuberculosis
patients in Wayne county.

“ Since Christmas seal funds”
he said “no longer are needed to
finance the treatment phase, and
because official welfare agencies
such as the Detroit Department
of Public Welfare and the Bureau
of Social Aid stand ready to ex-
tend finanical aid to keep fam-
ilies of the tuberculosis together,
our society spends its Chnstmas
Seal revenue to support the case-
finding, rehabilitation and health
education programs necessary- to
a complete tuberculosis control
effort.

“Today in Michigan treatment
is free to tuberculosis patients
unless the state commissioner of
health and the county department
of social welfare can prove an in-
dividual’s ability to pay.

“Our society sells the familiar
double-barred cross Christmas
Seal as its only source of rev-
enue. Accomplishments of this
fund in the past year include:

“Rehabilitation — Training for
jobs after cure is offered to pa-
tients and out-patients at Her-
man Kiefer Hospital, one of the
nation’s largest sanatoriums.

“Case-finding—X-ray  surveys
have been conducted with the
Wayne County Health Depart-,
ment, reaching 26,000 children
and adults in a six months per-
iod. Of those examined, 25,855
persons had the reassuring news
that their lungs and heart were
okay.

“Health Education—Dissemina-
tion of information about the
disease and the diagnostic and
tfoalment facilities available in

Babson Discusses Washington

Washington, D. C., Dec. 6—
My “Prediction of Things To
Come” will appear in this paper
the last week in December, but in
the ineantiTne the following sug-
gestions as to what may be ex-
pected from Washington will be
interesting: A Republican House
should amen the Wagner Act, re-
duce prices and be fairly liberal
to the farmers. The President,
however, will still hold to the
left believing this is his only
opportunity of ever being re-elec-
ted.

When Will World War Il End?

World War Il will formally be
ended before the close of the
fiscal year June 30. 1947. This
means that the President’s power
to draft men, seize plants, and
control prices, rents, etc.«may
continue throughout 1947. This,
likewise, applies to priorities on
building materials. The few sub-
isdics which remain will go out
the window June 30, 1947. Farm
price supports must continue
until December 31, 1949. Hence,
the Republicans can make no
sudden changes.

Minimum wages may be in-
creased from the present 40 cents
per hour to possibly 55 cents per
hour but this not probable. On
the other hand, Old Age Insurance
and Unemployment Insurance
may be broadened. The payroll
tax for Social Security will remain
at 1 percent for both employers
and wage workers. The President
will make his usual appeals for
health insurance, military train-
ing, etc., but they will receive
no attention.

Republican Foreign Policy

Our foreign policy will not be
changed as aresult of last month’s
voting. Russia will continue to
work for a control of Europe and
the chance are 50-50 that she will
ultimately succed although the
United States and England wiill
do their best to head it off. Gen-
eral MacArthur’s program in
Japan wiill be backed to the lim it
and all treaties acceptable by
Senator Vandenberg and Sec-
retary Byrnes, will be ratified.
Dollar loans will be freely dis-
cussed and some w ill be granted.

The Democrats will try hard to
develop some national figure
other than Mr. Truman to lead
them in 1948: but they have not
yet decided who it shall be. It
may be some famous general
of the late war. Apparently Tom
Dewey has the lead among the
Republicans, but he is closely
followed up by Seniors Bricker,
Taft and Vandenberg. The Re-
publicans will not dare to pass
any severe “anti” legislation in
1947. They will do their best to
have fairly good business during
the next two years although con-
sumer spending is likely to drop.

In view of the above. | am
optimistic on 1947 and do not
look forward to the “depression”,
about which so many people talk,
coming upon us before 1950. Yet.
it should be realized that the
country is now operating on a
very high volume of business—
almost double what it was before
World War II. Of course, this
cannot continue indefinitely and
there will be price recessions and
an ovei'production of goods in
many lines.

WATCH LABOR LEADERS

The most uncertain problem of
the next two years will be how
labor will act. Will labor kill the
goose that is™ now laying the
golden egg? W ill labor be willing
to have wages reduced as the

cost-of-living declines, as it has;

insisted on wage increases as the
cost-of-iliviing has increased?
Labor ;leaders must have sense
enough to realize that, irrespec-
tive of money wages, what they
get in food, clothing and shelter
IS absolutely proportional to what
labor produces. No group can
long continue to benefit by pro-
ducing less per day. Only as more
is produced is there more to di-
vide.
