Both Legs Broken Work For Charity

W hile  w a lk in g  in  the road w ay! P lym outh  G ood iellow s once 
on M ill street ju st north of Lib-1 m ore are  read y to bend th e ir f i -
e rty  street at dusk last w eek 
F rid a y . F red  S tach e l, 66, of 297 
.Fa rm e r street, w as stru ck  and 
seriously in ju red  by an autom o­
b ile .

He was adm itted to W ayne 
County G eneral hospital su ffe r­
ing from  compound fractu res of 
both legs, m u ltip le  bru ises and 
contusions o f the body, arm s and 
face and.possible in te rn a l in ju rie s . 
H is condition is  term ed serious.

P lym outh police said they were 
unable to secure the services of 
any of fo ur p hysicians who were 
called , a ll stating  that they were 
busv w ith  patients.

M eanw hile , the in ju red  man 
w as laying  in the street in agony, 
begging fo r aid . He w as rushed 
to the hosp ital scream ing in pain .

Po lice said  the m otorist who 
stru ck  M r. S tachel w as Jo e l M. 
L in d . 64. of H ighland P a rk . He 
fo ld the o ffice rs  he firs t nf'ticcd 
M r. S tache l-w hen  about 25 feet 
from  h im . He slowed un. he told 
police, and noted that the pedes­
trian  (M r. S tach e l) seenusl to 
become confused.

M r. L in d , tra ve lin g  north , said 
three cars also v .e re  approaching 
him  from  the opoosite d irection . 
He .said if  he had swung too fa r 
to the le ft he w ould have crashed 
in to  one and perhaps tw o of the 
oncoming cars. He tried  to iivo id  
the pedestrian and the cars too 
but the rig h t fender stru ck  M r. 
Stachel.

M r. L in d  stopped alm ost im ­
m ediately upon strik in g  M r. 
Stachel. He attem pted to render 
a ll the assistance possible. A fte r 
hearing h is sto ry and checking 
w ith  the d rive rs  of the other cars, 
police released M r. L in d . He

fo rts tow ard  seeing that "N o K id ­
d ie Is  W ithout a C h ristm as" in  
the im m ediate v ic in ity .

How m any thousands of does and faw ns w ere k ille d  by the 
Diggest band of arm ed m arauders m asquerading as deer hunters, 
A’ilT  never be know n, but m any hon»3st sportsm en do not hesitate to 

lie c la re  that they believe there w ere m ore ille g a l deer k ilte d  th^n 
' ;here w ere legal deer.

One gas station attendant in  the heart of a good deer hunt­
ing area said  a wom an hunter who w as w aiting  w h ile  the car she 
was in  w as being fille d  w ith  gas had declared , ‘’Yo u  know  I  shot 
five  deer but not one o f  them  had horns.”

No, not a ll the deer hunters w ere k ille rs  o f ille g a l deer. Thous­
ands of them  w ere ai-hamed o f w hat they saw  and heard in  the 
north and they are dem anding that som ething be done about it.

Residents ©f the north coun try  are fra n k  to declare that the law  
v io la tio n s w ere of such an exten sive  nature that another deer 
reason such as the one ju st ended, w ill about clean out a ll of the 
deer in  M ichigan.

One c itizen  of a northern  county states that he saw  17 ille g a l 
deer that had been k ille d  on the opening m orning, taken by game 
w ard ens out of the wcods.

A  hunter in  a nearby com m unity reported that he counted nine 
dead does that had been shot and le ft in  the woods w here he spent 
one day hunting .

A nother hunter stated that he reported to a game w arden over 
I in  w estern  M ich igan the location o f a dead doe he had come across 
' in  the w ot^ s. He trave led  seven m iles in  h is car to m ake the report.

W hat happened?
Because he did w hat he thought he .should do. h*? w as accused 

by the game w arden and threatened w ith  a rrest fo r ’Killing the doe 
he had found dead in  the woods.

M any other hunters m ako s im ila r assertions about the tactics of 
some o f the game w ardens.

H as a iiy  one heard a peep out o f one of the so-caKed sporL*- 
m en’s organizations in  the state, or from  se lf-sty le d  guard ians of the 
sta te s  w ild  life  about th is u m aw iu l slaughter?

, No. not one word has been said  aloud in  protest to the slaughter 
of thousands o f protected deer, even though there is b are ly  any 
other sub ject of such g^aneral d iscussion up north as the ille g a l k il l 
o f deer th is  ye a r by alleged sportsm en from  “ down sta le .”

Thcc-e lo u d -ta lk in g  hunters from  the m etropolitan centers who 
sw agger through the streets of the liUl*3 com m unities up north 
often ta lk  about how the “ n atives”  liv e  o ff venison the vea r 'round.

M aybe— but w e never believed it . Possibly- some poor cuss 
w 'ill k i l l  a d c ’ r  now and then when h is fa m ily  is  in  need, 'but they 
don’t slaug hter dozens o f does and faw ns and leave them to rot in 
the woods, ju st lo r  the sake o f k illin g  som ething.

It 's  a d iffic u lt problem  fo r the Conservation  departm ent to 
w o rk  out a system  w hereby the k ille rs  of does and faw ns can be 
caught, but there m ust be some w ay and if  the Conf-ervation de­
partm ent doesn’t have some sort of a recom m endation to m ake to 
the n extise rsio n  of the leg isla tu re  it  is  en titled  to severe censorship .

S trikes 
arc the chief cause of today’s 
high prices. Sti ikes are chiefly to 
blame for inflation. The real 

, difficulty is not with wage in-

Lost Di'oduction is more serious 
than  lost money: while lost time 
is far more serious than the loss 

i of both production and money. 
Hence, both labor and m anage­
m ent commit a hideous crime 
against the nation when they per­
mit a strike. Botli arc traitors 
when they stop work and refu.se 
fair arbitration.

WHAT IS THE SOLUTION 
Yet the solution of the  strike 

evil lies not w ith legislation. The 
labor problem is like the liquor 
problem in m any way.s. Each 
costs the American people about 
$15,000,000,000 per year. Almost 
everyone agrees tha t both strikes 
and liquor are a waste of money, 
tim e and manhood. Politicians 
have tried  to solve both by legis­
lation and m ost attompt.s have 
failed thus far. I know of w’hat 
I speak because I have both serv­
ed as As.sistant Secretary of Labor 
and as Presidential Candidate of 
the  Prohibition Party.

Of course, when wrong legi.'jhi 
lion has been passed, as was the 
case with the  W agner Act. more 
legislation is required to correct 
it. Legislation should be fair to 
both em ployers and w age-w ork­
ers, treating all alike. Sickness is 
also a great national loss of many 
billions each year. Legislation can 
prevent em ployers from operating 
under bad w orking conditions but 
legislation cannot m ake people 
take proper care of the ir healt'! 
EDUCATION AND RELIGION 

The solution of the labor prob­
lem. the  liquor problem and tlie 
health problem lies with Educa­
tion and Religion. Education 
teaches what wc should do: bul 
we need also Religion to have the 
w ill-power to do w hat wc our­
selves know th a t we should do. 
One is the lock and the o ther is 
the key:—neither is much good 
alone.
