The men who won the war
for us, rightfully feel that they have been shamefully treated
in the matter of homes and jobs.

The cold, dark short days will quickly pass and spring
will come with its bright sunshine and a landscape made new
by the miracles of nature.

But what of you and me?

Just be glad that we are here, that opportunities lie ahead,
that our little place in a great world may be a troubled one but
that some day and in some way it will be made a more happy
one.

LAWYERS AND THE GRAND JURY.

It appears that the Michigan State Bar Association isn't
so sure that Michigan's very successful one man grand jury
system is a good thing for the state. You know the one man
grand juries in recent years have been catching an unuSual
lot of thieves, grafters and bribers and sending them to prison.

We know that the grafters and the thieves don’t like one

man grand juries. They hate the system with all *the hate of
Hades.

Just why some lawyers would be interested in knocking

out the one man grand jury system no one knows, but it
appears that some of the lawyers who have been hired by some
of the indicted citizens of the state, have been named to mem-
bership on this committee.
4 \Mat they will report we don't know and we don’t espe-
cially care. We believe the people of Michigan feel that there
are already too many safeguards thrown up for the protection
of the criminals of this state. All of the laws are on their side
—as is plainly evident in the bank bribery case now pending
in Michigan courts.

It will be interesting to watch what this lawyer-committee
reports in its “findings" on the one man grand jury system. It
can be just one of two things—it must be FOR the criminals
or it must be AGAINST the crooks. We will wait and see
which it is.

Newly elected Congressman Howard 1. Coffin oT Detroit
has expressed himself as utterly opposed to the scheme ad-
vanced by Senator Homer Ferguson to create courts through-
out the country to handle problems growing out of labor-
industry disputes.

The new Detroit Congressman says the idea will create
courts to handle cases for a single group oi pebple, and he is
opposed to it for that reason.

The new Congressman shows some good sense in his
opposition in this matter. While the labor court idea is not
original with Senator Ferguson who is now advancing the
idea, we have never looked upon it with favor, not for the same

reasons that Congressman Coffin advances, but because wa- 3

tI*ink that management and labor can handle their own prob-
lems AFTER congress has repealed the labor racketeering
laws now on the statute books.
these laws is the so-called Wagner Act... It was born in an
alien mind, enacted in hate and greed and has been enforced
against political enemies of the Washington new deal admin-
istration as viciously as any law Hitler ever enacted to help
himself.

Senator Ferguson’s idea will do just one thing if enacted
—it will create thousands and thousands of mote political jobs
for lawyers and provide the wheel on which would spin a con-
stant series of disputes and purposely created labor arguments.

It is high time that we begin to give a little attention to
doing things that will create good will instead of creating
courts for more arguments, more settlements by force of law,
and more ill-willfWe commend the newly elected Congressman
for openly speaking his common-sense views.

MORE TROUBLE AND IDLENESS.

Walter Reuther, who wants to out-Communize the Com-
munists in disrupting America, according to newspaper re-
ports, is preparing to call another strike in the automobile
industry.

He has induced some New Deal screwball down in Wash-
ington to declare that he has figured it out that the automobile
industry can pay something like 25 cents an hour more for
labor.

Any simpleton can figure that one out. The auto industry
can pay it—but when John Jones goes over to buy a new auto-
mobile, he is going to pay that 25 cents extra, not the auto
industry.

: It will be recalled that Reuther probably is the
only man in these United States who had sufficient
political pull down in Washington a few years back to
snatch his brother out of an army uniform after he
had been inducted into the armed forces to fight for
his country, like your boy or your husband had to do.

they saw no reason why Reuther's brother shouldn’t fight for

That was back in the days when this country was being
run by the most corrupt political administration the world’
has ever known.
