Dr. John F. Kelly, one of the’®

best know'll, physicians in this
pan oi Wayne couniy, died .at
ms home, 543 Deer-street, Sunday
morning following an -illness of
many months.

'Although suffering from both
stomach ulcers and a w'cakened
heart, he continued to give me-
dical aid to his many patients un-
til the day before his death:

It was late Saturday when com-
plaining of feeling seriously ill
he asked not to be called if sum-
moned by patients. When he did
not get 'up late Sunday. Mrs.
Kelly went to his room to call him
and found him lifeless in bed. He
apparently had been dead but a
brief time.

Dr. ..Kelly w'as born in Maple
Vallcy\ near Grand Rapids Jan-
uary 15 1882, From- boyhood he
had a desire to become a doctor
and as soon as possible he entered
the Detroit College of Medicine.
After graduation he began prac-
ticing in Detroit and continued in
medical w'ork there for 22 years.

For example: A consumer’s
council in Detroit raised a howl
when the price of milk is adjust-
ed to bring the Detroit market
in line with Toledo and Chicago.

year period, 1935-39. Production
costs jumped from 5=*2 billions to
11’1 billions.

Since June dairy prices have
gone up tcmpoiai'ily—butter as
high ,as Sl a pound, and milk to
20 and 22 cents a quart.
