w ith in  th e ir  p o w e r. In  fac t, so m e tim e s , I fe e l s u re  thaii 
m o st m e m b e rs  of th e  le g is la tu re  a re  fa r  m o re  a n x io u s  to  a id  
th e  p u b lic  schoo ls  th a n  a re  so m e  of th o se  w h o  g e t p a y  ch eck s  
fro m  th e  schoo ls  a n d  d o  a  lo t of ta lk in g  ab o a^  l^pore schoo l 
a id . T hen , too, th e r e  a r e  so m e  lo ca l ta x p a y e r s  w h o  thinlii 
th a t  th ro u g h  m o re  s ta te  a id  th e  lo ca l ta x e s  c a n  b e  cu t, t h e r e ­
b y  sa v in g  a few  o f th e i r  o w n  d o lla rs .

T h e  tro u b le  w ith  th e  e n t i r e  s i tu a tio n  is th e  f a ^ , t h a ^  
se lf ish  a n d  p o w e rfu l p re s s u re  g ro u p s  h a v e  w r i t t e n  in to  thc| 
s ta te  c o n s ti tu tio n  so  m a n y  a m e n d m e n ts  c o n tro ll in g  th e  w a y s  
th a t  s ta te  ta x  m o n e y s  m u s t b e  sp e n t th a t  M ic h ig a n 's  ta x  
s i tu a tio n  is ju s t  o n e  b ig  g lo r if ie d  m ess.

F ir s t  c a m e  a lo n g  r e a l  e s ta te  o w n e rs  b a c k  in  1932 o r  1933 
a n d  w ro te  a  r e a l  e s ta te  ta x a t io n  lim it in to  th e  c o n s titu tio n . 
T h a t o n e  is n 't  so  b ad .

T h e n  u n d e r  th e  V an  W a g o n e r  h ig h w a y  m a c h in e  reign^ 
c a m e  a lo n g  a  lo t of b ig  o il c o rp o ra tio n s , ro a d  c o n tra c to rs  a n d  
ro a d  e q u ip m e n t d e a le r s  w h o  w a n te d  a ll of th e  g a so lin e  a n d  
w e ig h t ta x  m o n e y  sp e n t o n ly  fo r  ro a d  p u rp o se s . T h e y  sp e n t 
h u n d re d s  of th o u s a n d s  of d o lla rs  to  w r i te  th a t  o b n o x io u s  
p ro v is io n  in to  th e  c o n s ti tu tio n . A s a re s u l t  of th e  p re s e n t 
m e th o d  of o p e ra t in g  a n d  b u ild in g  h ig h w a y s  in  M ich ig an  d u e  
lo  th is  m e th o d  of d is tr ib u t in g  w e ig h t a n d  g a s  ta x  m o n ey , 
th e r e  is a  te r r i f f ic  w a s te  o f la x  d o lla rs , a n d  th e  s ta te  is  
d e p r iv e d  of la rg e  su m s  it  co u ld  f a r  m o re  b e n e f ic ia l ly  u se  fo r 
o th e r  p u rp o se s .

T h e  la te s t  m ess  is  th e  o u tg ro w th  o f t h e  c ity -sch o o l d e ­
m a n d  fo r th e  c o n s ti tu t io n a l  a m e n d m e n t p a s se d  la s t  fa ll, 
w h ic h  d iv e r ts  m illio n s  a n d  m illio n s  of d o lla rs  in to  a b so lu te ly  
v a lu e le s s  c h a n n e ls . I t  is t r u e  th a t  so m e  w i l l  b e n e f i t ,  b u t  w h y

A search is on for the magic formula of how to get rich 
w ithout working and how to cut spending by spending more.

