Federal migratory-bird hunt-
ing stamps, commonly called
"duck stamps”, were issued to 1.-
125,505 sportsmen for use during
the 1945-46 season.

During the 1944-45 season,
1.487.029 duck stamps were sold.
The Federal stamps at $1.00 caejh.
in addition to state licenses iv'c
required of all waterfowl hunt-
ers over 16 years of age.

The 38 Michigan counties that
offered bounties on foxes in 1946
paid out $50,372 for the killing of
13.090 of them, a 26 ﬁen— cent in-
crease in cost over the year ho-
foro. In 1945 the counties paid
$39,970 for 11.083 fo.xes.

Local payments vary from $2
to S7.50. with different rates in
some counties for males, females
and pups.

Barry county, eighth in
cost, got 629 foxes, the second
greatest take. Kent county, third
in the dollar column, was seventh
in the number of foxes bountied.
Van Buren bountied 628 foxes,
Calhoun 618, Oakland 614.

Babson Discusses Inventions

Babson Park, Fla., Feb. 14—
The year 1946 was upset by labor
troubles and the current year may
see a continuation of la'bor unrest.
This is a form of revolution which
has been gathering strength for
many years. It is not due to John
L. Lewis any more than the rise
of Fascism was due to Mussolini;
or the rise of Nazism was due to
Hitler, Mussolini and HiUer were
oniy symbols, and Lewis is no-
thing more. When any powerful
labor leader passes from the
scene, someone else will rise to
take his place. N

Importance of Inveniions

Both labor and management
have their good points. It would
be best for all concerned if com-
Bromises could more easily be

rought about. Remember that it
is our great ability to PRODUCE
all kinds of goods'in large quan-
tities which has made America.
Production won World War I, and
would have eventually won
World War Il. The atomic bomb
only liastened the end. But this
was only gne of many very re-
volutionar?/ developments coming
from World War I1.

TlI'e bomb was conceived, en-
gineerta and produced by scien-
tists. This relatively small group
of men may become more im-
portant industrially in the next
decade than labor and manage-
ment together. You ask, “How?”
LfAl us consider the Auto Indus-

try—our greatest industrly and
the Iar%est employer of labor—
as merely one illustration- Actual-

ly. the modern automobile.is one
of the least efficient modes of
transportation, considering the
horse power it consumes.
Revolution in Autos Possible

The earliest electrically-driven’

automobile was fairly efficient.
It was not long successful be-
cause, on a given battery charge
which was soon exhausted, it
could go neither far nor fast. Only
one thing held back its continued
development and use. That was
weight. A storage battery is made
of lead, which has an atomic
weight.of 82. Lithium is the light-
est metal known; Berylium is
-the second lightest metal known;
both are much lighter than alumi-
num or magnesium.

I ask in all seriousness if some-
day it may be possible for our
scientists to construct efficient
fleciric storage batteries out of a
very light mCtal. If so, or if any-
thing else IS developed to take
the place of.lead, we may say
Eood—bye to the automobile as we
now it today. Gone will be
engine, transmission, hydromatic
shifts, radiators and many other
mmgadgets" with i*hich the present-
day automobile is encumbered-
manufacturing and assembling
processes would be greatly sim-
plified and reduce-d. Gasoline as
