In addition to this the 
value of small tools is about five-

loaned to the school through the 
efforts of George Sm ith several 
units for use over an indefinite 
period of time. These included 
a 16" Shaper, a Browne & Sharpe 
Horizontal Miller, a Hendy Lathe 
and a surface grinder. Total value 
of these units was about $8,500.00 

In the early part of 1946 Henry 
Ford II was contacted by school 
officials relative to perm anent 
possession of the m achinery. In 
May 1946 the gracious executive 
of the Ford organization caused 
his company to m ake a complete 
donation of the originally loaned 
m achinery to the needy Plym outh 
school shop so tha t title is now 
held w ithout encumbrances- 

In 1945 and 1946 the Michigan 
Schools Surplus Property  board, 
formed by schools of the state, 
and including an exceptionally 
aggressive Plym outh delegation, 
was in action to secure for school 
shops surplus m achinery in dis­
use after the war.

Plym outh was designated as a 
part of group No- 1 of the seven 
state divisions. This group was

etc,'

SECOND, (and very im portant), 
reason for the shop’s success is 
the instructor, William Campbell. 
His experience in teaching, plus 
his actual work in production and 
tool shops, is being utilized to the 
fullest to conduct a program that 
is of value to all. Several of his 
pupils told of the safety practices 
tha t the ir instructor insists upon. 
A direct result of this safety pro­
gram is tha t during Cam pbell’s 
th irteen  years, here there have 
been no accidents of note. Gog­
gles and shields are a m ust for 
everyone oF>erating m achines 
where dust, chips pf other m atter 
could produce eye injury. W rist 
watches, long sleeves and loose 
garm ents are also, taboo in the 
departm ent. Switches are always 
cut during  the changing of cu tt­
ers or gears. Accidents are prac­
tically impossible under this plan, 
especially when every p a r t ic ip ^ t  
in the course is constantly being 
rem inded about the m erits of good 
safety practices by instructor 
Campbell

THIRD reason for the results 
shown is the complete industrial 
curriculum  offered in the school. 
Realizing that a great m any high 
school s^ d e n ts  do not continue 
into college, biit^i^'ather, need 
practical ^nstructiM it in subjects 
pertaining to jobs IhAt they will' 
hold, t-he school officitjs feel that 
this complete shop program is of 
great importance. The actual 
operation of the m achinery is 
only one of the integral parts of 
the over all course. Three hours 
daily are devoted to shop work, 
one hour to correlated m athem a­
tics, one hour to correlated d raw ­
ing and one hour, to: academic, 
work. •

Tool crib operation is taught in 
conjunction with the shop work. 
Besides the day sessions, veterans 
and other.s are enrolled for re ­
gular night classes, thus showing 
a full measure of benefit from 
the facilities of the shop.

The course is approved and 
comes under the Sm ith-Hughes 
Act, an act of congress -providing 
funds for special education or 
vocational training.

A local shop forem an was as­
tounded at the record of no-cut- 
ter-breakage compiled by the 
students. 'William (jam pbell, of 
the school, stated th a t breakage 
over a period of years was only 
one cu tter and a few small drills. 
The foreman pointed out tha t

m any commercial shops have 
cu tter breakage almost daily, so 
this is another enviable record 
for the school.

S tudents in final stages of the 
course become so adept th a t they 
produce a m ajor portion of the 
necessary replacem ent parts for 
the m achinery, and small tools 
necessary for efficient operation- 
Because of this self-replacem ent 
system practically no expense is 
incurred in m aintaining the d e­
partm ent.

G reatest need for the fu tu re is 
where it is necessary to store 
space. The present room is inade­
quate, and crowded to the point 
some equipm ent out of the shop.
. Shop students are joyous at the 

opportunity afforded by the P lym ­
outh H ardw are to .^how some of 
their w orkm anship to Plym outh 
residents.

the am ount of w alnut, h ic k o ry ! 
and bu tternu t lum ber it produc-1 
ed. Not much thought at the time 
was given to the value of the nut 
product of these trees as it per­
tained to the support of w ild-life 
in Michigan, or to the m arket 
value 01 w alnuts and hickory 
nuts.

Now that the.se trees have n ear­
ly disappeared from the state, 
many are suggesting tha t it 
wouid be a good idea for the 
Michigan Conservation dep art­
ment to start a re-planting cam ­
paign. especially along highways 
and established fence rows that 
will remain through the years.

