COUNT YOUR BLESSINGS.

Most of us like to complain, to find fault and to kick
about this or that or the other thing. It seems to be just a
good old fashioned American habit.

Seldom do we stop long enough to count our blessings, to
figure out how much better off we are here in America
than the other fellow "over there.”

A few years back when serving as chairman of the labor.
committee up in the legislature at Lansing, we were con-:
stantly being given information and data about the "fine i
labor set-up™ over in England. The "working people”™ in no |
place in the world had greater "security" than did the work-
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ing people of England, and our good Americans were "en- "

titled" to the same "high" standards that the English worker i
possessed, we were told by Michigan labor leaders.

We were given copies of English labor laws to study.
They were recommended as "models™ for Michigan laws, and
the advocates of "better" and more "rigid" labor laws for
Michigan asserted that the enactment of measures similar |

to English laws would outdo the Wagner labor act in bene- {

fitting Michigan workers.

The other day it was our opportunity to see the "other
side" of the English labor picture.

A friend living in a nearby city had had numerous letters
from a sister living in England felling of the plight they were
in. Some weeks ago he wrote her suggesting that his wife and
himself would be glad to make a home in America for the
sister's eldest son.

A few days ago came the reply — a reply which tells of
the hopelessness of the English people under its labor gov-
ernment.

That portion of the letter disciissing the plight of the
young people in England, will be of especial interest to we
who are so accustomed to complaining about our own con-
ditions in a land where there still remains, (in spite of more
than 12 years of regimentation), a hope for the future and
opportunities for all who are willing to work.

It follows:

"About our son coming over to you. I'm afraid you don't
realize that it would be impossible for him to leave the coun--
try with his military service so near. He is 18 on July 10th -
and may not even be able to finish his‘last term . .. which
ends cibout the 29th. I hope he can as he should take his
subsids; he got a school certificate last summer.

"It is extremely kind of you and Emily to offer to have
him and we realize what a good thing it would be for him but
it seems that no one is quite free to do anything he feels like
doing in this country any more.

"We are really very glad he wants to go into the

African Police and get out of England as there

doesn't seem to be any future for young people —

with the present government in power.

"Things are a great deal worse than they were during
the war really, and everyone is getting fed up.

"Food is very difficult to get now—and they are talking
of cutting the bread ration again—the bacon is cut to 2 ounces
per head per week and we gel 1 ounce of lard (so called) and
disc of butter and margarine (one week 4 ounces butter. 2
margarine and the next 4 ounces margarine and 2 ounces but-
ler) and of course you cannot get any dripping except the
very little which comes off your meat ration which is very
small. We gel 2 pounds jam per month and one-half pound
sugar each a week.

"We are lucky here and can gel good fish without queing
up but lately with the storms and then the transport work-
ers strike—it has been off. Poultry is far beyond most peo-
ples' pockets except for a very rare treat and prices seem to
'be ever rising.

"We have paraffin lamps in this cottage and | cook by it,
too, so we don't suffer by the gas and electric cuts, for a good
thing. They keep breaking in on wireless programs to say
unless there is less current used in a certain.area it will be
cut for two hours. What a game. We still laugh and make
feeble jokes about it all but after all these war years, house-
wives at least have just about had it.

"Our daughter has settled down very well at a Uni-
versity and is very happy there. She is taking Landscape
Architecture which seems very interesting. She says the
physics are the worst as she didn't take that subject at school.
They have good fun as there are about 75 percent ex-service
people there. She of course got a government grant to go as
we couldn't possibly have managed to pay for her with in-
come tax what it is and after all she did give nearly three
years of her life in the service.

"It is hard on young people leaving school who are not
fit enough for the service as they haven't a ray of hope of
getting into a university for at least two years. They are so
full of ex-service people. So every one will be several years
older when they finally start their job in the world If
there v/as ever the smallest hope of the present government
being put out it would be a lot more cheerful outlook but
they are going to nationalize everything they can while the
going is good. People cannot put a hut up on their own land
now without permission or permit. It really is amazing what
we have to put up with.

"We have a very large P.O.W. camp about a mile from
here. They are all officers and walk past this house all day.
Some of the village people talk to them and several say they
don't want to go back to Germany, and would like to settle
here—what a hope. They all look very healthy and most quite

The answer oughl lo be an easy one. don't you think so?
Do you want the sort of domination that prevails in England,
with all of its hopelessness and regimentation—or do you
prefer what we have here in America—and MORE of it?

Although the field at the rear
of the high school is not as yet
in readiness, members of the
school board and the faculty state
that plans are being formulated
for completion of the project be-
fore the fall games are to be
held. The area will be enclosed
and a lighting system installed.
Pupils have raised about $1850
entirely within the school to apply
on the enterprise. )

Mr. Nelson and Mr. Schmidt
of the school’s administration be-
lieve that the enclosed and de-
veloped field Will have many more
hours of use during the school
year to amply pay for the ex-
enditure envolved.

Mr. Wickers has only recently
returned from Holland where he
spent several weeks witnessing
the results of the devastation
(hat the Germans wrought upon
the little nation. His first hand
account of the situation there was
of especial interest to the Plym-
outh church people because of
their activity in sending clothing
and other materials to the strick-
en country. This was their oppor-
tunitv to lea'rn exactly what is
needed, and the reaction of the
pgople whom they have befriend-
ed.

that he might inform the people
of Plymouth that when a con-
tribution of a mans suit was
received it wasn’t given to one
man but three different men were
each given one piece of the same
suit so that all might have the
benefit of the additional warmth
that even a vest might provide.

It was pointed out by the speak-
er that entire towns had been
laid waste. In one instance he had
seen with his own eyes a billboard
which designated a city by its
name placed in the midst of the
rubble, the only remains of a
once proud citv.

Mr. Wickers described in detail
the effects of the war on industry
in Holland, as well as on indi-
viduals. Among the beauties of
the country that were defaced is
a wooded area in The Hague
which served as recreational or
park area for the residents for
miles around. The Germans cut
a swath 74 of a mile in the width
through this, all for the purpose
of employing hordes of their Nazi
cowards who didn’t care to enter
into the fighting at the fronts.
The Germans bullt and abandon-
ed a structure for the manufac-
ture of war materials in the cut.

An account of what he saw at
an American cemetery one Sun-
day morning touched deeply the
group that heard Mr. Wickers.
He was visiting a small town in
the southeastern part of Holland,
near the German border. Arising
early he walked out to visit the

cemetery, and was surprised to 1

find that many Hollanders had
preceeded him to the place, and
were still arriving, on foot, and
by bic%cle. They were coming to

ute to tHe American G. I.’s
there, (about
20 thousand graves). Every grave
has been adopted by a Holland-
er, and it is pleasing to note that
the boys from America are being
honored by this beautiful gesture
of the friendly Netherlands. Mr.
Wickers states” that this tribute at
the cemetery is not unusual, but
is regularly observed.

After the interesting talk the
church group had an informal dis-
cussion and question period led
by Mrl*Wickers for tho.se inter-
ested in the Netherlands relief
program.
