E d i­
to ria l D irec to r W h eeler M cM illen of th e  P a th f in d e r  N ew s 
M agazine, re c en tly  d iscussed  th is  su b jec t in  a m ost em phatic  
w ay . ^

Said  M r. M cM illen:
Com m unism  in Russia is the  R ussians’ business as long as they  

keep it there. C om m unism  in the U nited S ta tes is defin ite ly  our 
business.

Any C om m unist in th is coun try  acts w ith  defin ite  purpose to 
overth row  our form of free governm ent. He aim s to su b stitu te  a 

•C om m unist-d icta to rsh ip  in w hich he hopes to becom e one of the 
favored com m issars.

One hears the phrase “A m erican C om m unist.’’ T here  can be no 
such anim al. The w ords v io len tly  con trad ic t each other. No person 
w ith  Am eric(jnism  in his h ea rt could be a C om m unist and no Com ­
m unist can tru ly  be an  A m erican.

U nfo rtuna te ly  th ere  are  C om m unists in Am erica. In the ir e f­
forts to destroy  A m erican lib e rty  they  tak e  advan tage  of every  fre e ­
dom  w hich our C onstitu tion  g i^ ran tees .

They have , the  righ t to organize as a political p a rty  and to a p ­
pear on the ballot at elections. This they  have done in several .states.

Thousands^ of good A m ericans defend  th is righ t even though 
they  despise every th ing  w hich corrimunism represen ts. They believe 
C onstitu tional freedom  ex tends even to include the  rig h t of o rga­
nized political opposition to the  C onstitu tion  itself.

M uch can be said to support th is view. The very  scope of free­
dom  m ust alw ays be a jealous a lertness to guard  the  righ ts of the 
m inorities.

U nder the she lte r of A m erican rights. C om m unists push forw ard 
w ith  th e ir program . The design is to reduce t'ne nation  to a sta te  of 

-• such disorder, d iscouragem ent and despair th a t by violence or any 
o ther m eans they  can take  control of the w reckage. They m ean then, 
w ith  iron discipline and bloody ru th lessness, to keep control. In 
Russia they  have done so.

They sack to fan in to  destructive  flam es every  spark  of d iscon­
t e n t  If friction ex ists betw een races, they  do every th ing  conceiv­
able to m agnify it. W hen labor d isagreem ents rise, they  seek to 
prolong and agg rava te  the  trouble. It is no crim e to m ake trouble, 
so w herd  no troub le  exists, they  try  to m ake some.

A bundan t use has been m ade of “fro n t’’ organizations. A group 
is set up for some apparen tly  w orthy  purpose, or an  organization 
■with an  ex isting  good nam e is utilized. R espectable citizens w ho d e ­
sire  to help  a good cause, but who are  innocent of any  favor for 
com m unism , lend th e ir  nam es. S urprising ly  em inen t ow ners of good 
nam es have found them selves un in ten tionally  to be tools of the 
C om m unists who rea lly  run  the  grobps and who bend the “causes" 
tow ard  w eakening  the  A m erican faith.

No one yet know s the ex ten t to w hich com m unist influences 
have  pene tra ted  in to  the  G overnm ent itse lf du ring  recen t years.

T he readiness w ith  w hich the S ta te  D epartm en t provided pass­
ports and visas for such charac te rs  as G erhard  E isler is a puzzle. And 
t w ould be hard  to exp la in  actions in m ore th an  one G overnm ent 

zgency w ithou t tak ing  into account th a t they  w ere m ore n e a rly  in 
accord w ith  the com m unist line than  w ith  p a tr i^ ic  com m on sense.

The House C om m ittee for Investigation  of U n-A m erican A ctiv i­
ties w ill perform  invaluab le  services to the  na tion  w henever it w ill 
honestly  and fairly  tu rn  the  b righ t ligh t of tru th  on com m unist— 
or any o ther—effort to b reak  dow n A m erica. C hairm an  J . P a rnell 
Thom as declares the  C om m ittee w ill do ju st tha t. In re tu rn  the 
Com m unists will scream  about red -baiting  and cry  for th e ir  consti­
tu tio n a l rights. T hey m ight b e tte r  be th an k fu l not to be operating  
in a coun try  w here d ea th  or S iberia  a re  th e  penalties for disloyalty .

