But in 1946, when the late Gene Tal-
madge followed IUs well-worn trail to eminence, he became,
m the language of certain forward-looking writers, a Fascist.
When Gene died, the epithet was passed on to his son and
poliifcal associates. Despite the fact that the Georgia gover-
norship >was decided by the courts in routine fashion, this
Fascism talk persisted. It is a tribute to our growing habit of
attaching European names to American phenomena.

"Commenting on this curious taste for using foreign
names, the Wall Street Journal recently pointed out that an
even fancier adoption than that of 'Fascist' was 'Social Demo-
crat.' It is now the fashion to point out that capitalism and
communism are both out, a*d that we must put our money
on the Social Democrats. whoever they are. As far as we
know, the One country where the Social Democrats are in
active practice is Great Britain. The London W hitehall Let-
ter, commenting on the powers of the Food M inistry recently,
said: 'We are awakening to the realization that, without the
brutal methods associated with the Gestapo, we are becom-
ing increasingly at the mercy of a force which has arrogated
to Itself powers unimagined in the constitutional history of
this country.'

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Gives Tips On
Control Of
Pickle Insects

m Of interests to many Plymouth
famers is the report published
here by Dr. Herman King in re-
gard to the control of pickle in-
sects. Since this area is one of
the larger cucumber producing
sections in Michigan Dr. King’s
report should prove of interest
to cucumber growers here.

Dr. King, is a member of the
cepartment ot Entomology of the
Michigan State College.

His- report is as follows.

The striped cucumber beetle
is the most important insect en-
emy of cucumbers in Michigan.
TIk- adult beetles emerge from
hicernation early in the spring,
bcc.'ming active at temperatures
above, 55 degrees F. Because of
this early emergence, the[v) are
fflen in the cucumber fields before
the cucumbers come up. When
the .seedling-; start through the
rurface of the soil the beetles feed
on the leaves and stems.

and their suburbs. The entire pro-
gram, which calls for nearly 365,-
QC3 number changes in the me-
tropolitan area, wid cost more
than $3,0C0,CCO.

Lacy emphasized that, when the
changes are made in Plymouth,
they will appear immediately in
the telephone directory. Plym-
outh numbers have to be changed
anyway when the present manual
system is replaced by cial opera-
tions, so the number changes in
Plymouth will occur at that time.

In addition to Plymouth and
Detroit, other exchanges involved
in the impending number changes
will be Birmingham, Center Line,

Royal Oak, Northville, Pontiac,
Roseville, Trenton, Wyandotte,
Farmington, Wayne, Ypsilanti,

>\nn Arbor, Mt. Clemens, Middle-
belt, Livonia, Southfield, Rock-
wood. and Warren.

As the first stem in the new
numbering plan, 20,000 subscrib-
ers in the LAfayette, LEnox, and
TEnnyson central office areas in
Detroit are having their numbers
changed with the new numbers
appearing in the forthcoming
April issue of the Detroit tele-
phone directory. LAfayette num-
bers are being changed to a
TAshmoo 5 prefix, LEnox num-
bers to VAlley 2, and TEnnyson
to TAppan 7. In addition, De-
troit’s Weather and Time service
numbers are being changed.

In the case suburban dialing,
Lacy said that it will be necessary
to give nearly every affected ex-
chan.ge a new dial identification
to avoid numbering-code conflicts.
The names, Royal Oak, Roseville,
Pontiac, and Southfield, for ex-
ample, all have the same dial
mmpull” for the first two letters—
the figures ‘7’ and ”6”.

Actually, name prefixes do not
exist for the mechanical brain
that is the dial system. It works
only on number impluses. The
"CH ” of the Detroit CHerry nre-
fix, for example, is merely “2-4”
to dial equipment. The names are
used primarily to help subscribers
to remember telephone numbers
better and to simplify handling
of long distance calls.

Lacy paid thej .necessity of tak-
ing carp of growth in Detroit
would nbt in yself require such
universal numper changes.

Of this number, only 14 were
reclaimed by their owners, in-
dicating that 44 were homeless.
Six diseiise infected and four in-
jured dc’gs were dispatched im-
mediately and the others were
disposed of after remaining un-
claimed in the Michigan Humane
Society Shelter for 72 hours.

The raund-up was conducted
by meml)ers of Sheriff Behrendt’s
county load patrol as part of a
concerte<| effort in which Super-
visor Sherrnan L. Bunnell and
other Nankin township officials,
P. M. Graham, manager of the
housing jiroject, and the Michigan
Humane Society all had a part.

