fires before they had a chance to 
started.” He particularly com­
mended the residents for keeping 
their wits about them when they 
turned in alarms, giving streets 
and numbers correctly. Also, he 
said, it was much better to call 
the fire department and then try 
to put out the blaze, rather than 
wait until it was determined that 
the individual couldn’t get the 
fire out and then call the depart­
ment.

McAllister said that Plymouth 
is fortunate in the manner its 
city commission has seen the 
needs of *n up-to-date fire de- 
partm.ent.

Plymouth Suffers 
Its Worst Flood

street to South  M ain  stree t.

Lo ren  Goodale probab ly su f­
fered the severest loss of any 
one in  P lym o uth  from  the flood. 
The day before the flood he had 
received  a larg e shipm ent of 
groceries and these cartons were 
piled in the basement. Hundreds 
of dollars worth of soap chips 
were in the shipment, as well as 
other supplies packed in paper 
cartons.

While a desperate effort was 
made to remove the boxes as the 
flood water poured into the base­
ment. it is estimated that $1,000 
would 'not cover the damage done.

As far as can be found out, no 
flooci insurance is held by any one 
in Plymouth.

Water flooded into the A & P 
.store on Ann Arbor trail, filled 
the basement of the professional 
building, flooded the main floor 
of a part of the Perfection Laun­
dry building on Wing street and 
caused damage to nearly every 
piece of property lying within 
the old creek valley.

H u n d r e d s  of basements 
throughout the city were flood­
ed. many stokers and oil burners 
being put out of commission as a 
result. A rise of one inch more 
would have extinguished the fire 
in the stokers of the Mayflower 
hotel.

City employes worked diligent­
ly to prevent as much damage as 
possible and were successful to 
son'll̂  extent. Streets and thor­
oughfares wore badly damaged 
by the storm and it will cost the 
.‘ity thousands of dollars to repair 
the washouts caused by the flood.

For a ‘ime .Saturday there was 
not one I'oad ooen out of the city, 
hollow.s along the thoroughfares 
bccon'ii'ig vast lakes.^ Scores of 
autoinobil*';  ̂ berame ' stalled in 
these big pools of flood waters, 
the ('livers not realizing how deep 
was the water.

Ln addition to the flood damage, 
the wind Sunday did its bit to 
add to the lu.ss. A big plate glass 
window ill‘the ,D & C store at 
h«' c('i'nor Oi South Main and 

Ann Arbor trail was broken by 
'I'l-' wi ld and numerous awnings 
about tlic main streets were dam­
aged. A gcas station on the other 
.'oi'ncr also suffered similar dam- 
agc.

The Rouge river, like Tonquish 
rec'-x. which-rovers a large drain- 

.ig'.' area, quickly turned from a 
trickling stream to a mighty xA'all 
of water rushing through the 
Rouge valley.

The bank will be open from 2 
until 7.

Mrs. H. R. Penhale, Plymouth 
252-W, is Blood Bank Chairman 
for the Plymouth Branch of the 
Red Cross'. Appointments may be 
made through her.

This is your opportunity to help 
safeguard your own future and 
that of members of your family, 
or possibly to save the life of a 
resident of Wayne County who 
may be a total stranger to you. 
by depositing a pint of your 
blood on Wednesday, April 16.

You receive h bank book with 
the date and type of your de- 
Dosit. This blooci is credited to 
you until you request its with­
drawal for yourself, a relative or 
friend'. However, in the case of 
withdrawal, the type needed is 
furnished regradless of the  ̂type 
deposited. One of the great ad­
vantage of this community bank 
is that the volume of deposits 
makes this possible. There is no 
charge for Red Cross blood, ol 
course.

Red Cross blood is available to 
all residents on Wayne County 
upon the request of a hospital or 
physician in the country. It is also 
available to the veterans at Dear­
born Veterans’ Hospital and at 
Marine Hospital.

On Jan. 29, 1947, 7,000 pints of 
blodo had been given to patients 
in 57 hospitals in Wayne County. 
The bank, which opened April 29 
last year, is under the .joint 
auspices of the American Red 
Cross, the Wayne County Medical 
Association, and the Detroit Board 
of Health.

