Phone Strike
Slows Business

As the -national telephone strike
continues through its second week
Plymouth is suffering its share of
the inconvenience caused by the
walkout. However, no serious
consequences of the curtailed ser-
vice have been reported to this
date. )

Businesses are suffering untold
losses and the news of the day
is lacking as can seen by the
curtailed “local” columns of the
Plymouth Mail. Doctors, ambul-
ances, ﬁollce and the fire depart-
ment have received their calls
without too much delay.

The supervisory staff of the
local telephone office is doing a
splendid job in trying to forestall
any serious incidents which might
L% su.stained during the strike. It
is understood that about eight or
nine people handle the emergency
calls during the day, five in the
evening and one during the night.

With the co-operation of local
residents in not asking for ser-
vice on anything except emer-
gency calls it is hoped that the
Dresent number of calls can be
handled. The management of the
company again appeals to sub-
scribers to not abuse the privile?e
of placing sinly emergency calls.

There is some talk in the De-
troit daily papers about the pos-
sibility of refunds on service
charges during the strike. This
will “pertain only to manuallﬁ
operated switchboard users suc
as the Plymouth system has.

Sliced Potatoes
Good for Cows

Farmers who have been think-
ing about feeding surplus carrots
and potatoes to dairy cows will
be interested in advice given by
E. I. Besemer. county agricultural
agent, for using these products as
feeds. Carrots and potatoes are
classed as succulent feeds as is
corn silage. Experiments show
that potatoes are almost as high
in digestible nutrients as corn
silage, while carrots are worth
about one-half as much. Five
pounds of corn silage or potatoes
and 10 pounds of carrots as equal
to one pound of corn grain. Cows
must be taught to eat potatoes
since they are not common feed.
The potatoes should be introduc-
e(i gradually into the ration and
the amount limited to 30 pounds
daily. It is important that carrots
and potatoes be chopped before
feeding. This is to prevent chok-
ine. It is also necessary to feed the
carrots and potatoes after milk-
ing to avoid an undesirable flavor
in the milk. Since both carrots
and potatoes are very low in
protein, they should be supple-
mented with proper feeds. A
legume hay such as alfalfa or
clover, a grain ration containing
soybean oil meal or other protein
supplements should be fed with
the carrots and potatoes. Agent
Besemer adds that when potatoes
are supplemented with the prop-
er «feeds, they will not dry up
tfgie cows as is sometimes believ-
ed.

Postmaster Hai'ry Irwin has
just been advised that he will
receive his 1947 allotments of new
duck .stamps soon after the first
of July.

But that isn’t the most impor-
tant news about this notice. Who
would ever believe that the Plym-
outh postoffice last year sold
nearly 500 stamps to duck hunt-
ers?

"That means” said Postmaster
Irwin "that Plymouth sportsmen
not only contributed heavily to
the state’s conservation depart-
ment’s financial needs, but they
helped the federal governrgjont’s
conservation work to the exktent
of almost $500 through their pur-
chase of these stamps.” Post-
master Irwin says the Federal
"duck stamp” for the 1947-1948
hunting season on migratory
waterfowl will feature geese, ac-
cording to an announcement made
toa:i.v by ,the Fish and Wildlife
Service. The law requires the use
of the stamps by all migratory-
waterfowl hunters over 16 years
old.

The design of the new stamp,
which iSthe work of Jack Murray,
artist for Outdoors Magazine In
Boston, Mass., includes twn snow
geese in lilight.

Fourteenth in the series, the
migratory bird hunting stamp is
now in the hands 61 the engravers

I N u-r

at the Bureau of Engraving and
Printing and will be availagle to
hunters and philatelists at all first
and second class post offices on
July 1, according to the Service.

Twice before, since this series
began in 1934, a goose has been
the central design. In 1936 the
stamp designed by Richard E.
Bishop showed three Canada
geese on the wing, and in 1944
Walter Weber selected for his
subject three white-fronted geese
—part of a flock "coming in.”

