HIGH TYPE JOURNALISM.

When Henry Ford died a few days ago. nearly all of the
great newspapers of the coyntry sent their best writers to
Detroit to report in detail the final rites of oneoi the world's
greatest men.

But to Frank Morris of The Detroit Times can go credit
for writing by far the best article appearing in any American
nev.'spaper pertaining to the funeral and burial of Mr. Ford.

Following in part is what Mr. Morris wrote in probably
the most outstanding newspaper report in recent years:

"In a corner of his wheatfields, already green with new
life. Henry Ford rests today for all eternity. -—

"Although he was as well known in his lime as any
emperor or Croesus or humanitarian has been renowned in
the past,’ there is for him no marbled mausoleum or gilded
crypt.

"He was buried yesterday in a rite that is traditional to
rufaT'America—a farm-born man whose grave must be the
family plot among'his ancestors, back in a corner beyond the
planted fields and the orchard.

"Great wealth and great honor came to Mr. Ford in the
83 years of his life. His name became a byword in even the
most remote crevices of the earth.

"But in the end he Wzas back in the little iron-fenced
family plot, beside his mother and father, his grave sheltered
by a sycamore planted by his father in the distant past.

"Instead of the clipped hedges and precise dignity of an
Arlington, the little burial ground wil® blossom soon with
rambling lilacs and vines that crawl unmolested along the
fence.

"The burial was to have been a private leave-taking, with
only about 100 relatives and close friends within the creak-
ing gate.

"But 10,000 men, women and children were on hand, im-
mune to the rain, hours before the funeral procession arrived
at the plot on Joy road near Greenfield.

"They were held back only through constant vigilance by
police mounted on'horses and motorcycles.” i

To Probate Judge James H.
Sexton of 1043 Penniman avenue,
this city, falls the unusual pub-
lic duty of administering the late
Henry Ford will, a probate docu-
ment that provides for the legal
distribution of the largest for-
tune ever created by any man
since the beginning of time.

When the will was filed for
probate action under the laws of
Michigan, the attorneys for thfe
Ford family followed usual court
procedure and went to Judge Sex-
ton’s court in Detroitjust as other
lawyers would in Iwpdling pro-
bate matters for cliehts. Maybe,
however, it wasn’t by chance, but
by desire that they saw to it that
Mr. Ford’s will was placed, in the
hands of a resident in this part cd
Wayne county where Mr. Forii
had” such a keen interest all oif
his life.

Patrol Makes A
Great Record

Although Plymouth a few days
ago experienced a most unfor-
tunate traffic accident, this city
enjoys one of the best safety
records among school children in
the entire slate of Michigan. .

The reason for it lies entireI?/
in the fact th~t Plymouth schools
have one of the most efficient
juvenile Safety Patrol organiza-
tions that exists anywhere.

It has been operating success-
fully at strcct intersections near
thetschools for a number of Jears
past.

There are 48 youngsters of the
school actively engaged in this
safety work daily. 'They stand at
street crossings helpin? smaller
children to cross safely—they
help children on and off buses—
they "police” tnc playgrounds,
watching for safety on the sw'ings,
slides and other mechanical ap-
paratus—and even go so far as
helping smaller children read the
menus dLiring the noon lunch per-
iods in the school cafeterias.

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How Arbor Day
Was Originated

The 7oth anniversary of the
founding of Arbor Day, the world-
wide tree growing movement
which began In a trce-ipoor Amer-
ican pFains state, was observed
nationally on April IU.-In addi-
tion to national commemoration,
many states and foreign nations
marked the diamond jubilee of
the day in 1872 when Nebraskans
planted a million trees to change
the face of their state.

Like many movements which
have grown to world-importance.
Arbor Day was largely the work
of one man. The fdLinder of the
world’s most observpd tree-plant-
ing day was Julius Sterling Mor-
tft>n, secretary of agriculture in
President Cleveland’s cabinet,
lawyer, editor and orator. In spite

When the father of Arbor Day
first broke the virgin sod of his
Nebraska homestead, that state
was a part of what geographers
called the *Great American De-
sert.” While many contended that
trees would never grow in Ne-
braska. Sterling Morton planted
every specie of tree that he
thought  would survivic and
preached tree planting as the
solution to a shortage of forest
Di'oducts.

