“An 
attem pt will be made to bring 
all the streets in the city up to 
standard ,” the city m anager de­
clared.

S treets 
needing repair most will be done 
fir.st.

The DPW is composed of v a r­
ious work crews, totaling 20 men.

holes in .streets, broken curbinfT. 
plugged drains, etc. The other 17 
and cannot be put on “odd jobs,” 
and cannot be put on "good jous , 
the city official declared.

"We need more money with 
which to operate the city thus 
year,” Check said. “And for thi.s 
reason the budget will be higher.” 
He cited examples of higher oper­
ating costs, of having to pay more 
for m aterials and labor to com­
pensate for the boost in funds to 
come out of the taxpayers’ pockets 
til is year.

As far as the assos.smont is con­
cerned. he stated, we are a t­
tem pting to arrive at a more, fair 
means of personal property tax a­
tion. S tate laws govern this phase 
of city taxes: however, business 
men are being asked to tu rn  in a 
definite figure this year, he de­
clared, and not an estim ated aver­
age inventory as has been the 
practice in years past.

Cheek .said tha t the 77.2 per­
cent "yes” vote on the w ater im ­
provem ent question at the last 
election “indicates definitely that 
the people of Plym outh are ready 
for the w ater system change.” He 
e.xplained tha t it will take from 
60 to 90 days for the engineering 
concern to prepare detailed plans 
and specifications for the P lym ­
outh improvements. A fter 'th a t 
there will be bids and bonding 
before work can be started. He 
said, though, tha t the commission 
is going ahead w ith the plans and 
that no time will be lost in s ta r t­
ing construction os soon as pos­
sible.

"If the city commission au thor­
izes the issue of w ater revenue 
bonds for the entire im provement, 
then no additional vote will be 
necessary. The state law gi es 
the city commission the authority  
to i.ssuc revenue bonds, such 
bonds not being a lien upon all 
taxable property, but a lien on 
just utility  property ,” the city 
m anager declared.

Many Plym outh residents who 
knew  Rev. S tephen Conger H ath­
away, for years pastor of the 
P resbyterian  church of this city, 
will be interested in a new spaper 
article about him tha t appeared 
in a recent issue of the B attle 
Creek Enquirer-N ew s.

It follows;
Stephen Conger H athaw ay, re ­

tired  Presbyterian  m inister and 
now' mail clerk arid messenger at 
the Central National bank, has 
been w riting poetry for half a 
century, but since last Septem ber 
has produced poems at the ra te  of 
one a day. ^

Mr. H athaw ay finds tha t the 
hobby helps to keep him cheerful 
and in tunc w ith the people and 
things round him. Hi.s rapidly ac­
cum ulating verse is a ttracting  an 
ever-w idening audience, which 
in tu rn  gains inspiration from  his 
lyrics and hi.s cnthu.siasm.

"I have w ritten  a rhym e every 
day — each w orking day, tha t is.” 
Mr. H athaw ay explained. On Sun­
days and holidays there is no 
poetry production.

The poems are all accum ulated 
in Mr. Huthaw'ay's old Oberlin 
college notebook, which has the 
rod Oberlin pennant w ith a w hite 
le tter “O” on its over. The subject 
m atter of the poems varies w'idely.

"Often I select as a subject 
something tha t has happened 
during the day around the bank.” 
he said. "Others are of general 
interest and on a big variety  of 
topics.”

The title  and slogan 
away has selected for 
boo'K. gives Central 
bank none the wor.st 
H athaw ay is best known by his 
middle name, so ho has called 
hi.s poetry collection “Conger’s 
Corner,” and the slogan under­
neath reads: “In the Friendly 
Bank That's Growing S tronger.” 

Mr. Hathaw'ay w rites strictly

While still w'ith 
the Brooklyn church, his sister, 
Mrs. Blanche L. Foster, was ill 
at the Sanitarium , and Mr. H ath ­
aw ay visited B attle Creek each 
weekend.

How Farmers Can
Prolect Help

Spring operations on Michigan 
tarn.s will mean increased hired 
help and a g reater possibility of 
accidents, warns N. L. Smith, spe- 
cialist in larm  m anagem ent at 
Michigan S tate college.

