Tax Assessment
Roll Thrown QOut
By Commission

Ninety-seven local taxpayer”,
met in the city commission cham-
ber last Monday evening to pro-
test and demand reconsideration
on the proposed assessment roll
increase announced by city offi-
cials last week

An organized group of taxpay-
ers at the meeting first asked for
several explanations on the mcrih-
ods used In arriving at the new
assessment figures then demand-
ed that the commission rccind the
roll that night.

The demand made by the group
placed the roll bark on the 1938
:assessment plan with the increase
bem% pul on the 1946 level. Dur-
ing the meeting city as.sc.ssor Arno
Thompson tendered his resigna-
tion to the commission but th(\v
did not accept the same.

How 10 Gel Rid
Of Fly Nuisance

Michigan can have fly-frec fairs
this summer if local fair boards
comply with recommendations of
the Bureau of Engineering of the
Michigan Department of Health,
John M. Hepler, director of the
Bureau of Engineering said today.

The need for fly control at fairs
is based on these facts. Fairs
come at the height of the fly
season. Flies spregd disease when
they transfer filth from the open
toilet vault, the barns or garbage
pile to the iood counter or picnic
table. Flies are a nuisance and
they worry people, cattle, horses,
sheep and swine.

A 95to 9f( ppr cent.reduction of
flies can be obtained through the
use of the insecticide DDT in a
comparatively simple manner.
Commercial companies can apply
the insecticide, or where they are
not available it can be applied by
fairgrounds employees.

DDT should be applied two or
three daye before the opening of
the fair, before paper or fragile
decorations are in place, but.after
whitewashing. Food concessions
in temporary “lousmgs may have
to be treated on the opening day
of the fair. In treating food con-
cessions it is necessary to cover
or remove all food or dishes and
to avoid applying DDT to table
and counter tops.

Toilets, barns, stables, sheds,
pens and tents where animals or
fowl are quartered or exhibited,
as well as food concessions, should
be treated. DDT should be applied
on the surfaces which remain
untouched for the most Bart and
which are frequented by flies.
These include screens, inside
walls, ceilings and the sheltered

The insecticide is best applied
as a fine droplet spray, wetting
the surface evenly and thorough-
ly without excessive running Or
waste of material, except in case
of screens where a roller type
paint applicator should be used.
The area to be covered by the
spraying method is in most cases
great enough to make the use of
power spray equipment advisable.
Orchard sprayers can be adapted
for applying” DDT by a simple
nozzle change or adjustment. A
three gallon garden sprayer can
be used to advantage in treating
small areas, especially in food
concessions where an even neat
application is desired. A flat fan
type pattern is best suited for
application of DDT. The liquid
spray material should be agitated
while it is being applied.

An emulsified oil concentrate
containing about 25 per cent DDT
is the most economical to use
since it can be diluted with water
to any desired concentration. The
recommended concentration for
fairgrounds is 1 to 2 per cent
for all surfaces except screens,
where a 5 per cent solution should
be used. The 5 per cent solution
should also bo used when fly kill-
ing effects are needed for more
than two or three weeks. How-
ever, most 5 per cent regdy mixed
Ii<1uid spray materials cannot be
diluted, so the stronger concen-
trate should be purchased." When
applied with an orchard sprayer,

one gallon of the diluted material
will cover about 700 square feet

of surface. Applied hand it will
cover about 1,000 square feet.

DDT spray is no niore danger-
ousio handle .than many common
orchard spray materials. Precau-
tions are to avoid undue exposure
to falling or drifting spray drop-
lets and if the DDT. material, es-
pecially the concenitrate comes in
contact with the [body, remove
any soaked clothing and wash
the wett™ parts ofithe body with
soap and water. It is not necessary
for those workings with DDT to
use respirators if they apply the
material for only one or two days,
Mr. Hepler said.

This method of fly control h”
been demonstrated by the Michi-
gan Department of. Health at fair
grounds for the past two years.

Wet weather has kept the
more energetic ones from doing
any work up until a week or so
ago when clearing v”~eather made
ipossible garden plowing and
Ispading.

While cold weather has delayed
some early planting. Jack Rose,
gardening specialist at Michigan
State, gives several methods by
which late planting can be over-
come.

