"T h e  basic  s tre n g th  of th is  c o u n try  lies in  its  ph ilosophy  
of life  and  g o v e rn m en t—not in  its n a tu ra l  reso u rces  and  its 
in d u s tr ie s  an d  its  w e a lth . T hese last, v ita l as th e y  are, a re  b u t 
th e  consequences of th e  first. T hey  a re  th e  n a tu ra l  d ev e lo p ­
m en t of a sy stem  w h ich  p laces m ax im u m  freedom  fo r th e  
in d iv id u a l above all o th e r considera tions.

"O th e r n a tio n s  h av e  g re a t re so u rces—g re a te r , in  som e 
p a rtic u la rs , th a n  o u r ow n. R ussia  is a case in  po in t. B ut 
o th e r  n a tio n s  h av e  no t b een  able, d esp ite  g ran d io se  'five-year 
p la n s ' an d  s im ila r schem es, to  p u t th e m  to  fu ll use  fo r th e  
benefit of th e  people. S u p e r-g o v ern m en t, w h ich  robs th e  in ­
d iv id u a l of h is  freedom , likew ise  robs h im  of h is  in g en u ity  
an d  h is  am b ition . T he in d iv id u a l is s im p ly  th e  tool of th e  
s ta te . H e  is den ied  m uch  an d  o ften  m ost of th e  fru its  of h is 
labo rs . R esu lts  a re  g a in ed  by  m ass action , b y  d riv in g  and  
te rro r iz in g  th e  people. B ut th e  in d iv id u a l, save  for th e  m an  
in  th e  sadd le , p e v e r  benefits.

"T h is  c o u n try  g rew  g re a t u n d e r th e  C o n stitu tio n a l idea 
of a g o v e rn m en t of lim ited  pow ers— a g o v e rn m en t w hich  
m a in ta in ed  th e  A rm y  and  N avy, th e  co u rts  an d  o th e r e ssen ­
tia l serv ices, an d  ac ted  as an  a rb ite r  in th e  econom ic affairs 
of th e  c o u n try  b u t n ev e r as a co m p etito r o r p a rtic ip a n t. T his 
is th e  k ind , an d  th e  on ly  k ind , of g o v e rn m en t u n d e r w hich  
th e  r ig h ts  and  freed o m s of th e  peop le  can  b e  ji^reserved, and  
it m ust n o t be  u n d e rm in e d  h ere ."

Set up  as it w as to  tid e  a pe rso n  over d u rin g  periods of unem - 
p lo -^pen t. it is now  be ing  used  fo r a b ig  v aca tion  sp ree  and  
m an y  of those  d raw in g  it w o n 't ta k e  a job as long as they  car- 
g e t th e  han d -o u t.

In  sp ite  of th e  fac t th a t  it is a lm ost im possib le  to  h ire  
an y b o d y  to  do an y th in g  fo r you. th e re  a re  from  100 to  150 
m en  and  w om en in  E a to n  C o u n ty  a lone  w ho  ap p ea r a t th e  
co u rt house in C h a r lo tte  e v e ry  T h u rsd a y  m o rn in g  for a w e ek ­
ly  check  of a p p ro x im a te ly  S20. M any of th e  peop le  in th e  line  
a re  jobless from  choice and  no t necessity . If you  d o n 't th in k  
so, t ry  to  h ire  som e of th em .

A p p a ren tly  a lot of peop le  w ou ld  ra th e r  g e t $20 a w eek  
and  lie a ro u n d  th a n  to  w o rk  an d  e a rn  m ore. U nem ploym en t 
in su ran ce , in s tead  of accom plish ing  w h a t it w as in ten d ed  to 
do, is ed u ca tin g  a lot of peop le  to  becom e lazy. It does not 
com e ou t of th e  w o rk e r 's  w ages, as does social secu rity , b u t 
r a th e r  it is p a id  b y  all em p lo y ers  of e ig h t o r m ore  people. 
T hese  em p lo y ers  add  th e  cost to  th e  p rice  of th e ir  p roduct, so 
in  th e  last analysis , th e  consum er foots th e  b ill, an d  th a t 
m ean s you and  m e.

