T h is  va lu ab le  p ro p erty  has a frontage of 105 feet and run s back ! 
297 feet w here  it  jo in s  school p ro p erty  w h ere  the P ly m o u th  R o ta ry  
c lu b  w i l l  develop an a th le tic  fie ld  fo r the school th is  sum m er.

T it le  to the p ro p erty  w as g iven  to the Found atio n  w ith  p e rm is­
sion to se ll it  at a n y  tim e  fo r p riv a te  usage as long as the proceeds 
of sa le  w ere  used in  p ro v id in g  a perA ianent center.

T h e  house is  w e ll su ited  fo r the purpose, h av in g  a large liv in g  
room , w h ere  groups of 75 people can be co m fo rtab ly  accom m odated 
and has other room s th at w i l l  accom m odate sm a lle r  groups. C o m ­
plete k itch e n  fa c ilit ie s  are  in  the home fo r c iv ic  groups p lann ing  
teas, etc.

T h e  deep basem ent of the home has se ve ra l large rooms that 
w i l l  lend them se lves e a s ily  to p ing pong and other indoor games 
w h ich  should  prove in te restin g  to ve te ran s groups w ho desire  a cen­
t ra l m eeting p lace.

T h e  Fo u n d atio n  has o f f ic ia l ly  accepted the p roperty  and w i l l  
“ announce m ore deta iled  in fo rm atio n  about its  operation and a v a il­
a b il ity  as soon as d e ta ils  a re  fo rm u lated .

F a rm e rs  in the P ly m o u th  area  
seldom  do l it t le  co m pla in ing . T h e y  
take  “ i t ”  as it  comes and goes, no 
m atte r how  bad the w e a th e r 
m ight be.

B u t th ing s a re  getting a l it t le  
d iffe re n t r ig h t now . T h e y  a re  
w o rried  to death about the h eavy  
ra in fa ll  of the past s ix  o r e ight 
w eeks, and the d ow npour over 
the w eekend  w as about the last 
“ s t ra w .”

M uch fa rm  land  is  not ye t p lo w ­
ed. F e w  fa rm e rs  have  p lan ted  
oats. None have th e ir  co rn  ground 
ready.

In  fact, it  looks v e ry  m uch  as 
though th is  p art of the state  w i l l

intended to say  about M em o ria l d ay and its  la c k  of proper ob serv­
ance in  P ly m o u th , has been most a p tly  expressed  in  a le tte r to T h e  
P ly m o u th  M a il by R e v . H e n ry  J .  W a lch , pastor of the F ir s t  P re sb y ­
te r ia n  C h u rch  of P ly m o u th .

T h e  le tte r fo llo w s :
“ D e a r E d ito r ;

“ I  am  w r it in g  you  in  the hope th at the m atte r w ith  w h ich  th is 
le tte r  concerns itse lf  m ig ht be brought to the attention of the people 
of P ly m o u th  in  some w a y . To d ay  is the fo u rth  ye a r in  w h ich  I  have 
p artic ip a ted  in  the M em oria l D a y  cerem onies in the c ity  of P ly m ­
outh . I  am  not an e x - sc rv ic c  m an , nor a m em ber of a n y  of the se r­
v ice-m en ’s o rg an izations, and m ay  therefo re  speak w ith o u t susp icion  
of try in g  to prom ote an y th in g . On each of the occasions w hen  these 
cerem onies a re  he ld , the se rv ice  m en ’s groups p lan  and ad vertise  
the M em o ria l D ay  program , go to a great dea l of troub le  to rnake the 
necessary  a rrang em ents , and to o rganize the parade. S in ce  the 
observance is  lo ca l to each co m m u n ity , the p artic ip a tio n  is not too 
great. M an y  people are  a w ay  on the M em oria l D ay  w eek-end , w h ich  
fu rth e r su b tracts from  the nu m b er of people inv4>lved. M any people 
stay  a w ay  because th e ir  personal loss is so great that the cerem onies 
p lace a burden of em otion on them  too h eavy  to exp ress. B u t  su b ­
tractin g  a ll  o f these facto rs , the question s t i l l  rem a in s in  m y m ind ,
‘W h at is  M em o ria l D ay?  A  ce leb ra tion , a h o lid ay , or a tim e to re ­
m em ber those w ho have  died in  the w a rs  of th is  n a tio n ? ’

