I pital, but w hen it is opened some 
four or five years hence, this part 
of Michigan w ill have one of the 
most modern and complete m ental 
hospitals in the world.

The site was purchased as the 
result of a legislative appropria­
tion made two years ago. The en ­
tire Carmi Benton farm  and some 
adjoining property was secured 
by the state, making available an 
ideal site for such an institution 
a.s is planned by the Michigan 
Hospital commission.

It is interesting to note tha t 
the im portant factor in the sclcc- , 
tion of the site was the fact tha t ' 
an unlim ited supply of some of 

i the best w ater in thisv. entire 
locality i.s available for hospital 
purposes. One engineer is reported 
lo have .said tha t the wells which 
have already been driven on the 
farm could produce enough w ater 
for a city of some 19,000 people.

Antioch Graduate

A Plym outh boy Lee Erie 
Danielson, was m oderator for a 
student-faculty  discussion on 
"Federal Aid to Education” held 
at Antioch college, Ohio this week. 
He is the son of Mr. and Mrs. 
L. E. Danielson, 15801 Haggerty 
road.

Danielson will receive his B. S. 
degree in education this June. He 
re-en tered  Antioch College last 
fall after 35 months w ith the U.S. 
M arine Corps. A first lieutenant, 
he served in Hawaii and Iwo 
Jim a as forw ard observer for 
artillery  and assistant executive 
officer for battery  in combat. 
Later, Danielson was a Special 
Service Education and Inform a­
tion officer in Kyushu, Japan.

Conducting the probe into the 
need for a federal education sub­
sidy, at the home of education 
professor O. F. M athiasen, D aniel­
son drew  upon his experiences 
as a school teacher in three states 
to discuss varying educational 
standards in the U.S.

As part of the Antioch College 
w ork-study plan, Danielson has 
spent part of his college career as 
a lecturer at the Museum of Sci­
ence and Industry in Chicago, a 
teacher at Howe M ilitary School 
in Indiana, recreation director 
and teacher at C hildren’s Home 
of Chatham  County, Georgia, and 
teacher at city and country 
School in Detroit.

All Antioch students alternate 
periods of study on campus with 
periods of work in the ir field of 
concentration throughout 30 s ta ­
tes. For variety in his co-opera­
tive program, Danielson has also 
worked as a m eter tester of in ­
dustrial installations for the De­
tro it Edison Company.

Cleaning Old Furniture 
Makes It Usable Again

Complete cleanliness may not 
modernize a dated piece of fur­
niture, but it can make it usable, 
and even attractive. Scrubbing wood 
furniture with soap and water, dry­
ing it thoroughly with clean cloths, 
and then waxing or polishing will 
make all but the most battered 
items worthy of a place in the home. 
Surfaces of tables and dressers that 
are badly scratched can be con­
cealed with washable cotton or lace 
runners. Chair-seats and backs can 
be hidden by ready-made or home­
made cloth covers. If these dis- 
guisers are kept fresh and, clean, the 
house will have an air of homey 
good looks.

When washing discarded wood 
furniture, dust it thoroughly first. 
Then fill a small pail or pan with 
sudsy warm water, using just 
enough soap to create e lather.’ If 
the piece is very dirty, apply the 
suds with a brush. If only mod­
erately soiled, wash with a cloth. To 
prevent streaking, wash and rinse 
a small area at a time, then con­
tinue to the next section, overlap­
ping a little on the area that already 
has been cleaned. This prevents 
skipping any parts. Wash the in­
sides of cupboards and drawers as 
well as the outsitfes.

When the whole piece has been 
washed and rinsed and wiped with a 
dry cloth, let it stand for several 
hours to air-dry completely. Then 
wax lightly to give a pleasing gloss.

Northville Hospital Is 
Assured by Last Minute 
Legislative Action

to provide the ir owm housing 
facilities. This will moan a sub­
stantial increase of population 
for this entire area.

The need for a m ental hospital 
for this part of the state has 
long existed. At nearly  every 
.session of the state legislature 
during the past ten or tw elve 
years, the subject has been d is­
cussed but not until two years 
ago w ere those who were backing 
the project able to secure an ap­
propriation for the purchase of 
the site.

