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THE TRUMAN IDEA OF TAXES.

Because incomes of workers and business concerns re-
main high and because spending remains free, it seems that
President Truman thinks therefore that there should be no
tax reductions. So he has vetoed the bill that congress has
passed cutting the taxes of this nation by many billions of
dollars.

He believes that“the government is more competent to
handle our money than we are ourselves and apparently he
believes, too, that the old idea of saving for a rainy day is
an old-fashioned idea that should be thrown to the winds.

So any tax reduction for this year is now right out of the
window. You'd better begin to lay away all of your hard
earned cash for the tax collector. He'll be along again next
January asking for just as big a cut of your earnings as he
took away from you during the war, although the war has
been over for twe years.

"62 OF 78 CARS DEFECTIVE."

Flint police made a surprise check of "jalopies" operat-
ing on the streets of that city recently. They claimed that 62
out of 78 were defective. From what'we hear about the
new cars coming off the production lines, it would appear
that about 77 out of 78 have to go right back to the garage for
some adjustment of some kind. One new car buyer the other
day said only one of the wheels of his new car had been
greased. Another said that within two weeks, three of the
windows in his car broke, because of the fact that they were
improperly set in the frame. Maybe sometime in some way
all of the ills of the present day will be overcome — but the
going does look tough for a while longer.

W eather has washed it all away.

David Lawrence, a Washington news writer who appar-
ently knows as much or more about what is going on in the
world than a lot of high officials, recently stated that war
will come if and when Russia succeeds in gaining control
over all of Europe. she is striving to do. He asserts that if
Russia succeeds in this plan it can and will challenge the
United States and that it will start a war with this country.

And the pity of it is that we used our money and the lives
of hundreds of thousands of our young men to save Russia
from military destruction.

THE WEATHER!

So the weather hasn't been to our liking this spring, did
you say? And we've all been doing a lot of kicking abo,ut it.
But what's the use—there isn't a thing we can do,about the
weather. We have to take it and like it, no matter how much
rain, or lack of rain we have. Maybe it will be for our benefit
and maybe not. There's just one thing to do—and that is
make the best of it.

THEY'VE BECOME "A PAIN IN THE NECK."

During the past two or three weeks we have had time to
listen on the radio to discussions of what's going on dov/n in
W ashington by several of these radio bla-bla commentators.

Judging from what they say, they are the only people in
the world who knew anything, that members of congress are
a lot of nit-wits and that radio listeners are a bunch of yokels
who haven't the ability or brains to think for themselves.

Their attitude seems to be that some "radio commenta-
tor" has got to "tell 'em off" in such a way that the common
dumb-clucks of this country will understand what it is all
about.

It would seem to me that some of these advertisers who
spend their good dollars sponsoring these howling commenta-
tors would wake up to the fact that if the crazy ideas of some
of these commentators were finally accepted there wouldn't
be anything in this country worth advertising.

THIS COMMUNIST BUSINESS.

Read in the newspapers the other day where Walter
Beuther, one of the high officials of the C.1.O. auto workers
union, had sent a telegram to Governor Sigler asking him
NOT to sign the anti-Communist bill passed by the last ses-
sion of the legislature.

W alter, as you may know, is one of the "boys" who never
toils or spins to make a living, but manages pretty well io get
along on the earnings of others. He doesn't want the stale to
smoke out the rats who are intent upon destroying the Ameri-
can way of life.

W aller may be sure of one thing, that bill passed by the
legislature WILL become law in Michigan.

But Michigan is not the only place where trouble for
Communists may originate. We read where Communists or
fellow travelers of Communists, infiltrated into some U. S.
unions, are close to serious trouble. The trouble will start
once labor-law conges approved by Congress gel on the
statu”™ books, as Iney are expected to do.

A simple requirement of the law then will complicate
life for Communists and for some unions. The requirement
will be that fevery officer of every union—Ilocal and national—
that seeks protection of the Wagner Act or desires a union-
shop contract must file an affidavit swearing that he is not "a
member of the Communist Party or affiliated with such
party.” He must swear that he does not believe in, and is not
amember of or supporter of any organization that believes in
or teaches, overthrow of the U. S. Government.

If, later, it'is found that any affidavit is false, the individ-
ual is to be subject to criminal penally of as much as a $10,000
fine and 10 years in prison.

