D e c l a r a t i o n  o f  I n d e p e n d e n c e
Unanim ously passed by the Congress of the th irteen United 

S tates of America, Ju ly  4., 1776.
W hen, in the course of hum an event.s, it become.s neces.sary for 

one people to dissolve the political band.s which have conne' t'.'d them 
w ith  another, and to assume among the powers of tiie earth  the 
separate and equal station to which the laws of nature and of na­
tu re ’s God entitled  them, a decent respect to the opini(>ns of m ankind 
requires th a t they should declare the causes which iihpel them  to 
the  separation.

We hold these tru ths to be self-evident; that all men arc created 
equal; th a t they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalien­
able rights; tha t among these are life, liberty and the pursuit of 
happiness. That, to secure these rights governm ents arc instituted 
am ong men. deriving their just powers from the consent of the 
governed; th a t w henever any form of governm ent becomes di'struc- 
tive of these ends, it is the righ t of the people to alter or abolish it. 
and to institu te new governm ent, laying is foundations on such prin­
ciples, and organizing its powers in such form as to them shall seem 
most likely to effect the ir safety and happiness. Prudence, indeed, 
w ill d ictate th a t governm ents long established should not be changed 
for light and transien t causes; and accordingly all experience hath 
shown, th a t m ankind are more disposed to suffer, while evils arc 
sufferable, than  to righ t them selves by abolishing the forms to 
which they are accustomed. But when a long train  of abuses and 
usurpations, pursuing invariably the same object, evinces a design 
to reduce them  under absolute despotism, it is their right, it is their 
duty  to throw  off such governm ent, and to provide new guards for 
the ir fu tu re  security. Such has been the patient sufferance of these 
colonies and such is now the necessity which constrains them to alter 
the ir form er system  of government. The history of the present king 
of G reat B ritain  is a history of repeated injuries and usurpations, 
all having in direct object the establishm ent of an absolute tyranny 
over these states. To prove this let facts be subm itted to a candid 
world;

He has refused his assent to laws the most wholesome and 
necessary for the public good.

He has forbidden his governors to pass laws of im m ediate and 
pressing im portance, unless suspended in their operation till his 
assent should be obtained, and when so suspended, he has utterly 
neglected to attend  to them.

He has refused to pass other laws for the accommodation of 
large d istricts of people, unless those people would relinquish the 
righ t of representation in the legislature—a right inestim able to 
them, and formidable to ty ran ts only.

He has called together legislative bodies at places unusual, un ­
comfortable, and distant from the repository of their public records, 
for the solo purpose o f fatiguing them  intb a compliance w ith his 
measures. .

He has dissolved representative houses repeatedly, tor opposing 
w ith m anly firmness his invasions on the right of the people.

He has refused for a long tim e after such dissolutions, to cause 
others to be elected: whereby the legislative powers, incapable of 
annihilation, have returned  to the people at large for their exercise; 
the state rem aining, in the m eantim e, exposed to all the dangers of 
invasion from w ithout, and convulsions within.

He has endeavored to prevent the population of the states: for 
tha t purpose, obstructing the laws for the naturalization of foreign- i 
ers, refusing to pass others to encourage their m igration hither, and 
raising the conditions of new appropriations of lands. '

He has obstructed the adm inistration of justice by refusing his 
assent to laws for establishing judiciary powers.

He has m ade judges dependent on his will alone for the tenure 
of the ir offices, and the am ount and paym ent of their salaries.

He has erected a m ultitude of new offices, and sent hither 
s^^arms of officers to harass our people and cat out their substance.

He has kept among us, in tim e of peace, standing armies, w ith- ■ 
out the consent of our legislatures.

He has affected to render the m ilitary independent of, and 
superior to, the civil power. 1

He has combined w ith others to subject us to a juri.sdiction for- I 
eign to our constitution, and unacknowledged by our laws: giving his , 
assent to the ir acts of pretended legislation;

For quartering  large bodies of arm ed troops among us: i
For protecting them  by mock tria l from punishim ent for any 

m urders which they should commit on the inhabitants of these states;
For cutting  off our trade w ith all parts of the world:
For imposing taxes on us w ithout our consent;
For depriving us, in m any cases, of the benefit of tr ial by ju iy :
For transporting us beyond seas to bo tried for pretended 

offenses;
For abolishing the free system of English laws in a neighbor­

ing province, establishing therein  an arb itrary  governmeni. and en ­
larging its boundaries, so as to render it at once an exam ple and fit 
instrum ent for introducing the same absolute rule into threse colonies.

For taking away our charters, abolishing our most valuabU' laws, 
and altering fundam entally  the forms of our governments;

For suspending our own legislatures, and declaring themselves 
invested w ith power to legislate for us in all ca.scs whatsoever.

He has abdicated governm ent here, by declaring us out of his 
protection and waging w ar against us.

