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Sport Shop Devotes 
Entire Window to 
Le Forge's Life Hobby

Plym outh area residents this 
w eek have an opportunity  to 
view a part of a collection of In ­
dian relics which is thought to be 
the largest of its kind in the 
world. Clinton I. Lo Forge’s p ri­
vate collection of relies is on di.s- 
play in the windows of the P lym ­
outh Sport Shop, on -Pennim an 
avenue. It n u m le rs  more than
22,000 pieces and nearly  all of 
them  were found right here in 
this area.

Le Forgo, who in private life 
is a wnodcraft.sman, m aker of 
fine violins, and a retired cor- 
pf)ration lawyer, was born over 
near Ypsilanti. Early in life he 
became interested in the lore of 
the Redman, his m other being 
of part India.n blood.

When a lad a woodchuck which 
he had been w atching brought 
an arrow head up from his hole 
in the ground. That prom pted 
“C lint,” a.s he Is known around 
here, to dig and w hat he "found 
was a burial ground. This was 
on the old Le Forge homestead. 
L ater he came back, and exploring 
further, found 97 separate burials 
there.

In all he has made 317 excava­
tions of Indian cemeteries, the 
largest was ligh t in Ypsilanti 
w here the area covered six city 
blocks. In nearly every case Le 
Forge ha.s reburied the dead 
afte r eolleeting hi.> data which 
he has compiled for historical 
reasons.

In fact, .so complete is his col­
lection. tha t if it hadn’t been for. 
W orld War II hi.s results of 55 
,vcars of research might today b« 
in lh(' Berlin Museum of N atural 
Hisloi-y. Jii.-̂ t before thi- war nego­
tiation's and a down paym ent 
had b'-en madi- for the sale, but 
all that wa.s canci'lled when U.S.- 
Germrmy nJalions hcenme stra in ­
ed. Now'. Le Forg(' ..ays. the col­
lection is not for sale. It will go 
to his .‘-on. l)onald, who is now 
”2, and wlio is interested in go­
ing on with the w oik in Indian 
histni-y that his father started.

“It’s a i.onderfii! .study, “Le 
Forg‘.' say;', “e.-p-.'ciall.v in tha t I 
can see iioth sides of the Indian- 
Earlv American cpiestinn. I have 
kept up my study f>f the Indian 
th(':a' m.-iny years, all the time 
try ing to learn m o f ' about them 
arid their habits, mainly out of 
ifspcct for my m other who .saw 

'to  it tha t I had an opportunity 
for education.

‘T h (‘ night was never too dark, 
the ;:torm too great or the going 
too had but w hat she would get 
up and slif) on a pair of snow 
.'■hoes, if necessary, for the re ­
lief of m ankind.” the naturalist 
cleelared. "She had the ability of 
an Indian to adm inister and many 
times I saw her save a person’s 
life.” T-e Forge said.

“Why. if it hadn’t been for the 
fir t real Americans early colo­
nists woidd hav(' perished from 
starvation. The Indians fi'tl the 
whites the lirst five years they 
.wei'e here. .And it was what 
thev learngd from the Indian 
that helped them  survive in la ter 
ye.’irs.”

In the Sport Shop windows are 
nine of Le Forge’s di.splay boards 
of relics. One is w hat he calls a 
“sc hool board” on which there is 
mounted one of ncarl.v every 
type of thing he ha.s found. On 
this bo.-ird h(> has articles from 
the only niodern excavation he 
ha.s ever found. By “m odern” is 
m eant that the mound indicated 
tha t the individual buried had en ­
countered the early explorer. This 
was shown through the digging 
(ip of silver buckles which may 
have been u.sed on shoes, a French 
parochial (double bar) cross, a 
French dagger, English coins and 
pendants.

He believes his tw o boards of 
.spearheads and his display of 
tom ahawks, skinning stones and 
arrow heads to be the best in the 
country. "His specimens of Michi­
gan m ortars, however, are not 
exceptional, he sa.vs. as the m or­
ta rs found here were quite crude 
when compared with those which 
he found in Mexico.

Pieces from four periods of 
culture are represented in Le 
Forge’s collection. He has spears 
from the Eolithic and Paleolithic 
Ages as well as improved weapons 
from  the Neolithic and Historic 
Ages.

