STRIKING "FARMERS" INDICTED.

And so those gbod "dairy farmers,” who resorted to rob-
beries. extortion, shooting, slugging and other nefarious
means of protesting against the New Orleans milk price, have
been indicted.

And who were those good farmers? Why, none other
than Leo B. Carter of Birmingham. Ala., who is described as"
a representative of the International Teamsters Union "who
came to New Orleans to help in directing the strike"; Clar-
ence L. Russell of Amite, La., "president of Local 16 of the
AFL Dairy Workers, Chauffeurs and Maintenance Workers
Union"; Leonard Spinks, vice president of Local 16; and
Faiford E. Connerly. identified as a member of Lckral 16.

Not a farmer in the bunch, and yet union publicity ma-
chinery was able, for a time at least, to have the strike labeled
in the newspapers of the country as a move by dairy farmers.
It was only when the union resorted to rough stuff that the
facts became generally known.

Do decent, conscientious, upright, union leaders still
think honestly that there is no need of restrictive labor legis-
lation? Do they still believe the words of the mouthy Mr. Wil-
liam Green that "the House of Labor can remedy its own
wrongs"? Or if it can. will it”—From Dairy Record.

TRUMAN BLOCKS PAY INCREASE.

Some congressman in Washington the other day pointed
out that President Truman by his veto of the tax reduction
bill had reduced the wages of American workers.

6 This view-point was a rather interesting way of express-
ing just what President Truman had done by his veto of a
tax reduction bill, the veto being based chiefly upon political
reasons.

The Congressman used an editorial from an Indiana
jiewspaper in support of this contention, the editorial follows:

Pre.sicknt Tiunuin look a paP/ incToa.se away from every worker
in America when he vetejed the lax bill. The President said. “It rep-
resents the wrong kind of tax rc’duetion. at the wrong time.” What
he actiirdly meant is that the bill was the produet of a Republican
Congress, and that next year is election year.

Wiiile President Truman has moved quite a way front the New
Deal, he did learn the lesson of maintaining a perpetual emergenc?/.
It is quite significant that there has been an emergency every single
minute since Maich 4, 1933, when Franklin Roosevelt was inaug-
urated. There was an emergency then, and the spectacular appeal
of closing the banks worked such amazing political success, that we
have been saddled with an emergency ever since.

Right now, the emergency seems to be great responsibilities for
international relief and rehabilitation. This means the purchasing of
large amounts of grain, at the highest prices in history, and indulg-
ing in what is bccianing popularly known as Operation Rat Hole.

Mr. Truman deci les the rising spiral of inflation, yet the policy
of the Federal Government in buying food for Europe is right now
the iiKct important factor in high pricc.s. The President also over-
looks the fact tl'.al ta.xes are one of the biggi'St expenses of business
today, and that higli prices always go hand m hand with high taxes.
Somebvid,'. has to pay taxes, and all through history, the ultimate
taxpayer has ijeen the consumer—the little fellow Mr. Truman wants
to protect. _ . _

Also overlooked in the President’s message is the fact that tax
r-eduetion brings m increased revenue. The last time there was a re-
duction in Federal taxes was during the administration of Presidents
Illanling and Coohdge, when Andrew Mellon was Secretary of the
Treasury. Tax collections were higher at the lower rates than had
been before tlie reduction. The reason is obvious. Ta.xes responded
to the same law as other items of mass production. Wlien prices are
reduced, more bua/ers ('nti'i" the field, sales and profits go up. It has
been more than 20 years since the Nation has had a cliance to prov'e
that well-established economic fact. The Congre.ss presented such an
opportunity to Mr. Truman, but evidently he thought mori' of New
Deal financial theory than he did of proven economic policies.

