H is  cu rre n t co nsp iracy  to 
blaclcen the nam e of R e p re se n ta tive  Jo nes of O h io , w hose n o m in a­
tio n  to the F e d e ra l C o m m un ica tions Com m ission  yeste rd ay  w as u n ­
an im o u s ly  approved by the Senate  Com m erce Com m ittee , w as a p a r­
t ic u la r ly  v ic io u s  one.

Pearso n  had obvious se lf ish  m otives fo r opposing the n o m in a­
tio n . inasm u ch  as he is a m em ber of a group try in g  to get contro l of a 
va lu a b le  rad io  license  in  BSltlVnore w h ich  the F C C  had the pow er to 
g ive  h im . H e confessed before the Senate  com m ittee th a t he thought 
Jo n es w o u ld  act u n fa vo ra b ly  on h is app lication .

T h ro u g h  h is co lum n  and on the rad io  he launched  a campaig.o 
o f l ib e l against Jo n es , asserting  that the O hio  rep resen ta tive  had 
been a m em ber of the B la c k  Le g io n , a sort of re v iv a l of the K u  K lu x  
K la n  w h ich  flo u rish ed  in  M ich ig an  and O hio some ye a rs  ago. A s  a 
m a tte r of fact, Jo n es had fought the B la c k  Leg io n  and as a county 
prosecuto r w aged a long and successfu l fig h t to e x tra d ite  one of its  
lead ers on a charge of m urder.

W hen  Pea rso n  w as req u ired  t»  produce proof of h is a llegations , 
he brought th ree  w itn esses before the Senate  com m ittee . One w as 
a fo rm e r inm ate  of an insane a sy lu m , w ho had been com m itted  there 
fo r h o m ic id a l tendencies. T h e  second w as so sen ile  th a t he could not 
rem em b er how  he got to W ash ington  the d ay  before he appeared as 
a w itn ess . H e had served  a ja i l  te rm  as a p e r ju re r . Th e  th ird , a 
C IO  o ff ic ia l and p o lit ica l opponent o f Jo nes, w as a confessed fo rger.

No court w ould  g ive  the s lig h test w e ig h t to the testim o ny of any 
one of the th ree . No rep utab le  new spaper rep o rte r w o u ld  th in k  of 
basing  a new s sto ry  on th e ir  a u th o rity . Pearso n  not o n ly  hunted 
them  up in  O hio and had them  brought to W ash ing ton , but put one 
o f them  *on h is rad io  program . T h is  w itn ess , the foam er insane- 
a sy lu m  inm ate , co u ld n ’t rem em ber w h a t he sa id  on the rad io  except 
th a t ho had read a statem ent g iven  h im  by Pearson .

Pearson  has long been notorious as a m em ber o f the sm ear b r i­
gade in W ash ington . T h is  tim e he found h im se lf caught, tried  to lie  
out of it , and instead  got h im se lf in e x tr ic a b ly  tang led  in  h is ow n 
falsehoods. Jo n es has announced that he w i l l  take  action  against 
Pearso n . T h e  Senate  m ay also w ish  to have h im  prosecuted fo r p e r­
ju r y  and the p resentation  of p e r ju r in g  w itnesses.

P earso n , n o w ever. has in vo lved  others than  h im se lf and h is 
im m ed iate  agents. He has invo lved  a ll  those w ho have len t n ew s­
paper or rad io  fa c ilit ie s  to the d issem inatio n  of h is lies . These  p e r­
sons can h a rd ly  p lead th at th ey  w ere  caught u n aw ares in  th is  case. 
T h e  B lu e  N e tw tV k  and the hat m an u factu re r w ho  sponsored h is p ro­
gram  kn e w  Jh a t  he w as a l ia r  w hen  th ey  put h im  on the a ir . T h e y  
a p p a re n tly  w ere  w ill in g  to accept that r is k  in  o rder to p ro fit by 
h is  lie s .

T h e  sam e goes fo r the new spapers th a t p r in t  h is  co lum n. T h e y  
cannot escape re sp o n s ib ility  fo r h is  fa lsehoods. A s  th e ir  la w y e rs  w i l l  
ad v ise  them , th ey  have a lega l re sp o n s ib ility , but th ey  lik e w is e  have  
a m o ra l re sp o n s ib ility .

