From the University of Michi-

t;an comes information whitii
will be of interest to residents of
the Wolverine state who are es-
pecially interested in some of the
pests that are destroying fish in
onr Great lakes and providing
plenty of itch for those who bathe
in some of our northern Michigan
inland lakes.
.. Sea lampreys and swimmers
It vanishing lakes and the best
use_of marginal land— these and
ol Tir problems affecting North-
ern Michigan were studied this
summer at the two University of
Michigan camps in Cheboygan
and Emmet counties.

They are the University Bio-
logical Station on Douglas Lake
and the Geography Camp at Wil-
derness Park.

The Biological Station, with 130
students enrolled, provided op-
portunities to do field work and
continue university classes at the
same time. Fifty research proj-
ects, conducted by advanced stu-
dents, doctors and educators
from the East and Middle West,
were under way during the sum-
mer.

A Harvard staff member did
research on swimmers itch; a
Wayne professor gathered new
facts on the sea lamprey. Stu-
dc-nts ca”e from 25 states and
('ight foreign countries.

Two factors combine to make
the Biological Station popular.
The University owns 8,007 acres
on the south side of the lake,
mostly tax lands with no" econo-

mic value. But those acres are a
rich area in plant, insect, fish
and animal life.

Of the 23 known families of
insects in the world, examples of
22 are found around Douglas
Lake, according to Professor Al-
fred H. Stockard, director of the
station.

The other camp is concerned
more with what use man can
make of the land than with what
lives on it. Geography today, as
Prof. K. C. McMurry says, isn’t
alone making maps; it also ap«
praises what those maps tell so
that man can make the best use
10f the resources.

At the Geogx’aphy Camp there
were 23 students, six of them
girls and most of the men veter-
ans. As is the established practice
of the University’s Department of
Geography, it combines field
teaching and experience with
some work which is of practical
value to the Conservation De-
partment of the State.

Ever since 1922 when the
Michigan Land Use Economic
Survey was launched, the sum-

mer Geography Camp has been
compiling facts for the Conser-
vation office.

Health Tips

. (By The Plymouth
| Health Department.)

In recent year.s small pox and
diphtheria are almost unheard
of in most communities.

AWhy is this so?

Because of advance.® made in
immuniZing matt'rials and exten-
sive campaigning to have children
protected.

About 20 years ago there was
some cause for objecting to the
results from immunization
against diphtheria. But today the
material used is practically with-
out danger of any type of re-
action.

The method now used in vacci-
nation against small pox seldom
causes any serious trouble, and if
properly administered and cared
for the result is a very small scar,
quite unlike the large ugly scars
of years ago.

Until a few years ago, if a child
received a wound that would re-
quire tetanus antitoxin, he would
be almost certain to develop hives
from the horse scrum reaction.

Now children can be protected
with a tetanus toxoid. Then in
e.ise of an injury a simple booster
shot which causes no reaction is
given.

This toxoid can be given alone
or in various combinations with
diphthc'ria toxoid or pertussis
(whooping cough) vaccine.

There is al.so a combination of

all three.
Below is a table of immuniza-
tions. as worked out by the

Michigan Department of Health
and neeepted by practically all
Bnards of Health and Medical So-
cieties.

At 8-6 months of age, pertussis.

At 9 months, diphtheria.

At or before 12 months,
pox vaecinati(jn.

At 15 months (or 6 months
after last diphtheria injection)
A Schick (test is done to check
on the results of immunization.

A common practice in using
the combined toxoids is to start
at 4 or 5 months and one injec-
tion per month for three injec-
tions is given.

When the child enters school a
booster dose of diphtheria toxoid
and pertussis vaccine is advis-
able.

If all children arc protected as
above outlim'ci we would not need
to worry about epidemics.

Poland and the Balkans

The Poland and Balkan repre-
sentatives are terribly down-
hearted.

Still worse, the
people of these countries, are fast
losing their character, morals and
all sense of honesty.

If a girl can sell her vir-
tue to an Allied or even Russian
soldier for food or clothing the
parents say “Well done.” Here
again conditions are worse in the
big cities where prostitution is
said to be a major industry. This
is another reason for bringing up
your family in the country or in
a small American city.

Japan Best Off of All

Rural Japan is said to be in
good shape. The farmers and fish-
ermen have enough to eat. In fact,
most of the poor people of Japan
are better off today than before
the war. Of course, the wealthy
families are down and out. Stocks,
bonds and bank accounts have
been wiped out. In the severely
damaged big cities crime, gamb-
ling and prostitution still reign.
The principal complaint of the
Japanese is “the atomic itch”
whatever that may mean.