N O  C O M P A N Y  U N IO N S  IN  G O V E R N M E N T .
The Civic Searchlight of D etroit the other day expressed some 

common-sense views in an editorial under the above heading. In 
part it follows:

One record of the year 1946, iff the conclusion, based on a long 
series of events, tha t the issues raised in various units of govern­
m ent by industrial labor unions m ust be met and decided under the 
authority  of existing con.stitutions. statutes, and city charters. Most 
of the controversies affecting employees of governm ent who also 
have joined labor unions can and must be settled by application of 
the existing laws to each given case.

It is not in the field of law tha t argum ents arise, but in the 
field of adm inistration. When mayors, city councils, and other offi­
cials of governm ent yield to the dem ands of pressure groups, with 
no im portant exceptions the trouble is due to by-passing or ignor­
ing laws and statu tes which clearly answ er the questions raised.

Answers to these questions also inevitably show tha t membeir- 
ship in a labor union of any kind, cannot be made a substitu te fbr 
the rules and regulations, set up by law, to govern conditions of 
em ploym ent in government. This conclusion goes all up and down 
the  line or front of controversy, affecting wages, hours, conditions 
of employment, collective bargaining, strikes among governm ental 
employees, and the orderly adm inistration of civil service in person­
nel adm inistration.

Two kinds of pressure are being used to force adoption of dle- 
m ands made by union leaders. F irst and always is the th rea t of re ­
prisals at the polls, when the next election comes around. A dozen 
years ago we saw. in the city council cham ber, a w ell-known judge 
tell a m em ber of the council that his days w ere numbered, because 
he had both spoken, and voted against granting a salary raise in 
th a t court. This situation in Detroit is continuous, especially among 
union leaders who have won some success at the polls.

The second weapon is the strike, or th rea t of a strike. Plenty 
of incidents in D etroit’s recent history prove that, in violation of all 
the laws and other regulations, there is virtually no lim it to the 
pow er of the strike weapon, even among union organizations whose 
oy-laws prohibit use of the strike as a method of force in govern­
ment. In contrast are the cases, such as that in St. fTaii Shores, in 
which public officials stood theii giound. citeo the law. and gave

The legislature has been slow 
ta act on any new tax  proposal. 
The governor is also opposed to 
any new taxes.

He has asked the committee to 
report back to him with their 
suggested solution before F ebru ­
ary 5. The committee m et in Lans­
ing Thursday to begin work on 
their recommendation.

the students and to the srhool 
music organizations. With this in 
mind, all students in the fifth 
grade, both at Central and S ta rk ­
w eather elem entary grade .schools, 
are given the McCreary Musical 
A ptitude Test. Thi.s test is na­
tionally known and very widely 
used in all soliools of this .section. 
It is sim ilar to the Seashore Test, 
but i.s much shorter and more 
readily understood by students 
of the gi-ade school level.

Potato Storage

and soil. Boxes and barrels are bet­
ter than baskets for stored potatoes, 
since they help to keep down shrivel­
ing and protect them better against 
light, which causes green spots.

Diapers Go to War
Three thousand diapers are used 

ev'ery month in a war plant to clean 
and polish glass lenses for army 
binoculars and tank telescopes. Be­
cause they are absorbent and leave 
no lint, diapers are ideal for re­
moving the tinest specks that might 
mar the vision of soldiers using 
the binoculars and telescopes. In 
the cleaning operation, one diaper 
is used to rub the lens after it 
has been dipped into a soapy solu­
tion, a second to dry it.

Forests Denuded
Indiana started out as a forest 

state. The best estimates indicate 
that about 19D million of the 23 
million acres within Indiana were 
covered with timber. The present 
situation is approximately the re­
verse, with about 3 million acres in 
woodlands, much of it cut over one 
or more times and not capable at 
this time of producing forest prod­
ucts in the quantity which this 
rather large acreage would indicate.

Protect Poultry Water Pail

There are no heiEs perched on the water pail at the Mac Vaughn farm, 
located west of Mason, Mich., because an old five-gallon paint p«U swings 
Just six inches above it  The paint pail is suspended from a  rafter by a 
rope to make the device free swinging.