The Wisconsin conservation de­
partm ent recently announced that 
it wmuld have available this 
spring some 50,000 black w alnut 
seeds for tree p lanters, in tha t

obtained 100 bushels of black 
w alnuts through the American 
W alnut M anufacturers Associa­
tion. A total of 50,000 of these 
nuts have been placed in moist 
sand for the w inter, a process to 
speed sprouting when the seeds 
are planted i r  the spring, and a 
factor in cutim g down losses to 
squirrels after planting.

The treated  w alnut srgds will 
be sold in Wisconsin at the rate 
of $2.50 per thousands to cover 
the expense of hulling, cleaning, 
stratifying and packing the nuts 
for shipment. The seed will be 
shipped in bags of 200 and 400 
each and in bushel baskets.

Fur prices in Michigan have 
taken a terrific “skid” in the last 
year and may even go much low­
er than the prevailing prices. 
Coyote pelts tha t brought as 
much as $8.55 in 1943 w ent for 
77 cents apiece in a lot of 550 
at the conservation departm ent's 
January  sale of share-cropped, 
bountied and confiscated furs. 
Prices offered for other furs were 
as low or lower than  those tra p ­
pers have had to take since early 
last fall.

A lot of 1,067 m uskrat pelts 
brought $1.27 each, w here the last 
'rats sold by the departm ent a 
year ago got the $2.30 OPA ceil­
ing. N inety bobcat skins were 
sold at $1.56 each, 10 raccoon at 
$1.36, one badger at $1.05, nine 
mink at about $9, 15 beaver at 
$15 each.

Archers killed 120 deer in 
Michigan last fall, according to 
the official estim ate of Arnold 
Haugen, president of the M ichi­
gan Archers association.

An exact count of 58 was re­
corded at Allegan, and it is p re­
sumed tha t the ratio  of kills re ­
ported to archery associations and 
those unreported is the same in 
northern Michigan, w here affili­
ated archers took 29 deer.

While the num ber of bow and 
arrow  deer hunting licenses more 
than doubled, from 2.Q10 in 1945 
to 4.243 in 1946, the failure oi the 
archers to double the kill also 
is explained by the large pro­
portion of beginners in the woods 
last fall.

D e t r o i t  A  C i ty  

O f Y o u n g  P e o p l e
Detroit has the highest propor­

tion of people under 45 years of 
age of any m ajor city in the 
United States, according to the 
annual report of tiie Detroit Ed- 
sion company, which has just 
been issued. This accounts for the 
relatively large labor supply and 
a viewpoint which is quickly re- 
.'■ponsive to changing conditions.

The company now serves more 
than D6 per cent of all farm s in 
its 7,600 square miles of service 
area and since the w ar started  has 
added 116,000 residential custom­
ers. W ithin a year the company 
expects to have electric service 
available to every potential cus­
tomer in the area.

The report shows that 32 per 
cent of the com pany’s gross rev ­
enue for the year was paid to the 
operating employe.s: 37 per cent 
went for m aintenance and oper­
ating expenses to serve 850,000 
customers: 15 per cent to taxes 
and 13 per cent to interest and 
dividends. A fter all costs, 3 per 
cent of revenues rem ained in the 
business to be, used for expansion 
of service.

More than two - and - one-half 
million tons of coal w ert required 
to produce the five billion kilo­
w att hour.s of energy made in the 
past twelve months-

Under rate  reductions put into 
effect January  1, 1946, charges to 
electric customers were reduced 
by $3,500,000 during  the year, 
Near the close of the year, when 
it became evident tha t earnings 
would perm it such action, charges 
to residential, farm  and com­
mercial customers were cut $1,- 
500,000 more through discounts on 
November and December bills. 
At the same time rates to indus­
trial customers were reduced, ef­
fective January  1 this year, which 
will cut about $1,000,000 from 
their 1947 bills.

The report, which is signed by 
Prentiss M. Brown, chairm an of 
the board, and Jam es W. Parker, 
president, concludes with the 
sentence: '‘Present in lications art 
that the company has several 
exceptionally busy years ahead 
of it."

The company has recently an- 
ncunced'a large construction pro­
gram for the next several years 
based on its conviction that the 
use of electricity will continue to 
increase in-^homes, farms, stores 
and factories.

Improved Ceresan is one material to treat seed grain with this spi ing. It should be applied at the rale of one-half oimce per bushel for all small graips. There are different wavs of treating the grain. Some farmers run grain through auger elevators so that the auger will mix the ceresan with the seed. Or, with a combine, the seed can be passed through it 
and the combine auger will mix the seed and ceresan. Farmers can make their own seed treating equipment with an old oil barrel. Plans lor this treater can be ob­tained at the county agricultural agent's office. Ask for Extension 
Bulletin 17G.