The school jo ined o thers in th is 
a rea  in closing at 9:30 w hen  a 
final count revealed  th a t  less than  
half of the  studen ts w ere on hand 
and sligh tly  over th a t am ount 
of teachers w ere there  to greet 
them . School buses w ere unab ie  to 
cover th e ir full rou tes and on the  
re tu rn  trip  w ere accom panied by 
football p layers from  the  school 
who took the responsib ility  of 
w alking hom e on the country  
roads w ith  th e  little  to ts tha t 
lived bej-ond the  bus lines. Schools 
rem ained  closed ’W ednesday also 
to enable  h ighw ay crew s to open 
the  roads so they  could resum e 
norm ally  on Thursday .

The extent,, of dam age to orch­
ards of local fru it g row ers was 
sm all and m ost grow ers w ere 
w orried about how long the i 
.«:torm w ould last and they hoped 
th a t tem p era tu res  w ouldn’t d r o p ; 
m uch low er so that* dam age 
would result.

The police departm en t reported  ' 
no g rea t dam age to p roperty  or 
cars and o ther than  the large 
show w indow , a t the Nash garage 
on Main stree t, cracking because 
of the quick change of tem p era ­
tu re , there  was noth ing  else on 
record *that cost the  pro-perly 
ow ner any expense, except the 
loss of tim e involved in getting  
to w ork or the inconvenience of 
travel th rougout the day.

The M ichigan Bell C o m p a n y , 
found itself sw am ped w ith calls 
all day  Tuesday and reported  
they  had experience<ij th e  b u s ie s t ' 
day of th e ir  existence in P ly m ­
outh. A lthough th e  local office 
w as m anned by the largest s taff

of operato rs ever on d u ty  it was 
still im possible to give th e  sam e 
k ind of excellen t service for 
which the com pany is noted. In 
N orthv ille  the office w as not only 
busy but a help  shortage  there  
aggravated  th e  situation . i

Most local factories found th a t 
betw een one th ird  and one half 
of th e ir  em ployees w ere unab le  
to get to w ork and production 
was badly cut because of the 
storm .

The s ta te  highw ay departm en t 
reported  the storm  as being the 
w orst th is  y e a r  and genera l 
th roughout sou thern  M ichigan 
and said th a t m ost M ichigan h igh . ' 
w ays w ere blocked e ith e r by 
d rifts  or stalled  cars abandoned 
along the roads. C ity s tree t crew s 
s ta rted  the  job of snow rem oval 
early  T uesday m o r n i n g  but 
th roughout the day  found they 
w ere fighting a loosing ba ttle  
since d rifting  snow kep t falling  
alm ost as fast as they  could re ­
move it.

W ednesday found th ings p re tty  
m uch back to norm al but m ost 
local residen ts w ere still doing 
a lot of th ink ing  about th e  r e - ' 
m oval of th e ir  storm  w indow s 
until they  w ere su re  th a t a  re -1 
occurance was beyond possibility . 1

.Vt th e  desk, the  bench, and on the  farm , m en and w om en m ust 
give the tfesL th a t is in them  during  reasonable  and healthy  w ork 
hours w ithout artificia l lim ita tions on effort.

The in itia tive  of m en m ust be restored  and encouraged  so th a t 
labor-saving devices, scientific discovery, inven tion  and new  e n te r ­
prise m ay have full developm ent.

W idespread strikes w hich paralyze p roduction  defeat th is course.
We cannot m ake economic or social i^covery  if wc a re  to have a 
repetition  of the unpara lle led  industria l conflict of 1946.

By 
com puting these to tals and as.sum- 
in-g th a t the tw o sta tions which 
did not answ er were average s ta ­
tions it is shown th a t the .oiai 
gasoline consum ed by local m o­
to rists  is about 44,935 gallons per 
week.

The oil sold by the vendors is 
.950 gallons per week. Therefore, 
the average m ileage is one cju.ari 
of oil for each 189 m iles of travel.

In dollars and cents the gross 
ineem e from the two products is 
approx im ate ly  $10,127. This doe.s 
ro t include the e x tra ” services 
such as greasing and au to  repairs.