Enforcement of a township-
wide quarantine was undertaken
after seleral children had been
bitten b> stray dogs whose num-
bers hac. reached such propor-
tions as to become a matter of
serious public concern.

which have reverted to a wild
state, became unusually wary
after that. Consequently the

natrolmen, using only improvised
or inferior equipment, found their
mission increasingly difficult.

A grave note of warning
sounded in the percentage of dis-
ease infected dogs seized, tf this
ratio is projected to the total num-
ber of ownerless dogs estimated
to be running wild, a portentious
menace to public health exists in
the country.

Most of these homeless dogs are
turned loose in the country be-
cause the owners of the animals
are unable to feed them due to
the high cost of food. There is
ample evidence that owners de-
liberately take the dogs to isolat-
ed spots in the out country area
and desert them. The animals
soon become wild and join in
hunting packs to live upon the
country.

Don’t think for a minute that
the old practice of dynamiting
rivers and creeks for fish is a
thing of the past. In certain sec-
tions of Michlrlqan there are game
hogs who will stoop to almost
any illegal practice
get fish or game.

But tough days are ahead for
these game violators, When Rep-
resentative John Kruse of Manis-
tee came down to Lansing last
winter to attend the regular ses-
sjon of the state legislature he
came with a determination o do
something about this most vicious
form of game law violation.

He went over to the Conserva-
tion depaitment and gave the of-
ficials information about the ac-
tivities of fish law violators, urg-
ently requesting that the depart-
ment put forth an extra effort to
arrest the dynamiters.

The department, even though
short'of field men, was quick to
comply with the request of Rep-
resentative Kruse. And let it be
said right here that Michigan’s
department of conservation ranks
among the best in all of these
United States. Game wardens
went to work on the request
made by Mr. Kruse.

The other day there was land-
ed in jail two residents of Free-
soil, charged with placing dyna-
mite sticks in trout holes along
the little Manistee river, one of
the best trout streams in north-
ern Michigan.

They pleaded guilty and were
given fines of gloo each, plus
court costs. Unfortunately that is
about the severest penalty the

Representative Kruse is now
writing some proposed amend-
ments into the game laws which
will make possible a jail sentence
for any one convicted of dynamit-
ing a trout stream. He has in
mind a mandatory 10 day jail
sentence, plus a $100 fine and
court costs and also the deprival
of a fishing license to one convict-
ed of this offense for a period of
three years.

D%/namiting fish is an old-time
method of getting fish in an ca.sy
way, which has long been out-
lawed.

The dynamiters will attach a
short fuse to a stick of dynamite,
light 'it, and throw it in a deep
place in a trout stream. After
throwinﬂ the dynamite into the
water, they will run down stream
a short distance, wade into the
stream, then spear the fish killed
or stunned by the explosion as
they float down stream.

It is said that frequently vio-
lators of this typo can easily get
a gunny sack full of brook trout
in a very few minutes. But the
worst part of the practice lies in
the fact that hundreds of small
trout and other kinds of fish that
might be in the stream are de-
stroyed by the explosion.

Decent citizens all over Michi-
gan will laud Representative
Kruse’s efforts to drive the dyna-
miting fish-hogs out of existence.

Winter Duck Loss a Major Factor

_Wildfowlers throughout the na-
tion arc becoming concerned over
the possible indeterminate loss of
ducks that they believe takes
place each year during migration
and on the wintering grounds, the
Wildlife Management Institute
recently reported. The U. S. Fish
and Wildlife Service does 'lot at-
tempt to discount the claims, and
the answer is that “more inves-
tigation and i%esearch is needed.”

Many oldtime sportsmen now
maintain that incalculable losses
are dccuring during the fall flight
and on the wiutering grounds
where aside from illegal hunting
predation, disease, and pollu-
tion arc taking heavy tolls. In the
past such losses were accepted as
“natural”, but with North Ameri-
ca’s duck population on the de-
cline, migration and winter disap-
pearance is of growing import-
ance.

The experts know that in some
areas such as the Great Salt Lake
marshes and at a few points in
North Dakota, botulism in some
years will destroy countless thou-
sands of birds while in heavily
shot areas ,the ever present men-
ace of lead poisoning may be re-
sponsible for the loss of addi-
tional thousands. Occasionally, as
happened last year i i the panhan-
dle of Texas, fowl cholera gels
into a flock and practically deci-
mates it and there is also {he un-

.known but certainly neavv Iu;-

due to cripple.s. At times oil pol-
lutioii, particularly in some coast-
al walcr.s, is directly responsible
for the death of hundreds if no'
thousands of ducks and ollui
birds. However, so far as s
known, there is no important pro
dator of healthy adult ducks.