Every day lives are being saved, 
for the results of having the 
blood on hand for immediate use 
have been little short of miracu­
lous. Recently a woman’s life was 
saved by having continuous trans­
fusions after an operation, .when 
the doctors had nearly given up 
hope for her. A young girl’s 
pulse stopped on the operating 
table the other day. The doctors 
began pouring blood into her and 
four hours later were able to 
continue the operation. In an in­
dustrial accident a few weeks 
ago, a man was seriously burned 
by chemicalcs which destroyed 
the blood-making mechanism in 
the bone marrow. Not so long ago 
there would have been no nope 
for him, but today he is recover­
ing because of the unlimited sup­
ply of fresh blood' which he is 
receiving from the Red Cross 
Blood Bank.

The whole purpose of this com­
munity blood bank is to furnish 
blood to the people of 'Wayne 
County when it is needed—to­
day, not tomorroow or next week 
—sq that no citizen of this com-

In the Legislature
By Elton R. Eaton

There is one thing you can bo 
sure of from now on—there will 
be plenty of action in the Michi­
gan legislature. The “honeymoon” 
period is over and the committee 
work is now in full progress. The 
Governor is getting somewhat 
restless and he wants a whole 
lot of action, which he is going 
to get.

A member of the house labor 
committee was commenting a day 
or so ago about a public hearing 
held recently by the committee 
on a number of labor bills. High 
C.I.O. officials. Federation lead­
ers and industrial representatives 
were present. This legislator de­
clared that in all of his life he Viad 
never tieforo witnessed such a eat 
and cio;.' hght as took place before 
the labor eommiUee. He declared 
that hc' could not understand how 
working people could select such 
leaders as claim to represent 
Irii'or. Th'e'f language was ■'ter­
rible'’ he declared and when any 
one tri'Mi to speak in behalf of in- 
die-'tiy. they were interrupted, 
ridieuied and assailed. The chair- 
rr,;i!i of l!v.. committc'' found it 
impossibli' to maintain even a 
semblance’ of order. It appears 
tiiat all is not well in our labor- 
industrv relations.

is designed to take out a little 
of the hazard to those engaged 
in the business.

Smith Speaks To 
Lake Orion Rotary 
Club Members

Accepting an invitation of the 
Lake Orion Rotary Club, George 
A. Smith, retired  superintendent 

I of Plym outh schools spoke before 
a capacity attendance of mem­
bers and guests at the ir regular 
meeting last Monday evening.

Taking as his subject “Looking 
to the fu tu re” Mr. Sm ith discuss­
ed looking ahead from the stand­
point of economics from where 
we now stand basing his opinions 
on an apparent pattern  which has 
followed every w ar except the 
Spanish-A m erican war.

“The costs of World W ar II, 
the policies employed by those 
countries receiving UNRRA m a­
terials’, plus the increase in living
costs over wages have been fac-
tors affecting the home econom 
situation”, he said .

One of the greatest obstruc­
tions, he believes, to better busi­
ness and to g e t t i n g  t h i n g s  
straightened out is the action of 
the present congress in relation 
to  tax  legislation. “It is necessary, 
said Mr. Smith, th a t a tax  bill 
be put through so tha t labor will 
know how much of the ir earnings 
is take-hom e-pay”

Speaking on the foreigh situa­
tion Mr. Sm ith believes it is our 
responsibility to see th a t the 
world functions as a unit. In his 
opinion a scare of w ar would 
spoil our post w ar economic i» t -  
tem . “If there ever was a tim e 
when we should th ink  clearly, 
now is the tim e.” he said.

In respect to the curren tly  
proposed loan to Greece Mr. 
Sm ith believes tha t it is not a 
que.stion of can w e afford to do 
it, but can we afford not to do it. 
“When we consider tha t over 40 
percent of the w orld’s oil is in 
Asia M inor”, he said “we m ust 
save these countries or demo­
cracy is th rea tened”

“We need these countries and 
we need Russia as a country and 
we need to live together harm on­
iously to assure wo'rld security”, 
he said.

It is Mr. Sm ith’s personal be­
lief tha t the proposed monies w ill 
be spent in order to stablize the 
world.

Mr. Sm ith was accompanied to 
Lake Orion by Harold F. Hamill.

Plym outh, right in the heart of 
one of the largest production cen­
ters in Michigan, of vegetables, 
berries and small fruits, will be 
interested in knowing th a t the 
vegetable crop of this state is 
“big business.”