Sold for $1, the duck stamps
provide funds that"help finance
the Federal Government’s refuﬁe
program. Ninety percent of the
money realized from the sale of
the stamps is used by the Fish
and Wildlife Service to supple-
ment other funds for the purchase
and mainten~ce of waterfowl re-
fuges through-out the country. The
j-emaining 10 percent is used for
printing and distribution of the
stamp.s, enforcement of the Migra-

1 Need Permit for

Septic Tank

So you are going to build a
house out in Plymouth Township,
or maybe Canton or Livonia, are
you?

If so you had better make some
inquiry about building that sep-
tic tank you will find necessary
to install.

A regulation governing the in-
stallation of all septic tanks and
sewage disposal systems through-
out Wayne County was placed
in effect by the Wayne County
Board of Kealth recently.

This regulation states thatt per-
sons wishing to install a septic
tank, tile field, or both must now
make application for a permit to
do so from the building depart-
ment of their particular town-
ship, village, or city. Where there
is no local building department,
application must be filed with

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In the Legislature

By Elton R. Eaton

There will be plenty of news
out of Lansing during the next
few weeks. The legislature knows
what it has got to do pertaining
to financial matters. It knows the
problem is not going to be an easy
one, but it is ready to do its duty.

The decision of the Supreme
Court was not a surprise to the
writer. At no time did we believe
that the entire amendment would
be thrown out.

The court unanimously upheld
the validit?/ of the amendment
which would return 1 cent of the
sales tax to cities, townships and
schools, and stated it was self-
executing and becatne effective
last December 5. The court, how-
ever, held that that portion of the
amendment which guaranteed a
fixed school aid appropriation in
proportion to sales tax collections
does not become effective until
the beginning of the next fiscal
year, July 1, 1947. and not being
self executing, will requirb legis-
lative action.

It appears that the_ state, in
some sections at least, is growing
somewhat liberal minded. Repre-
sentative Hauffe of Saginaw
would make Michigan into an-
other Nevada. His bill, if passed,
would permit the licensing of slot
machines, chuck-a-luck, black-
jack. faro, poker, wheels of for-
tune and other forms of gambling.
This bill to legalize gambling
would permit an applicant to ap-
ply to his sheriff for a permit,
and in addition to the couaty li-
cense. each operator wmuld be re-
quired to obtain also a state li-
cense and pay the State 1 percent
of his gross revenue in excess of
$3,000.00 a quarter. The introduc-
er of the bill takes the position
that people are going to gamble
regardless, and such being the
case, they ought to pay for the
privilege, as well as those who
make profits out of it. The amomit
of revenue to be derived, is un-
certain as there are no figures
available.

Reg{res_entat_iv_e Joseph Warner
of psilanti is_going to make
another effort to induce the legis-
lature to pass a capital punish-
ment bill. He has re-introduced
into the house the same bill he
had before the legislature two
years ago which provides for the
electrocution of any one convict-
ed of murder. Mr. Warner believ-

Fertilizers and materials used
in farm production and for the
sale of breeding stock and poul-
try would- be exempted from the
sales tax under a bill that is now
in the house. *

Equal representation would be
given on the board of supervisors
to any city whose population is
half of the total population of the
county, in another bill that has
been introduced.

The house refused to ?0 alon
with the Senate on a bill whic
would permit persons having an
annual income of $300 to receive
old age benefits. The House took
the position that passage of this
measure might endanger the
state’s 23 million dollar federal
grant in aid for old age assistance.

One bill in the legislature
would require filing either an 8th
grade graduation certificate, or a
certificate from a doctor or psy-
chologist showing a person is not
feebleminded, when aprIying for
a marriage license, while another
bill would abolish common-law
marriages in Michigan, and would
provide for recording of all com-
mon-law marriages now existing.

The house has passed and sent
to the Senate a bill which would
require the posting of floor plans
and a diagram of exits in all ho-
tel rooms. This is a safety meas-
ure arising out of so many disas-
trous hotel fires. Another bill
amends the Ii(%uqr act to permit

licenses in resort
areas without regard for popula-
tion limits.

A bill appropriating ogerating
funds for the boulevard building
in Detroit, recently purchased by
the state has passed the house.