Finally in 1872. when trees 18
years old were %rowing on his
farm near Nebraska City, Morton
prevailed upon the State Board
of Agriculture to proclaim an
o'Arbor Day” and to offer $125

Il of Spain ceremoniously
planted a pine sapling two miles
cast of Madrid, South Africa,
Hawaii and many South Ameri-
can countries subscribed to Mor-
ton’s campaign to grow trees. The
world-wide movement had the
effect of making Morton a leg-
gendary figure in his own time.

It is an extraordinary tribute
to Morton’s zeal that ho -achieved
success with his tree-growing
program at a time when there
were great areas of untouched
forests in the United States—
when wood was cheap and there
was little “cash incentive” to grow
trees. His friends attributed much
of his enthu.siasm to a realistic
view of our forest resource. Ho
saw wood as indispcnsible to
man’s everyday needs and felt
the necessity of providing ade-
quate supplies of trees for future
requirement.”.

"This month, at the national
shrine of Arbor Day, the old
Morton homestead n%ar Nebraska

City, Nebraska, dignitaries and
old nieghbors paid homage to
the "great tree planter.” who

three-quarters of a century ago
launched one of the greatest tree-
growing movements in history.

Need Good Seed
For Potatoes

Planting more seed to the acre
is one way to improve quality and
yield of potato crops, according
to H. C. Moore, potato specialist
at Michigan State college.

Twenty bushels or more of seed
per acre is recommended to re-
duce oversized tubers and in-
juries frorn hollow heart and
growth cracks. A majority o( the
growers in last year’s 300 bushel
club in Michigan planted 25 bu5h->
els or more seed per acre. They
used large seed pieces wei,ghing

Moore al/o recommends the u.se
of certified seed. Tho seed should
be planted in a deep, mellow soil
that is well supplied with organic
matter. A good alfalfa or clover
sod, fitted to make a mellow seed
bed. gives best results. A com-
mercial 3-12-12 fertilizer applied
at the rate of about 750 pounds
per acre was u-cd last year by

Wonder
what's happened to the famed Detroit sit-downer?

ISN'T THIS A FINE THING?

From a recent issUe of The Congressional Record, we
found the following comment by the able congressman from
this district:

"We all applaud Secretary of War Patterson for his
efforts to rid the War Department of Communists, pinks and
subversives"”. Congressman Dondero stated in a speech in the
House of Representatives.

MORE COMMON SENSE.

The Pathfinder Magazine in recent months has been ex-
pressing some of the good common sense we like to read in
publications of nation-wide circulation.

In discussing strikes and congress the Pathfinder recent-
ly said:

“The results of last Fall’s election indicated that the public is
disgusted with labor union abuses and calling for coirectiv,? action.
What many people may overlook is this: The election results could
not have been so overwhelming without the votes of many hundreds
of thousands of union workers. In other words, many union mem-
bers themselves voted for legislators they believed they could de-
pend upon to free them from conditions that had be.comc intolerable.

“It is not enough to draft legislation that will help understand-
ing between labor and management: the worker himself has a vital
stake at issue and his vote last November showed that he is anxious
to be freed from the predicament into which our unwise labor laws
have forced him.

“The individual worker has little if any voice in the actions of
his union. If his leaders decide upon a strike, he must obey, even
though he be desperately anxious to continue working and satisfied
with his job and working conditions. Often ne is afraid to voiefe
opposition because of fear of physical violence. If he refuses to
strike, his leaders can make it practically impossible for him ever to
follow his" chosen tra”e again.

o' «Wh6 wiII.’\a?/ that the worker enjoys ‘freedom’ undo)’ conditions
like th6”? A .well k,ndw,n columnist recently published a letter writ-
tjSh him' by a wdrki'ngman who complaine'd bitterly about his help-
ife’sness in bhihg ordered to quit work by thq aibitrary decisions of
his union leaders.. He was Or:)articularly resentful over the fact that,
although his employer had offered an increase of 15“2 cents per
hour, the strike waS called gnd eventually settled for a raise of
I8y2 cents per hpJr. He lost five weeks of work—and gained only 3
cents per houi:. .Subsequentl¥ strikes in other industries made his
plant close dpWp, so that he lost a tqtal'of 63 Wqrki-ig days because
of labor Irpimlei. and Jji" eai'nings in 1C 6 with tlpe strike-won in.-
chedse were $576'less than the preyiou ; year. His letter made it
a,hlﬁly clear thgt he and.many of his fq. ow workers are disgusted
with their leaders’ actions and are anxious forC.ongress to take stpps
to protect the worker’s right to work.