Possible claims by. employees 
for injin ies*sii.stained while w ork­
ing can mean a cash outlay for 
the farm er-em ployer. If it is 
proven tha t negligence on the 
em ployer’s part caused the ac­
cident. he can be required by the 
court to com pensate the injured 
employee.

A recent study, conducted by 
the MSC farm  m anagem ent de- 
pai'tn.ent, showed tha t very few 
farm ers carry  insurance to finan­
cially protect them selves in case 
of injury to hired help.

Two methods are open to farm ­
ers who wish to insure against 
loss resulting from in jury  to em ­
ployees. Farm ers carrying w ork­
man’s ^'ompensation insurance on 
llu 'ir ('inployecs are autom atically 
indud('d under the W orkm an’s 
C'om[)('nsation Act of 1912. With 
tiiis type of policy, the employee 
is protected through benefits p ro­
vided under the act. The farm er, 
as the employer, is protected 
since liis insurance will pay the 
!)('nefils. Emplo.vees are eligible 
only for benefits provided by the 
act and cannot sc('k fu rther dam ­
ages. Rates for this insurance at

Em ployer’s liability  insurance 
also offers protection to the farm ­
er. This is essentially a liablity 
policy which protects a farm er 
against claims arising from  the 
in jury  or death  of an employee. 
Policies of this type provide no 
autom atic benefits except hos­
pitalization benefits w ritten  into 
some policies. F u rther com pensa­
tion depends upon the investiga­
tion by the representatives of the 
insurance company. Rates for this 
insurance vary  a great deal be­
tw een companies and 'ty p e  of 
policy issued.

StcAe Wins Fight 
Against Goiter

The tw en ty -th ira  anniversary 
of M ichigan’s fight to elim inate 
sim ple goiter in the sta te’s chil­
dren occurs May 1. Through co­
operation of the S tate Medical 
Society, the Michigan D epartm ent 
of H ealth and salt m anufacturers 
in the state  icK^ized salt was first 
introduced in Michigan grocery 
stores. May 1, 1924.

In  1924 a study, m ade in four 
counties of the state, showed tha t 
47 percent of the children had 
simple goiter. A fter 11 years use 
of iodized salt, only one fifth as 
many had simple goiter.

The Michigan D epartm ent of 
H ealth at the present tim e is re ­
em phasizing the need for using 
iodized salt. Not all salt sold in 
the state  for food and cooking 
purposes is iodized. The respon­
sibility for assL u :m ^h ild ren  of a 
sufficient q u a n tiW ^ f  iodine to 
prevent the ir Sslfveloping goiter 
lies w ith parents who m ust ask 
for and used iodized salt.

Iodine was added to salt in 
Michigan afte r years of research 
on goiter. G oiter is an en large­
ment of the thyroid gland which 
lies at the front of the  base of 
the neck. The enlargem ent is 
chiefly due to the lack of natu ra l 
iodine in food and drinking  w ater, 
according to Dr. W illiam De- 
Kleine, Commissioner of the 
Michigan. D e;:artm ent of Health. 
It does not commonly occur in 
areas w here there is sufficient 
iodine iu the soil or in areas where 
unrelined salt is eaten.

hi.chigan is a 'goiter” area be- 
cau..e ihere is not sufficient iodine 
in the soil to provide a protective 
am oun. .n foods grow n tiere. To 
keep the thyreius norm al, the 
smsdl am ount of iodine needed is 
added to salt.

folder. Directions are given f ry ­
ing, broiling, baking and pickjing 
the smelt.

Hot Caps Will 
Prolect Plants

M iniature individual green­
houses for plants are possible 
when gardeners use hot-caps, ad- ' 
vise Jack  Rose, Michigan S tate 
college specialist in gardening.

He explains th a t hot-caps are 
hat-shaped, especially tre a te d ,! 
paper p lan t covers. They protect 
plants from  wind, cold, and the 
direct sun w hile the p lan ts are 
getting started . Early plants such 
as tomato, pepper, and cabbage 
are particu larly  adopted to the 
use of hot-'Caps. They can also be 
used over hills of melon, squash 
and sim ilar tender crops to hasten 
seed germ ination and protect 
young plants.

A fter the hot-caps are placed 
over the plants, the soil should be 
packed all around the edge so j 
tha t wind cannot get underneath I 
and blow the  cap away, A sm all 
hole should be punched near the 
top on the side away from  the 
prevailing wind to perm it ven tila­
tion.