Rose cautions against working
the soil when it is too wet. Early
cultivation, when the soil is wet,
can make it difficult to work all
season. When a ball of earth
squeezed in the hand crumbles,
instead of sticking together like
puttz, the ground is ready to be
worked.

Lack of nitrogen often affects
early gardens. The bacteria in the
soil that make nitrogen available
to plants do not begin to function
until the soil has warmecl up. A
high nitrogen fertilizer ‘applied
to early peas. lettuce, raciishes,
and spinach aids development.

For the average garden soil.
Rose recommends a 4-12-4 fer-
tilizer, applied broadcast at the
rate of 3 pounds per 1000 square
feet.

For Assessment Board

The citizens of Plymouth show-
ed what an aroused citizenry can
really do when they desire to
correct what appears to be an
unjust act. The problem of equal-
ization of assessments in this com-
munity has been a serious one for
over 20 years. In 1938, outsiders
were called in to do a job that
should have been done by a
qualified local assessing qgffidtr.
Under our charter, the City As-
sessor is charged with the duties
of making the assessments for the
City of Plymouth. Our commim-
ity has been gradually permitting
the County Board of Taxation,
and others, to influence, if not
completely determine, the assess-
ed values of property in this com-
munity. Other cities have fovmd
that no one person can properly
assess all of the retil and personal
property of a community and

treat everyone fair and just.
Plymouth has become a city—a
city with fine homes, modern

stores and modern factories.. It
may be that we are now in need of
a modern assessing system.

Out of all this local dispute,
in which probably no one is com-

letely wrong or no one is com-
etely right, it is hoped that a
movement may be started where-
by citizens of Plymouth who have
a knowledge of the valuations of
property in this community and
who have courage, ability and a
sufficient desire to serve the pub-
lic. can be induced to make up a
board of three or more assessors.
This body should® not be under
the control of the City Commis-
sion or City Manager but should
be responsible directly to the
people of this community.

An aroused citizenry makes
for better government. Our com-
munity has reason to be proud
of its long record of honest, con-
scientious public servants. It is
hoped that all of the citizens will
continue to show interest in their
community in order that our City
can continue to maintain its high
place among the cities of this
state.

Bomb Sights Made
Here Are Sold
For Old Junk

While it was a closely guarded
secret diiring the war years, since
the end of hostilities it has be-
come generally known that a very
Iar%e percent of the Norden bomb
sights made for American flying
forces were produced in the Bur-
roughs plant in Plymouth.

Now there is a scandal brewing
in Washington over the sale of
these highly valuable bombing
instruments to a junk dealer.

So closely guarded was the
secret about tpe making of these
bomb sights in Plymouth, that the
army air forces forced the Pere
Marquette to back its express cars
inside the Burroughs plant for the
loading of these crated bomb-
sights.

In addition to this precaution,
two heavily armed guards were
locked in each express car as it
left the plant. Most of the bomb-
sights were shipped to Chicago
from Plymouth and distributed
from that place by the army air
forces.

A Washington hewspaper dis-
atch recently revealed the fol-
owing information about the
scandalous sale of these valuable
instruments:

“A  House committee today
launched an investigation of a
transaction in which the War

Assets Administration reportedly
sold crates of precision bombing
instruments to a junk dealer as
worthless scrap.

“Representative  Rizley (R-
Okla), chairman of a House group
investigating surplus property
sales, announced that a committee
investigator has; been, assigned to
look into the deal involving Adolf
Neuwald, a junk dealer in Tulsa,
OKkla.

“Representative Schwabe (R-
Okla said that Neuwald found
that wooden angj.t*l containers
sold to him by the WAA contained
Norden bombsights and similar
air instruments originally worth
$107,000.

“Schwabe revealed that Neu-
wald had agreed to take the
containers when they were

thrown in almost gratis when he
purchased some scrap metal.
The junk dealer was said to
have sold 50 of the containers for
one dollar apiece to a Tulsa dairy
under the 1mpression that they
held only scrap metal.
Workmen at the dairy plant re-
portedly discovered Army Air
Force glider bombing attachments
they opened the crates.
Neuwald was said to have found
bombsight stabilizers, air force
flights gyros, telescope sights and
Norden bombsights in the re-

maining boxes. |

WAA officials at Tulsa contend- i
ed the Army Air Forces was |
at fault for declaring the instru-;
ments as surplois junk without'
opting the; crates.