T he cu re  for th is  abuse  is to  low er th e  p ay m en ts  so they  
w ill  fu rn ish  on ly  th e  l ^ r e  necessities  of life  and  n o t b e  a t t r a c ­
tiv e  for lie -a round  pay . T his w ill on ly  be  done w hen  th e  peo ­
p le  g e t m ad  enough  to  d em an d  it.

Chess Players 
Get Free Lessons 
Al Library Here

Ever wonder what cho.ss i.s all 
about? Ever wish you knew how 
to play? An opportunity to really 
learn the game under expert in­
struction is to be offered to in­
terested persons free of eliarge, 
at the Plymouth library.

This fascinating game, which is 
growing in popularity, can be 
played by anyone. According to 
J. E. Pcckover, vice-president of 
the American Che:-;s and Checker 
Foundation, and director of the 
Detroit Academy of Chess, you 
don’t have to be either a Houdini 
or an Einstein to understand and 
enjoy the game. "Anyone can 
learn if started with proper in­
struction”. he said. There is a 
challenge in his statement be­
cause Peckover himself will be 
the instructor.

An internationally known in­
structor, Peckover claim.s that 
the average person after throe 
lessons, not only grasps the fun­
damentals but is able to play the 
game; and after .seven lessons is 
well prepared for competitive 
play. Therefore the degree of 
skill depends almost completely 
on practice.

Especially urging high school 
students to attend, Walter H. 
Kaiser, county librarian, said, 
“Reports come from all sections 
of the country of large numbers 
of young people forming chess 
clubs and conducting tourna­
ments.

Automobile Club 
of Michigan today joined police 
ami othei’ safety agencies in a 
■special plea to motorists to “take 
it ea.'̂ y” on state highways and 
city strect.s this weekend.

"Memorial Day weekend marks 
the beginning of summer and 
holiday driving in large volume. 
Everyone will be on the road, 
"El ntbt P. Davis. Auto Club safety 
and traffic director, reminded 
motorists.

"During this big holiday it is 
hoped that every effort will be 
made !)oth by motorists and pe­
destrians to use extra care while 
driving and walking. This applies 
especially on rural highways 
where a)mo.-.t two-thirds of the 
total , traffic deaths in Michigan 
occiu", he added.

Davis emphasized that more 
ear.s will be on the road this 
weekend than at any time since 

Michigan traffic deaths 
mimhered 1.41)4 last year, with 
e4.47!) injuries and 85.097 property 
damage accidents. This was an 
inei ease over 11)45 of 27.3 per cent 
m deaths. 24.2 per cent in injuries, 
and ;.5.4 per cent in property 
damagi' collisions.

The traffic record for the first 
few months of 1947 has been 
))ctter than this but this weekend 
ran ea..ily start Michigan on the 
road to another upsurge of ter­
rible deaths and injuries in traf­
fic Davi.s pointed out.

Residents of northern Michigan 
toiii'ist towns and those who run 
le.so.’t.s will be working overtime 
at home tliis weekend. But :they 
wiil help add to the accident 
ligures unless they are ceaseless­
ly vigilant in crossing highways 
or streets used by tourists.

Davis listed seven suggestions 
to insure a safe and sane Mem­
orial Holiday;

1. "Take it easy;” Driving at 
speeds too fast for conditions was 
a dominant factor in 42 percent 
of lust year’s accidents. Don’t 
weave in and out of traffic.

2. Have brakes checked over 
before leaving home.

3. Watch for cars coming out 
of side roads particularly during 
dusk hours. Obey all traffic signs 
culling for a ’’full stop.”

4. Don’t drive on the wrong 
side of the road. Keep .to the 
right, particularly on curves.

5. Don’t pass on hills, curves or 
at street intersections. Scrupul­
ously obey "No Passing” signs.

6. Get an early start, both,go­
ing and coming, and avoid 'the 
rush.

7. Slowdown at sundown. Don’t 
overdrive your .headlights. If 
tu-adlamps require adjustment, 
have them fixed before the holi- 
duv.

J /  OR a long time the C & 0  has been saying 
that America’s railroads must modernize their 
passenger equipment—or forfeit a great 
opportunity.