“ P e rh a p s a m in is te r  a lw a y s  looks too m uch on the serious side 
o f a n y  question , and h is judgm ent should  be corrected  by those w ho 
have the answ ers . Y e t  the spectacle of the sm a ll group of people 
w ho attend the cerem onies, and the conduct of the group th at does, 
leaves me m uch to ponder over. D id  the m en w ho died , and w hom  
w e m em o ria lize  on th is  d ay , d ie on ly  fo r those w ho p artic ip a te  in  the 
p rogram , or the few  m em bers of the a ttend ing  and sponsoring o rga­
n iza tio n s , or the h igh school band w h ich  rem ain s?  Does a sp eaker 
com e o n ly  to ta lk  to h im se lf or h e rse lf over the m icrophone and puo- 
l ic  address system , that so m any  of those in  attendance s t i l l  fee l it 
n ecessa ry  to c a rry  on p riva te  co nversations a ll  through the ce re ­
m ony? Is  there no in stru c tio n  of decorum  g iven  ch ild re n  c ith e r at 
home o r in  school w h ich  teaches them  any  k in d  of respect fo r such 
occasions? D u rin g  the fir in g  of the sa lu te  to the dead it  w as neces- 
sa ry  fo r the squad to pause u n til some boys w ere  ordered back from  
sc ram b lin g  fo r the em pty ca rtr id g e s ejected from  the r if le s  of the 
squad . D u rin g  the m a in  address,— and a most e xce lle n t one it  waS,
— a ra in  sq u a ll b lew  up fo r a few  m om ents. M any of the people a s­
sem bled le ft  at once, and  ye t I  sa w  a group of a lm ost s im ila r  size  
stand in  a d ren ch in g  show er in  fron t of a theatre  in  P ly m o u th  for 
f ifte e n  m inutes w ith o u t leav in g . W hen I  rem em ber th a t the men 
w ho  w ere  being rem em bered on th is  occasion m arched , s lep t, and 
fought in  the ra in ,— and m any died in  the ra in ,— I  w onder if  p a tr io t­
ism  is an em otion on ly  fo r those w ho go out to d ie , w h ile  those w ho 
rem a in  at home in  the sa fe ty  th ey  create  are  excused  from  a ll  e x e r ­
cise  of th a t em otion?

‘•Th is le tte r is  not w r it te n  in  b itte rness or condem nation , ra th e r 
in  b e w ild e rm en t and sadness. P e rh ap s the v iv id n e ss  of m y im ag in a ­
tion  m akes the death  of young m en seem  m ore im po rtan t th an  it  is.
P e rh a p s m y ow n m ed itation  of a M an on a C ross has m ade m e too 
se n s it ive  to m any m en on m any crosses. P e rh ap s the fa c t  that I  
p e r io d ica lly  eat the B re ad  and d r in k  the W ine in  rem em brance of a 
C ro ss m akes me too read y  to rem em ber a ll  and any  sa c r if ice  fo r the 
life  of m any m en and w om en. P e rhap s I  have heard  too often the 
w o rd s, ‘G re a te r love hath  no m an than  th is , that he la y  dow n h is 
l ife  fo r h is  fr ie n d s ,’ that I  fee l com pelled to do w h at l it t le  I  can in 
m y  ow n poor and in su ffic ie n t w a y  to honor th a t love in  the m en 

died to p rove the words.
“ I t  m ay be th a t someone w i l l  be able to answ er these questions 

fo r me. I f  the an sw er is th a t people s im p ly  have no m ore tim e or 
in c lin a tio n  to honor the dead, then let us in stitu te  proceedings le ad ­
ing  to p e titio n ing  the Congress of the U n ited  S tates to abo lish  M em o­
r ia l  D a y , s ince  it is  o n ly  a ho llow  observance of a noble sac rif ice  
w h ich  is sham ed by the in d iffe re n ce  of a people w ho have rece ived  
m ore by that sa c r if ice  than  they can  eve r m easure .”

T H E  C I T Y  O F  P L Y M O U T H  O R D A IN S :

Section 1. The word “vehicle” as used herein shall mean any 
device by which any person or property may be transported 
upon a highway, except those operated upon rails or tracks.