Again m atters looked exceed­
ingly discouraging early in the 
present session when the s ta te’s 
financial problem s w ere throw n 
into a mess as a result of the 
sales tax  divcrsalion am endm ent 
voted into the constitution last 
fall.

The upper branch of the leg­
islature thought it saw no chance 
to begin work on the hospital, 
but house mem bers took a d iffer­
ent view last week and the sen­
ate on the final night of the ses­
sion, accepted the house am end- 
rrfent, w ith the result tha t the 
N orthville-P lym outh area will 
become the home of one of the 
outstanding m ental institutions 
in the world.

Bad Weather May 
Hurt Pheasants

The w eatherm an had better 
produce some* sunshine pretty  
soon if the 1947 pheasant crop in 
southern Michigan counties isn’t 
to be hurt.

Conservation departm ent game 
men a ren ’t too pessimistic yet 
about pheasant chicks’ chances 
of survival but point out tha t 
w eather in early June may de ter­
mine the fate of many birds.

Game division records seem to 
support the theory th a t hen 
pheasants delay egg laying in 
cold, wet seasons; ,th a t in com­
parable spring sea’sons hatching 
of chicks has hit its peak in the 
third week of Juno.

Mason game farm  hen pheas­
ants began laying about May 10 
this year. Allowing 15 to 18 days 
to compli'tc their clutches of eggs, 
and another 2'1 days for incuba­
tion. chicks will be hatched in the 
week of June 20. If wild birds 
likewise delayed the .st.nrt of egg 
laying, improved w eather con­
ditions in coming weeks can get 

' the 1947 crop off to a good start
I If. however, wild birds started

laying as early  as May 1, chicks 
will hatch next week.

Adverse w eather conditions 
I held down pheasant production 

last spring and the year before. 
: but with a difference. In 1945 
land 1940, unseasonably w arm  
: w eather in early spring encour- 
I aged birds to lay eggs earlier than 

usual and late rains and cold 
woather destroyed young chicks.

H. D. Ruhl game division chief, 
says it is unlikely tha t eggs now 
being incubated will be harm ed 

I by wet w eather: all depends on 
j w hether there is w arm th and 
I sunshine when the birds emerge 
■ from their shells.

{Michigan Poultry Men 
I Could Do Better

Deadline on W ant Ads—5:00 p.m. W ednesday

Miciiigan’s poultry  production 
is only "scratching the surface” 
in meeting the dem ands of the 
great Detroit m arket according 
to figures complied on receipts 
01 poultry and poultry products 
in the Detroit m arket in February.

Michigan produced only 40 per­
cent of the eggs 10 percent of the 
live poultry and 5 percent of the 
dressed poultry sold on the De­
troit m arket in that month.

C. G. Card, head of the poultry 
departm ent a t  Michigan State 
college, believes Michigan poul­
try  and egg producers are su r­
rounded by the finest m arkets 
in the world. Michigan alone con- 
-sumes far more poultry and eggs 
than are at present produced in 
the state.

Michigan producers originated 
36,166 of the 89,424 cases of eggs 
sold during February  on the De­
tro it m arket. Ohio w ith 31,903 
was second, with Indiana, Illinois, 
Iowa and Minnesota following.

The story was far different in 
live poultry. Michigan producers, 
with 183.000 pounds of live birds, 
ranked fourth  behind Ind iana’s 
458,000, K entucky’s 275,000 and

Warning! Test 
Canning Gage

Before you s ta rt the season's 
canning, be sure to have the dial 
gage of your pressure canner 
nested for accuracy.

If your canner gage is unde­
pendable your canning will be 
undependable, w arns Roberta 
Hershey, foods and nutrition  spe­
cialist at Michigan S tate  college. 
Food may get too little  heat for 
safe keeping, or it may be over­
cooked and lose vitam ins and 
flavor.

Some foods can be canned safe­
ly only in a steam  pressure can­
ner. These are the low-acid foods 
as_ snap beans, corn and other | 
common garden vegetables w ith l 
the exception of tomatoes. It is ! 
recommended that these fftods be i 
processed at 10 pounds pressure. ;

Weighted gages need only to 
be very clean and properly put 
on the canner. Dial type gages, 
new or old, need to be checked i 
before the canning season .and 
again during the season if used a 1

great deal. See your dealer, can­
ner m anufacturer or county home 
dem onstration agent about check­
ing the gage.