All kinds of results are to flow from that one simile re-
quirement, once it finally is law. Communists in every nation
have moved into positions of power through infiltration into
labor unions William Z. Foster, as head of the Communist
Party in this country, is openly campaigning for parly mem-
bers among union workers. Under the prospective law, any
union that is found to have a single Communist as an officer
in the national unit will lose labor-law protection for every
unit of the union.

Every union will be foced to purge itself of every Com-
munist officer and of every officer who may have any connec-
tion with an organization that may have Communist affilia-
tion. if it wants labor-law protection. A dozen national
unions of the CIO may be forced to purge some officers or
lose the right to appeal to the National Labor Relations Board
for enforcement of their legal rights in dealing with employ-
ers. Some union officers are likely to be forced to give up
thdir connections with the Political Action Committee and
ether political groups that have b~ n accused of having Com-
munist affiliations. Every officer of every union will have to
be wary of the company he keeps and the organizations he
joins or endorses. A

It's to be tough on the Communists and their chance to
ge| ahead in the U. S» but it also is to be tough on those
charged with enforong the law.

(Continued from page
been purchased by private enter-
prise. Now large corporations
such as Continental an and
many of the newspaper syndicates
have their own paper mills.

For every person in the United
States there was 319 pounds of
paper used last year. That gives
a fair e.stimatc of the many mil-
lions of pounds needed before
there is a shortage of paper in
the country.

Labbitt predicted that within
the next year the paper shortage
would be over. For his reasons,
he had two. The first, that within
the year there will be added fa-
cilities for makin? paper; and
secondly, there will be a reduc-
tion of users caused from a slack-
ening in business which is being
forseen at the present time.

Security Orsanization *

There’s two sides to about
everything. That goes for the
Sigler-Keyes feud at Lansing.

"The governor’s ire at reputed
“stifling” of the administration’s
Ie?islative program by a “hand-
ful” of senators was publicly aired
before Michigan Associated Press
editors in annual session- at Hig-
gins Lake.

Lambasting the senate which
he termed “the worst I’'ve known
in many years”. Governor Sigler
charged Lieut. Governor Eugene
B. Keyes with playing politics.
Keyes encouraged a “small group
of prima donnas” to obstruct ad-
ministration bills, the governor
declared.

Sigler said he did not believe
in cracking the whip over the leg-
islature. Each branch of govern-
ment—Ilegislative, judicial and
executive—"“should always remain
independent and free of one an-
other.”

SEVERAL LEGISLATIVE ob-
servers who watched the conduct
of the Senate during the five
month session are inclined to
agree with Governor Sigler as to
Keyes’ behind-the-scenes needl-
ing. The Dearborn dentistlaw -
yer-engineer does not like to play
second fiddle.

The same persons, however, are
critical of the governor’s hands-
off attitude in getting results
from the legislature. They say it
just won’t work. For example;
During critical periods when vital
matters wore awaiting action,
Sigler was apt as not to be in
Marquette or Washington or else-
where. His speaking engagements
were numerous and frequent.

culations. One conclusion is that
the governor is yet to learn the
“ropes” of how to get things done;
legislators want to.see the gov-
ernor, not his lieutenants; the
governor must stay on the job
and “crack the wihp” with di-
plomatic persuation and force; he
must develop his own leaders in
the House and Senate.

Another speculation is that the
Governor does not expect to run
for a second term. He is enjoying
the power of office and the pre-
stige that goes with it.

CRITICS OF SIGLER feel that
the governor faced with an un-
successful legislative record, has
sought to “cover UE” his failures
by seeking to make'-"mhers the
scapegoat. The McKay *“forces”,
for example, were charged by the
governor with attempting to suttle
the program. Then Keyes was
blamed in the Higgins Lake state-
ments.

Our own observation is that
there is some truth to both sides
of the above situation. We will
not go into details. We observe,
also, that the administration has
18 months left to complete its
record. When you check over
what the legislature did during
its five-month 1947 session, you
will agree with Douglas Graham,
chief of the Lansing bureau of the
United Press: “Sigler came out
of his first legislative bout in fair
shape. Most of his program was
adopted, although he had to wait
until almost the last minute for
some of it.”

eggs; this year the average was
5.29 eggs per nest. The clutch size
also was hi?her this year than
last on the Blackfoot Reservoir in
southern ldaho, Jensen reports,
and the number of nests on Bear
River Refuge and Blackfoot Re-
servior have increased a third
or more this year over last year.