He has plundered our seas, ravaged our coasts, burnt our towns, 
and destroyed the lives of our people.

He is a t this tim e transporting large arm ies of foreign m ercen­
aries to com plete the works of death, desolation and tyranny, already 
begun, w ith circum stances of cruelty and perfidy, scarcely paralleled 
in the most barbarous ages, and totally unw orthy the’ head of a 
civilized nation.

He has constrained our fellow citizens, taken captive on the 
high seas, to bear arm s against their country, to become the execu­
tioners of their friends and brethren, or to fall them selves by their 
hands.

He has excited domestic insurrections amongst us. and has en ­
deavored to bring on the inhabitants of our frontiers the merciless 
Indian savages, whose know n rule of w arfare is an undistinguished 
destruction of all ages, sexes and conditions. i

In every stage of these oppressions we have petitioned for re ­
dress in the most hum ble term s: our repeated petitions have been 
answ ered only by repeated injury. A prince, whose character is thus 
m arked by every act which may define a ty ran t, is unfit to be the 
ru ler of a free people.

Nor have we been w anting in attentions to our B ritish brethren. 
We have w arned t)iem, from  tim e to time, of attem pts by their legis­
la tu re  to extend an unw arrantab le  jurisdiction over us. We have re ­
m inded them  of the  circum stances of our em igration and settlem ent 
here. We have appealed to their native justice and m agnanim ity, 
and we have conjured them, by the ties of our common kindred, to 
disavow these usurpations, which would inevitably iitterrupt our 
connections a“hd correspondence. They, too. have been deaf to the 
voice of justice, and of consanguinity. We must, therefore, acquiesce 
in the  necessity which denounces our separation, and hold them, as 
we hold the rest of m ankind, enemies i n  war; in peace, friends.

We, therefore, the  representatives, of the United States of 
America, in general congress assembled, appealing to the Supreme 
Judge of the world for rectitude of our intentions, do. in the nam e 
and by the  authority  of the good people of these colonies, solemnly 
publish and declare th a t the united colonies are, and of righ t ought 
to be, free and independent states; and they are absolved from all 
allegience to the British crown, and tha t all political connection be­
tw een them  and the state of G reat B ritain is. and ought to be totally 
dissolved, and tha t as free and independent states, they have full 
power to levy w ar, conclude peace, contract alliances, establish com­
merce and to do all other acts and things which independent states 
may of righ l dp. And for the support of this declaration, w ith a firm 
reliance on the" protection of Divine Providence, we m utually pledge 
to each o ther our lives, our fortunes and our sacred honor.

No Shortage of Gas 
Is Expected Here

Earl Fluelling, one of the largest wholesale gasoline distributors 
in this section of Wayne county, dcclarc'd yesterday tha t ho did not 
believe the threatened gasoline shortage would be seriously felt in 
this locality. ‘

“There may be a feW stations that will be short of gasoline or 
entirely out on some Monday mornings, but there will be gas in 
some of them. The shortage will be troublesome but 1 do not 
anticipate that it will Come to a point where we will not have any 
gas as some have predicted,” said Mr. Fluelling.

S trikes tha t have prevailed in many of the refineries th rough­
out the country and the exportation of large am ounts of gasoline and 
crude oil to Russia under New Deal arrangem ents have resulted in a 
severe shortage say dealers, but it has not yet reached a point where 
one has not been able to get all the gas needed.

W hat it will be la ter in the sum m er Plym outh dealers do not 
know, but Mr. Fluelling says he docs not believe there i.s need for 
much worry about the threatened shortage.

Plym outh police are highly in ­

Savings-Loan 
Dividend Makes 
Highest Record

The Plym outh Federal Savings 
and Loan Association has ju st 
paid the largesf^dividend of any 
insured a.ssociation in 'Wayne 
i ounty.

Under all of the rules of modern day corn growing this corn is 
supposed to be ripe and ready for cutting on Tuesday, A ugust 26, d e ­
clares “Corn P lan ter” Willoughby.

When tha t veteran, old fashioned Farm er Charles R athburn 
heard about the W illoughby expectations of harvesting ripe fields of 
corn 60 days after it had been planted, he arched his eye-brows and 
declared, “Well, m iracles m ight happen and maybe Bob can do it, 
but here’s one farm er who has got to be shown.”

Farm er R athburn has been tilling the soil hereabouts for so long 
that no one can rem em ber the first day tha t he gee-hawed a plow- 
team down across the fertile acres of the R athburn farm.

to visualize it, bu t w hen I was 
a boy I fished off a bridge on 
Main stree t th a t crossed over an 
old creek righ t nex t to w here 
The P lym outh Mail building now 
stands. We used to catch minnows 
there. Now no one would ever 
know th a t a t one tim e a creek 
flowed down Fralick  avenue and 
across Main stree t along the north  
side of The Mail building.