A reason he gives for the area

surrounding Ypsilanti being so 
prolific in his Indian relic search 
is that right tlim e is where the 
old Pottaw attam ie trail bel'ceen 
Detroit and Chicago cl•osse(l the 
Huron river. A largo, old settle- 
mf'nt was thought to be there_ 
O ther place:; u'hich have pr'ovi-d 
to h(' rich in Indian lore' arc the 
Orchard ;md Walled I.akc areas. 
Chief Pontiac- lived on an island 
in Orchard lake. Walled lake gets 
its name from a strange m an­
made wall w h i c h was built 
through the lake. Fioiu the rock 
formations in the wall it has been 
determ ined that it was construct­
ed by the Indian, but for what 
pui'poso. no one knows.

“I have found tha^ our lu.-aorie- 
of Indi; n life are gros,>ly incor­
rect.” Le Foi'ge dc'clared. “Tire 
character and reputation, of the 
Indian has been greatly m isre­
presented. W hatever the Indian 
has done ha;; been in defemse of 
his wigwam and inm ting grounds, 
he said. The Indian killed only 
in defense of his family.

Trespassing on Indian property 
m eant death in the native coder 
The w arfare of the Indian cannot 
be considered an.v more brutal 
than tha t used in the modern 
wars. When they struck-r they 
killed and their foes w ere not 
strew n on the battlefields for a 
lingering death.

Stone pipes, drills, knives and 
one volcanic gla.ss spr ai heacl 
about Id inches long show the 
artistic ability of the Indian. He 
also, has one oi the Indians' 
famous peace pipes which wa.s 
presentee! to him iiy Chief Che'- 
Mu’Ka up in Cross Village. The 
chief was the la.st of the ti'ibe who 
retained the or'iginal eharaeteris- 
ties and was -lot e;s|)loite(i li.v the 
w hite man. AKo .given to Le 
Foi'ge i),v ilie Chief and on di:;pla\ 
at the Spoil Shop arc- c''rernoni;d 
aprons, mocciisins worn by !ii;’ 
wife and children and a genuine 
eagh.' headdre.ss.

The city commission at its m eet­

ing he ld on Jul.v 7, in.structcd the 
City Mana.ger {o request bids on 
Contract No. 1 which includes 
lh'> fl n il ing of th ree test wells 
ami eonstruction of one 12-inch 
producing well pr three 8-inch 
produein'g- wells a*t the Beck road 
w ater field. The’ city will the re­
fore know tlie qurmtit.v of w ater 
th:it will be available before ad ­
ditional expenditures are made 
for other part.s of the w ater works 
improvements.

The city contraeled for a com­
plete* sur\-('.v of l)i(* w ater problem 
and th(> recommended solution on 
December 19. 14!)6. The survey 
report was .suiimilti'd by Shoe- 
crait. D rury and McNamec, Con­
sulting Engineers, in February. 
Then on April 23, the engineers 
w ere in.strueted to proceed with 
preparation fif planning docu­
ments for w ater works im prove­
ments for Plym outh in w ith their 
report.

Citv M anager Harold Cheek 
asked the engineers to make a 
w ritten  report on Ju ly  1, indicat­
ing thf' progress made on detailed 
plans and specifiealions. For fon- 
\ ‘enienei.' in can,s ing out the con­
struction worl;, th(* w ater im­
provem ents project has been d i­
vided into seven con.'gruction con­
tracts which have bf'en arranged 
and scheduled in such a way to 
de\ glop the project logically.

Michigan’s harvest machines 

will soon be in full operation 
lu'inging greatly increased hazards 
to life and limb of-farm ers. Now 
i:- the time for each farm er to 
make definite plans for safety 
in his harvesting operations, de­
clares E. I. Besemer. county agri- 
cultral agent. Records of the Na­
tional Safety Council show that 
farm accidents become more fre ­
quent during the harvesting sea­
son than during any other period 
of the yeajv H arvesting machinery 
with its high speed shafting, belt­
ing and gears, together w ith its 
cutting mc'chanism, increases the 
( hance foj' serious accidents. The 
fundam ental .step in the safe 
opcu'ation of harvest machines is 
to put them  in good condition be- 
fr)ie the harvest begins.