It is true that taxpayers in the higher brackets would get a

LUe g
greater reiief in dollars, but the percentage would be e.xactl%/ the
same. It is grossly unfair to make the statement about take-home
pay. In the~S2.50b bracket, which the President mentions, the in-

crease in falie-home pay would depend entirely upon the family
status of the tax"\jayer. The single persons would save $67 a year;
the married man $46: the man with a wife and child would save $29;
and the family with two children would save only $10. Thus the
Eercentage savings run from 29 percent for the single man to one-
alf of 1 percent for the family of four. It would be just as dis-
honest to talk about the saving of 2.9 percent as to stress the one-
half of 1 percent. n

The significant feature of the vetoed bill is that it was equliable.
All taxpayers got some relief. In fact, it was a straight 20-percent
cut acro.ss the board. Very few workers get less than $1,000 a year
today, and very few get mure than $300,000. The bill would Ijave
given relief to everyone. It would have stimulated business, the vital
turn-over of money from which taxes are derived.

The President has not been reading recent financial news when
he says there is no shortage of funds to expand industry. The absence
of new financial issues is the best evidence of his error. Even such a
financial giant as the American Telephone & Telegraph Co. withdrew
a sale of its securities from the market because of poor public sup-
port. The best index to business ]prosperity is the amount of new
financing, most of which is spent for plant expansion. That index is
pointing down.

One thing is sure—a very important issue of the 1948 Presidential
campaign has been created. The Republican Congress was elected
by a majority of the voters. It kept its word. It had promised tax
reduction, and provided the means to achieve the promise. The

Fruit Magic

When lazy warm weather comes
upon UE and foods don't tempt the
appetite, Mrs. Homemaker is hard
pressed to provide her family with
enough nourishing food to sustain
them.

Apricot Sherbet.
(Makes 1 quart) '
1 cup evaporated milk, I
thoroughly chilled
3 tablespoons lemon juice
1 cup apricot preserves

Whip chilled milk very stiff. Beat
in lemon juice, then fold in pre-
serves. Pour at once into cold
freezing tray and chill for several
hours.

Variations: Strawberry, cherry or
peach preserves or marmalade may
be substituted for apricot preserves.

Apple Sherbet.
(Makes 1 quart)

1 cup evapora-ted milk,
thoroughly xhillcd

2 tablespooAsmmon juice

2 cups sweetened applesauce,
chilled

Dash of nutmeg

Whip chilled milk very stiff. Beat
in lemon juice. Fold in applesauce
and nutmeg. Pour at once into cold
freezing tray and chill well.

Orange Ice Cream.
(Serves 8)
20 marshmallows
1 cup orangedjuice
Grated rind O 2 oranges
Juice of 1 lemon '
H pint whipping cream

Add 2tablespoons of water to the I
marshmallows and place them in
the top part of a
double boiler. Stir
constantly -antil
the marshmal-
lows are half dis-
solved. Remove
from heat and
stir until creamy.

Cool, add orange

juice, rind and

lemon juice. Whip

cream until thick

and add to the mixture. Place in
tray and freeze, stirring often, un-
til firm.

When cooking cabbage or onions,
the objectionable odor may be elim-
inated if the vegetables are cooked
in half milk and half water. Use
any excess liquid for making cream
sauces or soups.

If you like crisp skins on baked
potatoes, scrub clean and then fdb
with a metal sponge and bake.

To retain color in green vegeta-
bles. cook in an open pan with a
minimum of water and watch cook-
ing time carefully.

Pictures Glory
Of Michigan
and Us Future

Plymouth Kiwanians saw a now
kind of a picture of the state of
Tuesday evening at
meeting at the Hotel
Mayflower. Raymond Wailliams,
iprogram chairman, presented
1Clarence Bolandor, chief of the
I bureau of agricultural informa-
;tion at Lansing, who has a new
'way. to most Kiwanians. of view-
'ing theii- home state.

“Michigan is known far and
:wide as being capable of the larg-
est industrial output of any state
'in the Union.” Bolander declared,
i “but, with this fast pace that we
lare moving industrially, we are

mmoving just as rapidly agricul-
,turally.
"And what is more important,

I Miehiga'n’s 175,000 farms are pro-

ducing materials from the solil
that go into the prodiiets that
many ‘indu.strialists’ are manu-

facturing,” ho stated.