A  new sp ap er th a t p rin ts  Pea rso n ’s lie s  is  ju s t  as conscienceless 
as Pearso n .

“A quarter of the total deaths 
resulting from all occupational 
pursuits in Michigan result from 
farming.”

Agriculture is still among the 
most hazardous of all occupa­
tional pursuits,” Dr. William De- 
Kleine. State Health Commission­
er, said today in supporting Farm 
Safety Week which is now being 
observed in Michigan.

Burns and explosions are among 
the most frequent and most fatal 
of farm accidents in the state. 
They take their toll of children 
left alone in a farm home, of 
housewives who try to make a 
quick fire with gasoline or kero- 
.sene. a farmer refueling his heat­
ed tractor or the man blasting 
stumps'. Grass fires take lives in 
the state too, those of men who 
fight them.

Machinery causes a few less 
deaths than fires and explosives. 
The farm tractor takes more lives 
than any other item of farm 
machinery and a truck or auto­
mobile takes lives on the farm as

well as on- the highway.
The tractor is involved in al­

most one-third of farm machinery 
accidents and almost one-third 
of all tractor accidents are fatal. 
The tractors in most accidents 
overturn killing the driver. Each 
year adds to the toll of children 
killed on tractors, and each year 
someone cranks a tractor'which
IS m gear.

er farm machinery which 
should wear a red bordered label 
include corn pickers, power saws, 
mowers, wagons, hay rakes and 
balers, and manure spreaders. An 
ordinary cultivator each took a 
life last year.

Not only do haying season ma­
chinery cause accidental deaths, 
but the wagon and haymow take 
valuable farm lives through falls. 
Falls from a tractor vie with 
falls down haychutes and dilapi­
dated stairways in number of 
farm lives taken.

Horses cause more than half 
the accidents related to farm 
animals and account for four- 
fifths of the deaths due to live­
stock.

Bulls account for one-fourth 
the farm livestock accidents and 
one-fifth of the deaths.

Fires, machinery, falls and an­
imals account for about nine- 
tenths of farm accidents. “Such 
accidents are preventable if sim­
ple precautions are used,” Dr. 
DeKleine said. “Make a list of the 
hazards on your farm during 
Farm Safety Week and avoid or 
eliminate them.”

Patients Read 
j^oks on Ceiling

Last week tne Wayne County 
Library received three projectors 
for ceiling books which were plac­
ed at the Maybury Sanatorium. 
The machines* were obtained 
through the Detroit News Pro­
jected Books Fund, one of the gifts 
of the Farmington chapter of the 
Blue Star Mothers of America, 
the other two being contributed 
by the Downtown Lions Club of 
Detroit.

By means of these projectors, 
microfilms of actual books are 
displayed on the ceiling above 
the patient’s bed making it pos­
sible for persons to read who 
cannot or should not hold a book 
to read normally. Even patients 
confined in casts are able to oper­
ate the machine, sometimes by 
depressing the button device that 
controls the film with one toe or 
by lowering the chin.

According to Miss Alice For­
ward, librarian in charge of the 
Wayne County Library service 
at Maybury Sanatorium, pro­
jectors are m-eded for elegible 
persons both in hospitals and for 
patients cared for at home.

The Wayne County Training

ing in the use of ink-blots for the 
determination of p e r s o n a  lity 
traits.

In 
industry the Ink-blot test, in the 
hands of a skilled examiner, can 
keep many of the square pegs 
from attempting to fit the round 
holes and in clinics and hopitals 
it is used for cixagnosis and to | 
determine the patients’s prospects 
under various types of treatment.

Own a Plane? 
Then Register it

Here’s a reminder for the num­
erous aircraft owners in Plym­
outh and vicinity—Friday, Aug.
1 is the deadline for registering 
your plane with the State De­
partment of Aeronautics. That’s 
necessary under the law, which 
you will find in Chapter V, sec­
tion 77 of the Michigan Aernonau- 
tics code. i

The registration fee is onc-half 
cent per pound of net empty' 
weight of the aircraft and aver- i 
ages less than $5.0’0 per year for 
small planes, but in no case ex - ' 
ceeds $50. The fee, a great savings ! 
to aircraft owners each year, is ; 
in lieu of all general or local I 
oroperty taxes and is much less | 
than property assessment rates i 
would be. I

The new 1947-48 registration! 
certificates arc available at all j 
licensed airports and at the De­
partment of Aeronautics, Lansing.