If a water paU is not protected, it is easily tipped when the water gets 
low, resultiiig in wet litter, loss of water for growth or egg production and 
spread of disease. When many poultry raisers cannot obtain a regulak' 
foimtain, farm labor specialists of the Michigan State college extension 
service recommend using any convenient pail in the above arrangement 
to  provide clean, fresh water.

A. If  you serve honorably on active duty for a period of 90 days, 
one (lay of which is served lietween September IG, 1940, and the 
date of termination of the present war, or you are discharged

■ currod within tha t first 90-day period of service, you arc, upon 
di. charge. entitled to one year of education in the college, trade 
or business scliool of your choice for which you can qualify. In 
addition, each month of active duty, including the first three, 
prior to the termination of the war, entitles you to another 
month of post-service education, up to 48 'months.

Your tuition, laboratory fees, etc., up to $500 per ordinary 
school year will be paid by the government. Also, you will re­
ceive a mouth living allowance; $90 a month if you have 
dependents.

Q. W h a t  a b o u t  f a m i l y  a l lo w a n c e s ?

A. For men enlisting or reenlisting now, family allowances will 
continue until si.\ months after the war is otficiallv ended.

Q. W h a t  a r e  m y  c h a n c e s  o f  g o in g  o v e r s e a s ?

A .  If you enlist for 3 years, you may select to serve in any over­
sea: tlieater which has openings, especially Japan or Korea.

Q. C a n  I s t i l l  c h o o s e  t h e  b r a n c h  o f  s e r v i c e  I  w a n t  to  s e r v e  i n ?

A. Yes. You can pick any branch which has quotas to be filled, if 
you enlist for ;’> years.
I s  th e r e  a n y  w a y  I  c a n  r e e n l i s t  in  m y  o ld  g r a d e ?

A. Yes, you can, if you reenlist for a 3-year term  within 20 days 
after your honorable discharge.

Q. I s  t h e r e  a n y  o th e r  w a y  I  c a n  r e e n l i s t  in  g re sd e ?

A. Yes. if  you held one of certain military occupational specialties, 
and were discharged on or after May 12, 1945, you can reenhst 
in a grade depending on the length of time you held the desired 
M. O. S.

During the w ar with England 
in 1812 Mackinac Island provided 
its most interesting chq^otcr in 
A m erican 'h istory ' and from tha t 
day to this- most of the island has 
been ivgarded as Dub’ic property 
and ha.s been freely used by the 
public. i

It was soon af|ter the w ar of 
1812 when the. fodfral governm ent 
.<̂ old a fe'v\- private land claims on 
the island, .̂ t was in 1873 when 
Congresit enacted legislation se tt­
ing a.'-'ide tile i.-land n=; a "nation­
al p.'U.k f h e t - l i h .  comfort and 
pleasur.'.”

Tli n in Congress turned
ev il’ to ih e 's ta te  of Michigan for 
public park purp.eses the old fort, 
bari'acks and otln'r buildings as 
well as all of il’.'.- gr- ’ur.d suriound- 
ing the fort. Tliis guV(' to the state 
nearl\- the (^ntire island with more 
than 40 miles of roads anii a 
boulevard shore drive more than 
nin.e miles I: ng. The congressional 
art also p;'.>','id‘ d t'la t the state of 
Michigan .sliou'd set up a control 
body for the entire i; land, except 
of course the private property 
on the island tvhich was sold to 
individuals soon after the end of 
War of 1812.

Included in the land sold by the 
governm ent at that tim e is the 
site of th(' present Grand hotel.

It wa.s back in 1882 when the 
land on whieli the hotel stands 
wa.s pureh.jscd bv U. S. Senator 
Francis Sti'ekbr;:5ge of K alam a­
zoo. Stockbridge possessed con­
siderable wealth and he wanted 
Michigan to have a num ber of

big hotels such as dot the state of 
Maine.