The half hundred  or m ore men 
d irec tly  involved in .servir.g the 
public w ith its gasoline and oil 
nci-ris are on t’uty from early  
m orning un til late in the  evening. 
Manv of the s ta tions arc open on 
Sundays as well as evenings d u r ­
ing the week. No sta tion  is know n 
to open all night. Nor i.-, it 
w arran ted  by the am ount of busi­
ness to be had dui'ing the hour.-, 
that would be added to the a l ­
ready long stin t th a t the opera ­
tors pu t into Ihcir .service. '

“D etro it C ity w ater is of good 
au a lity  in all r e s p ^ ts  and, w ere 
it availab le  in sufficient am ounts 
and a t adequate  pressure would 
be the  m ost a ttrac tiv e  source 
available. The p resen t connection 
w ith  the  D etro it system  is com ­
p letely  inadeaua te . Investigation 
reveals th a t th ere  are  only two 
12 inch m ains, one in R iverside 
P a rk  and  the  o ther in Five Mile 
Road w hich come anyw here  near 
to P lym outh . Inqu iry  reveals th a t 
these  lines are  even now of in ­
sufficient capacity  to  serve the  
te rr ito ry  th rough  w hich they  pass.

W hile some consideration has 
been g iven  to ex tend ing  D etro it’s 
system  to serve both  P ljm o u th  
and N orthville . such a p ro ject 
w ould requ ire  constructing  a 36- 
to-24-inch m ain  of som e 12-16 
m iles leng th  and one o r possibW 
2 booster stations. This w ould 
involve th e  expend itu re  of some 
tw o m illion  dollars. It has been 
determ ined  th a t  such a line would

Police Warn On 
Alley Loitering

Police Chief Lee Sacketi calls 
to the attention of Plym outh resi­
dents the existence of a city 
ordinance which holds that any 
persdn who loiters or wanders in 
any alley is a disorderly person 
and is punishable under the law 
by 90 days imprisonment. The an . 
nouncem ent is made because of 
the receipt of numerous com­
plaints at the police headquarters 
about annoyances to property 
owners. Chief among the acts 
oomplainod about is the molesting 
of dogs which are tied near the 
alleys at the rear of homes. The 
practice has aggravated dogs and 
in at least one case the offender 
has been bitten.

Parents are urged to instruct 
young mem bers of their families 
to refrain from the use of alleys 
except on necessary trips. This 
applys especially to night time 
activities, states Chief Sackelt. He 
savs that police officers might 
suspect any person found lo iter­
ing in the alleys after dark as 
potential burglars if they can’t 
explain their presence. The in­
tentions of these loiters will be 
questioned in every casers in 
which they are apprehended.

A p r i l  M a g a z i n e
j Plym outh’s recreation director, 
I Virgil Knowles, has received n a­
tional recognition for the air-rifle 
contests he held here last sum ­
mer. In an article in the magazine 
•Recreation” for A pril a complete 

account w ritten by the Plym outh 
man appears under the title “To 
Shoot With Safety.”

The story as it appears in the 
magazine says in part:

“The search for something new 
and different, for something wtiivh 
will appeal to the youngsters of 
the city and to adults, is one of 
the main jobs of any recreation 

i director. If it is possible, he plans 
to include in the program  con- 
structiv'e training so tha t a double 
purpose of fun and recreation 
may be accomplished.

"With such a thought in mind 
the program herein discussed 
was developed. In 1946 the recrea­
tion departm ent of Plym outh, 
Michigan, presented on the p lay­
grounds regular range practice 
and shooting.’’

Mr. Knowles explained in the 
articles tha t •‘the program was 
designed for boys from 7 to 16 
years of age. The boys were 
divided into two groups, 7 to 12 
and 13 to 16, for competition. The 
rudim ents of shooting were taught 
and safety practices were stress­
ed.” Mr. Knowles stated in the 
article that there were no ac­
cidents and tha t the program was 
a success beyond all expectations. 
The recreation departm ent ex­
pects to conduct the same type 
mf shoot next year. About 13%  of 
Uhe boys in the city, entered the 
contest. It is expected tha t in 
1947 the practice sessions will be 
enlivened by the participation of 
fathers in the events. Also being 
considered is the possibility of 
having a competition for girls, as 
many inquired last year about 
entering.

One. that heavv fence row growth 
robs surrounding crop land of 
moisture and soil nutrients, and 
(he other, that if fence row cover 
is confined to clovers, grasses and 
shrub.s. there ij little or no ap ­
parent difference in j(vater or 
nutrient loss from nearby crops. 
Some farmers believe that heavy 
growths of hedges and small trees 
steal moisture and nutrients but 
the hedge rows of England which 
have withstood centuries of tests 
show that good game and farm 
'crops may be grown side by side.