It is clear that under optimum
conditions the Alaskan and Ca-
nadian breeding grounds are c¢;m-
able of producing many mme
ducks than can bo properly cared
for in the areas available to them
while in the "South, aid efforts
to improve and e.xpand the win-
tering grounds are sure to re-
ceive inci'oasing public support.

This question, “Dees mortality

from other causes have a greater
effect on walt-rTowl populations
than the hunters?”, is of prime

importanec. but until it is possible
to single out and control the other
limiti 1g_factors, regulating the
hunter is the only means of ob-
taining immediate results. The
Federal authorities in fixing the
open seasons and bag limits each
year, are guided %y waterfowl
population trends and the hunt-
ers’ estimated harvest, and if a
high pei centage of unknown loss-
e.; occur during migration and in
the wintering grounds, then more
intensive studies will provide the
knov%/'ledge for better manage-
ment.

Blind Candidate
Wins Support

Judge Ned H. Smith, for 12
vears Judge of Common Pleas
Court with an outstanding record
for ability and efficiency, is a
candidate for advancement to the
vacancy in Circuit Court at the
election next Monday, April 7th.

Thousands* of hxs hosts of
friends and admirers are rallying
to his supﬁort in this campaign
to ?nake him Circuit Judge, a
promotion they feel he has earned
and deserves.

LLB, being the first blind student
to be graduated from the Law-
College. (It was while he was
attending Northern High School,
in the winter of 1919. that he lost
his sight completely as a result of
having frozen his eyes in a bliz-
zard in Detroit).

Judge Smith was appointed to
the staff of the Prosecuting At-
torney of Wayne County in Dec-
ember 1926. He served eight years
in that office, under throe pro-
secutors. during wliich time he
was assigned to the investigation
of accident cases. During the last
three years of such work, he was
assigned to the Traffic Court
where he conducted trials involv-
ing charges of negligent homicide,
manslaughter and leaving the
scene of an accident. Judge Smith
was elected to the office of Judge
of Common Pleas Court of the
Citv of Detroit in 1935. for a two
year term; rc-electcd in 1937 for
a six year term, and again re-
elected in 1943, he is one of the
few' successful blind jurists in the
United States.

Babson Discusses Big Cities

New York City, April 4—Many
letters have come to me saying:
Knowing you do not like invest-
ments in big cities such as New
York, Philadelphia, Baltimore
and Pittsburgh, what would you
suggest “as insurance” for those
who do live in these or other big
‘cities? My answer is very simple,
—namely, to invest somé of your
money in small cities and well-
diversified industries. Very big
cities have reached their maxi-
mum of influence; their real es-
tate will gradually decline in
value; their workers will be less
efficient; their cost of living will
abnormally advance and their
danger from communistic upris-
ings from within and attacks from
without will continually increase.

Bullish on Small Cities

- 1 believe it is safe to say that
locally controlled businesses in
rural self-supporting and self-
contained areas will more and
more flourish. What sort of busi-
nesses in these rural areas offer
the'best opportunities? Here are
some suggestions:— )

(i; Locally controlled grain
handlers to supply the staff
of life; manufacturers of
building materials, such as
ypsum, lumber, cement,
ead, copper;
Bus, truck
transportation  companies
which will be called on to
handle a much increased
business;
3) Local oil producers and
distributors in contrast to
the larger operators with
refineries in big cities; also
coal and wood yards;
Local hotels and restaur-
ants Which will be called
on to accommodate the
continual influx from large
industrial centers destined
to suffer from unemploy-
ment;
Local trading companies in
a position to either sell for
cash or barter the valuables
most easily transported
such as silver, gold orna-
ments, #olatlnum or dia-
monds, for living necessi-
ties . . . ;
Automobile and farm ma-
chinery repair shops which
should run to capacitydolus;
Any well-located buildings
of large capacity, which
would be in demand for
conversion for any of the
above purposes.

Own Certain Real Estate

There should be added to this
list existing homes and especial-
!P/ small farms over fifty miles
rom large cities. That is, cottag-
es- off the main line, which are
not dependent upon the operation
of a public utility. Merchants
should carry a full line of wood,
coal and oil stoves, kerosene
lamps and candles as well as a
big supply of canned goods. Don’t
always' bank on others to supply
garden produce, but each year
plan enough of a garden to supply
vegetables for sustenance and for
canning in season. Remember