This locality adds many h un ­
dreds of thousands of dollars to 
the state total. Recently compiled 
data shows th a t the Michigan 
1946 value of com mercially pro­
duced vegetables is estim ated at 
34 million dollars. In term s of 
reta il value, this mesuis some­
thing w ithin the range of 100 m il­
lion dollars.

Of all vegetables in Michigan, 
celery is at the top of the list with 
an annual crop value fluctuating 
between five and 18 million dol­
lars. Second in value is the to ­
mato crop.

Some of the other crops valued 
a t more than a million dollars 
each year are: sweetcorp^—2 m il­
lion; snap beans—m  million: 
rhubarb  and cauliflow er— 1 m il­
lion each.

In addition to the crops m en­
tioned, about th irty  v ^ e ta b le s  
are grown in the state. Michigan 
produces nearly  one-half of all of 
the pickles in the United States 
—torty  thousand acres.

In overall annual production of 
vegetable crops in the United 
States, Michigan ranks between 
fourth  and sixth. In the past ten 
years, only California, New York, 
and Florida have consistently 
ranked higher.

Why is it that’ Michigan ranks

so highly as a producer of vege­
table? S. H. W ittw er, vegetable 
specialist at Michigan S tate col­
lege, says tha t the answ er is 
found in th ree words: clim ate — 
soil — and m arkets.

The climate, made up of cool 
nights, wa»-m sunny days, and 
low hum idity in late summer, 
perm its production of a wide v a ri­
ety of crops. Conditions are ideal 
for growing vegetables for the 
fresh m arket, as well as for can­
ning and freezing.

The soil types — much light 
sands—lend them selves to m any 
soecial crops. There are p len ty  of 
heavier loams for m arket garden 
vegetables, too.

Large cities and citizens with 
big appetites for fresh vegetables 
m ake it easy to dispose of the 
vegetable crops.

Cattle Free Of 
Deadly Disease

Foot and mouth disease, which 
has become well established in 
Mexico, has not yet affected an­
imals in Michigan.

Dr. B. J, Killhatn, extension 
specialist in animal pathology at 
Micri^ap State college, says that 

veterinarians arc assist­
ing Mexico authorities in control- 
ling^he disease. A strict border 
quarantine has been established.

However, Dr. Killham points 
out that the virus of the disease 
can travel long distance.s and in 
many ways. Increased airplane 
travel has made it important that 
all por-ons who ob.serve anima.k- 
be on the look-out for outbreaks 
of foot and mouth disease.

In past years, there have been 
eight outbreaks of foot and mouth 
disease in the United States with 
an estimated loss of $26'.).030,000.

The worst outbreak of the dis­
ease in the United States be.gan in 
1914 in Michigan. The source of 
the virus that caused the outbreak 
has never been explained. It was

not known that the disease ex­
isted on the North America con­
tinent at that time.
. The disease is capable of af­

fecting practically all cloven-foot­
ed animals. It is one of the most 
highly contagious diseases known.

When an animal is infected with 
the disease, lesions which rup­
ture and leave sore areas are 
found in the mouth and on the 
feet. Teats of cows may be affect­
ed. In hogs, the trouble is large­
ly confined to the feet.

Killham urges everyone who 
comes in contact with animals 
to watch for symptoms of the 
disease. Symptoms that might be 
those of foot and mouth disease 
should be reported to the nearest 
veterinarian or to the state vet­
erinarian immediately.

Now come along a “K ill-joy” 
who would have us believe tha t 
Jam es Fennim ore Cooper did not 
w rite tha t interesting novel, “The 
Oak Openings” which tells so 
much about early Michigan his­
tory in sto:'y form, w hile he lived 
in Michigan.

Some Illinois Institu te  of Tech­
nology professor named Mentor 
L. Williams in a recent article 
nubli^ihcd in “Michigan History" 
declares that Cooper's journal 
shows tha t he w rote the story at 
Coopertown. New York during 
the w inter of 1847-48.

Over in Schoolcraft in K alam a­
zoo county there is a bra.ss plaque 
on a brick house built more than 
a hundred years ago which says 
tha t Cooper lived “here” when 
lie w rote his story tha t reveals 
so much- about pioneer days over 
in .sowthwestern Michigan.