“The Constitution guarantees evci'y iiizen the right to ‘life,
liberty arid the pursuit of happiness.” ar. 1 what liberty could be
rririre important than the right to work? E/cry worker should have
complete freedom to work or to strike, but under our labor union
setu? today he does ngt have either. The right to strike belongs to
the labor leaders, who'can at their own whim compel thousands of
their own happless, helpless subjects to stop work, regardless of their
wishes. The ‘closed shop’ gives their leaders the power to enforce
unquestioning obedience.

~“In my olpinion, the two things mo.st responsible for the totali-
tarianism In labor unions that h;is depiivcd the individual worker
of his freedom are the ‘closed shop’ and the lack of secret ballot-
ing on strike proposals. The ‘closed shop’ is monopolistic, totalitarian,
complexly contrary to the basic piinciples of democracy, for it
places in the hands of a few individuals the authority to say who
shall or shall not work. As to secret balloting on strike pi'oposals, if
A majority of the union membership is in favor of striking, the leaders
need not fear the results of a secret vote. Balloting would be useless
if it were not secret, for many workers arc afraid to express pub-
licly antagonism to their masters’ decrees. Resistance to secret brl-
loting would indicate the leaders are not certain their members ar;
behind.them but are determined to force their will anyhow.
~ “Every union member who Icscnts his helplessness in controll-
ing his leaders' actions should voice his views to his Coogi'tssinan.”

Not Expensive To
Fly Own Plane

Aviation in respect to the pri-
vate flyer was the subject of a
talk heard in Plymouth by the
local Junior Chamber of Com-
merce members last Wednesday
evening at the Hotel Mayflower.

Program e<Chairman Donald
Lightfoot. himself an aviation en-
thusiast. invited Marine Shell of
Belleville to deliver the talk
which proved of interest to the
group of young Plymouth busi-
ness men.

Mr. Shell, being a CAA certified
instructor, centered his talk
around the “private flyer”, or
thoses who fly for pleasure rather
than commercially.

He explained that, since the
war, requirements have been re-
duced so that %ractically anyone
is physically able to qualify for
flying if he now holds a driver’s
license. He told of post-war
planes how the manufacturers are
catering to private flyers by mak-
injg two, and three-place planes
with convenient Iuggacf;e compart-
ments, getting away from larger
types which necessarily are out
of price range for the average
private pilot.

Mr. Shell also spoke of the cost
of renting planes. He said, “Al-
most all local airports have planes
for rent by those who do not
own their own. And the cost for
rental is constantly being reduc-
ed as more and more people fly,
and more planes as being manu-
factured. The increased tempo of
the building of planes”. Mr. Shell
said, “has a tendency to allow
manufacturers to avail themselve.s
of better production methods.”

The present-day type of plane
for private flyers has a c.ruising
speed of approximately 100 miles
per hour, and will consume about
a gallon of gasoline to each 20
miles. He cited examples to show
that for ordinary trips, the travel-
er could actually fly as cheaply
or cheaper than he could drive
a motor car. The cost, of course,
will vary with physical or climatic-
conditions such as headwinds, the

speaker pointed out.
Mr. Shell closed his talk by
saying that flyers who utilize the

facilities of airports across the
nation will find that most of
them are as well equipped to
accomodate the traveler as are
the average gas stations serving
the autoists. A majority of them,
he said, provide mechanical ser-
vice as well as refueling and other
routine services. They even go
so far as to clean windshields,
just as the auto stations do.

It is to the advantage of everyone, including telephone subscribers, to pay good
wages to telephone employees. But Michigan Bell’s wages already compare favor-
ably with others in the community for work requiring similar skill. That’s the
way telephone wages should be—because that’s the fair thing for both customerr.