Potted Hybrid Tea Roses

Rose advises tha t plants should 
not be left under the hot-caps for 
more than 10 days to 2 weeks. 
Seed stores and garden supply 
firms usually stock these inex­
pensive paper hot-caps.

Good Tools Are 
Needed for Garden

The key to easy gardening is 
Often good tools.

Jack  Rose, gardening specialist 
a t Michigan S tate college, says a 
few simple lightw eight good 
quality  tools are best for home 
gardening. Poorly designed equip­
m ent made of cheap or low gi-adc 
m aterials can increase the am ount 
of w ork required  to care for the 
garden.

F o r,the  small garden Rose lists 
the necessary tools as a shovel or 
long-handled gpading fork, a steel 
bow rake, a 7-m ch common hoe, a 
strong cord for laying off I'ows, 
and enough hose to reach all parts 
of the plot. A trow el is useful in 
transplan ting  but not essential.

In large gardens covering 2,000 
square feet or more, a sturdy 
wheel hoe is w orthw hile. It takes 
the place of the common hoe and 
covers the larger area w ith less 
effort.

Tools should be well cared for. 
A thorough cleaning and a wipe 
w ith an oiled rag will prevent 
rusting. Hand hoes and wheeled 
im plem ents should be kept sharp 
for greatest efficiency of opera­
tion.

Never leave a double-bitted  ax 
stuck up in a log or chopping 
block.

and the flavor of the  different 
birds was found to be so similar, 
it was not always easy to d iffer­
en tiate one from the other. Im ­
proper handling and cooking can 
spoil even thg best foods, the 
publication points out, and sports­
men who have been passing coots 
off on “friends” w ill find by fol­
lowing the hints in this guide tha t 
these birds are good eating, after 
all. Coots are m ore abundant 
than  ducks in m any sections of the 
country and here is a way to re ­
duce the high cost of living.

* * *
Too Many Deer Results in Poor 
Hunting:

Sportsm en who have hunted 
long and hard  to bag a deer will 
be surprised to know th a t 30 of 
the 48 states have areas w here 
deer are too abundant, the W ild­
life M anagem ent Institu te  repo rt­
ed recently. In deer trouble areas, 
the anim als have become so num ­
erous tha t they hgve devoured all 
av6ila^)le high quality  foods, and 
have starved to death in large 
num bers. The stomachs of starved 
deer are usually full of food, an 
extensive survey reveals, but the 
foods are of such low quality  that 
w hile they supply plenty  of milk, 
the ir nu tritional value is negli­
gible. '

The survey of deer trouble spots 
in the U nited S tates was made 
by Aldo Leopold, Lyle K. Sowls, 
and David L. Spencer of the Uni­
versity  of Wisconsin and is pub­
lished in full in the  cu rren t issue 
of the  “Journal of W ildlife M an­
agem ent,” The authors point out 
th a t over 100 d ifferen t deer herds 
in the 30 states have reached the 
excessive population density that 
resulted ultim ately  in destruction 
of the food supply and starvation 
for the deer. The starving of deci­

de a serious waste, and a pitiful 
problem  in itself, but still more 
im portant, though less spec­
tacular, is the overbrow sed range, 
the  authors report, because many 
deer ranges a fte r having reached 
this stage rem ain unproductive 
for m any years.

A reas of overabundance of deer 
have developed chiefly since 1900, 
it is pointed out, because before 
th a t tim e the two chief natu ra l 
enem ies of deer, tim ber wolves 
and m ountain lions, w ere found 
,on most deer ranges and tended 
to check lo c a l. overpopulations 
both  by actual destruction of some 
deer and by keeping them  mov­
ing, Coyotes are  not effective 
predators of deer, the report 
states, because overpopulations 
have frequently  developed where 
coyotes are num erous, but never 
w here wolves or cougar otcur.

D eer overpopulations are among 
the  most critical w ildlife con­
servation problem s in the nation, 
because the public so often resists

control m easures necessary to 
cure the situation. W here deer 
have exceeded the ir food supply, 
the only rem edy is less deer, and 
the only thoroughly satisfactory 
m ethod of elim inating th e - s u r ­
plus anim als is increased hunting. 
The problem  areas have ^ e n  
created in most states w here h u n t­
ing is restric ted  to bucks alone, 
and to effect a cure it is necessary 
to shoot does in these trouble 
spots. This the  public sometimes 
refuses to accept, if the “buck 
law ” has been effectively enforc­
ed for m any years, and has been 
thoroughly established as a con­
servation function. Sound and 
sensible m anagem ent of all big 
game herds should have the sup­
port of all w ell-m eaning people.