Chalk up one victory in Plym-
outh already as the result of the
widespread interest created in the
cancer threat to humanity.

Orin Ribar, twelve year old
son of Mr. and Mrs. Steve Ribar,
of Plymouth, is progressing rapid-
ly after his recent%out with that
much publicized killer, cancer.

The premier
performance was preceded with a
complimentary dinner—all from
the goodness of a Committee of
Invitation. Among the sponsors
was State Police Commissioner
Donald Leonard.

Puzzling and entirely unor-
thodox to Lansing was the fact
that no one was asked to “join”
or to become a “member.” No
requests were made for donations.
The show was free—and three
performances were held.

With headquarters on Mackinac
Island. Moral Rearmament is not
a sect; it has no creed; it seeks the
moral regeneration .©f the in-
dividual. Tt preaches the old, old
principle of the Golden Rule.

Who pays the expenses—the
hotel bills, transportation, cloth-
ing and the like? Lansingites were
Oﬁenly suspicious, wondering
when the “bite” would come. One
lobbyist told us with conviction:
“I’m going to get to the bottom
of this if it takes me ten years.”

Ray Purdy, a Christian gentle-
man of marked culture and win-
some personality, told us that
MRA was financed by persons
who received “guidance” to make
a subscription. Mr. Purdy is one
of the MRA directors . . . Our
own observation; A lot of people
and organizations are doing good
in tlie world. The MRA has
worth-while objectives, like the
others, and it is doing good with
its modernized gospel of the Gold-
en Rule.

“out of the liquor business” and
to put the sale of package liquor
entirely in the hands of special
designated distributors (SDDs)
is not given a Chinaman’s chance
of getting through the House.

Due to the personal popularity
of the sponsor. Senator Harold D.
Tripp of Allegan, whose drug
store sold $32,700 in packaged
liquor last year, the Senate ap-
roved the bill. No hearing was
eld at the time.

Opposition quickly arose from
such diverse groups as the Mich-
igan Temperance* Foundation
Michigan Table-Top Licensees
Congress (bar owners). Royal Oak
association (liquor people), the
Michigan Brewers Association,
and Federal Judge Frank A. Pic-
ard, first chairman of the state
liguor control commission.

Smarting under public criticism
that he stood to benefit personally
from his own bill. Senator Tripp
staged a highly di'amatic scene
and tore up his state license. He
announced that henceforth he
Wiould not sell liquor in his drug
store at Allegan.

Most damaging fact: The State
of Michigan would have lost S9.-
626,066 in tax revenue if the Tripp
bill had been law during the past
fiscal year, according to a study
released by the state liquor con-
trol commission.

The state legislature is sched-
uled to adjourn about June 1,
after some solution is found for
needed state revenues. Best bet:
A state income tax. The Hittle bill
to authorize a “communit¥ in-
come” basis for payment of fed-
eral income taxes in Michigan
would save Michigan taxpayers
between $100 and $200 millions
a year. Republican thinking is to
divert some of this saving to the
state treasury and then brag
about what is left—a sizeable
benefit through lowered tax bills.

The soft drink tax is z-egai-ded
as killed: the higher beer tax is
back in committee. A cigarette
tax has a. fair chance of passage,
it seems.

Home rule powers to cities to
levy exci.se taxes ran into opposi-
tion at a house committee hearing.
Some municipalities, such as Pon-
tiac, pleaded for virtually a
“blank check” to levy local taxes
as officials saw fit. Legislators
may authorize cities to levy spe-
cified taxes, subject to repeal by
referendum.

The Legislature is not going to
enact a fair emlployment practices
commission bill _at this* session.
This “hot potato™ is being side-
stepped. There appears to bo
strong ex idence that another state
agency is not needed to handle
the 1datively small number of
cases of job discrimination be-
cause of race, t-olor, religion, na-
tional origin or ancestry. Indus-
trialists favor local committees

of tolerance as an effective solu-
tion.

What effect will the high wa-.
ters and floods that have prevail-
ed throughout Michigan this year
have on the fishing, many fisher-
men in Plymouth as well as else-
where are asking.

Some say it will help, others say
you can look for a poor season,
especially in the streams.