An ajournm ent of th e  leg-

The 1947 session has been din- 
tinguished by constant confusion. 
Although Republicians have been 
in complete control of both the 
House and Senate, leadership has 
been noticeably wobbly and ac­
tions have been quite unpredict­
able. Legislators have confounded 
eveiyone by reversing their 
stands on im portant measures. 
New tax programs have emerged 
periodically w ith bewildering 
contradictory upsets. For u tter j 
confusion the 1947 session was the I 
■ wmr.st” in 24 years, according to ' 
.lohn C. Espie of Eagle, veteran 
cl'.airman of the im portant house 
ways and moans committee.

The ear-m arking of the g 'jp lin e  
tax  and motor vehicle weight tax 
for highway! use is a good ex ­
ample. The 15-mill lim itation on 
real estate tax  is another. The 
latest was tl»e ear-m arking  of 76 
per cent of the sales tax  for re ­
tu rn  to local units of govern­
ment. We are not disputing the 
m erit of each pro i»sal; we do 
point out its collective effect.

As Governor Sigler emphasized 
in his first budget message state 
paym ents to local units of gov­
ernm ent have gone up $138 m il­
lions since the sales tax  was en­
acted. In tha t tim e the state has 
kept $30 millions more for its own 
needs.

With very little  left to spend, 
the legislature has had an almost 
impossible problem to solve. No 
other state in the nation is in 
such a jam. The legislators could 
either raise more money by new 
taxes or let the state governm ent 
go into the red. It now appears 
at the eve of adjournm ent tha t 
the legislature has succeeded in 
doing both!

Action on taxes was stalled for 
months while thd -sta te  suprem e 
court weighed validity of the 
sales tax  diversion am endment. 
A fter the cou tt ruled .the am end­
ment to be constitutional, the leg­
islature then had the distasteful 
task of try ing to balance the bud­
get while the nation .was under­
going the w orst inflation in a

I half century. •
I It is always easier to find ways 
to spend money than find ways 
to raise money, and Governor 
Sigler’s program  of new taxes 
was due inevitably to be unpop­
ular w ith someone-. Shelved by 
legislators w ere these recom­
mendations; Soft d rink  tax, beer

I tax  increase, and a state property 
tax. A 3-cent cigarette tax  was 
approved. Lost in the shuffle: A 
personal income tax  (rejected 
repeatedly by the voters L" a 
m anufacturer’s tax  and removal 
of the corporate tax  ceiling.

money for highways, while city 
legislators w ere hostile. Each 
group disagreed as to how the
money should be spent.« « «

In the words of Governor Sigler, 
the ear-m arking  of public revenue I 
by constitutional am endm ent h a s ' 
had the effect of “depriving the 
representatives of the people (the 
legislature) of a true  opportunity 
to consider and evalute all the 
needs for public expenditure.”

G ranting that such is the case, 
it seems illogical to make the leg­
islature the scapegoat for the con­
fusion at Lansing since the first 
of the year. The root of the 
trouble, as we see it, goes right 
back to the antiquated crazy- 
quilt system of taxes, now firmly 
imbedded in a state constitution 
adopted shortly after the tu rn  of 
the century and periodical!;' re ­
vised since then.

The sales tax diversion arnond- 
m ent will be re-subm itted to the 
people in November, 1948. A p­
proved by the .senate, the resolu­
tion has been passed by the House.

!.■: *

The prospect for a solution of 
the constitutional problem —this 
ear-m arking  of funds—is none 
too bright. If the house approves 
a senate plan to create a con­
stitutional commission, the Sigler 
adm inistration can rightfully 
point w ith satisfaction to a con­
structive step tow ard m oderniza­
tion of the sta te’s charter.

Until this is done. Michigan 
m ust continue to struggle along 
under the handicap of an oft- 
patched constitution which has 
now taken away from the leg­
islature, the power to spend pub­
lic revenues according to changing 
needs. This curb may reflect a 
lack of public confidence in the 
legislature. From first impression 
such would seem to be the case. 
But we believe tha t the root of 
the conflict goes deeper than that.

As long as one agency of govern- 
bent collects money and another 
agency of governm ent spends it, 
we will continue to have a b reak ­
down in tax responsibility. Te 
sales tax  has become “Lansing 
money”, 76 per cent of which is 
spent now by local units of gov­
ernm ent. A dollar collected at 
Lansing or W ashington has a 
tendency of becoming the “other 
fellow’.s” dollar—not your dollar.