It shall have as a 
part thereof a receptacle or cham ber for receiving and storing 
coins of United States money, a slot or place in which said coin 
may be deposited, a tim ing mechanis.m to indicate the passage 
of the in terval of time during which parking is permissable, 
and an appropriate signal to indicate when the aforesaid in ter­
val of time shall have elapsed, also brief instructions as to 
operation.
Section 3. All those streets and parts of streets upon which 
lim ited parking is now perm itted or may sub.sequently be per­
m itted. under authority  provided in the Traffic Ordinance of 
the City of Plym outh. Michigan, or any am endm ents thereof, 
may be designated as parking m eter zones.
Section 4. The. C ity is hereby vested w ith the authority  to 
enter into a corttract for the purchase and installation of park ­
ing m eters and to provide for paym ent therefor exclusively 
from the receipts obtained by the City from their operation, 
and tha t said means of paym ent shall be in addition to other 
purchasing powers heretofore granted by charter.
Section 5. The City M anager shall provide for the in.^tallation 
of meters, including curb or street m arking lines, and the reg u ­
lation and operation thereof, and shall cause said meters to oe 
m aintained in good workable condition. Meters shall be placed 
upon the curb pext to individual parking places, and meters 
shall be ."o TOnStructe(4 as to display a signal showing legal 
parking upon deposit th^erein of the proper coin or coins of the 
United S tates..as indica'ted by instructions ori said meter, and 
for a period of time conforming w ith the parking limits of the 
City of Plym outh, said signal to rem ain in evidence until exp ir­
ation of said parking period so designated, at which tim e a 
change of signal or some other mechanical operation shall in­
dicate expiration of said parking period. *
Section 6 . When any vehicle shall be parked next to a parking 
m ^ c r . the oWner or operator of said vehicle shall park w ithin 
the area designated by curb or street m arking lines as indicated 
for parallel or diagonal parking, and upon entering said park ­
ing space shall immediately deposit in ,'̂ aid m eter a coin or 
coins of the United States. Instructions upon the m eter s):all 
govern the num ber and kind of coin to be used. The hours 
during which meters will be operative shall also be gover.oed 
by instructions on the metn-. National holidays, namely. New 
Years Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July. Labor Day, T hanks­
giving Day. and Christm as Day shall not be governed by park­
ing m eter regulations. It shall be unlawful for any person to 
fail to park w ithin said designated area or fail or neglect to 
deposit proper coin or coins. Said parking space may then be 
used by said vehicle during the legal parking limit provided by 
authority  given in ordinances of the City and said vehicle snail 
be considered as unlawfully parked if it remains in said space 
beyond the legal parking limit, and or when said parking 
m eter di.splavs a signal showing .such illegal parking. It shall 
be unlawful f o r  any person to cau.se or perm it any vehicle 
registered in his nam'^ to be unlawfully parked, as set out in 
this section.
Section 7. It sliall Ik: unlawful for any person to deposit or 
cau.se to be deposited in a parking meter a coin for the purpose 
of extending the parking time beyond the maximum time affix­
ed by authority  given under ordinances of this City which 
maximum time lim it must be duly posted.
Section 3. It shall be unlaw ful to deposit or cause to be de­
posited in any parking m eter any slug, device, or metallic sub­
stitu te  for a coin of the United States.
Section 0. It shall be unlatvful for any person to tam per with, 
open willfully, break or destroy any parking meter.
Scctio'i 10, It shall be the duty of officers so instructed to take 
the parking m eter number. S late vehicle tag number, the time 
of violation as recorded, and such other facts as arc nece.s.sary. 
of all persons violating provisions of this ordinance, and make 
complaint thereof in the Municipal Court of the City of 
Plymouth.
Section 11. Any person who violates or fails to comply with 
any provision of this ordinance or any regulation or order of 
the Chief of Police, ailopted or issued in pursuance hereof, shall 
upon conviction be subject to a fine of not more than One H un­
dred (S 100.001 Dollars, or to im prisonm ent in the City jail or the 
Detroit House of Correction or the Wayne County Jail, for a 
period not to e.xcced ninety (90) days, or to both such fine and 
im prisonm ent in the discretion of the Court.

Scct'on 12. In addition to the penalty provided in Section 11 
of this t)rdinance. nothing herein shall be interpreted to prevent 
prosecution under the laws of the State of Michigan of any 
person who shall tam per with, remove or attem pt to remove, oV 
steal coi.ns from, any parking meter.