If the gage is found to bo 5 
pounds or more off, it should be 
replaced. If it is not more than 
4 pounds off, you can use a cor­
rected canning scale which you 
should w rite up and attach to 
the canner.

Gave Coat to European War Sufferer, 
Viclim of Russian Hate Sends Letter

Russians are as brutal, as vici-'3> 
ous and as beastly as w ere the 
Nazis, according to a le tter that 
has been received by Mrs. Ray 
Richardson of West Main street, 
Northville, from a form er resident 
of Latvia, who is now in one of 
the camps m aintained in G er­
many by the British.

During the clothing drive con­
ducted in Plym outh and N orth­
ville a year or so ago, Mrs. Rich­
ardson contributed a w inter coat. 
She enclosed her nam e and ad­
dress in one of the pockets.

Much to her am azem ent a few 
days ago she received from G er­
many an intensely interesting 
le tter from Mrs. Anna Puplos, 
who had been given the coat.

The le tter recently received by 
Mrs. Richardson is so filled w ith 
interesting inform ation-that it is 
published in full as follows;

A pril 11th, 1947
Dear Madame,

I am sure you are surprised at 
receiving this • le tter from old, 
ruined Europe. But God has crea t­
ed many wonders in the world.

Last week I got an overcoat 
from U.N.R.R.A. and furtherm ore, 
there I found your notice on 
which you had w ritten  your nam e

tion, tha t has reached its aim to 
alleviate more or less the fate of 
the refugees of the Second World 
War.

Perhaps you have heard some­
thing about the three Baltic 
states; Estonia, Latvia and L ith ­
uania. I am a Latvian. My native 
country is Latvia (on the Baltic 
Sea). Latvia was an independent, 
free and dem ocratic country be­
fore the war. In 1939 the great 
fire set our nation on a way of 
Golgatha, and up to this moment 
we are going on this way. In  Jilhe 
1940 Russia invaded our country, 
occupied it, and violently set up 
her own puppet government. 
A fter this the Russians began the 
action of persecution. They a r­
rested and m urdered thousands of 
Latvians, and thousands are de­
ported to Siberia for hard labor. 
Among the persecuted there w ere 
people of all classes. There were 
many of them , who w ere great 
nationalists or kept some private 
property in the ir possession. In 
Ju ly  1941 the G erm ans drove out 
the Russians and occupied Latvia. 
It was no difference between the 
governm ent of Russians and G er­
mans. That time I have been dis­
placed from Latvia to Germany. 
In 1944 the Russians occupied 
Latvia once more, and till now 
there are left only violence, cruel­
ty  and torm ent. There are millions 
of people in Europe, who against 
the ir w ill have been compelled to 
forsake their treasure ,their rela­
tives and even families. I have 
lost all my estate. I have lost my 
home, I have lost m y  native coun­
try. Indeed, only now. living in 
exile we can understand and rea l­
ize w hat it is—home, how dear it 
is and w hat it is to lose it. As long 
as the Russians are staying in 
Latvia, we can’t  re tu rn  there. I 
have found the accommodation in 
the Baltic DP camp (in Osnabruen, 
Germ any) which is supplied by 
UNRRA.How long we are to live 
here—nobody knows. Let us pray 
God Alm ighty and obey His 
Saintly will. Let us believe in 
victory of tru th  and justness over 
falsen'^ss, violence, cruelty  and 
despotism. Let us no* get down in 
our spirit. Let us believe to God’s 
just will. Let us hope, wo shall 
accordingly to His will again go 
home and be p«ain our free and 
independent La*'ha and . sing 
again “God Bless Latvia.”