Noland Nelson, Utah fish and
ame biologist at Ogden Bay Re-
uge, stated that the clutch size
this year is 5.3 eggs per nest. Pre-
vious records show a high of 5.0
in 194", Nesting geese have doubl-
ed on Ogden Bay since 1943 and
trippled since 1941. The hatching
of goslings is about completed in
these nesting areas.

_Conservationists, surprised and
dismayed by the news, are up in
arms over the House Appropria-
tions Committee action in wiping
out Forest Service funds for wild-
life management. This is a back-
ward step, the Wildlife Manage-
ment Institute said today and is
drawing fire from state and local
groups, and from the more than
4 million people who hunt and
fish each year within the national
forests. “Economize if you must,
but protect and manage our wild-
life resources”, is the cry.

The budget request eliminated
by the Committee was inadequate
at best, being about $163,000.
When compared with the 170 mil-
lion acres of national forest land
in 38 states Alaska and Puerto
Rico, this amounts to less than

Fully insured against X)ne dollar to a thousand acres,

the Institute points out.

The appropriation committee
rePort reads oddly. It proceeds to
“eliminate entirely” the allotment,
then says “It is not the purpose of
the Committee to eliminate the
function.” Then to make it easy,
the Committee offers the helpful
sadvice that “The function can be
cared for out of other general
items”, which is of little comfort
to an already under-financed
Bureau like the Forest Service.

Despite a .shortage of funds over
the years, the Forest Service has
done a creditable job in fish and
game management, the Institute
avers. Deer, elk, and other kinds
of big game were at a low level
when the national forests were
founded around the turn of the
century. Since then deer and elk
population have been doubled and
‘cdoubled on the forests until
there are nearly 2 million deer
and 160,000 elk on these public
lands. In fact, a recent big game
estimate for the United States
prepared by the Fish and Wild-

Babson Discusses Company Earn-
INGS et

BABSON PARK, Mass., June
20.—This is no time to make fore-
casts as to business in 1948. Per-
msonally, | think it will be better
than most people predict; but
when it comes to net earnings,
after taxes, | fear they will aggre-
gate less in 1948 than in 1947.
THE YEAR 1947 should see the
tops for such net earnings for
most of the large corporations.
With the public pressmgh from
above for lower prices, with labor
and taxes pressing from below
causing higher costs, the net earn-
ings of most companies are sure
to shrink.

COMMODITIES are beginning
to crack due to competition. Only
parity legislation is holding up
farm prices at the present time.
Even the farmers themselves
know that their present honey-
moon w ill someday be over.
Moreover, WAGES have not yet
stabilized. Certain groups are en-
titled to further increases and
will get them; but workers’ ef-
ficiency will soon begin to im”
prove. When we know some idle
man is waiting for our job. we
will speed up and give a dollar
of work for a dollar received.

REAL ESTATE—with the ex-
ception of distressed sales—should
remain at about present levels
ffi- some time further, although
there has been a slowing up in
real estate sales. INFLATION
has always been in operation over
Iong periods. The recent inflation
epidemic has about reached its
climax for the present. The next
move within a few years will be
toward deflation, followed later
by further inflation. The price
breaks which started in with the
fish industry a Year ago, are now
threatening real estate and com-

modities.
STOCK MARKET: If wages,
commodities, real estate, etc.—

based upon the money in circula-
tion—are entitled to stabilize at
around 50-100% above 1932, as
the fiscal authorities claim, the
stock market is entitled to do
likewise. Therefore, when won-
dering whether to buy or sell
any stock, it is wise to look up
the price average in 1932-33 and
add 50-100%. Moreover, it should
be remembered that stock prices
depend much more on earnings
than on reproduction costs. ,

THE NEXT DEPRESSION will
be brought about by one of the
wheels of the business machine
cracking. This will stop the en-
tire machine for the time being.
Perha’Rs the cracking wheel will
be FARM PRICES; perhaps
FOREIGN TRADE: perhaps
LABOR UNIONS and perhaps
GOVERNMENT FINANCE. It
seems too bad that a depression
seems to be necessary once in a
while, but such is required in
oidci- to awaken in people the
dosin' to work and produce to
thoir best ability.