‘T a lk  about floods, th a t flood 
we had here last spring was no­
thing like the floods we had in 
the old days. When we had a flood 
then the w ater used to take all of 
our bridges down stream . There 
would be days w hen We couldn’t 
get from  one part of the tow n to 
the other. A fter the floods w ere 
over we used to go down creek 
and pick up the pieces of our 
bridges, fell some m ore trees 
across the stream s and alm ost in 
no tim e we would have new 
bridges.

“When some one built a board 
walk along in front of one or two 
of the stores, we thought it was 
about the greatest thing th a t had 
ever happened. But it was quite 
a few years before board w alks 
took the place of tfte paths we 
had around town.

“We pum ped our oWn w ater, 
we cut the wood th a t kept us 
w arm  in the w inter, we le t the 
cow mow the lawn, and we found 
lots of enjoym ent in life.

“I ’ve alw ays tried  to enjoy 
every day and if a person does 
that, he will find a lot of pleasure 
in life.”

Mr. B ennett is as much a part 
of P lym outh as is its name. From 
early young manhood he has a l­
ways taken an active part in v il­
lage and city affairs, and if the 
“record book” could be opened, 
P lym outh citizens would be am az­
ed at the m any things th a t Mr. 
B ennett has done over the years 
d irectly  and indirectly for the 
good of this progressive city. But 
tha t is a record he keeps pretty  
much to himself.

Not only his host of friends but 
the en tire com m unity extends 
him congratulations and hopes 
th a t he w ill enjoy many, many 
more b irthday  celebrations.

Babson Discusses Inventions
WASHINGTON, D. C., Ju ly  4.— 

A redheaded young m an has ju st 
been telling me of his experiences 
w ith the  bureaucrats in W ashing­
ton. He is a natu ra l inventor and 
is now w orking on an engine 
which uses a ir for fuel instead of 
gasoline or diesel oil.

My Redheaded Friend
As this young m an is not a col­

lege graduate and knows little  
about the techniques of modern 
physics, he is looked down upon 
as a crank by the “h igher-ups” 
in leading educational institutions.
I am not up on atomic physics, 
bu t I do believe th a t someday 
the principle, for which this red ­
head is sacrificing his life, w ill be 
recognized.

However, my im m ediate appeal 
is th a t college professors and 
W ashington b u r e a u c r a t s  give 
more courteous atten tion  to all 
who come to them  w ith  an idea. 
Many of the revolutionary in­
ventions have come from  m en like 
Edison, Ford and Marconi, who 
never saw the inside of a college, 
and perhaps not a high school. The 
poor trea tm en t tha t ordinary  in ­
ventors get today a t W ashington, 
or at our big universities is only 
cruel, bu t short-sighted and a l­
most treasonable.

Hope of Europe
At the present tim e Commun­

ism is gradually  w orking w est­
ward, and unless stopped, will 
take over the whole of Europe. 
Yet, W ashington thinks th a t only 
money is needed to stop Com­
munism. Thip idea is wrong. 
Brains and Faith  ra th e r than 
money, are most needed by E u­
rope and England today. O ur 
policy of sending money, brass 
hats and politicians to feed the 
starving is w ell-m eaning, bu t is 
will not have Europe from  Com­
munism.

The great need of Europe is to 
rebuild her universities, churches 
and scientific schools and to give 
scholarships to boys and girls who 
have brains, in itia tive and a de­
sire to help the ir people. The 
short-sighted policy of ju s t sav­
ing the lives of the starving w ith ­
out doing anything for those who 
are not starving but luho have 
education and ability  is a g reater 
mistake.

Cost-of-Living
The cost-of4Bving has increas­

ed in the United S tates about 56% 
since 1940. Congress and the  b u ­
reaucrats here in W ashington 
have tried  m any legislative laws 
to keep down the cost-of-living. 
They experim ented w ith fix ing ' 
prices, which was a failure; then 
w ith subsidizing p r  o d u c t  i on, 
which was a  blunder. Now, they 
are experim enting w ith  raising 
and low ering tariffs, which is 
pure politics. The (^ ief interest 
amongest the W ashington peo­
ple seems to be to get m ore ap­
propriations and more jobs, w he­
ther or not these quack remedies 
w ill do any good.

Folowing W orld W ar I, we had 
the same cost-of-living difficulties 
tha t we have today. The conclu­
sion then  was th a t (aside from 
everyone w orking a little  harder 
and a little  longer) the  solution to 
high living costs r e s t e d  with 
hum ble inventors of new m a­
chines, new  processes and new 
discoveries. "The same is true  
today.

Too m any research laboratories 
are w orking on new products to 
tem pt our housewives, ra th e r than  
on reducing the cost of existing 
products. The reduction of the 
cost-of-living is prim arily  a m a t­
te r of more inventive geniuses 
and more industry. Thinking more 
and w orking m ore is the answer.