The following suggestions point 
out the im portant precautions that 
.should be taken to insure safety 
during the harvest:

Stop completely all m achinery 
before oiling, adjusting or un- 
clogging it.

Safety guards and shields 
.shoukl be kept in places at all 
times while the m achinery is in 
operation.

Floppy or ragged clothing which 
catches easily in moving machine 
parts should not be worn.

O perate machines at a reason- 
abel speed. S tart smoothly, tu rn  
corners slowly.

Rough or hilly ground calls for 
’■educed speed.

Avoid driving too closely to the 
eUge of ditches or em bankments.

Avoid jum ping off a machine 
before it has come to a full stop.

In the short period of th ree 

weeks trem endous strides have 
been made tow ard the completion 
of the new football field at P lym ­
outh High school.

The whole area has been graded 
and preparations are now nearly 
completed for the seeding opera­
tion.

An extrem ely late and back­
w ard season, one of the latest on 
record, has been reported from 
some sections of the Canadian 
w aterfow l breeding grounds, the 
W ildbfe M anagem ent Institu te 
advised today. Sim ilar reports 
have come, in from  the P rairie  
Provinces and from the M aritime, 
it was stated.

This unseasonable w eather has 
in terrupted the m i g r a t ion of 
waterfowl, delayed selection of 
territo ries and caused some ducks 
to nest farther south, according 
to Fish and Wildlife Service fly ­
way biologists and the w aterfow l 
specialists at the Institu te’s re ­
search station at Delta; Manitoba. 
There is no evidence’ so far to 
suggest tha t this will have any 
effect on the ultim ate hatch, how ­
ever.

The ice had not gone out of 
Lake Winnipeg on May 13, the 
reports show, and ice was still 
floating free on Lake M anitoba on 
May 17. W ater froze in the quiet 
pond.s at Delta, and it was 24 deg. 
F. at Regina, Saskatchewan, on 
May 18. Snow was piled deep in 
some of the coulees on the Assini- 
boine River May 19.

Estimates on this year’s repro­
duction, used by the Fish and 
Wildlife Services in determ ining 
the open season and bag lim its on 
waterfow l, will be late in coming 
in, the Institu te  believes.

The m uskrat take is estim ated 
at 582,400 pelts, an increase of 
33.550 over 1945. A take of 12,000 
opossums is 2,800 more than w ere 
trapped a year earlier. The 15,- 
140 raccoons trapped are 2.550 
more than were taken in the p re ­
vious season.

Trappers reported taking 20.- 
800 weasels. 14,230 fewer than in 
the year before; 30,250 mink, 3,- 
155 less than  b e f o r e ;  11,000 
skunks, 630 less than in ’45; and 
740 badgers, 225 less than in ’45.

H unters took more of some fur 
bearers than  trappers got. Their 
take last fall included 71,870 rac­
coons, 38,630 opossums, 12,730 
mink. 500 badgers, 11,640 skunks, 
and 11.285 weasels.’ H unters also

Hungry bunnies need not be 

exterm inated to prevent damage 
to garden flowers and vegetables, 
the Wildlife M anagem ent Insti­
tu te  said today. Numerous dis­
tasteful repellents can be used to 
discourage rabbits from  eating 
lender plants and chewing young 
orchard stock, and they not 
expensive, the report points out. 
A num ber of the cheap com m er­
cial spraying m ixtures and du.st- 
ing powders will keep cottontails j 
from nibbling on plantings, o rj 
any of the following “home re - i 
m edics’’ will prove most effective 
with repeated applications; dust 
plants libcra lly 'w ith  dusting s u l - '

phur, or w ith powdered lime 
when plantings are damp.; sprin­
kle plants w ith red or cayenne 
pepper; or spray plants w ith a 
■•^elution of any of these m ixtures, 
tluee  ounces of epsom salts in a 
gallon of w ater, one teaspoonful 
of lysol to a gallon of water, two 
teaspoonful of Black Leaf Forty 
to one gallon of soapy w ater.

You can best solve your rabbit 
p rob len r by erecting a 2-foot, 
1 'u-inch mesh, chicken w ire fence 
around the garden or orchard, 
the Institu te  suggested, but the 
bottom should be staked to the 
g]'ound.'