In describing Michigan through
the eyes of an agriculturalist. Bo-
landcr told Kiwanians of some of
the records hung up by Michigan
farmers during the past few
years. He I'cminded them that
Michigan still produces more than
90 percent of all the navy beans
in the nation; that here “we are
first in the growing of cherries
and that more than half of the
nation’s cherries come from Mich-
igan"; that this state is first in the
production of celery and second in

jgrowing mint and third in sugar
beets.
"Michigan is capable of being

more than just a one- or two-crop
state because it has so varied a
climate to go along with its va-
I'iety of soils. We depend on very
lew states or other countries foV
our basic food stuffs,” the speak-
er said.

In citing examples of the way
agriculture in Michigan is keep-
ing pace with industry. Bolander
told, and showed examples, of
rubber made from potatoes; wool
made from milk products: plastics
manufactured fi'om the soy bean;
glass taken from a combination
of oil and salt waste materials;
rubber made from limestone and
salt, and cloth spun from a “fab-
I'ie" derived from sand.

"Yi's." Bolander declared,
"Pjarmei's and leaders of industry
will eontinue to make Michigan
a great state.”

Cordless Flatiron

Cordless electric flatirons soon to
be in production draw heating elec-
tric current from the house circuit
only when the iron is resting on an
automatic safety base placed near
by. Two prongs extending from the
back of the iron complete the cir-
cuit so that the current may flow
through heating elements in the iron.
The current ceases to flow when tbe
Iron is removed.

Flaming Bullet

One of the most outstanding small
arms ammunition developments
during this war is the present type
of incendiary bullet. It was bom
of an emergency caused by the use
of self-sealing gasoline tanks on
enemy airplanes. Igniting on con-
tact, with a wide spread of flame,
the incendiary bullet has sent many
an enemy plane down in flames.

Pasture Practices
Work done on the pasture—apply-
ing lime and barnyard manure, and
carrying out other pasture manage-
ment practices increases pro-
duction and provides more food for
livestock.

Cord of Wood
A cord of wood, on the average,
is equivalent to 1300 pounds of
coal, and every cord of wood cut
will aid in making up the deficiency
of fuel wood in tlie nation.

Chill Candles
If candles are placed in the re-
frigerator for a day or two before
using, they will last longer, and in
burning the ;vax will not drip down
the sides.

Laying Houses
Laying houses should have one
nest for each five layers. Lack of a
suitable number of nests may lead
to egg-eating by the birds.

I “The pipe has boon on order
for a long time but it is being
held up, along with many orders
I from other companies througout
Ithe country, by a shortage of steel
lolales. Without those plates, the
lp’pe manufacturers can’'t even
begin to catch up on their back
lorders. Delivery now is scheduled
I for the Spring of 1949. If we get
the pipe fairly early in 1949, we
may get enough gas into the stor-
age fields to help our situation
during the winter of 1949-50. But
if any further delays develop, it
will be at least the winter of
1050-51 before w'e can think about
taking on additional house-hcat-
ing business.”

Mr. Brown explained that the
pipeline connecting the storage
ficld.s with the Panhandle Eastern
pipeline in southern Michigan will
require 113 miles of 24-inch pipe
and 37 miles of 16-inch, hesc
figures represent 25.712 tons of
pipe or 757 carloads. In addition,
several carloads of valves, bends
and other equipment are needed.

“We don’'t like the ban on
house-heating any more than
prospective customers like it,”
Mr. Brown said. “We are in the
husines.s of selling gas and would
like to expand the market rapid-
ly. But the shortage of steel for
pipe fabrication is something we

ean't help, and so long as the
S-upply of gas remains limited
our first duty is to safeguard

SCl'vice to present customers.”
The company is continuing to
connect new customers who will
use gas in comparatively small
quantities for water heating,
cooking and other domestic pur-
poses apart from space heating.