Reminder is also given that 
every peace officers in the state 
is authorized to check on plane 
registrations.

A total of 2,698 planes were 
registered in Michigan during the 
1946-47 season.

Babton Discusses Job Hunting
GLOUCESTER, Mass., July 25. 

—With a possible 10,000,000 un­
employed by 1952 unless labor 
relations get straightened out, 
both schools and parents should 
begin now to make graduates 
worth employing. C e r t a i n l y ,  
there then will be keen competi­
tion for whatever jobs there may 
be. Young people now in High 
Schools should make up their 
minds to put work before play 
and cut out the social stuff which 
is making too many of them use­
ful only for driving trucks and 
jerking soda.

Simple Economics
Business expects the schopls to 

equip our men and women with 
an adequate background of the 
historical, psychological and eco­
nomic forces which have produc­
ed our nation. Our young people 
should also be given a background 
of the many , “isms.” With such a 
background students should un­
derstand the merits and benefits 
which our free society has to 
offer. However, the school can­
not do much unless backed up 
by sensible table talk and relig­
ious instruction at home.

No nation can long prosper 
without the proper incentive, pro­
gress and efficiency. This causes 
a continuous improvement in the 
.standard of living and security 
for all producers. When people 
produce more, business thrives, 
national income increases, stand­
ards of living rise, and our voters 
are happier. It is the undersand­
ing of these basic factors includ­
ing some real religion which our 
homes and schools should teach. 
These include emphasis on that 
simple economic fact that only 
as we all produce more is there 
more to divide.

Schools Shortchanging Pupils
Schools today are shortchang­

ing pupils. Youngsters are being 
shoved out into an ever increas­
ingly competitive world with in­
adequate training in the funda­
mentals of reading, writing, spel­
ling. arithmetic, self-expression 
etc. Too many of our young peo­
ple knocking on the employment 
manager’s door are unable to do 
relatively simple mathematical 
tasks. These are basic tools of 
work, rather than the useless 
frills which schools now teach.

It is not the accumulation of 
vast amounts of factual material 
that makes a young person em­
ployable. Rather it is his char­
acter, his health, his desire to be 
of service and his ability to work 
with others. Schools are short­
changing students by their failure 
to teach how to work and live, 
how to get and hold good jobs. 
Schools should spend spend much 
more time in both group and in­
dividual counseling to help stu­
dents better understand them­
selves, their interests and their 
aptitudes.

Schools Shortchanging 
Vocationally

With 29,744 different jobs list­
ed in the Dictionary of Occupa­
tional Title.s, schools of this 
Atomic Age should offer systema­
tic courses in vocational infor­
mation, get their students out on 
fiigld trips, m ake . greater use of 
bdcupational'films, part-time job 
experiences, etc. Most important 
of all young people should be 
taught the dignity .of working and 
the disgrace of loafing.

To teachers, I say: “Get to know 
your : student more than from

just grades.” Prepare him for job 
interviews. Make sure a student 
understands his own balance 
sheet of assets and liabilities. 
Teach him how to sell himself on 
the interview. Schools should 
have students realize that per­
sonal qualifications such as in­
centive, resourcefulness, adapta­
bility, and willingness to assume 
responsibility are more important 
than joining a union to assure 
success.

Parents Should Wake Up
But the best training of all for 

getting a good position after grad­
uation is to work summers. Whe­
ther or not your boy and girl does 
this its up to you,—and not to 
any teacher. In some States boys 
and girls must get the okky of the 
Superintendent of Schools: but 
this always is obtainable if you 
as a parent request it. Parents 
who let their children run around 
or loaf all summer are committ­
ing a crime against them.

Too many parents hate to make 
their dear Susie and Johnnie get 
a job because thfeir friends do 
not work. Instead of being con­
tent to listen to speeches, Par­
ent-Teacher Associations should 
urge parents to refuse to give 
spending money or* loan the car 
to kids who loaf summers or who 
fail in their studies winters. It 
is not now too late for parents to 
get tough this summer.