Out of his promotiod~grew the 
plans for the erection of the 
Grand hotel, which is now prob­
ably the largest fram e-constructed 
resort hotel in the world. It does 
have the longest porch of any ho­
tel ever built. It is ncgarly 900 feet 
long and has long been adver­
tised by Michigan and its various 
tourist associations as one of the 
interesting sights that tourists 
should, visit. In fact the last ad- 
vertisaig folder i.ssuod by the 
Mackinac Island State P ark  Com­
mission devoted considerable of 
its space to a picture of the porch 
of the Grand hotel.

OLD RELIABLE WEATHER PROPHET . . . Hundreds of years ago 
Candlemas Day, celebrated on February 2, was the customary day 
for weather prediction, foul weather on that day being a sign of an 
early spring while fine weather m eant winter would continue. The 
pagans believed the prem ature return of certain animals indicated 
continued cold weather. In America the groundhog has been accept­
ed as the prophet. The 1947 version will avail himself of all mo(!{-in 
devices.

Babson D iscusses M oving 
W ashington

WASHINGTON, D. C-, Jan. 24.
—Everyone who has seen the 
Pentagon Building here is as­
tounded at its thousands of rooms, 
its miles of corridors and its acres 
of windows. Mo.st thinking people 
breatiilessly gasp and ask: “But 
why did tney build the headquar­
ters of the U. S. Army at this 
exposed location on the A tlantic 
Seaboard? Why didn 't they build 
It in the center of the country 
where it would be much freer 
from bombing or revolution?’’

D ecentra lisa tio n  O ur O n ly  
S e cu rity

The same question can be ask­
ed about the great A gricultural 
Departm ent buildings: — they 
certainly should be in the Cgntral 
West probably in K ansas which 
is the geographical center of the 
country. The Interior D epartm ent 
buildings should be in Kansas or 
Colorado: certainly not in W ash­
ington. D. C. Let us rem em ber 
tliat the only reason for the Capi­
tal being at W ashington. D. C. 
is because that location then was 
the real center of the Thirteen 
Colonies which made up the ori­
ginal nation.

There is a debatable question 
as to w hether all D epartm ents 
should gradually be moved to one 
new central location in the West, 
or w hether our Capital should be 
split up into perhaps a half-dozen 
.■^mailer capitals,—so that ’.'all of 
our eggs are not in one basket.” 
I am inclined to the la tter view; 
but the im portant thing is to lay 
plans im mediately to start at 
least one New W ashington some­
where. Let us not wait until 
World War III comes when our 
present W ashington will probably 
be destroyed.

Babson M akes Suggestions
It might be well for the present 

to leav'e the Executive D epart­
ment at the W hite' House and 
leave Congress at the present 
Capital Building. The Executive 
Offices need 4nuch more room 
and they could take over the 
Treasury Building: but the State 
Dt partm ent could rem ain where 
it now i.s. The Pentagon Building 
should be turned over to the Navy 
which should continue to have 
headquarters on the Seaboard.

The Treasury D epartm ent could 
be moved to Fort Knox (where 
all ot our gold now is) or to some 
other place in the Middle West 
which would be convenient for 
all concerned. The same applies 
to tile Post Office D epartm ent, the 
Justice D epartm ent, the Labor 
D epartm ent and the Commerce 
Dcnartment. It is unsafe, unfair 
and inefficient to have them  a ll 
cooped UD in W ashington as at 
present. Moreov'er, if there ever 
is a communist revolution in 
Amer.ca. it will be centered in the 
large cities of the East, in addi­
tion to m aintaining Old W ashing­
ton for certain departm ents, we 
should immei^iately begin to build 
one or more ‘‘New W ashingtons.” 
These should be in the C entral 
West, all connected together by 
new governm en t-ow n^  radio, 
amplane and underground cable 
s^ tem s.