Farm ers who are willing to es­
tablish fence rows should be en­
couraged, by being given all pos­
sible aid. Dr. Sears believes, and 
that the general public should be 
informed of their modern aoprov- 
ed land-m anagem ent practices.

At the 
tailenc of the truck, muscle power 
will be replaced by mechanical 
lift. In many of the service trades, 
the scene is changing through in- 
titjduction of pre-packaging, self- 
re rv in g . coin vending, and other 
modernism.

Mechanical devices are invading 
the last strongholds of personal 
laboi'. For instance, the job of in­
spection heretofore has seemed to 
require hum an senses for which 
no mechanism could be substitu t­
ed. Yet electronic and other m e­
chanical checks now perform w ith 
a speed and certainty which out­
class humans. Heretofore, the as­
sembling of parts into a complete 
article has been very difficult to 
rr.ech.unize; but I definitely fore­
cast its accomplishment. The all- 
autom atic production plant is 
more than a comic-strip phantasy.

Will Reach Into Every Home
A white collar is no badge of 

Immunity. Working in cooperation 
with the Armed Services, tech­
nical institutions have contrived 
brainwork machines. These are 
now solving problems in m athe- 
n-alics entirely beyond the cap­
acity of any accountant. No job or 
business can afford to ignore this 
universal drift. For better or for 
worse, mo.st of us are bound to 
coilide. sooner or later, with the 
flooritide of mechanism. It will 
Ir.l'luence all human activities.

History reveals, w ith appalling 
certainly, that tlie onrush of 
machinery cannot be opposed suc­
cessfully. It will over-ride any 
apposition from labor groups, in­
dustrial competitors, legislators, 
or ideologists. From earliest days, 
mechanical revolutions have ro l­
led ahead against the most sav­
age opponents. This is because 
machinery increases production. 
Any agency which can do that is 
all-powerful. Mechanization can 
be put to the service of all groups.

OPPORTUNITIES OUTWEIGH 
THE PERILS

As ««an industry becomes m e­
chanical, instead of manual, it 
tends to expvand. In the end it will 
open more jobs than it closes. 
FSirthermore, there is every rea­
son why such new jobs should 
erade higher than the old. Analyze 
the task of inventing, making, 
maintaining, and bettering the 
machinery of today and tom or­
row. Surely such expert occupa­
tion is a step ahead of prim itive 
toil. To capitalize the opportunity, 
however, will dem and tha t all 
of us m ust modernize our a tti­
tudes. Labor and managem ent 
alike m ust set their sights on 
goals tha t are creative, construc­
tive and productive.

The potential trouble lurking 
in today’s trend is that the facili­
ties and equipm ent can become 
ultra-m odern while our social 
thinking rem ains medieval. This 
we m ust avoid. If the cuirent 
boom in education does its work 
aright, we m ust develop a pub­
lic which will be schooled in 
sound economics and awake to 
spiritual values. Only as these 
factors are added to m echaniza­
tion can we be assured of higher 
standards of living and working.

T o  F a r m  R e a d e r s

Farm ers who arc using electric 
brooders for the first time this 
year will be interested in some 
tips given by E. I. Besemer, coun- 
tv  agricultural agent. It is neces­
sary to place feed and w ater par­
tially under the hover at first, 
since only the space under the 
hover is heated. If the chick' 
lend  to ’‘bunch up” at certain 
points under the hover, the bro­
oder is being operated at too 
high or too low a tem perature. 
An accurate therm om eter essen­
tial for ^correct regulation of tem ­
perature, chicks need to be 
taught to re tu rn  to the hover for 
w arm th when they have been out 
to feed. A chick guard, placed 
not more than 18 inches from the 
hover, will help to do this. The 
brooder should bo kept waim 
enough that the chicks form in 
a circle at the outer edge, reduc­
ing the possibility of crowding. 
One method th a t helps to encour­
age chicks to return  to  the brood­
er is to place a light under the 
hover. With the warm air sup­
plied by an electric brooder, mois­
ture fequently condense? on the 
floor, walls, and windows.- A piece 
of insulating board on the floor 
or a litter three inches or more 
deep will help to reduce the con­
densation of m oisture on the floor. 
Walls and ceiling should be cover­
ed with good insulating board. 
County Agent Besemer adds that 
when insulating board is used on 
the walls, a hard surfaced m a­
terial should be placed on the 
wall areas where the chickens 
can reach. The chickens frequent­
ly eat holes in insulating board if 
this precaution is not taken.