Asr a yotm gster we knew one of 
the early settlers of Kalamazoo 
county named H enry Luttenton. 
He lived in Comstock township* 
After we heard him talk, much 
about a “m iting-feJlow ” named 
Cooper, he old pioneer had fre ­
quently visited w ith Cooper and 
more than  50 years I knew  well 
the story of “he Oak Openings.”

In  fact in th e  long years ago 
it was said tha t Mr. Luttenton 
was the real bee-hunter m ention­
ed so frequently  in Cooper’s book, 
instead of Judge Bazel Harrison 
of Climax. It can quite readily 
be understood why one active 
enough a Judge m ight flatteringly  
be given some such nick-nam e 
instead of a lowly pioneer who 
w as devoting his tim e to clearing 
the land and growing crops. I 
have alw ays believed th a t it was 
Luttenton instead of H arrison 
who was the “bee hun ting” char­
acter referred  to in Cooper’s book. ^

Rem em ber a few weeks ago 
there was comment in this column 
about good fishing always fol­
lowing a long, hard w inter? 
Dewey Loomis, who operates a 
fi.shing camp up on the Manistee 
river some 11 or 12 miles oast of 
Manistee, is the au thority  for this 
contention.

This sum m er will te ll the 
story, but there is another true 
fi.shing story out of the Loomis 
fishing camp you will be in terest­
ed in.

In the national fishing contest 
conducted last year by Outdoor 
life, three of the first prize w in- 
ncr.s w ere taken by fishermen who 
had made th icr catchs on the 
Manistee near the Loomis camp. 
Out of the 20 aw ards made. 13 
w ere from Michigan, including 
the th ree from “Loomis Landing.” « «

The .shortage of cover i.s more 
serious to upland game birds in

w inter, than a shortage of food, 
according to the W ildlife M an­
agem ent Institute. Tragic stories 
appearing in recent m idw estem  
n e w s p a p e r s ,  illustrated  \yith 
pathletic pictures of game birds 
tha t died by the hundreds during 
severe storms, prove th a t a lack 
of cover is even worse than a 
scarcity of food, it was reiterated.

Experience shows th a t wildlife 
j food requirem ents can be provid­
ed by emergency w inter feeding, 
but there is no way of supplying 
last-m inute cover needs to birds 
in the wild. Most birds are able 
to w ithstand extrem ely adverse 
w eather conditions so long as they 
are well fed. nevertheless, even 
the rugged and hearty  ring-neck­
ed pheasants picked up in the 
last few weeks had am ple food, 
yet they perished for a lack of 
cover.

All too frequent reports are 
received of heavy m ortality 
throughout the northern  part of 
the United S tates due to a dearth  
of protective covering. One grazed 
woodlot was found to be a death 
trop for 23 pheasants, w hereas an 
evergreen w indbreak sheltered a 
score or more birds during a bliz­
zard. In another disaster, clean 
corn fields offered some food but 
no cover, the trim m ed fence rows 
gave no protection, so the birds 
w ere lost. The deaths w ere traced 
to a lack of adequate, perm anent 
cover for upland game.

A few torse statem ents ex trac t­
ed from  a recent new spaper pic­
tu re-sto ry  te ll us the climax of 
one February  storm, “No cover, 
no birds. Those which we found 
died of choking and freezing. Ice 
packs in the  eyes and throats of 
unsheltered birds, blinding and 
suffocating them. Unless they face 
the  wind, ruffled feathers collect 
snow and they freeze into ice- 
balls. AH they needed was shelter. 
The dead birds w ere not hungry 
and artificial feeding would not 
have helped. If we only had good 
farm ing, even w indbreaks, sound 
land m anagem ent would have 
afforded a pie ''"  for thn ;e birds.”

C onservatim ists, rncreationists 
and other u'^ers of m tional forest 
lands are alarm ed by efforts to 
balk the Forcet Service plan to 
minimize land dam age by graz­
ing, according to the W ildlife 
M anagem ent Institu te. The full 
House Public Lands Committee 
recently requested the  Secretary 
of A griculture to w ithhold any 

I action on the Forest Service re- 
I com mendations to  reduce the 
num ber of grazing perm its in the 
forests until the Comm ittee makes 
an investigation, it was learned.