Michigan Bell's wages are fair to employees and fair to the public—and to what
extent recent wage settlements in other industries hgve a bearing, if any, on tele-
phone wages in Michigan communities.

Trout Season To
Open April 26

Tomorrow is the big da%/!

Its the opening day of the 1947
trout fishing season.

And here’s a safe bet that not
less than 100 familiar faces you
see on the streets of Plymouth
every Saturday, will be missing
from the fair city of Plymouth
next week Saturday.

They will be wallowing in the
muddy streams of Michigan,
wading through melting snow-
banks up north trying to land a
few of those speckled beauties
they have been dreaming about
all winter. In contrast to the
ideal conditions provided by the
early warm dry spring of a year
ago. fishing prospects will not be
bright.

Conditions mag be fair for
worm fishermen, but dry fly art-
ists ma?/ see more scenery* than
fish, unless the weather improves
sharply, and soon. Fishermen in-
tent on bringing home a big rain-
bow trout are hoping more than
the usual number of them will
still be available in the streams,
and not yet returned to the Great
Lakes after spawning.

Pre-season plantings of legal
sized trout— the first of a mil-
lion to be put into the lakes and
streams this summer— will be
very limited, the department re-
Borts.

Symphony M akes

Its Debut

(By Loretta Petrosky

An enthusiastic and attentive
audience which all but filled the
auditorium of the Plymouth High
School attended the first concert
presented by the Plymouth Sym-
phony orchestra on Sunday. April
20 at four o’clock.

The orchestra, under the able
leadership of Paul T. Wagner,
supervisor of music in the Plym-
outh schools, presented a splendid
program of music which did not
make too great demands on an
ensemble which is as new hs this
one. The “Three Dances” written
as incidental music to Shakes-
peare’s drama, “Henry VIII” by
Edward German, English com-
poser of the late nineteenth cen-
tury, w”re played in fine style
and with an understanding of
mood. Good blending of choirs
and an excellent control of dy-
namics distinguished the Moaorris
Dance, Shepherd’s Dance and
Torch Dance. The Strauss, “Wien-

er-Chronick Waltzes” are always Y

delightful. The rippling scales
played by the piano and clarinet
in prefect time, the excellent
brass section and the strikingly
important closing chord ecannot
escape mention. The Coleridge-
Taylor, “Petite Suit De Concert”
had in it some interesting modern
harmony. The string sectidn was
prominent here with its legato
and pizzicato passages. The muted
violin of the concert-master sang
with an unusuall¥ beautiful tone,
and a trumpet played with bril-
liance and authority.

The piano, used as an important
instrument in all of these com-
positions, was played by Miss
Evelyn Woods: who also appear-
ed as soloist, playing the first
movement of Schumann’s con-
certo in Aminor. This concerto
is of the unexhibitionistic type;
in fact, it might be called a sym-
phony with obligato for solo in-
strument rather than a composi-
tion for solo instrument with
orchestral accompainment. Here
Schumann did not stress pianistic
virtuosity but rather a blending
of piano and orchestra. After
three energetic measures play-
ed by the piano the Woodwinds
announce the principal theme
which is then repeated by the
piano. The theme is noble and
poetic and dominates the first
movement of the concerto. Miss
Woods, an artist not unknown to
Plymouth audiences, played this
with excellent tone and beautiful
phrasing, her interpretation show-
ing a musician’s understanding
of its poetic content. Throughout
the entire movement there was
good balance between piano and
orchestra.

It was a fine program; and in
no way “amateur”. The orchestra
should be encouraged, promoted
and supported.

ments. He reports pheasant eggs
will cost the department 18 cents
apiece this spring, and poultry
feeds are at top prices.

Sportsmen’s  clubs and 4-H
clubs hatch many thousands of
pheasant egg each year. The de-
partment has requisitioned 15,000
eggs at the best obtainable mar-
ket price of 16" cents each for
2,000 and 18 cents cacl\ for 13.000
eggs. Several thousand more for
distribution will be obtained from
production at Mason state game
farm. The game farm’s current
plans call for rearing about 10.-
000 birds and having approxi-
mately 31,000 eggs for distribu-
tion.