Investm ent Policy

Eureka, Kansas, May 2.—I am 
w riting this column near the ex ­
act center of the U.S. In fact, 
there is a m onum ent on U.S. 
Route 36 here in K ansas which 
reads follows:

"San Francisco 1694 miles— 
West

Boston 1702 miles —East 
Mast Take The Risk

Everyone who reads the above 
m arker must decide w hether he 
is to go East or W est—or stand 
still. But if one stands too long 
by this m onum ent he w ill u lti­
m ately collapse. This to me illus­
tra tes w here America stands in 
the world today. If we continue 
w ith crur present cow ardly policy 
of do-nothingism , we w ill u lti­
mately suffer as selfish isolation­
ists in a starving and angry 
world.

On the other hand, it is only 
fair to say tha t we run  some risk 
in leaving our present position. 
It we leave, we m ust go either 
East or West. Which direction is 
the best to take no one now 
knows. One road can lead to War, 
while the other can lead to Peace; 
one road can hasten the G reat 
Depression, while the o ther can 
postpone it; one road may lead 
to stagnation, while the other 
to a religious awakening. But I 
repeat tha t today no one can sec 
whore cither East or West will 
lead us.

Policing The Seas
As isolationists—we could en ­

joy a few more years of good 
business w hatever we do. Em ­
barking, however, on some big 
world program  would postpone 
depression, unem ploym ent and 
communistic uprisings. I t is even 
possible tha t the thought of 
world pow er w ith its promises of 
"prizes for all” could electrify 
America and bring about a tem ­
porary boom exceeding anything 
this country has ever witnessed.

"Policing the Seas” need not 
be an expensive affair, nor re ­
quire m any men if we will .stick 
to the English method. We a l­
ready have a navy and airforce 
sufficic-'it to Dolice every port of 
the  world. I f  w e w ill be content 
to police the ports, we will m erely 
use the policy which the British 
followed for 100 years most suc- 
oossfullr. With m odern bombs 
this should be easier and less ex ­
pensive than was the B ritish ex ­
perience.

What About U.N.?

Russia m ight 
“jum p the gun” and sweep down 
and take the D ardanelles; but 
Russia could not hold the Straits.

Instead of this new U.S. policy 
“killing the U.N.”. as some fore­
cast, it m ight speed up the U.N. 
and make it function. Mr. T ru ­
m an’s policy may be the making 
of the United Nations. A gain"! 
say th a t only the fu tu re canAcll: 
but we cannot continue w ith 
mere talk, as at present, even 
though both the  ■ A m erican and 
Russian ideologies are in the test 
tube and laboratory stages.

Civil Wars May Be Needed
It will take much self-control 

for us to be content to "rule the 
wave.s”. Both foreign nations and 
groups w ithin our own country 
will constantly urge us to send an 
arm y into certain  countries. This 
could bo our downfall. We should 
be content to let nations indulge 
in some civil w ars and learn for 
them selves the evils of bad gov­
ernm ent.

Telling nations Communism is 
a bad doctrine and will end in 
d isaster will do little  good. Most 
people appear to need to try  
things for them selves and learn 
the tru th  by b itter experience. I 
hate to see Russia take over any 
more nations. So long, however, 
as we protect the ports, the ir a ir ­
fields and broadcasting .stations 
and prevent the killing or deport­
ing of liberals; it may be be tte r in 
the end to let civil w ar rage now. 
Besides. Russia will someday col­
lapse through in ternal revolution 
or economic errors.

Invcstynenl Policy
In view of the above. I am 

absolutely convinced th a t the 
safest investm ent policy today is 
as follows: Have about 509fc of 
one’s assets in good bom b-proof 
common stocks which would 
benefit in case our nation now 
takes the right road. (Avoid com­
panies w ith all assets in big ci­
ties.) Then have about Si)''; in 
cash or governm ent bonds as a 
hedge in case our ^nation should 
take the wrong road.