Only time will tell. The state
will, this summer, plant many
hundreds of thousands of legal
size trout, officials of the Western
Wayne County Conservation Club
have been advised. This will
make it somewhat impossible to
tell what effect the floods have
had on the fishing this season.
But fishermen will be able to tell
whether the trout they catch are
native of the stream or planted
trout. The million or so of trout to
be planted have all been fin-

clipped.

Fred A. Westerman, fish divi-
sion chief, points out that this
marking, that will enable every
fisherman this season to tell a
hatchery trout from a wild one is
not. as some believe, to demon-
strate the extent of state plant-
ings. Rather, he says, it is to make
clear the true abundance of wild
fish, as the more common error
has been to overestimate the pro-
portion of hatchery fish.

Thousands of the trout to be
planted in the current season had
their fins clipped as long as a year
ago, and their swimming, feeding
and growing in hatchery ponds
has been entirely normal without
the big dorsal fin, hatcherymen
say. Tlie marking is done at small

cost. When fish must be handled
specifically for fin cliﬁping, the
work may cost nearly half a cent
a fish, but h"hery workers have
kept this cdst down by combining
the clipping routine handling for
periodical sorting of the fish and
moving them from pond to pond,
as their growth requires.

In this part of the state few
fish were Killed by the long win-
ter season of ice that covered the
lakes. This is somewhat unusual
as a long winter generally raises
havoc with fish in some lakes.

Lower Crooked Lake in Barry
County however, lost more than
15,000" fish in the only serious
winterkill of the season yet ob-
served by conservation depart-
ment fisheries men.

Thousands of sea dgulls have
been on the lake, feeding on the
fish that suffocated when oxygen
in the water became insufficient,
after ice sealed out the air and
snow shut out the sunlight. Be-
cause the freeze-up came rela-
tively late last winter losses from
winterkill are expected to be gen-
erally light for the state as a
whole. Some lakes, however, still
are ice-covered.

When he inspected the winter-
kill on Lower Crooked lake, dis-
trict fisheries supervisor R. G.
Fortney found places where the
dead fish were packed solid
among weeds and slush ice as far
as 100 feet from shore.

How many birds hen pheasants
released in the spring will pro-
duce for fall hunting is the ques-
tion behind experimental release
this month of 500 pheasants from
Mason state game farm.

The pheasants are being plant-
ed in “harem sized” groups of
about S" hens per cock pheasant
at Dansville state game area and
at Rose Lake and Swan Creek
wildlife experiment stations,
where they may be observed
closely. Some of th-" releases will
be “gentle”—the birds being held
and fed in pens for a while and
the pens, still supplied with food
and water, later opened so the
birds may go and return when
they choose. Spring-planted

easants all will wear colored

g bands, for easier identification

n the field.

Spring vs. fall stocking is an old
debate among game bird propa-
gatoBS. Theoretically every spring
released hen could rear a brood
of eight or so—half of them legal
cock birds — but for some un-
known reasons this multiplication
does not follow.

Seeding failure generally comes
from inadequate supplies of lime
and fertilizer in the soil, poor seed
bed preparation, using unadapt-
ed seed, or covering seed too deep.

Using adapted seed and follow-
ing good cultural practices will
help to reduce the failure of new
seedings. Sometimes, drought
conditions, such as experienced in
many parts of Michigan last sum-
mer will cause failure even when
care has been taken in planting.

Farmers who had seedings fail
are thinking about what crops
might be sown as emergency
crops to provide pasture and ljay
for the coming summer. Besemer
lists the following as crops that
can be sown this spring and used
this summer as forage for live-
stock; oats, millet, Sudan grass,
soybeans, and rape. Farmers who
wish  further information on
methods of planting and cultivat-
ing,these crops can obtain it from
the county extension office.

The use of emergency pasture
is expensive and breaks up the
regular rotation. Care should be
taken to" insure good seedings of
the more desirable hay and pa.s-
ture gra.sscs. "

Independence, Mo., May a, 1947.

:—This is a typical small western
Icity. Its life depends largely on
the farmers living about.

His agparent
desire to please everyone, brought
him enemies both "amongst the
New Dealers and the Conserva-
tives. Truman’s stock tumbled
thick and fast, even though he
started out with a friendly press.

He is
inodcst and doesn’t think he has
the answers to all the questions.
He is willing and anxious to take
advice from those whom he trusts.
All this means that Truman’s
future and the country’ future,
for that matter, depends upon
these friends to whom Truman
turns for advice.