This breakdow n in tax  respon- 
sbility invites an ever-increasing 
dem and for spending by govern­
ment. The needs of the people are 
unending and inexhaustible; p res­
sure- groups will continue to seek 
m ore s ta te  aid for the ir privileged 
use—w orthy as it may be.

The problem  is “trem endously 
difficult” , to quote Governor 
Sigler and the answ er will not be 
easF ' ten find. Michigan sorely 
needs-a revised and modernized 
constitution.

If a 
man fishes as a pastime, he said, 
that man will do nothing which 
will cause any w orry to the law - 
enforcing officers who have to 
deal w ith felons.

Now comes forth Malcolm 
Bingay in his “Good M orning” 
column in The D etroit Free Press 
and he makes a sim ilar claim.

President Hoover’s recent speech 
about fishermen, w rote in his 
column;

Regardlc.ss of politics, it is

longer possessed of political am ­
bitions, Mr. Hoover slips n a tu ra l­
ly into the role of the elder 
statesm an.

In this position he is revealing 
a quiet philosophy tha t shows 
his. real nature, so largely hidden 
when he tried  to be a politician 
—a role for which h ' was never 
born.

Nobody will ever know how 
many millions of his own fortune 
this man has given away to char­
ity w ith never a word of public­
ity. He is the only President who 
never took a cent of his salary.

Though ridiculed for fishing, 
w earing a high collar and a d e r­
by hat, he really  did love to fish 
—and still does. With his own 
money he bought and built tha t 
fishing lodge along the Rapidan 
River. When he left office he 
turned  the property over to the 
Government, w ithout cost, to be 
m aintained for all presidents of 
the future.

In a radio broadcast the other 
evening in a discussion perta in ­
ing to Izaak W alton’s “The Corn- 
pleat A ngler.” Mr. Hoover ex ­
plained why Presidents like to go 
fishing, because on ly -in  “prayer 
and fishing” do Americans re ­
spect privacy.

“The pneum atic ham m ering of 
dem ands on the P resident’s mind 
had increased in frequency w ith 
the rising tide of economic and 
in ternational complexity, and he 
ju st had to get away somewhere, 
and be alone for a few hours 
once in a w hile.”

Among the fishing Presidents 
he m errily  guessed tha t Mr. 
Coolidge had never fished in his 
youth;

“He was a good deal of a fun- 
dam tnalist in economics, govern­
m ent and fishing, so he natura lly  
preferred  angle worms. But w hen 
the fly fisherman of the N a­
tion raised the ir eyebrows in su r­
prise, he took to artificial flies.

“However, his backcast was so 
much a common danger tha t even 
the Secret Service men kept a t 
a distance until they w ere sum ­
moned to climb trees to retrieve 
flies.”

With tender nostalgia he re ­
called his own boyhood, fishing 
w ith a bent pin. But, even in this 
poignantly happy hour of rem in­
iscence, the Hooverian inability 
to m aster the riddle of politics 
made itself evident.

He spoke of G rover Cleveland 
and Theodore Roosevelt as great 
fishermen in the Presidential t r a ­
dition. Cleveland was—in a fla t- 
bottom rowboat on Lake Erie— 
an angler who w anted nothing 
else. . .

But as far as the records show, 
Theodore Roosevelt never <*atight 
a fish in his life. In a concordance 
of his w ritings there  are th ree 
pages on hunting, but not a 'Single 
word about fishing. TR WaS not 
given to contem plation, th a t Qpm - 
munion w ith N a tu re , th a t only a 
fisherman knows. AlVirays

a m an of action. That may have 
been his weakness.

His fifth cousin loved to fish; 
but, again, as a m irro r of a m an’s 
character, it had to be in a big 
way. When he no longer had the 
use of Vincent A stor’s yacht— 
largest in the w orld—he drew  
upon the United S tates Navy, 
sometimes all of it.

I th ink  Mr. Hoover owes it to 
fishing men to w rite a book upon 
the rivers of the world in which 
he has cast his flies. Let him 
take Izaak W alton’s lines for a 
text;

“You will find angling to be 
like the v irtue of hum ility, which 
has a calmness of spirit and ,a 
world of othfer blessings attending 
upon it.”

I hope he has also read Henry 
Van Dyke’s g reat contributions to 
the Brotherhood of the Trout. 
“F isherm an’s Luck,” “The A n­
glers’ Reveille,” and—best of all 
—“Little Rivers.”