Section 13. Parking meters arc being installed for the purpose 
of regulation and control of parking space and for the regula­
tion and control of traffic moving in and out of said parking 
spaces and zones so created. The fee required to be deposited 
in said meters is hereby levied as a police regulation to cover 
cost of providing parking spaces, parking meters, and the in- 
s^ lla tio n  and m aintenance thereof, and the cost of adm inistra­
tion. regulation, inspection, and operation of parking m eter 
spaces and zones.

Section 14. If any sccti.)n. provisio.i-or part of this ordinance 
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional by a court of com­
petent jurisdiction, then such adjudication shall not affect the 
validity of the oi'dinance as a whole, or any section, provision 
or part thereof not so adjudged invalid and or unconstitutional.
Section 15. This ordinance -t^all take effect tw enty-one davs 
from and after the date of its passage by the City Commission.

Rabies Increase 
Throughout Stale

With the incidence of rabies in 
southern Michigan increasing at 
the rate of two cases a day. a 
sixth county has established dog 
quarantine and a quarantined 
county has been granted a 90 day 
extension. May 23, the Michigan 
D epartm ent of Health announced 
today.

St. Joseph county was the sixth 
to be granted quarantine by the

antine is also in effect in Monroe 
county. Van Buren, whose quar­
antine would have expired June 
18, was granted extension to Sep­
tem ber 15.

There are 153 reported cases of 
rabies in the state so far this 
year, with 43 of them having ap ­
peared from May 1 to 23, and 14 
of them  in the ^eek . May 17 to 
23. The m ajority of cases have 
been in dogs, but a cow, horse, 
cat and pig have been infected. It 
appears possible tha t the fox 
population of the state may be 
infected. A rabid dog is reported 
to have bitten a fox in Monroe 
county, and a fox in Clinton coun­
ty is reported lo have been chas­
ing hum an beings and large an ­
imals.

This year's incidence of rabies 
by counties follows: Allegan 1: 
Berrien, 60; Cass. 1 0 ; Genesee, 
3; Huron, 1; Jackson, 2: K alam a­
zoo, 25; Lenawee, 1 ; Monroe. 4; 
Muskegon, 1 ; Shiawassee, 1 ; St. 
Joseph, 3; Van Buren, 28; Wayne. 
13.

The D epartm ent of H ealth to ­
day repeated its w arning to vac­
cinate all dogs, to avoid stray 
dogs, and to consult a physician 
at once if bitten by an animal. The 
D epartm ent said loo that a dog 
which has bitten a person should 
not be killed but should be con­
fined under the observation of a 
veterinarian. If, to protect humans 
it appears necessary to kill the 
dog, every effort should be made 
to spare the brain for laboratory 
exam ination. In other words, a 
dog should not be shot through 
the head, nor should his head be 
clubbed. Laboratory exam ination 
of the brain is needed to spare the 
lives of persons who may have 
been bitten by the animal, the 
D epartm ent said.

Here's Proper Way 
To Cook Asparagus

Here's the way to properly 
cook asparagus, if by chance, any 
of the housewives, of Plym outh 
do not know how to do so now.

Cook asparagus so tha t the 
tips and stalk.s cook evenly, and 
so that little of the flavor, color 
or vitam in C are lost.

Zoe McCormick, foods specialist 
at Michigan S tate college, gives 
.some suggestions.

To cook whole stalks, tie them  
together loosely and stand them  
upright in a kettle of boiling,

Save the w ater from the aspar­
agus for use in soups or sauces 
because it holds flavor, vitamins 
and minerals.

Swimmers Given 
Caution Warning

Nine out of every ten  persons 
who drow n in Michigan are men 
and boys, according to figures of 
the Bureau of Records and S tatis­
tics, Michigan D epartm ent of 
Health. Only 25 women and girls 
were among the 265 persons who 
drowned in Michigan in 1946. 
Twelve of these w ere girls under 
ten years oi age.

Deaths by drow ning in the 
state were almost equally divided 
betwe.m persons under 25 years 
of age and those over 25 years of 
age. Two thirds of the drownings 
occurred during the summer 
months. However, even during 
t:u-se "sin'.ming m onths” by far 
til" larger .snare of the drownings 
did not occur at bathing beaches, 
and almost as many occurred in 
rivers as in lakes.