I am  forty-three years old. I 
have been m arried  18, years. I 
h^ve one child—a boy of twelve 
years. Now we are living together. 
I am  born on the country. My 
father was a farm er. I have finish­
ed secondary school (G ram m ar 
school). A fter my m arriage I mov­
ed to the city. I have w orked as 
secretary and typ ist in Latvia. I 
was also busy i n ,our own house­
keeping. My husb’and has finished 
U niversity in Riga (Riga is our 
capital). He was a judge in Latvia. 
A fter we w ere displaced to G er­
m any my husband was obliged to 
work in the wood, as a simple 
w orker. Now my husband is w ork­
ing as a storem an. We are living 
in a building which has been a 
m onastery sometime. We are 
about 500 Latvians here. I, my 
husband and m y son, we arc 
dw elling in a room which has 
been a bath room sometime. It i.s 
furnished by tw o sim ple iron 
beds, a wooden table, some wood­
en seats and one small iron stove, 
the pipe of which is leading into 
the yard  through the window. We 
are cooking meals on the ^tovc. 
We get fixed rations of food only. 
The rations are very low. In spite 
of these low rations, praise bo

God, there is no starvation.
I am  not healthy. During the 

w ar I have passed a variety of 
dangers and horrors. For m onths 
I have spent every night in d itch­
es and shelters hiding from the 
air attacks. One air attack surpris- 
er me in a building, which was 
destroyed. During the transporta­
tion to G erm any the Russian a ir­
planes persecuted our steam er on 
the sea. All these sufferings, the 
terro r I have seen, the life in exile 
and the unknow n fu ture have de­
stroyed my health. I am sick w ith 
nerves and heart. I have been in a 
hospital last sum m er for a long 
time and also in bed at home for 
six months. I suffer great physical 
aches. My recovery is getting on 
very slowly.

I kindly ask you not to be upset 
if you find some m istakes in my 
letter. Our native language is L a t­
vian. Besides Latvian I speak 
German, Russian and a little Eng­
lish too. If I don’t disturb you 
w ith my letter, I look forw ard to 
receiving of your reply from 
America as soon as possible.

Supply Now!

Don't rush—but the tip is tha t 
all of the residents of Plym outh 
and vicinity who are entitled to 
additional supplies of sugar on 
stamps 11 and 12 have not yet 
secured their new allotm ent.

Emma DuBord. county home 
demon.stration agent reports that 
the U. S. D epartm ent of A gricul­
tu re  recommends buying sugar 
now.

It is im portant to get the sugar 
out across the country before 
box cars are filled w ith the w heat 
crop. There are not enough cars 
to take care of the heavy move­
ment of sugar and w heat at the 
same time.

W inter wheat moves during the 
same weeks tha t sugar demand 
is heaviest for home and com­
mercial canning. If grocery 
shelves are relieved of their sugar 
supplies now, grocers can stock 
them again while there is tran s­
portation available.

If you hold your sugar stamps 
until later, you may not be able 
to US'' them because grocers may 
not have large enough supplies.

Here is a case w here an early 
■ run" on sugar stocks w ill mean 
plenty rather than scarcity.

At the last m eeting of the Mich­
igan Outdoor W riters’ Association 
there was quite a fuss over the 
serious stream  pollution problem 
in Michigan.

N aturally the Dow Chemical 
company of Midland was the ta r ­
get of much of the discussion. 
Phil Rich, retiring  president of 
the w riters’ organization, is a 
resident of Midland, and under 
the circumstances one would n a­
turally  think he was in the “m id­
dle” so to speak. “He was any­
thing but.”

Alert Phil Rich who is as much 
against stream  pollution as any 
one could be, is also a strong 
defender of hom e-town industries. 
He took sharp issue w ith some of 
the w riters who w anted something 
drastic done to the Dow Chemical 
company.

As the result of his insistence 
that the w riters get the facts 
direct from the Dow Chemical 
company as to w hat it was doing 
to elim inate pollution, com m it­
tee was sent to Midland to secure 
first hand information.

In a recent issue of The M id­
land News, Mr. Rich tells of tha t 
visit in the following interesting 
article;

On secrets to be disclo.sed in a 
tiny wooden tow er at the Dow 
waste disposal system may hang 
the fate of fu ture expansion here.

Prim e need of a growing chemi-. 
cal business can be summed up in 
one word; WATER. W ater for 
cooling. W ater for processes. 
W ater for steam. W ater for tre a t­
ing wastes.