What About Wages?
No wise economist should decry 

increased wages per se. Good 
wages are necessary to creat p u r­
chasing pow er which is an im por­
tan t factor in em ployment. On 
the other hand, labor unions have 
done very  little  to bring about 
high wages.

Not only have many labor u n ­
ions increased the cost-of-living, 
bu t they have retarded  inven­
tions and new processes which arc 
essential in reducing living costs. 
The inventors of the country are 
mostly responsible for the good 
wages being paid today.

Often I am asked: “What arc 
the fundam entals of prosperity?”, 
and I reply:—“Three, namely, N a­
tu ra l Resources, Enthusiastic In ­
ventors, and Sane Religion. This 
is not contrary  to the established 
economic theory tha t prospci’ity 
is based on “Land, Labor and 
Capital.” My answ er simply spe­
cifies tha t Land of itself is of no 
use unless'it has good soil, forests, 
or m inerals; tha t Labor is of no 
use unless it has brains, initiative 
and inventive powers; and tha t 
Capital is directly the result of 
honesty, th rift and credit,—the 
products of religion.

T hat’s w hat Sheriff Edward 
Behrendt declares, following a 
survey of traffic conditions he 
has made throughout the coun-

Motorists are w arned by Sheriff 
Behrendt to observe the stop 
signs at the corner of Ann Arbor 
road (US 12) and Ann A rbor 
Trail, because at this intersection 
last year there w ere two people 
killed, th ree seriously injured and 
three accidents resulting in heavy 
property damage. Traffic on both 
of these highways just outside 
Plymouth is heavy, especially at 
certain hours of the d a y  when 
workm en are going to and from 
their places of em ploym ent

The survey shows' tha t in a 
norm al 24-hour period Ann Arbor 
road carries a burden of 3,735 
vehicles and Ann A rbor Trail 
carries a traffic of 2,337 vehicles. 
Both highways are m arked by 
'to p  signs, but in their hurry  to 
!parh their destinations, motorists 
violate these stop sign,s and ac­
cidents result. This breach of 
traffic rules accounted for 38 per 
cent of all the accidents at this 
dangerous intersection. Excessive 
speed and  following too closely 
contributed to 25 per cent of all 
mishaps at this corner.

"I am having this survey of 
dangerous intersections m ade.”

H o w  T o  P r e v e n t  

H a y  B a r n  F i r e s
The grim  fact tha t Michigan 

farm ers lose an estim ated $250,- 
000 each year from fires cau.sed 
by spontaneous ignition of hay 
is im portant at this tim e of year, 
points out F. W. Roth, farm  safety 
.specialist at Michigan State Col­
lege.

A few precautions can help cut 
the danger of hay fires. Hay 
should be well cured. Its mois­
tu re  content should be less than 
25 percent. Loose and chopped 
hay would be evenly distributed 
in the mow.

Heating of the hay takes tim e 
and the hay should be checked 
continually for two m onths after 
it is put in the mow. A hay prod 
Ihcrm om cter can bo made very 
inexpensively and will give a 
jood check of the tem perature 
of the hay. The outfit consists of 
ten fê >t of one-half inch electrical 
conduit with an oak or ash point 
on one end to make driving into 
the hay easy. Six one-quarter inch 
holes .should he punched in the 
conduit above tlie point. A dairy 
therm om eter on a string is then 
put into the conduit. A rubber 
pad at the l)otto,m of the tube will 
keep the the r m o m e t e r from 
breaking.

To u.se, the pi'od with the the r- 
momctei' is then pullc'd up with 
the string and I'cad immediately. 
If read at onec, the tem perature 
drop in the thcrm om etei' will not 
exceed 1 or 2 degrees F.

If the tem erature reads 160 dc- 
gi’oos F.. the hsy should be check-

ed several times a day. A t 180 to 
190 degrees F., check often’and get 
assi.stuncc if it should rise any 
higher. Don’t w ork in the  mow 
alone if the tem peratu re is ex ­
cessively high. A dequate fire 
fighting facilities should be at 
hand if heated hay is to  be re ­
moved and someone who under- 
.stands the correct rem oval of 
heated hay should supervise.

Berkey. chairm an (<f the state 
board of agricultu ie. his fellow 
board members deei ied at their 
June meeting. Mr. Berkey will 
retire from office January  1. 1948. 
afte r serving 18 years as a m em ­
ber of the board. Ih; has been 
chairm an since 1940.

In making their decision, his

colleagues recognized Borkey’s 
service to the college over the 
period of its greatest grow th-and  ̂
development. When he was elec- | 
ted to his first si.x-year term  in . 
1929. the colle,ge had an enroll- | 
ment of 2.900 full-tim e and grad- | 
uate students.