Babson Discusses Stock Market

BABSON PARK, Mass., Ju ly  
11.—Most of the stock m arket 
barom eters forecast higher prices. 
This is due to the large am ount 
of money in circulation, abound­
ing credit, good dividends, high 
farm  income, no unem ploym ent 
and general prosperity. Yet, there 
is an underlying lack of confidence 
which makes large investors 
hesitant.

What Is the Trouble?
The simple fact is tha t too many 

businessmen are discouraged and 
tired. Most of these corporation 
officials have enough money and 
do not need to work.: They really 
hold the ir positions because they 
w ant to be of service and thus 
far have “enjoyed the games.” 
Now they are unfortunately 
reaching a tim e when they won­
der if the ir w ork and w orry is,] 
w orthw hile. As these m en are an 
im portant factoi*'- In the ’develop­
m ent of business, this discoAirag- 
ed attitude has : serious bqc^-^ 
fire. Lcf me tell you why.

Statistics show tha t 2% of the 
population of the U. S. is respon­
sible for 90% of the new build­
ing, new businesses, new inven­
tions, and enterprise in general. 
It is hard to make people believe 
this fact and labor leaders scorn 
it: bu t it nevertheless is true. Kill 
off even 1% of the population— 
if this 1% w ere the business d riv ­
ers of the country—the nation 
would go into the greatest slump 
in historv.

Taxes and Labor
During the debate on the Tax 

Bill, P resident Trum an and his 
friends tried to show tha t the 
reduction in dollars which would 
so to this 2% would be out of pro­
portion to the reduction in dol- 
lars which would go to the rest 
of the population . This is not 
w ithstandings the fact tha t the 
upper bracket people would get 
a tax  cut of only 15% compared 
w ith a tax  cut of 30 per cent 
which the great mass of taxpayers 
would receive. Yet, higher bracket 
people are the ones who have the 
needed brains, inventive genius, 
organization ability and “drive”

Industria l leaders w ere there - 

fofe m uch disappointed w hen the 
President vetoro  the  Tax Bill. 
They furtherm ore w ere again 
disappointed w hen P  r  e s i d e n t 
T rum an vetoed the  Labor Bill, 
even although Congress passed 
it over his veto. Why? Because 
w hen they w ent to  th e ir offices 
nex t morning, w ith new plans to 
spend money for im provem ents 
and extensions, more serious 
strikes w ere threatened. T hou­
sands of m en even le ft the  coal 
mines in retalia tion of Congress. 
As coal is vitad to all industry, 
business leaders once m ore asked 
them selves:—“Why bother?"

Free Enierprise
Capitalism, so-called, has many 

faults. I t seems unfair th a t one 
boy should be born  w ith  a  m il­
lion dollars, w hile another boy 
equally w orthy should inherit 
only debts. Monopolies of any 
kind are wrong; business leaders 
have abused th e ir pow er in many 
ways. The fact tha t labor organ­
izations have copied the same 
wrong m ethods is no excuse for 
the sins of capital. “Two blacks 
do not m ake a w hite,”—nor do 
two w rongs m ake a right.

P resident Trum an should, how­
ever, honestly explain and re ­
cognize th a t th e re  is a difference

in people and th a t the few natura l 
leaders should be encoui’aged and 
not persecuted as a t present. The 
idea tha t everyone is equal in 
ability, as first emphasized by the 
leaders of the French Revolution 
and as now preached by the New 

'ealers. Socialists and Comm un­
ists, is fundam entally unsound 
in d  every reader knows it. I t may 
lipquire a great depression to get 
p ^ ^ e  once more to th ink  honest­
ly and correctly; unless before! 
th e n ‘'ihe  im portance of the Two 
per-cent is frankly recognized. 

W hat About Vacation?
It is in view of the above that 

the stock m arket has reached a 
stalem ate. I t goes up a few points 
and then down a few points, w ith 
small volume of transactions. 
These transactions are mostly by 
professional speculators siting" in 
the offices of brokers. The real 
w orthw hile industrialists, mer-1 
chants, bankers and professional' 
m en are  tired^and  discouraged. 
Perhaps a good vacation this sum ­
m er may do them. Let us hope 
tha t they will take it and come 
back renew ed in spirit and once 
again willing to buy stocks.