The Dutch claim to the terri-
tory. now Pennsylvania, was es-
lablishcd in 1600. mwhen Henry
Hudson anchored in Dclawaio
hay. Trading po ;ts had liccn set
lip 1614 and pi-rmancnt si-ttlc-
ments wcmc bi-ing raised ljy 1640.
In 1631 the immortal William
Penn rolh-d in. and i1 was then
ihat th(- country really starioil
developing. The early settlers
came in great nuhibi-rs on Hk-
promise of religious freedom and
most of them were Quakers and
Germans from the Palatinate.

It was in Philadelphia that the
Declaration of Independence was
signed and a Constitution drawn
up. Today old Independence Hall
stands as the town’s No. 1 high-
light. So let's jump into Phil-
adelphia for a quick look.see.

The City of Brotherly Love was
settled in 1681 by Captain William
Markham and a small band of
colonists. Penn himself followed
next year and it was he who
laid out the streets and named
the city. By 1685. a total of ninety
ships had come to the new set-
tlement. bringing 7,200 additional
residents. The first Continental
Congress met in September. 1774
and here it was that Washington
accepted command of the Army.

A vast pi'ficession of highlights
await the visitor In Philadelphia,
headed, of course, by Independ-
ence Hall, in which today you see
the Liberty Bell and the desk
and chair used by the delegate;;
signing the Declaration. There is
Congress Hall and Christ Church
Cemetery, in which sleep Ben-
jamin Franklin and Deborah, his
wife—the Edgar Allen Poe Housc
and the old Customhouse, a
striking example of Greek Doric
architecture—Memorial Hall and
the Benjamin Franklin mu.seum—
Fel's Planatarium and the Mu-
seum of Art—famous Strawber-
ry Mansion and Grant’s cabin,
the log hut occupied by General
Grant at City Point Virginia, dur-
ing the closing days of the Civil
W ar—Letitia House, built by W il-
liam Penn for his daughter, and
the Academy, of Natural Science,
oldest institution of its kind in

Cherry Pickers

Plymouth residents who an-
ticipate going up to Chcrryland
or the 'Traverse City region to
pick cherries bettor pull out their
camping equipment from the attic
and give it a dusting because eat-
ing and sleeping accommodations
in that area are not to be found.

Another item to remember is
that the cherry crop is running
nearly a month later than in

normal years and, therefore, pro-
Speetive cherry pickers arc urged
to delay their arrival in cherry
picking areas for at least two
weeks. A. B. Love, State Super-
visor of the Emergency Farm
Labor program at Michigan State
College, estimates the earliest
dates for picking in the Oceana
County area about July 15th and
the Grand Traverse area about
July 25th with heavy picking
coming on about August 1st.

So if you arc planning a trip
to those areas for cherry picking
you had better keep these dates
in mind and also make sure you
know where you are going to cat
and sleep when you get there.

CheVry picking prices have not
as yet been set by growers in
those areas.

Prosperity Here
For The Farmers

By Gene Alleman
Times are going to be better
on Michigan farms.
That is — despite the 1947 wet

spring.
Cupid is getting along pretty
well, for one thing. Only one

divorce has been recorded out of
600 marriages among members
of the Michigan Junior Farm
Bureau, according to Ruth Par-
sons. president. 'That’s better by
far than the onc-out-six record
for the nation ~oday.

Farmers' checks are bigger and
fatter. Mortgages arc being paid
off. New equipment and build-
ings arc being added in a program
of mechanized agriculture. Farm -
er income, on a per capita basis,
has finally exceeded the normal
relationship to wage and salary
income.

This prosperity has been long
overdue. For the past decade hr
so. faj'mers and small-town
dwellers have comprised a fifth of
the nation’s population. Yet they
have received only about one-
tenth of the national income.