Fa irn ess To  P a c ific  Coast
Few people realize the great 

empire which is gradually arising 
on the Pacific Coast and in Texas. 
If the population of these four 
states continues to increase in the 
same proportion to the entire 
population, these four states in 
30 or 40 years will have a m ajor­
ity of the Congressmen. This cer­
tainly would result in moving the ' 
Capital to the C entral West, 
Hence, why not begin moving 
now and be fair to the Pacfic 
Coast and the Southwest?

I have been assured that if the 
move was up to the Senate alone, 
the change would be made at 
once because each state would 
then have the same num ber of 
votes. All would be equally in ­
terested in a central location. 
Only because the Eastern States 
now have so m any more mem bers 
in the House does the Capital 
remain on the A tlantic Seaboard.

Babson D iscusses The K e y s .
To Successfu l L iv in g

BABSON PARK. Fla.. Jan. 31.— 
For three score yeais I have been 
analyzing the causes of success 
and failure. Experience has 
taught me tliat financial success, 
job success, and happinc.ss in 
human relations are, in the main, 
the result of (a) physical well be­
ing; (b) constant effort to develop 
one’s personal assets; (c) setting 
up and working tow ard a series 
of life goals; (d) allowing time for 
m editation and sp iiitual regener­
ation.

H ealth  A nd  Success
Good health pla.ys an im portant 

part in both contentm ent and 
achievement. U nhealthy persons 
generally lack poise, cannot sleep 
well; are fidgetv. If we want 
happiness and success, if we want 
to avoid the ills that beset many 
Americans—headaches. indiges­
tion' neuritis, backaches, and es­
pecially that tired feeling—tlien 
I suggest we adopt a set of si.mple 
rules of phy.sical conduct an:i 
follow them rigorously. There is 
no ro y a r road to health. Every 
person probably needs different 
treatm ent. That is why I urge 
you to seek your hoaltli rule;- 
from your physician. Be sure, t('o, 
that he gives you a thoroug!i-go- 
ing overha'uling at least once a 
vear.

Developing Personal Assets
Furtherm ore, if we ai'e to b'c 

really happy and successful, wo 
mu.s't discover the kinds of th.ng.s 
we like most to do vocationally 
and are most capable of doing. 
W hether we be pupil or paient, I 
wonder if we realize that ;ifler- 
school and sum m er jobs have

work elements' whicli lead to 
good life .jobs? For example, a 
part-tim e ,gas sialinn attendant 
Job, where the worker supplies 
the customer with ga.s. oil, air 
and water, does not d iffer m a­
terially from many other types 
of perm anent jobs in customer 
service . work. Take schooling 
seriously. Correct English and 
spelling . for example, are the 
keys which unlock all subjects 
and many vocations.

It is im portant to develop a 
few hobbies:—make model a ir­
planes, ce lled  stamps, cook, read 
about great men. Wc should 
. Î'ize every opportunity to visit 
ulaces of work, shops, hospitals, 
farms and factories. If after such 
practices we still have not found 
our-selves vocationally, then it's 
time to pay a visit to a nearby 
college- university, or YMCA and 
ask them foi- help. Have them 
find out what special abilities we 
ha\ c such as mechanical aptitude, 
musical ability, clerical aptitude, 
.-•ocial intelligence, etc. We must 
get a line on botn our character 
and personality ti'aits. How well 
do we get along with jthers? 
Have we ihilialive anc drive? 
Are we dependable?

Setting Up Life Goals 
Having thus discovered our in- 

le rtsts . abilities, personal quali­
ties. etc., our next step in self- 
development is to match our per­
sonal qualities to jobs that might 
-.vc'll utilize our abilities and in­
terests. Again, local school teach­
ers. headm asters. t!u> YMCAs, 
\ ’etei alls' .-\dm inistration Centers 
will be glad to counsel with us. 
Our .-ight.- sliould be set on life 
goals; and e \e ry  action planned 
to knock down the goals one by 
one like pins in a bowling alley. 
,We must i-Lmember that the chief 
difference' belv\'t'('n an unsuccess­
ful end a successful person is not 
one of knowing, but of doing.