Hunters, fishermen, campers, 
picnickers, h ikers and the thou ­
sands of irrigation, municipal and 
other w ater users dependent on 
these public lands for a regular 
and usable supply of w ater, g rea t­
ly outnum ber the stockmen, and 
they cannot understand why con­
trol m easures are delayed pend­
ing Congressional investigation.

It is only natural, conservation­
ists say. for some of the stockmen 
dam aging the range to protest 
vigorously when asked to reduce 
grazing damage. It is well known 
tha t the longer overgrazing is a l­
lowed to continue the less food 
there will be for domestic stock 
and for wildlife, and the greater 
the erosion and w atershed dam ­
age.

The range program  of the 
Forest Service is backed by long 
years of study and practical ex­
perience. A.ny delay in the execu­
tion of plans agreed to by the 
Service  and grazing perm ittees 
for the stopping of damage to 
w atersheds and ranges used by 
both livestock and game i.s ta n ­
tam ount to exploitation, it is be­
lieved.

Some ofthe participating state.s 
have allocated state funds to 
handle planting costs as a dep art­
m ent expense ra ther than depend 
on volunteer work. Maine is con­
tem plating a P-R  research pro­
ject on eelgrass. Several in terest­
ed conservation clubs have re ­
quested the assistance of a biolog­
ist to outline a planting program, 
for the ir respective areas. Many 
individuals have w ritten  or called 
the office of the various coopera­
tors to learn more about the pro­
gram  and to ascertain w hat they 
might do to help out.

Since 1931, as the result of a 
disease, eelgrass has v irtually  dis­
appeared along the Atlantic Coast, 
and from tha t tim.c the Black 
Duck population has steadily de­
clined. The scarcity of eelgrass is 
one of the reasons for the decline. 
Food lim itations control w ild­
life abundance, and the critical 
period comes in w intef and early 
spring. Eelgrass form erly was an 
im portant w inter food when fre- 
eze-ups of inland watc-rs drove 
the Black Ducks to the coast d u r­
ing January  and Fcbrauiw. D ur­
ing this period the principal 
so.urce of food is limited to the 
narrow  m arginal strip  below the 
high tide mark, usually kept free 
of ice by tidal action. These shal­
low tidal w aters are the natural 
environm ent of eelgrass, and it is 
here tha t the cooperators are 
working. i

There is good evidence tha t the | 
eclgra.ss blight is past its peak.  ̂
The plant is slowly staging a 
comeback. N atural recovery may i 
take years, and the precess can 
be speeded up m aterially by ; 
transplan ting  heahhy. b ligh t-re- | 
sistant plants to suitable area.s ; 
made barren  bv disease.

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Park Campers to 
Pay Higher Rate

Mawy Plymouth residents and 
others in this locality who en­
joy spending their summer va­
cations “camping out" will be 
interested in a new schedule of 
fees for the state parks' 16 frame 
and log camps for group use, de­
signed to increase short term 
off-season occupancy and meet 
increased maintenance and oper­
ation costs in the summer season, 
has been approved by the con­
servation commission.

The new summer rate for 
camps with sleeping accommoda­
tions is $1.50 a week for children 
under 18, $3.50 a week for adults, 
no charge for camp staff or help. 
For periods of less than a week 
in these camps the charge is 25 
cents a day for children, 50 cents 
a day for adults. In camps with­
out sleeping accomodations the 
summer charge for both children 
and adults is 10 cents a day. 
Summer rates apply from June 
15 to September 15, when reser­
vations mu.st be made at the 
parks division Lansing office and 
preference is given to youth 
groups. '

During the remainder of the 
year, arrangements for short 
term use of the group cabin 
camps may be made directly with 
resident park managers. New 
short term latcs arc 10 cents per 
person per day, accomodations, 
where the old rate was a flat 
25 cents per peison for a 24-hour 
period in camps with sleeping ac­
comodations. where the old rate 
was a flat 25 cent charge. In fa­
cilities without cots and rhatt- 
tresses the charge is now a dime 
a day per person, and a new 
minimum fee of $2.50 assures use 
of the camps to groups formerly 
too small to qualify.

Use of the camps by nonprofit 
civic, social, school and church 
groups is reported steadily in­
creasing, particularly in winter 
months.