Adult pheasants arc not avail-
able for purchase in quantity this
spring, and the asking price for
the few scattered lots oi breeder
birds available is about $4 each.

Fishing holidays for fresh-
water anglers swelled license re-
ceipts during the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1946, to pour an all-time
high revenue of $15,877,361 into
the treasuries of the 48 states
through the purchase of 11,068,717
fishing licenses, according to a
report released today by Albert
M. Day, Director, Fish and Wild-
life Service.

Compared with the previous
year when 8.280,232 licenses were
sold by the states for $10,580,311,
the 1945-46 season totals show
an increase of 2,788,485 in li-
censes and $5,297,050 in revenue
received by the various states.

Non-resident licenses during
the 1945-46 season amounted to
1,093,099, an increase of 335,240
over the preceding year.

Asked hundreds of times each
ear, the question “How many
akes are there in Michigan? is
Answered in a booklet of that
title by C. J. D. Brown of the In-
stitute for Fisheries Research,
Michigan Department of Conser-
ation.

Using the definition that a lake

is “a body of standing water oc-
cupying a basin and lacking con-
tinuity with the seas”, Brown has
counted 11,037 inland lakes in
Michigan, of which 4,303 are in
the Upper Peninsula. Total area
covered by lakes in the Upper
Peninsula 'is 220.657 acres.

Approximately one-half of the
lakes in Michigan are less than
10 acres in surface area and only
19 lakes have more than 5.000
acres, while the average size is
about 66 acres. Of the 11,037 lakes

in the state. 10.403 natural and
182 artificial are less than 200
acres.

Seven counties have more than
300 lakes, including 5 in the Pen-
insula. They are Marquette 835;
Luce 571; Iron 528; Gogebic 488;
Oakland 447: Schoolcraft 340; and
Barry £27. Although Marquette
has the largest number, only 25
per cent of the county’s total area
Is covered by lakes.

The number of lakes in other
U.P. counties follows:

Alger 253; Baraga 206; Chip-
pewa 169; Delta 148: Dickinson
125: Houghton 197; Keweenaw
125; Mackinac 187; Menominee
50; Ontonagon 81

Marquette county, the largest
in the state, also has the greaiesi
mileage of streams, with a total
of 1,006 and has the largest num-
ber of river drainages, 14. Chip-
Eewa, Ontonagon and Alger each

ave 10 or more river drainages.

Gogebic, with 64, has the larg-
est number of coastal streams—
which includes all small streams
emptying directly into the Great
Lakes and which do not fall into
any of the recognized drainages.

Of the 36,350 miles of streams
found in the state, 12,406 miles
are in the Peninsula.

The
first “hedge” would be to migrate
with your families to some small
interior city in the Central Area
of the United States. If you don’t
care to so definite a
step now you can at least now
make a start by relarranging
your investments. In the light of
this situation there arc these
classifications of investments to be
considered. These are Safest In-
vestments. Bomb Targets and
Semi-Protected Investments.

Safest Investments should in-
clude those companies whose as-
sets or sources 6f materials are
decentralized, or underground or
indestructible. Among these arc
certain Land. Chemical and Miji-
ing companies most of whose as-
sets are well .scattered, well buri-
ed or obtained from the sea. Also,
companies processing or packing
food products whose assets arc in
or near Agricultural Areas. Some
Lumber and Sea Food companies
should be included in this group.

Bomb Targets should include
most heavy industries such as
Steels. Locomotives. Automobiles
and Machinery. Other companies
whose principal income is derived
from Food Distribution in Iar?e
cities would be vulnerable. Utili-
ties. including transportation,
gas and electricity. Electrical
Equipment Manufacturers, large
Department Stores. Drug Co7U-
panies and Restaurant chains
would all be open to attack.

Semi-Prntected Investments are
those based wupon somewhat
scattered assets with at least the
greater portion in “safe” areas. |
have in mind such industries as
the Container Companies, certain
Meat Packing Companies. Oil
Companies. Chain Store Systems.
Communication Companies, and
finally Publishing Companies
who”e good will and reputation
arc in the same category as trqd<--
marks and cannot be “bombed”

out.