“Then come my friends, forget 
your foes, and leave your 
fears behind

And w ander forth  to try  your 
luck, w ith cheerful quiet 

m ind.”
In “L ittle R ivers” Dr. Van Dyke 

has a tribu te  to his father, as a 
fisherman, which is one of the 
most precious contributions to our 
literature. Out of his years of 
tragedy, Mr. Hoover can agree 
w ith Van Dyke;

“It is w ith rivers, as it is with 
people: the greatest arc not 
always the  most agreeable nor 
the best to live w ith.”

A N N  A R B O R — A ctio n  to end 
the sc a rc ity  of doctors in  the sm a ll 
tow ns and ru ra l areas of M ich i­
gan is p lanned by the U n iv e rs ity  
(jf M ich igan  M ed ica l Schoo l.

Dean A lb e rt  C . Fu rs te n b e rg  has 
ju s t  announced a new  postgrad­
uate tra in in g  program  designed 
to encourage m ore doctors to tu rn  
to the field  of general p ractice  in ­
stead of becom ing sp ec ia lists  in  
some p a rt ic u la r  fie ld  of m ed ica l 
science.

"W e expect th is  p rogram  w i l l  
f i l l  a g reat need, “ D ean F u rs te n ­
berg asserted . “ A m ong m ed ica l 
students there  appears to be l it t le  
in te rest in  the genera l p ractice  of 
m edicine. T h is  m ay be due in 
p art to the fact th a t th e re  are  
v e ry  few  recognized tw o  y e a r 
p rogram s o ffered  by h o sp ita ls to 
equip a doctor fo r g enera l p ra c ­
t ice .”

T h e  new  p lan  of the M ed ica l 
School is designed to m ake  such 
tra in in g  e a s ily  a v a ila b le . Q ualified  
hosp ita ls th roughouts the state 
m ay become a ff ilia te d  w ith  the 
M ed ica l School to p ro v id e  a tw o - 
y e a r postgraduate tra in in g  p ro ­
gram . S ix  m onths of tra in in g  in  
the basic sciences in  coord ination  
w ith  c lin ic a l m ed icine at the 
M ed ica l Schoo l w i l l  be p a rt of 
the program .

D ean Fu rs te n b e rg  outlined  se v­
e ra l o f the advantages of the new  
p rogram :

1. I t  is expected to a ttra c t s tu ­
dents w ho m ight o th erw ise  not 
be in terested  in p rep a rin g  fo r the 
genera l p ractice  o f m ed icine .

2. T h e  p lan  w ould  be an in ­
sp ira tio n  to the genera l p ra c t i­
tioners of m ed ic ine  who have  been 
doing e xce lle n t w o rk  but m ay 
feel that th e ir  co n trib u tio n  to 
m ed icine  has been overlooked in  
the increasing  em phasis on t r a in ­
ing and ce rtif ica tio n  o f< ^ ecia lists .

3. S tan d a rd s o f m ed ica l care  in  
the .sm alle r hosp ita ls and the s u r ­
round ing  co m m unities w o u ld  be 
ra ised .

4. T h e  p rogram  m ight, in  some 
m easure , help  to d is tr ib u te  m ed­
ica l ca re  m ore e v e n ly  since  there  
is a tendency today fo r the young 
doctor to p ractice  in  the com ­
m u n ity  w h e re  he has been t ra in ­
ed.

w o rk e r invested  in  lab o r-sav in g  
m ach in e ry . To  keep up th is  p ro- 
a rcss w e m ust h ave  in ce n tive : 
(1 ) To  save  and (2 ) To  invest 
sav ings p ro fitab ly . U n fo rtu n a te ly , 
our p resent system  of ta xa tio n  is 
not o n ly  d estro y ing  cap ita l th a t 
has a lread y  been accum ulated , but 
it is also p re ven tin g  the g athering  
of new  cap ita l. T h is  can o n ly  end 
in  a d ec lin in g  stand ard  of liv in g  
fo r a ll.