Rivers took the lives of ten 
children unckm ten years of age, 
.17 betw'cen the ages of 10 and 25 
vears and ‘Ad over 25 years, for a 
total of olh Eighteen children 
under ten lost their lives in lakes, 
as did 27 persons between 10 and 
25 yea I S of ago. and 42 persons 
dVi'i' 25 > ears of age.

Mi-^eellaneous drownings to tal- 
ium ‘ - 5  f o r  tile year occurred in 
. •■.leh piaces as quarries and 
gravel pits (4), cisterns, well 
h o l e s ,  bath tubs, a private canal, 
a dump, county ditches and ponds 
on farms. These included 31 chil­
dren under ten years, 25 persons 
from 10 to 25 years of age and 
50 person.s over 25 years. The 
greatest num ber of miscellaneous 
drownings occurred in June, Ju ly  
and .August, in keeping with the 
general trend in drownings.

I’.ceause there are more miscel- 
lani'ous drownings than drow n­
ing-; in rivers and lakes the first 
ohviou:. p r e c a u t i o n  against 
drowning is to avoid and to cause 
children to avoid places w here 
drowning might occur. O ther p re ­
cautions arc ; Learn to swim. 
Don't show off. Don’t swim in 
swift water. Don’t swim alone. 
Don't .swim after dark. Don’t 
swim on an unguarded beach. Do 
nut swim within two hours after 
eating a hearty meal. Don’t dive 
into shallow water. Avoid the 
shock of diving into extrem ely 
cold water. .And don’t continue 
s.wimining when you are weary.

Get Pre-School 
Children Ready 
For Fall Now

“It is time, NOW, to prepare 
your child for school entrance 
this fall”. Dr. William DcKleine. 
S tate Health Commissioner warm­
ed Michigan m others of p re­
school children this week.

“The school situation presents 
increased dem ands on the child’s 
energy and vitality. He should be 
in the best of health generally, 
and his resistance to common 
childhood diseases should be for­
tified before he enters school,” 
the Commissioner said.

A child who will enter .<̂ chool 
this fall should Ire taken to hi.; 

1 physician now for a complete 
' physical check-up. so that any 

phj'sical defects or handicaps the 
doctor may discover may he cor­
rected before .school opens. He 
should be given booster doses of 
whooping c o u g h ,  diphtheria, 
tetanus and smallpox vaccines. If 
his teeth  need repairing or if his 
tonsils or adenoids .'■■hould be re ­
moved these sliould be done be­
fore the summer polio season. If 
he requires special pediati ic care 
or physiotherapy, the .-ummer 
will allow time for such tre a t­
ment. It also allows lime for fitt­
ing special shoes which small feet 
may need, or for special rest 
periods which may oe orescribed.

Eyes and c'ar" should be given 
special attention. Eyes should be 
carefully exam ined by an eye 
doctor .so that if the child needs 
glasse.s ho can hecome accustomed 
to their use before seliool starts 
Earaches, running ears, or tender­
ness a'-ound the ears should be 
brought to tile doctor’s attention. 
They .sometimes indicate condi­
tions which may result in .serious 
hearing defects if they are not

corrected.
"Let your child use his sum ­

m er to rest and play and build 
him self up to his best health”, 
Dr. DeKleine advised. Proper 
food and proper rest are ex trem e­
ly im portant during the p re ­
school summer, A child needs 
citrus fruits, eggs, meats, whole 
grain cereals, m ilk and vege­
tables, and plenty of solid and 
a warm  food in sum m er as well as 
in w inter. His vitam ins should be 
continued. He should use iodized 
salt to prevent simple goiter. The 
average five-year-old needs 1 0  

hours of sleep at regular hours 
in sum m er as well as in w inter. 
He may need more rest in sum ­
m er than  in w inter. The child 
should play out of doors a good 
share of the day, but his head 
and his body should be protected 
from the extrem e heat of the 
sun, and parents should see to it 
that he does not get overtired.

It is wise to avoid unnecessary 
exposure to illness in the com­
munity. but a child’s adjustm ent 
to school will be better if he has 
been encouraged to talk  and play 
w ith other children. While he may 
catch certain childhood illnesses 
fro rt them, he may also develop 
certain im m unities through his 
contacts with them, the Health 
Commissioner pointed out.

‘■Parents should talk  to the 
child about school and answ er

his questions. He should be kept 
free from  w orries”. Dr. DeKleine 
said.