Not just a little w ater but 200 
million gallons of it daily. That is 
the requirem ent of the local plant. 
In sum m er the flow of the river 
here gets down to 60 million gal­
lons. The balance must come from 
the dam or from re-use of the 
same water.

In re-use may come the final 
answer. Experim ents in that little 
wooden tow er are aimed at re ­
using the same w ater over and 
over again. It is being done now 
to a largo extent, but Thomas 
Pow cis and his departm ent seek 
perfection to a point w here even 
the w ater carrying loads of gases 
.and chemicals can bo brought 
back for norm al use.

Three now.spapcrmen visited 
the vast system Friday; Jack Van 
Coevering. new president of Mich­
igan Outdoor W riters and out- 
dor editor of the D etroit Free 
Press; Bert Stoll of the Booth 
newspapers and vice-president 
of the Outdoor W riters and m y­
self.

By fall Dow Chemical expects 
to complete another half million 
dollar project in its waste disposal 
system. Then objectionable wastes 
will be diluted to a point w here 
there will be no taste or smell to 
cause any trouble. This half m il­
lion dollars will be on top of two 
million already spent, and count­
less other dollars spent in research 
and in operating such a system.

With some 500 chemicals being 
m anufactured here, Dow probably 
has the most complex pollution 
problems in the entire country. 
It is probably nearer to solving 
those problems than 99 per cent 
-of the other industrial firms. Its 
management believed in pollution 
control and years back began the 
work which has now grown to 
gigantic proportions—more than 
640 acres being devoted to stor­
age ponds, filters, blowers, agita­
tors. sprayers and num erous other 
gadgets. Not only has work been 
done on taking products fi'om 
water, but also removing odors 
from the air.

The end product going into the 
river this fall will not ta in t w ater 
or fish, said Powers. As an ex ­
ample. the river will not contain 
more than 1 lUOth part per m il­
lion of phenol from Dow wastes. 
Five hundred times this much 
phenol—five parts per million— 
was tried in raw w ater. Two of 
the newsmen could not detect it. 
A th ird  thought he could and 
selected the correct sample in

the first test. In a second test he 
thought two of the samples (con- 
ta in in a th e  5 parts) w ere all right 
and picked well w ater as con­
tam inated, and only made one 
correct selection out of four 
samples arranged by the other 
two newsmen.

There are products, however, 
like w ater containing certain 
am ounts of phenol which when 
chlorinated might be noticed if 
there were only onc'pai't in a bil­
lion.

Questions brought out tha t Dow 
is not the only user of the vast 
Saginaw w ater system —largest 
w atershed in Mich. D ow n-river 
w ater polluters include the cities 
of Saginaw and Bay City, which 
have no sanitary  sewage disposal 
systems, nor any for industry. 
Large am ounts of phenolic wastes 
are dumped into the river by hos­
pitals, hotel and others through 
use of a variety  of disinfectants 
and cleaners. Flint, Owosso and 
Midland have sanitary  sewage 
disposal, but the first two towns 
both contribute to industrial pol­
lution and have done nothing 
about it. This adds to the Saginaw 
Bay problem.

The new w aterline Saginaw- 
Midland from Lake Huron will 
bo only a “^ o p  in the bucket” 
w ith its Severn^ 14 million gallons 
of w ater for Dmv daily when com­
pared w ith (the total used here. 
Perhaps—ana this is a hope— 
Dow engineers may unravel the 
w ater problem here and save for 
Michigan neV plants which arc 
otherw ise bound for places where 
waste d isposaris easier and w ater 
more plentiful.

Boys Available 
For Farm Work

A num ber of farm ers will un ­
doubtedly revam p their farm pro­
gram to a certain extent because 
of the late, wet spring. A m ajor­
ity of farm ers will al.so review 
their coming farm  labor needs 
for the ensuing year, and there 
will be some changes made as to 
the type of w orker he will need 
most. There has been a* far cry 
from certain quarter.s or sources 
tha t farm  labor will be more 
plentiful this year. I think we can 
be very safe in seeing and believ* 
ing tha t this will not be the case. 
If the extension office can be any 
indication of such movements we 
haven’t seen it as yet. The man 
tha t really w ants to work on the 
farm  has ju st disappeared out of 
sight and the man tha t really 
doesU^t know only walks part way 
in the office. Experienced farm  
hands are at a perm ium  in this 
county and in all o ther counties 
through out the state.