Our 1947 boom is riding into the
second half of the year at a high
level. Income payments arc now
at a record rate of .$177 billions a
year. This rate is just about $100
billions more than the pre-war
level. Giddap. we're going to
town |

More hospitals for Michigan
rural areas aie on the way. too.

Governor Kim Sigler announces
that Michigan is going to pul its
house to order. The state seeks
to be eligible foi' $10 millions of
federal funds available during
the next fiv(" years for conslruc-
tilm of rural hospitals in Michi-
gan.

Uncle Sam is to pay one-third
or more of such cost; local com-
munities two-thirds. The federal
law permits a higher priority to
rural areas in allotment of funds.

The 1D46 state survey of the
W. K. Kellogg Foundation pro-
po.sc.' “one or more hospitals or
medical service centers for each
county.” The foundation recom-
mends establishment of 181 pub-
lic health and medical centers.
The Michigan State Medical soci-
ety is'sponsoring a Michigan rural
health conference at Michigan
State College early in September.
Cooperating agencies include the
State Grandge and Farm Bureau.

Along with other states, Mich-
igan is now experiencing a post-
war moral slump.

Apparently unaware of
the moral law, “Thou Shall Not
Kill,” 16-year-old Oliver Terpen-
ing, Jr., Lapeer county farm boy,
slew four children “because |
always wanted to know what it
would feel like to kill somebody.”

A Michigan rural safety council
has been formed to do something
about the causes of 169 fatal ac-
cidents on Michigan farms last
year.

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More than 440,000 World War
Il veterans reinstated insurance
policies valued at $27 billion as of
June 9.

The House passed H. R. 3916,
continuing the Reconstruction
Finance Corporation for two more
years, but restricted its opera-
tions. The vote was 334 to 5. The
agency’s lending power is cut to
$2 billion from the present $14-18
billion.

During 1946, motor vehicles
consumed 25,868.000,000 gallons
of gasoline, an increase over 1945
of 44 per cent and an all-time
high iccord. The largest increase
'vas Nevada’s 48.6 per cent. Cali-
fornia led in volume with 2,436,-
430.000 gallons; New York was
second. Pennsylvania third, and
Texas fourth.

The average gasoline tax for
all the states was 4.16 cents in
1946, compared with 4.1 cents in
1945. The state taxes ranged from
two to seven cents and as high as
75 cents in Oklahoma.

The registration of motor vehi-
cles this year will no doubt break
all records. Registration in 1946
exceeded that of the previous
year’'s total by about 3,300.000
(10.8’;;) according to PRA. A to-
tal of 33,945,817 vehicles were
licen.'ed last year.

George E. Sokolsky, in his
column, sets forth the fact that
the United States Navy has order-
ed stringent curbs because of oil
shortage, which has brought forth
talk of renewed oil rationing. Yet
at the same time oil tankers on
the Pacific Coast are loading to
ship 70'0,000 barrels of oil for
Russia. During the first half of
this year we shall have shipped 35
million barrels of oil 772,000 of
which will have gone to Soviet
Ru.ssia—a country which is
in possession of
great oil reserve. The excuse is
that it is cheaper to ship to Vladi-
vostok from the United States
than from any Russian oil field.

During 1946 wo shipped 2,500,-
000 barrels of oil to Russia; 130,-
000,00?) to all countries.

Herbert Hoover and Bernard
Baruch have emphasized the point
that what wo arc giving away is
not money but irreplaceable na-
tural resources upon which the
future of this country depends.

We must not make the same
mistake as we have with our iron

and copper. These two men do
not believe that we can continue
to give away $5 billion of our na-
tui'al wealth a year for any pro-
longed period; and that our high
prices are due to buyinj for the
accounts of foreign governments
who have borrowed money from
US never to be repaid. They have
asked fo™> an inventory.