How to Reclaim 
Cloth Feed Bags

It’s smart to use the sturdy 
cotton fabric of many flour and 
fed bags for home uses. The short­
ages and high prices of textiles 
make the use of bagging a wise 
economy. Michigan State College 
home economists believe.

This material is used by thrifty 
housewives for almost every 
fabric use. House dresses, chil­
dren's clothes, dish towels, lunch­
eon cloths, arc only a few of the 
many articles that can be made 
with the material.

But—have you ever struggled 
to get off the printing that labels 
the bag? Textile specialists at 
Michigan State College say that 
there are several methods that 
can be used to take the print 
from the sacks.

1. ■ Scrub the bag.s with hot 
water and laundry soap. Tljis is 
a good start and often removes 
most of the ink. Then boil the 
bags in soapy water for an hour 
and rinse. A chloride bleach 
should remove any lingering trac­
es d( the ink.

2. Rub the dry bag with a wet 
bar of laundry .soap. Then roll 
the bag up end let it stand foi' 
several hours. final wash and 
boiling usually takes out the 
remaining ink.

Z. Soak the bag overnight in 
kerosene. A wash in lukewarm 
water, then soapy water, and rinse 
thoroughly.

4. Cover the printed areas on 
the bag with soft petroleum jelly 
or lard and rub into the fabric 
thoroughly. The grease U’ill loo.sen 
the ink overnight ami a washing 
in soapy lukewarm water and a 
rinse will take out the final traces.

5. Boil the bags in water with 
.sodium hydi’osulphite or other 
dye remover. The package will 
give directions that should be fol­
lowed. Then rin.se the sack well.

spending more tax  money on 
schools will not solve juvenile 
delinquency.

C h ild ren  Need W ork
This present howl for more 

money for schools as a solution 
to our social troubles rem inds me 
of the other cure-alls which have 
been offered during my day. 
When I started in business T. R. 
Roosevelt was busting the Trusts 
as a cure-all. G reat fights resu lt­
ed in dissolving the Tobacco 
Trust, the S tandard Oil T rust and 
the Railroad T ru s t' Yet. after 
these popular movements were 
put over, the cost of tobacco, oil 
and freight was higher than ever. 
W oman’s -suffrage. Prohibition 
and the New Deal w ere all tried 
w ith good intentiOiis: but with 
w hat results?

If more money will get us 
more conscientious and devoted 
school teachers, well and good; 
but it w on’t. Our schools are too 
imbedded in local politics. Gym ­
nasiums, school bands, basket ball 
and other ex tra-curricu lar stuff, 
does not make w iser children. It 
would do far more good to I'elax 
the laws now preventing the em ­
ploym ent of children during vaca­
tion. Moreover, minimum wage 
laws should not apply to any un­
der 21 years of age. Young peo­
ple learn mostly through applying 
their knowledge, MORE work is 
w hat they need. Let’s re tu rn  to 
the apprentice system.

A d u lt Education
This brings me to the subject of 

adult education. The brain is 
much like the blood. As the blood 
can absorb only so much vitamin, 
so the brain can absorb only so 
much knowledge. Hence, educa­
tion wiU be improved, not by 
spending more money on present 
high schools, but by encouraging 
more self-supporting adult courses 
and serving people w hen they 
finally w ant to learn something.

The greatest opportunity facing 
school committees lies w ith adult 
education, given to people who 
have aw akened to the need of 
more education and are hungry 
for it. This is why the new Col­
lege which I am backing at E ure­
ka. Kansas, (the geographical cen­
te r of the U.S.) is solely for 
adults. It will give short intensive 
Five-W eek Courses for adults, 
but only in the subjects for which 
they have found the need and are 
hungry.

Conclusion
To Teach ers: Follow union la­

bor and get all you can while the 
going is good. TTo P a ren ts : Don’t 
fool yourselves by thinking that 
more money spent upon schools 
will make better boys and girls. 
R ather spend money and time to 
make your homes more attractive. 
To C hu rches: Most of us know 
enough; our difficulty is tha t we 
lack self-control to apply w hat vve 
know. Self-control comes after a 
rebirth  due either to sad experi­
ences or to spiritual conversions. 
R ehabilitate the Churches. Sun­
day Schools and bring back sane 
evangelism. Education and Reli­
gion m ust go hand-in-hand or 
both fail.