A s  an exam p le  of the d e stru c­
tion  of accum ulated  ca p ita l by 
ta xa tio n , I  l ik e  to c ite  the sto ry  
of the House of M organ. W hen 
the e ld er J .  P . M organ d ied in 
1913 he le ft  m ore th an  $70 m il­
lions to h is  son. T h ir t y  ye a rs  la te r  
th is son died and, a fte r  h is death 
ta xes w ere  se ttled , he w as able 
to pass on o n ly  $5 m illio n s  to h is 
he irs . Su ch  a destruction  of cap ita l 
m ay be good fo r the m ora ls of the 
n e irs , but it  bodes i l l  fo r you and 
me. T h e re  is l it t le  in ce n tive  to 
invest m ore m oney and h ire  m ore 
w o rk e rs  und er such cond itions.

Com m on-Sense T a x a t io n
W ip ing  out of ca p ita l b y  death 

ta xes w ould  not be so bad i f  ou r 
incom e ta xe s w e re  not a lso  d am ­
m ing up the flo w  of n ew  cap ita l 
into in d u stry . T h e  b u lk  of sav ing s 
m ust come from  those of s u f f i­
c ie n t ly  la rg e  incom es to create  
a re se rv io r  of cap ita l. Y e t , 
today an e xe cu tive  w ith  a fa ir  
sa la ry  has no urge to in ve st in  a 
sound stock p ay ing  5%  because 
h is net incom e from  th a t stock 
is reduced by tw o -th ird s  through 
incom e taxe s . A l l  in ce n tive  has 
been destroyed .

Th e  P re s id e n t has re ce n tly  
asked businessm en to lo w e r p rices 
so as to increase  the vo lum e of 
production . I  b e lieve  the P re s i­
dent should  d ire c t th a t sam e ad ­
v ice  to Congress. Ju s t  as a b u s i­
ness can se ll a g reate r vo lum e of 
products at a lo w e r p rice , so can 
the governm ent exp ect a h ig h e r 
ta x-tn k e  i f  it  can  increase  the 
natio na l incom e. I  b e lieve  the 
best w a y  to increase  the n atio n a l 
incom e is b y  lo w e rin g  ta xe s  noio. 
Th e  s t im u lu s to in ce n tive  w i l l  be 
so g reat th a t n a tio n a l incom e w i l l  
r ise . Th e n  a sm a lle r  percentage 
ta x  rate  w ould  produce a g reater 
to ta l fed e ra l revenue . L e t  the 
governm ent ta ke  its  ow n ad vice  
rn d  lo w e r the u n it cost ( i . e. 
ta xe s ) of its  se lli;n g . p rice  fo r its

'W riting  in k s  d if fe r  
so m uch th a t w h a t rem oves one 
k in d  m ay set another. W ashab le  
in k s  w i l l ,  come out by r in s in g  in  
w a te r and then  soak ing  in  soap­
suds. B u t  soap w i l l  set in k s  con­
ta in ing  iro n  tannate . I t  is  best to 
t r y  se ve ra l m ethods. B eg in  w ith  
the s im p lest and the one least 
l ik e ly  to h a rm  the c lo th . T re a t  
w h ile  the in k  is s t i l l  fre sh  and 
m oist i f  possib le . A s  soon as in k  
is  sp ille d , spread  co rnm eal, co rn ­
sta rch  or ta lcu m  pow der on the 
sta in  to absorb as m uch as pos­
sib le  and keep it  fro m  spread ing . 
A s  the pow der show s co lo r, shake  
it  o ff and shake  on fre sh  u n til 
no m ore in k  is taken  up. Th e n  
pour e ith e r g lyce rin e  or a soap- 
less sham poo on the sta in . R u b  
lig h t ly  betw een the hands. R in se  
and ap p ly  m ore as long- as any  
in k  comes from  the s ta in . F in a l ly ,  
r in se  w ith  c le a r w a te r.

I f  traces o f in k  s t i l l  show , t r y  
lem on ju ic e  or c it r ic  acid  pow der 
— successfu l b leaches fo r iron  
tannate  in k . O th er b leaches m ay 
be used on w h ite  fa b ric s . On 
colored m a te ria ls  th ey  m ust be 
used sp a rin g ly  and w ith  great 
care . A fte r  using  any  b leach , r in se  
it out tho ro u g h ly  w ith  w a te r.

O rd in a ry  c lean ing  
flu id s  or d ry  c lean ing  so lvents 
fo r  use on n o n-w ashab le  m a te ria ls  
w i l l  have  no e ffect on in k .