And then a final precaution— 
Take your child along his route 
to*school; find out and teach him 

i the safest way to go. W arn him of 
j j i . , Vo may encounter
and  counsel h im  to  obey police 

■ Oi.iweia and saiety patro l per- 
i sonnel. Do not le t him ride 
, vehicles to school which he can­
not safely handle on the entire 
route he m ust travel.

By sailing ships, steam ers, or 
canal towboats, early  settlers 
poured into Michigan via w ater­
ways of Lakes Erie and Huron, 
Detroit and St. C lair Rivers, and 
the Erie Canal, Calvin Goodrich, 
retired staff m em ber of the Uni­
versity of Michigan, w rites in the 
current issue of the Michigan 
Alumnus Q uarterly  Review.

Whole neighborhods in the 
ca.stern states gave up the in lands 
and moved west by boat, Good­
rich relates. The typical boat pas­
senger in the early 1800’s carried 
his belongings in a carpetbag— 
with his money perhaps tucked 
into his tall beaver hat for safe­
keeping.

Hazardous and uncom fortable 
as most of the early passenger 
bnat.s were, the settlers seemed 
lo have enjoyed their voyaging, 
Goodrich says. For many of them, 
the trip  furnished their only lei. 
sure in many years.

Two kind.s of canal boats w ere 
available to travelers who follow­
ed the Erie Canal for the first 
part of their journey—line boats 
and packet boats. The form er 
were cheaper, charging one and 
one-half cents a mile and pro­
gressing at a speed which a res t­
less passenger could outdistance 
by walking. The packet boats got 
their name from the fact tha t 
they carried mails and parcels of 
dispatches. Their accomodations 
were more elaborate, but a packet 
pa.ssengcr paid four cents per 
mile.

Emigrant.^ who reached Buffalo 
had their choice of .going around 
the south shore of Lake Erie on 
foot or by wagon or stage, Good­
rich relates, or they could travel 
by boat. Most of them  took the 
lake trip.

During the first half of the 18th 
century, sailing vessels far out- 
nlimbered steam ers on the G reat 
l.akes, but the rivalry  between 
the two was keen and ruthless. 
A steam er running into a sailing 
ve.ssel would pull away w ithout 
offering aid to the injured ship 
or its passengers, the U niversity 
man writes.

The second 
steam er was an American vessel 
built for Lake Ontario trade, and

B ur­
roughs wonders, however, why no 
enterprising chemist has ever 
made use of the country’s en ­
ormous acorn crop, for example, 
by developing it as a packaged

i, America is living in the shadow 
I of a “queue society’’, in which “we

Paton, of the U niversity of Mich- 
tarian  countries and line up to 
igan School of Business Adminis­
tration. has declared.

W riting in the spring issue of 
the Michigan Alumnus Q uarterly 
Review. Prof. Paton points out 
tha t if the "queue society” is not 
to be accepted perm anently, a 
revival of liberalism  in economic 
and political thinking m ust be 
achieved.

"The liberals, in the literal and 
historical meaning, are those who 
believe in liberty, in maximizing 
the elbowroom of the individual 
and restricting the scope of gov­
ernm ent”, Prof, Paton defines. 
“The term  has been m isappropri­
ated by those who support the 
trend tow ard collectivism aod 
glorification of the state at the 
expense of individual righ t.”

A m ajor job tha t needs doing, 
the Michigan professor believes, 
is tha t of defining “free en te r­
prise” in simple, understandable 
terms.

Three essential factors of a free 
enterprise system are suggested 
by Prof. Paton: ( 1 ) com petitive 
m arket prices, ( 2 ) governm ent 
action against momopolies, and 
(3) economic rew ards in accord- 
cince w ith effort.

M arket price, if free from ro- j 
gulation, directs the distribution 
of goods and services and d e te r­
mines the attitudes of producers 
and consumers, the economist 
notes. But prices can be free only 
if com petition exists, he adds. 
Therefore, genuine economic lib­
erals arc "staunch believers in 
competition and abhorrers of

"The true  liberal, the genuine 

supporter of free enterprise, is 
not one who opposes governm ent 
as such”, Paton believes. "He 
clearly recognizes tha t govern­
m ent has a great role to play, in 
curbing pressure groups, b reak ­
ing up monopolies, and preventing 
fraud. G overnm ent’s business is 
to enforce com petition and m ain­
ta in  a tru ly  com petitive m arket.”