You as farm ers know very well 
tha t a good experienetd  man does 
not need to come to the county 
agents’ office or any other office 
for a farm  job, he con always 
find one w ithout any aid.

We do know tha t there i:̂  
and will be plenty of young boys 

i from 15 years to 13 years old 
'• tha t w ant farm jobs. A large 
j num ber of these boys have been 
I on farm s in previous years and 
have done a good job. A lai'ge 
num ber of fanriers in this coun­
ty and other parts of th tf  state 
have used these husky boys and 
are continuing to call for them  
again. Knowing fully w hat the 
farm  labor situation is it might 
be a good plan to sort of survey 
your situation and possibly one 
of those boys could fill the bill. 
Our office has a num ber of boys 
at present on file who w ant farm  
jobs and we w ill be glad to help 
you in any way.

The Wayne County Extension 
Office is also planning to open 
and operate another D etroit Farm  
Labor Office for your conveni­
ence. The office will open on 
June Juno 9th at the D etroit

Eastern M arket and 'v.'ill correlate 
closely with the W estern M arket.

Babson Disciisses Banks

BABSON PARK, Mass., June 
13.—During my recent w estern 
trip  I spent most of my tim e in 
the six Central States; nam ely 
Iowa, Nebraska, Kansas, Missouri, 
A rkansas and Oklahoma. These 
comprise the “Magic Circle” of 
America “the richest in tim e of 
Peace and the safest in tim e of 
W ar.”
High Prices Prevail Everyw here

Every farm er in this area, with 
norm al judgm ent and willingness 
to work, is now prosperous. Of 
course, he is obliged to pay high 
prices for implements, feed and 
other things: but he is getting 
very high prices for his products. 
This means tha t the farm er who 
raises his feed is m aking ex tra ­
ordinary profits on his livestock.

As an illustration of the price 
increases of farm  products: Lard 
which sold at 5c a pound fifteen 
years ago has been up to 35c a 
pound and now sells at 28c a 
pound. Hogs which sold at $2.00 
ocr hundred pounds in the “T hir­
ties” now sell at $25.00 per hun­
dred. I attended an auction where 
the auctioneer sold 6 weeks old 
pigs at $15.00 apiece; and he told 
me that he sold them  at 5c apiece 
in 1932. Wheat and corn sell at 
very high prices now, and may 
sell at even higher before the 
slump comes.

W hat of the Fu ture
Every farm er w ith whom I 

talked recognizes tha t he is en ­
joying a honeymoon and sooner 
or la ter there will be trouble. 
The only difference of opinion is 
as to how lohg it w ill be before 
farm ers must tighten their belts, 
—that is, how long “parity  leg­
islation” will hold.

In the last analysis the price 
of farm  products is tied up w ith 
income of the industrial cities of 
the East. Most things go up and 
down together. Human nature is 
hard to change. Farm ers, labor 
leaders, m erenants and m anufac­
turers are now thinking only of 
tem porary profits. They refuse to 
curtail until forced to do so.

W hat to Do W ith*the Money
A farm er whom I visited sold 

a lot of cows and hogs. I asked 
him: “What will you do w ith your 
money?” He replied: “Buy some 
more livestock next week and 
s ta rt over again!” Thereupon he 
asked me:—“W hat would you do, 
Mr. Babson, w ith the m oney?” 
To this I replied: “I would put 
the money in banks and give my 
wife one good vacation. She cer­
tainly deserves it.” To this he re ­
plied: “I am afraid the banks 
might bust while I ’m aw ay.” This 
last rem ark brings me to the sub­
ject of this w eek’s column.

Let me assure every reader 
tha t the banks are strong tpday. 
When the price of hogs 
back to $5.00 per hundr 
banks will still be open and 
business. They learned thej; 
son in the Thirties and wi 
get caught during the nexU 'de­
pression at least. In my hum ble 
judgm ent, money in the bank is 
is safer today than  money in 
hogs.