Mr. Sokolsky makes the sug-
gc.stion that. Congress should ap-
point a commission properly staf-
fed with an adequate appropria-
tion to make this inventory of our
po.sses.sions; our economic pros-
pects; and suggests that this com-
mission be composed of Herbert
Hoover. Bernard Baruch, and
Karl Compton, believing that
fiom such a commission wc can
get the truth, no matter what the
polkfcs of it may be.

"Cub Tractor'
In Production

The International Harvester
Company last week began volume
production of its new, small, low-
cost Farmall Cub tractor and a
full line of matched implements,
which represents the latest step
in the evolution of farm mechan-
ization, according to John L. Mc-
Caffrey, president. West Bros,
of Plymouth is the outlet for this
new product for western Wayne
county.

This new all-purpose tractor,
a scaled-down niodel of the row
crop tractors used by large-scale
farmers throughout the United
States, is designed primarily to
bring complete, economical and
practical mechanization to oper-
ators of small ~neral farms,
truck gardens and orchards,
whose annual gross income does
not justify purchase and use of
larger units. 'm

“Its development,” Mr. McCaf-
frey stated, “re”idily meets the
power requirements of the na-
tion’s 3,000,000 farmers having
up to 40 acres of crop land.” It
will be on display at the formal
opening of the West Bros, new
implement store next week Fri-
day and Saturday.

Produced at International Har-
vester’'s Bousiville, Kent ucky,
works, formerly the Curtiss-
Wright plant, the Farmall Cub is
being introduced into the Farmall
tractor line in response to the™de-
sire of the sipall acreage farmer
to compete on a more comparable
basis with farmers of larger tracts.

Among the many social and
economic benefits to'be derived
from the use of this new tractor
are:

1 Farms which now have low
annual gross incomes will be able
to increase production through
the use of more complete, prof-
itable and economical mechaniza-
tion.

2. An increase in the number of
farmers who divide their produc-
tive time between their farms
and nearby industry. Complete
mephanization will permit these
workers in industrial plants to
leMen their time in field work on
the farm.

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Fool Drivers
| ess In Number
Declares Judge

According to information which
has been gleaned from the court
docket reckless- driving in Plym -
f>iith is decreasing. 13uring the
fiscal year of July 1, 1945 to June
30, 194(5, 63 reckless driving cases
were tried under the Plymouth
city ordinance. It is estimated
that for the same period this year
the total will be 50 cases. Since
the first of the year there have
been 2 reckless driving cases re-
ported as compared to the 30
which were recorded in 1946.

In addition to -these city ordin-
ance cases there are those which
are referred to Judge Cutler by
the Wayne county sheriff patrol
and the Michigan State police.
Diming 1946 a total of 35 such
cases were referz-cd to the Plym -
outh court and the total for 1947
is estimated at 70. It is interest-
ing to note, however, that most
of those cases involve minor in-
fractions of the traffic laws. The
greater part of these tickets deal
with the running of red lights and
stop signs and not signalling for
turns. Also included in this figure
aic reckless and drunk driving
;ml ari‘aignments in felony cases.

Regarding the figures pertain-
ing to reckless driving in Plym -
outh Judge Cutler said, “These'
figures are consider?ly lower
than those of previki years.
From 1941 to 1945 aTrests and
trials for reckle.ss driving had
decroa.sed. In 1945 they took an
upward swing and figures this
year show that there is once more
a decrease over the previous year.

* The reason for this was lhat
during the war years people real-
ized that they could not get new
cars and were therefore more
careful. Then when people be-
lieved that they would soon be
alzlc to pui'chasc now cars they
again became less careful. Now
in 1947 they realize that auto-
mobiles are still scarce and arc
thus becoming more careful in
driving their cars.”

When questioned as to what
group constitutes the greatest
threat as l'eckle.ss drivers Judge
Cutler said "The average reck-
less driver is not a kid but is a
mature person whose average age
is 45 years. While the younger
set drive their automobiles a
great deal faster than older per-
sons they concentrate moi'e on
their driving. On the other hand
the older people oftentimes have
a great many cares and worries
on thz'ir minds which detract from
the caution which goes with the
operation of a vehicle.”