Prof. Paton described as “among 
the w orst of present-day  follies” 
the "glorification of security.”
Many people today believe, he 
explained, th a t they are entitled 
to security as a righ t and th a t the 
governm ent has pow er to provide 
it.

“This idea is completely at odds 
with a system of free enterprise 
and is unattainable under any 
system,” he 'asserted. “Individual 
initiative and resourcefulness de­
velop in an environm ent where 
there is lack of security but rea­
sonable expectation of getting 
ahead by hard work.

If the fabric is only part nylon, 
check it to see if ironing is re ­
quired. If a hot iron scorns neees- 
sary, try  it first on a scam.

BABSON PARK, Mass., June  6 . 
—Before the s ta rt of 1947 we all 
looked forw ard to a building boom 
.such as we had not seen since 
the 1923-27 period. We know 
now tha t this anticipated boom 
has not materialized. Nor do we 
('xpect any such boom this year. 
What happened to postpone the 
great potential demand?

Construction Costs 
We have ail read about the 

high cost of building materials. 
Those of us who have w anted to 
build or who have been forced 
to build have found this only 
ton true. Lum ber has been ex ­
orbitantly  high and the green 
lum ber riow on the m arket is not 
l)uilding good houses. M aterials 

j hav- not only been poor, but they 
1 have been scarce. Both of these 
1 factoi's have delayed the expect- 
I eel boom.
i Labor is the great detrim ent to 
{ the building trade. The cost of 

labor is high and the w orkm an- 
I ship is far from expert. Many men 
I who have previously had little 
I I eal experience are obtaining the 
I l ame wages as skilled craftsm en, 
i Present labor union practices do 
I not encourage apprentices to en- 
j ter the building trades. This quite 
I naturally  keeps the supply of 
skilled labor low and the rates 
high. When a man pays for a 
building, be it residential or in­
dustrial. he wants to know tha t he 
is obtaining sound m aterial and 
the best possible workm anship 
while still keeping his price w ith ­
in u seasonable figure.

Buyers Resislance 
Indu.striai building, although, 

up to this time hindered by Gov­
ernm ent regulation, has had a 
postwar start. We have all seen 
evidences of this in the plans and 
construction begun by leading 
businesses and industries th rough­
out the United States. Will this 
piogram  follow through in the 
face of the much ballyhoocd busi­
ness recession? More likely this 
also will slack off and aw ait the 
lime when m aterials and labor 
are both cheaper and better.

How m any veterans and others 
thought of Duilding homes when 
“peace” at last came? How many 
more had decided to buy homes? 
If we could com pare the above 
countless thousands w ith those 
that actually found it feasible to 
build or buy. we would find a 
wide gap between desire and 
lealization. In addition to exces­
sive costs and poor workmanship, 
building regulations have proved 
fiiseouraging. Continued strikes 
have contributed to the general 
pessimism. Only those who have 
been forced into building or buy­
ing to keep a roof over theff heads 
liave succumbed. This has left a 
group, .less pressed by need and 
better able to aw ait more favor­
able opportunities. Thus, we have 
seen a gradual drop in prices of 
older houses since about Septem ­
ber. 1946. Not all the new ly built 
houses are being snanped up.

Demand Slill Exists 
There are today persistent re ­

quests for federal and state hous­
ing for veterans and others. "We

hear of many fires and resulting 
deaths brought about by, over- 
crowc^ed conditions and careless 
conversion of private homes into 
lodging houses. Builders of ap a rt­
ments and houses to ren t w ill be 
encouraged only w hen costs of 
building products have evened 
out. They w ait also for a tim e 
when the cost of labor is more 
predictable and the ir work more 
proficient.

As for building stocks most of 
them  are at or near their lows for 
the year. Their prospects are good 
because of the still unsatisfied 
demand. They have been kept 
down by the failure of the build­
ing boom to progress. There has 
already been an indication tha t 
some m anufacturers and process- 
ers of building m aterials may cut 
their prices. Should this work out 
m anufacturers of o ther construc­
tion m aterials may follow suit. 
■When some of the problem s fac­
ing present construction are solv­
ed, then volume construction can 
start. When this happens we will 
see a rise in the earnings of 
building stocks. Thus, although 
the building boom has been de­
layed, I continue to feel tha t it 
will some day come.