Building Here
Far Below Total
Of Last Year

Barely a mere fraction o™ build-
ing has been done during the
first six months of this year in
Plymouth compared to last year.

In fact there has been prac-
tically no building during 1947,
if building permits at the city
hall tell the stoi-y.

New building in Plymouth dur-
ing the first six months of 1946
reached a total of $.354,100.00.
ImpK.vements on property dur-
ing this same period last year
totaled $49,667.90.

During the first six months of
this year, however, only $38,446.00
worth of improvements and alter-
ations were completed or con-
tracted for.

Permits of new structures
have been issued to Fred Hub-
hard. of 1270 N. Junction, Gale

Parmalee, 915 S. Main and W alter
Schiflc of 279 Evergreen.

Builders and contractors state
that the underlying causes of this
decrease in building are many
and varied. Perhaps the greatest
single reason is the hesitancy of
veterans to supply the building
boom which was expected. While
a number of ex-servicemen have
purchased and built their own
homes an even greater number of
th('m are waiting for a leveling
off period.

The majority of them feel that
they are Ix>ing forced to buy pre-
mium homes and they feel that
they can afford to w-ait until such
time as home costs arc on a par-
ity with incomes.

Added to this there is still the
problem of materials. There is
still such a scarcity of materials
for building that tho.se who are
ready to buy or build at this time
are unable to do so.

Scarce as materials are, there
is an even greater scarcity of
labor. The skilled type of labor
which is needed to erect and prop-
erly equip a new home is moi'c in
demand than it has ever been.

Continual holdups faced by
builders cannot provide the num -
ber of houses which are needed
at the price the average home-
builder can afford to pay.

While it is perhaps wishful
thinking at this time to believe
that conditions will improve
quickly it is perhaps not too much
to suppose that next year will
find new homes being erected all
through the Plymouth area.

Babson Discusses Labor

GLOUCESTER, Mass., July 18.
—1 am down here to my old home
town which has been tied up by
strikes of the Fish Handlers.
Everyone has been arguing about
the rights and responsibilities of
the other fellow. Discussion,
usually leads to a fair conclusion;
but | hate to see people get mad,
especially while engaged in a
great celebration of St. Peter and
Christ’s Teachings that LOVE
FOR ONE ANOTHER is the only
answer.

Reasons for Strikes

This strike, like others, has
included a demand for more
money. There are various ways to
get more money, namely through
hourly pay increases, paid vaca-
tions, paid holidays, more over-
time pay, etc. In my talks with
strikers everywhere, however, |
find that the basic struggle now
is over the question whether the
Union or the Owners are to run
the business. The strikers take me
around to the stores, and show me
the increased retail prices and |
cannot help being sympathetic
with them for wanting more
money. Besides, these people, as
a rule, have several to feed and
clothe; while we and other stock-
holders usuallv have only small
families. But when it comes to
letting them dictate the business
policies, | am for the Owners.

The employers, ten years ago,
paid these Fish Handlers 60 cents
per hour. Now they are perfectly
willing to pay practically double
this or $1.15 per hour; but they
cannot afford to pay $1.30 an hour.
In many instances, two or three
members of the family are work-
ing which gives an excellent fam -
ily income to the Fish Handlers.
The employers insist, and | am
sure they "are right, that if fur-
ther pay raises are granted, the

retail price of fish must be in-
creased.

As the retail
nrico of fish since 1940 has al-
ready doubled in most stores, they
question whether people will eat
so much fish if prices are further
increased. We all know that when
the barbers raise the price of
haircuts, their customers go a
few days longer between hair-
cuts and the barbares are no
better off in the end.
Something About Fish

There are two large Fish Unions
here. One is made up of the
Fishermen who go on the high
seas and catch the fish. They do
not receive ordinary wages, but
rather a share of the catch. Con-
ditions vary with different ports,
but wusually about 40% of the
catch goes to the vessel owners,
and about 60% is divided amongst
the crew and skipper, with a
special extra bonus to the skipper
which bonus comes out of the
owners. Some expenses are paid
by the crew and other expenses
by the owners. Thus, the Fisher-

basis. Moreover, it is hard work
and they are subject to 24 hour
call.

When fish comes to the wharf,
it is sold through public auction
so as to be fair to both the fisher-
men and the boat owners. After
it has been purchased, the vessel
delivers it to the firm which is to
cut off the heads, skin it and fillet
it. This work is done by the Fish
Handlers, the ones who have been
on a strike. They stand in long
rows by benches and the fish come
to them on belts. They work very
quickly and with much care so
as to get out all the bones. They
prepare it for market.

Whal Consumers Want

From letters coming to me from
all parts of the country, it is
evident that consumers want fish;
also that if the price should be
reduced, they would buy much
fish. Hence, they wish the Fish
Handlers would agree to piece-
work and be willing to be paid
according to what they produce
as the Fishermen who catch the
fish. The slow workers might then
get only 85 cents per hour; while
the fast workers might get $1.50
an hour. This would be fair to
all people and especially to the
consumers, who read this column.

Every wage worker should re-
member that if his group alone
could raise wages with only the
price of his product going up, this
would be fine. But the workers
in all other groups are sure to
follow causing the prices of every-
thing to go up more and- none
would be better off in the end.
Hence we must finally choose be-
tween piecework on a fair basis,
or else wait for depression .and
unemployment to bring us to bur
senses. | see no halfway answer.
Only as we all unite to increase
Production and lower prices will
we have more in food, clothing
and shelter. This applies to every
industry and every city.

Cooper School
Votes Tax Boost

The annual meeting 'of the
Cooper School District was held
Monday night, Floyd Bingel, prin-
cipal, giving the lunch room re-
port, which showed a Iloss of
$617.43. Mr. Bingel also reported
that according to tentative plans,
the kindergarten, third fifth and
eighth grades would go on half
day sessions for the school year
1947-48.

A motion was made by William
Bailey, seconded by Mr. Tappen,
that the School Board take up
with the Wayne County Board
of Education the possibilty of
eliminating the Kindergarten, re-
turn of summer sessions for them,
and to put the Eighth grade on
full day sessions during the re-
gular term. The motion was car-
ried by a vote of 50 to 3.

Paul Engemann was re-elected
treasurer of the Cooper School
Board of Education for a three
year term with a salary of three
hundred dollars per year.

'The board presented a plan to
increase the millage one mill to
help finance the lunch program
for the next year. A motion was
made bv Peter Ventura, second-
ed by Mr. Tappen, that the price
~of each individual lunch be raised
to cover the cost of operation of

the lunch program, to curtail un-
necessary cost of operation, and
to eliminate the vote on the one
m ill plan of the Board of Educa-
tion. The motion passed by a
vote of 36 to 10.

A general discussion was held
on the cost to the District of
high school tuition for its stu-
dents. Last year $4,131.75 was
paid out and only $3,000 was col-
lected from taxes to cover this
item. It was estimated that about
$66,000 will be needed next year
and the School Board felt that
seven mills would be needed on
the basis of tax collections to
cover tuition costs without using
General Fund monies.

Upon the recommendation of
the Board a vote was taken to
increase the millage 7 mills to
cover tuition of all high school
students from the district. 31 were
in favor of the increase and 23
opposed. A two-thirds majority
is required and the proposal was
defeated.

A vote was then taken to in-
crease the millage 6 mills for
tuition purposes and this proposal
passed by a vote of 40 for and 13
not in favor.

With the passing of this 6 mills
it brings the Cooper School Dis-
trict millage to 32 for the 1947-48
school year. 11 mills were passed
a year ago for three years to buy
a bus and for operation.
